According to Cynthia Seibels, author of  The Sunny South: The Life and Art of  William Aiken Walker and John Fowler who is preparing a catalogue raisonne’ on Walker’s work, 
William Aiken Walker (born in Charleston, South Carolina, 1839) began painting solitary, rural cabins, inhabited by poor black plantation works in the late 1880’s.  For the 
most part, these oil paintings were created on academy board manufactured by F. W. Devoe Company of  New York that Walker personally cut into six inches by twelve inches 
panels.  (A few were cut into approximately nine inches by twelve inches dimensions.)  The backs of  these panels were frequently inscribed in pencil with the title Cabin, and 
prices were also noted, sometimes with a second price if  the buyer purchased a pair.  Prices ranged from five to twenty-seven dollars.
The cabin pictured here is a fully developed composition especially rich in typical Walker details.  A crude, pine-log structure with wooden roof  and mud-wood chimney 
supported by poles to be removed (allowing the chimney to collapse and save the cabin in case of  fire); seven figures; ten chickens; a dog; hog in the trough; wash pot and wash 
tubs with wash drying on the fence and rack; coon skin and peppers; potted plant in the window; hollowed gourd martin houses; field of  cotton; Palmetto trees and Spanish 
moss is vintage Walker.  This painting will be included in John Fowler’s forthcoming catalogue raissone’ of  works by William Aiken Walker.

By 1885 Walker was also painting field workers singly or in pairs, mostly in the context of  the cotton industry.  These panels ranged in size from eight inches by four inches to 
large canvases that measure fifty inches in height.  Most of  the double figures were on six inches by twelve inches panels.  Two Cotton Pickers in a Field is further enhanced with a 
cabin in the distance.  Estimated at $9,000 to $12,000.  This painting will be included in John Fowler’s forthcoming catalogue raissone’ of  works by William Aiken Walker.

     Well, lets don’t totally forget the num-
bers.

We were bitten 
again by a major holiday at the beginning of 
the month. 
     What you need to check out is Page 5. 
That’s where you’ll find the ad from the 
newest art institution using Carolina Arts to 
promote an exhibition to our readers.
     That’s right - it’s the High Museum of 
Art in Atlanta, GA - promoting their latest 
blockbuster exhibition - Picasso to Warhol: 
Fourteen Modern Masters, which opens 
Oct. 15, 2011 and continues through Apr. 
29, 2012. 
     Picasso to Warhol will present more than 
100 works of art created by 14 of the most 
iconic artists from the 20th century includ-
ing: Pablo Picasso, Henri Matisse, Constan-
tin Brancusi, Piet Mondrian, Fernand Léger, 
Marcel Duchamp, Giorgio De Chirico, Joan 
Miró, Romare Bearden, Alexander Calder, 
Jackson Pollock, Louise Bourgeois, Jasper 
Johns and Andy Warhol. The exhibition will 
be one of the largest concentrations of mod-
ern art masterpieces to ever be exhibited in 
the southeastern United States. You can read 
all about it on Page 15. 
     Also of note, if you check out the website 
for the High Museum of Art (www.high.org) 
you’ll find that they are also presenting the 
exhibit, The Sculpture of Grainger McKoy, 
featuring works by a South Carolina artist 
from the Sumter, SC, area, which is on view 
through Jan. 8, 2012.
     McKoy’s exquisitely detailed and skill-
fully rendered work redefines the idea of 
wildlife art. Featuring more than 30 sculp-
tures and drawings, the exhibition presents 
works of stunning realism and virtuosity.
     This just goes to show that people in the 
visual art community beyond the Carolinas 

are noticing our presence on the Internet. 

A Few Words About A Few Words From 
Down Under

     Back in the year 2000, someone sent me 
an e-mail for a link to an article which was 
written by a woman in Australia, which they 
said sounded a lot like me. I checked it out 
and although the article was written better 
than anything I could ever do, it did sound a 
lot like me. I’m a plain talker. This woman, 
Judith McGrath, was more polished and had 
an arts background, but we did sound like 
we were on the same wavelength about the 
visual arts.
     I made contact and very soon she was 
writing for us. I was looking for someone 
to express some opinions other than me, 
but since no one in the Carolinas seemed to 
want to step up to the plate - why not bring 
in outside help - even if it had to come all 
the way from Australia.
     We posted that very article in our Sept. 
2000 issue and right from the start McGrath 
was a big hit. 
     Over time it got very strange. We had 
no set timetable for when she would send 
articles and I gave her no instructions on 
subjects to write about, but for more times 
than what would seem normal - she sent 
something that was timely to what was 
going on in the Carolinas and very close 
to what I was thinking about putting in my 
monthly commentary.
     It was as if we were twins separated at 
birth, but she got the better part of all the 
looks and brains. For awhile, I began to 
think she was really here - somewhere in the 
Carolinas and knew someone I was talking 
with on a regular basis, but she was the real 
deal - way over there in Western Australia.
     The last article we printed from her was 
in our Sept. 2008 issue. The economy had 
collapsed and we couldn’t afford to pay her 
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anymore and the paper’s space was shrink-
ing. That was the same year Judith and her 
husband came to South Carolina for a visit.  
She was the real deal.  
     In June of 2009 we posted some com-
ments from her on Carolina Arts Un-
leashed, our new blog, and in April of 2010, 
McGrath sent us a full article with photos. 
I was hoping our relationship was starting 
up again, but she was enjoying retirement 
too well.
     So what is all this leading up to?
     Last month as I was collecting the stats at 
the end of the month for the Aug. 2011 issue 
I noticed a lot of the items in the top 100 
requested pages had the words “McGrath” 
or “A Few Words From Down Under” in 
them. On close inspection, #30 was the page 
on our website where you find the archives 
for her past articles.
     Hundreds of people were checking out 
McGrath’s old articles. As I looked closer, 
between the numbers #57 through #98, you 
could find all 33 articles she wrote for us. A 
few other items sneaked in here and there, 
but McGrath had taken over the top 100 list. 
Her writing accounted for a third of the top 
100 requested items on the website.
     It was obvious people enjoyed reading 
what McGrath had written - even today.
     So I sent Judith an e-mail asking if she 
would mind if we reprinted some of her 
articles in our new version of Carolina Arts 
and her response was - Go for it! 
    We’ve got a lot of new readers and this 
will all be new to them and even our old 
readers will enjoy seeing McGrath words 
back in our paper. So, starting this month 
we will be offering - A Few Words From 
Down Under - Revisited. You’ll find the 
article on Page 13.
     I hope you’ll enjoy reading them as much 
as I have revisiting them. They’re timeless.

voking body of work. The series of mixed 
media paintings were born from numerous 
trips Lewis made to a Wawa in New Jersey 
where he observed impoverished adults 
purchasing scratch-off lottery tickets, many 
times while their children looked on.
     “I started noticing the people in there 
just buying these scratch-off tickets and 
scratching their lives away trying to get that 
winning ticket in a million-to-one shot, a 
million-to-one opportunity,” Lewis said. “A 
lot of times, they would have their children 
there and ... I began wondering, ‘You know, 
you’re buying these tickets and it almost 
appears that you need to get something to 
eat.’”
     Disturbed by this on many levels, Lewis, 
who is based in New Jersey but also has a 
studio in Charleston, conducted research 
and discovered a large number of people 
living below the poverty line spend a 
disproportionate amount on lottery tickets, 
particularly the scratch-off kind. In addition, 
he learned that desperation and a feeling 
of powerlessness motivate this spending. 
Ultimately, Lewis felt a need to take action 
because bearing the brunt of these sad facts 
are children, whose parents cling to the 
hope that their next ticket, despite the mas-
sive odds, will deliver them from poverty 
even as it exacerbates it.
     Lewis’ artistic approach was to purchase 
scratch-off lottery tickets, which he did not 
scratch, and use them as the background for 
intricate portraits of some of the children he 
encountered. He symbolically covered each 
child’s portrait in a layer of gold leaf, which 
he then carefully scraped away - much like 
a lottery ticket - to reveal the iconic images 
of the children.
     “I felt this was a statement I needed to 
make,” Lewis said. “...These pieces are 
basically speaking of our culture, speaking 
of our society and how we spend so much 
time in that frivolous pursuit of getting rich 
quick. And all we need to do is realize that 

our children are our most precious com-
modity and if we just scratch them enough 
and scratch them deep enough, we will find 
that to be true.”
     The show includes portraits of children 
from the Charleston area, as well as from 
Lewis’ travels throughout the US and other 
countries. 
     Earl Bradley Lewis was born Dec. 16, 
1956, in Philadelphia, PA. Lewis has il-
lustrated more than 50 books for children, 
including Nikki Grimes’ Talkin’ About 
Bessie: The Story of Aviator Elizabeth 
Coleman, which was the 2003 Coretta Scott 
King Illustrator Award Winner. Inspired by 
two artist uncles, as early as the third grade, 
Lewis displayed artistic promise. Beginning 
in the sixth grade, he attended the Saturday 
morning Temple University School of Art 
League and studied with Clarence Wood. 
Lewis attended the Temple University 
Tyler School of Art. There, he discovered 
his medium of preference was watercolor. 
During his four years at Temple, Lewis 
majored in Graphic Design and Illustra-
tion and Art Education. After graduating, 
he taught art in public schools for 12 years. 
Presently, Lewis teaches at the University of 
Arts in Philadelphia, continues to paint and 
illustrate and is a member of The Society of 
Illustrators in New York City. 
     The Community Center of St. Matthew’s 
is an active family life and learning center 
in downtown Charleston. Its mission is to 
improve the lives and well-being of people 
by addressing the whole family through 
education and the support of healthy life-
styles. For more than 10 years, the center 
has sought to end generational poverty by 
addressing illiteracy in Charleston’s youth. 
They work to improve the reading skills of 
area children through the various literacy 
programs including: AS Kids after school 
mentoring program, Summer Kids Read-
ing Program and reading assistance with its 
computer-based Academy of Reading. Ad-
ditional basic needs of participant families 
are met through the center’s Emergency 
Food Pantry and Sharing With A Neighbor 
benevolence programs. In addition, the 
center offers comprehensive English as a 
Second Language instruction throughout

     Robert Lange Studios in Charleston, SC, 
will present the exhibit, Their Masquerade 
in Feathers & Thread, featuring works by 
Nathan Durfee, on view from Oct. 7 - 26, 
2011. A reception will be held on Oct. 7, 
from 5-8pm.

     Durfee’s fanciful storylines have led to 
a cult following in Charleston where the 
28-year-old artist resides. He was voted 
best visual artist two years running by the 
Charleston City Paper (over 60,000 people 
vote each year) and was recently profiled 
in Charleston Magazine. His last solo 
exhibition held at RLS this past October 
was viewed by over a thousand people on 
opening night.
     One collector’s comment as she walked 
through last year’s exhibit was, “I think 
Nathan’s so popular because there’s an 
honesty in his work that is sometimes witty, 
sometimes playful, and sometimes sad.” 
Carrie Cooney continued, “I find that as 
I experience the show I can see different 
facets of the artist’s nature resonating within 
each of his characters and I can’t help but 
feel like I’m part of a secret.” 
     Durfee’s emblematic works speak not 
only of the artist’s own existential journey 
but also a universal human experience. 
Often painted in series the characters 
experience everything from heart break 
to frustration as reactions to internal and 
external stimuli. 
     “I am a storyteller without a story,” says 
Durfee. “These paintings reveal little spans 
of time in a world I haven’t quite figured 
out yet. I’m comfortable with not knowing 
the big picture yet; instead, I try to focus on 

the lessons and feelings captured in these 
moments.”
     Visitors to this most recent exhibition are 
provided with another layer of storyline as 
Durfee’s characters garnish suits and masks.  
The artist said, “I’m playing with the idea of 
masks both as subjects and the idea of meta-
phors. Masks have the ability to simultane-
ously hide and reveal facets of ourselves.”
No work better demonstrates the painter’s 
ability to capture and present difficult hu-
man emotions than Carlton’s Love Lost in 
Translation an 8-by-10 inch oil on panel 
work. The painting depicts a giraffe, hidden 
behind a homemade bird mask with buttons 
as eyes, professing his love to a tiny bird on 
a branch.  The mismatch of textures, colors 
and unlikely characters, plays on the time-
less story of star-crossed lovers.
     Durfee’s painting style is a contemporary 
update of folk meets pop-surrealism and 
continually exceeds the expectations of 
collectors. This series in particular dem-
onstrates Durfee’s ability to meticulously 
render small details and textures and in the 
same painting, the liberty to softly paint 

fluffy clouds.
      “I’m now more informed with my style 
and can more freely incorporate different 
textures and painting techniques,” says Du-
rfee, “choosing the level of detail that best 
lends itself to the focus of the storyline.”
One of the pieces for the show, Consulting 
the Manual is a painting of a woman carry-
ing three yellow chicks on her back. She sits 
longingly at the window reading a how-to 
manual with a bird mask rubber banded 
around her head. The 16-by-20 inch oil on 
panel piece captures the emotion of mother-
hood, and with the addition of Durfee’s 
signature execution of colors, the discrep-
ancy between mother and chicks becomes 
more evident.
     Durfee is a graduate of Savannah College 
of Art and Design and has exhibited with 
different galleries across the United States 
and is feverishly collected in Germany as 
well as Japan.

female form and will include both interior 
and exterior scenes. 
     The pieces that will comprise the show 
are intended to impart timelessness and 
continuity - impressions that the artist hopes 
will stay with the viewer long after they 
review his work. “I hate the thought of my 
artwork being or becoming outdated,” Li-
ston explains, “I want the viewer to be able 
to say that painting is of someone right here, 
right now, or maybe of someone fifty years 
ago. Sure, clothing and hairstyle change, 
but other aspects of life, imagery, emotions, 
etc., do not and have not for hundreds of 
thousands of years.”
     Liston believes that a good figurative 
painting has to contain four basic compo-
nents including: correct anatomy; good 
composition; strong artistic elements such 
as shape, value, and edge; and finally, emo-
tion or atmosphere. “I’ve spent my entire 
career as a painter trying to master these 
essentials and I think this collection of work 
embodies these concepts,” he says.
    Liston has three favorite pieces that will 
appear in the exhibition: Red, Blue, and Yel-
low. Each piece focuses on the balance of 
color and the effects of light on color, they 
also balance the literal and conceptual. They 
were painted in Liston’s studio using three 
of his best models. If Liston had to choose 
his favorite piece in the exhibit, he would 
choose Red.
     Although he studied art the University of 
Utah, Liston considers himself a primar-
ily self-taught artist. If he had to name a 
mentor, he would choose renowned sculptor 
Edward Fraughton. “I worked for Ed in 
his foundry for over 15 years. I learned an 

invaluable amount from him during that 
time, particularly about human anatomy 
and gesture. It’s odd to say I learned how to 
paint from a sculptor, but to a certain extent 
it’s true,” he confesses.
     As for influences, he names the great 
American illustrators such as Newell Con-
vers Wyeth and Howard Pyle as his earliest 
sources of inspiration. Later in life, how-
ever, Liston gravitated towards the likes of 
John William Waterhouse and John Singer 
Sargent.
     The human form heavily inspires 
Liston. “People are beautiful, mysterious, 
ever- changing and completely individual. 
I never, ever tire of drawing, painting 
and sculpting the human figure and I 
very strongly believe I never will. I think 
Michelangelo said it best: “And who is so 
barbarous as not to understand that the foot 
of a man is nobler than his shoe.”

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A Few Words From Down Under
Visual Art vs Entertainment

     Usually I approach exhibitions by 
recently graduated visual art students with 
high expectations of enjoying thought 
provoking examples of contemporary art. 
Unfortunately, more often than not these 
days, the anticipation provides more satis-
faction than the reality.
     Recently I attended an exhibition of 
work by students of a prestigious art col-
lege in this city (Perth, Australia). It was 
more than disappointing. Of the sixty-five 
exhibits presented only four offered a vi-
sual experience that engaged my attention 
with form and content, displayed an ac-
ceptable level of skill and communicated 
something other than a pun. There were 
more than the usual number of flash-
ing slide projections, silent videos and 
interactive computer displays. It is hard 
to relate to this type of exhibit because 
it, not the viewer, dictates the terms of 
engagement leaving no room for personal 
interpretation. These particular efforts 
were difficult to evaluate due to equip-
ment failure, while the only messages I 
could decipher were about fun and games. 
It was obvious the new artists didn’t know 
the difference between art, visual art and 
entertainment.
     The confusion is understandable. Just 
pick up any Sunday paper and find the 
section headed Arts & Entertainment. It 
gives us movie schedules interspersed 
with dates and venues for live rock 
concerts, information on the City Bal-
let Company’s production of Swan Lake 
and opening hours at the Zoo. Between 
photographs of television stars and actions 
shots from the latest video release we find 
the column offering edited media releases 
from fine art galleries and professional 
theater groups. Clumped together like this 
it is difficult to determine which events 
are Art, offering food for thought, and 
which events are Entertainment, providing 
a fun experience.
     In the gallery, when viewing the exhib-
its proved boring, I began to observe the 
audience. Most visitors walked non-stop 
around the venue, slowed at a few exhibits 
but none caught their attention sufficiently 
to cause them to stop, investigate, con-
sider. When a group of four art students 
came in the reactions were very different. 
They glided through the display stopping 
here and there; audible responses included 
laughter with the occasional “Wow” or 
“Yeah”. They seemed to like the work of 
those they knew, weren’t much interested 
in the efforts of those they didn’t, and 
discussed the artists not the art.
     As undergraduates at the same insti-
tution they were initiates, attending the 
show to write about it for their art history 
class. I asked what they thought of the 
exhibition and all agreed it was “great”, 
it was “fun”. They liked one video (knew 
the people in it), enjoyed the computer 
game (but it crashed) and agreed the 
exhibit with the rusty tin and fluffy fabric 
was really good. One member of the 
group remembered its title but not the 
name of the artist. No one knew what was 
being communicated yet all agreed it was 
funny (entertaining) and a good work of 
art. This experience and exchange was 
unsettling. It brought me to the opinion 
that if it is to survive, Visual art must be 
held separate from Art and kept far away 
from Entertainment.
     Visual art and Art (craft, dance, music, 
literature) have similar origins and aspira-
tions. Their primary purpose was a form 
of communication between humanity 
and the gods before becoming a way for 
religious and secular rulers to instruct 
their subjects. Visual art and Art encour-

ages contemplation of, and challenges to, 
confirmed cultural truths. Entertainment 
on the other hand is intended to divert 
the mind away from serious concerns by 
offering aimless pleasure. The parameters 
of Visual art and Art are flexible, often 
integrating as they are the keepers of cul-
ture. Frescoes and icons epics and odes, 
morality plays and satirical poetry, the 
music, movement and costumes of sacred 
and secular rituals, these are the vessels 
that hold our history. Entertainment has 
already made broad inroads to Art, heaven 
help us if it overtakes Visual art. I have 
seen the visual pollution that results when 
Entertainment tries to be Visual art.
     Entertainment, from team sports to a 
stand-up comedy routine, is easily acces-
sible for a fee. It distracts us with lively 
sights and sounds and the promise of 
thrills or laughter. We are passive specta-
tors, good entertainment does not call 
for actual participation, it is calculated 
to tempt us into accepting the vicarious 
(virtual) experience. Even interactive 
electronic amusement is controlled and 
we are penalized if we make an incor-
rect response or attempt lateral thinking. 
Entertainment is intended to wash over us 
as we offer up our minds and emotions to 
be played with, emptied, than tossed aside 
for the next wave of paying customers. 
If we are exhausted at its conclusion it’s 
from the adrenaline not our overworked 
thought processes.
     Art such as dance, music, theater and 
in some cases film, are valid art forms in 
their intention but today the outcome is 
often more entertaining than inspiring. 
They are presented at a calculated time in 
a specific space that requires an entry fee. 
The performers dictate our experience; 
they decide the duration of the presenta-
tion, manipulate our emotive reactions, 
and rarely invite our participation except 
to express approval. The audience is 
more passive than active; we witness the 
performance, we are placed at a distance 
and held there by the construction of the 
venue. We are validating bums on seats. 
In order to survive these days, most art 
forms must first entertain then hopefully 
engage the intelligence or imagination of 
the audience.
     Visual Art is accessible free of charge 
in a public place or private gallery. It 
invites the viewer to actively participate 
in the experience. It does not dictate our 
response instead it solicits an exchange, 
one that may differ according to each 
individual. We can spend as much time 
as we want with an exhibit, view it from 
a distance or up close, walk around it or 
stand in front of it and consider it as we 
choose. A good work of visual art inspires 
the intellect, touches an emotion or ignites 
the imagination. It asks us to consider 
the subject, medium, image or idea and 
relate it to our own life experiences. This 
contemplation often lingers on the borders 
of the mind after leaving the venue.
     A work of visual art is still and silent, 
we approach it rather than it invading our 
space. We invite its peaceful presence, 
unlike the demanding visual stimuli that 
bombards our eye in every aspect of our 
lives. In the city street our periphery vi-
sion is constantly attacked by constructed 
images, some accompanied with sound, 
that vie for our attention. This barrage 
continues at home when we turn on the 
television. Kinetic images, factual and 
fantasy, become a single blur of visual 
“infotainment”. To survive we have 
learned to turn a blind eye in the same 
manner we turn a deaf ear to traffic noise. 
Our mind turns off while our eyes remain 
open.
     Today’s visual art student will find it 
hard to cross the void between open eye 

and closed mind for two reasons. First, 
they are unaware it exists and second, 
they don’t realize that viewing a work of 
visual art involves making a conscious 
effort. We must enlist our mind or emo-
tion in order to see past the surface of the 
physical object and perceive its metaphys-
ical intention.
     Modern art students are rightly taught 
their work must be contemporary, it 
should reflect attitudes of its society and 
employ the icons and visual vocabulary 
of its culture. Just as Michaelangelo’s 
David was contemporary to his era, so 
too modern artists must echo the ethos of 
their “now”. And they do, by producing 
exhibits that offer a quick visual fix that 
entertains the spectator. They reflect an 
Age of Entertainment rather than Enlight-
enment. Regrettably these potential artists 
have not been taught that for visual art to 
be good, it must be anchored by a quality 
that continues beyond instant gratification 
to communicate with viewers across time 
and geography. David certainly does. He 
was and still is a symbol of hope, to many 
cultures. He stands forever a brave young 
man gathering the mental fortitude to do 
battle against a formidable foe.
     The delightful students I spoke with 
haven’t learned how to establish that kind 
of visual dialogue; they only know how 
to produce something entertaining to look 
at. They don’t know how or why visual art 

can or should connect with its past, project 
to its future, all the while communicating 
in its own time. They don’t understand 
about cultural vessels. But they will write 
their reports in academic art-speak which, 
like the exhibition, will be considered 
entertaining and communicate very little. 
They will probably get a pass.
     My one hope is that somewhere in their 
art education they will learn sufficient 
skills to fall back on when the hoopla and 
hyperbole of art school is over and they 
start looking for work in the real art world. 
Meanwhile, they thoroughly enjoyed the 
exhibition believing they were engaging 
in works of visual art when in fact they 
were re-acting to its entertainment value. 
But then, they don’t know how to differ-
entiate between the two.

subsequent recombination, shapes lose 
their real-world connotations and take 
on fictitious roles. Forged relationships 
between benign and malignant forms 
confuse the original implications of each 
while revealing the precariousness of per-
ception and how easily it can be tampered 
with. Recent projects pit pattern and orna-
ment against forms derived from armor 
and weaponry. Seemingly oppositional 
pairings create duplicitous environments 
where conflicting messages are conveyed. 
The use of felt, foam, and other tactile 
materials further complicates questions 
of source, masking the identity of forms 
while allowing them to inhabit both sculp-
tural and two-dimensional space.

Nightmares are those dreams 
that have turned towards disturbing, un-
comfortable imagery and sensations. The 
unconscious mind puts characters together 
and sets a theater stage where the bits 
and pieces of one’s life experiences come 

together in odd ways and bizarre juxtapo-
sitions occur.    
     In these new paintings, Walker puts 
images from her ballad series together 
with some of her favorite characters – 
Pinocchio, her dancers, figures from New 
Mexican petroglyphes and her more re-
cent harpies. Harpies are the winged beast, 
with the head and breasts of a woman but 
the body of a bird of Greek mythology.  
They are considered to be noisy, filthy 
and hungry whereas dear Italian Pinoc-
chio was of good intention but always led 
astray.  
     Nightmares were occurring to the artist 
and she decided that painting was a way

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to “get them out.” These paintings are 
simple, immediate, potent, sometimes 
with sketchy images all very reminiscent 
of a dream. Odd pieces, historic bits and 
pieces stories that build upon stories, 
some being scary some being humorous 
are all part of these works.

     Walker had an artist’s book in the 
Italian 2008 Libro (di sé ) 9a Rassegna 
Internazionale di Libro d’Artista in Rome.

     Is it a glimpse into the artist’s psyche?  
Is it just snippets of images from her past 
works coming to her “sleeping” mind? At 
different times in our lives, during transi-
tions, times of great turmoil around us and 
even in times of prolific creative produc-
tion we seem to have increased dream 
lives. The dreams (or nightmares) provide 
guidance perhaps or a dumping ground for 
our worries. Or maybe they only provide 
fodder for the artist’s studio time.  
     If we study the unsettling times around 
us, bringing life issues of stability into 
play, it makes sense that the dream world 
would address these circumstances using 
images familiar to the dreamer. Walker’s 
images of the stranger returning, the 
elongated figures like teeth on a stick from 
the petroglyphes out west, Pinocchio with 
the lessons learned and taught, although 
often scary and odd on backgrounds of 
“danger” yellow with dark shadows and 
missing limbs are disturbing but not hor-
rifying. The whimsical nature of Walker’s 
work is still present but with an intensity.  
The mixing of nightmares with dreams 
perhaps indicates that the seesaw of life 
is seeking to create balance in this crazy, 
topsy turvy world.
     Mary Walker settled in Charleston 
after a time studying in New York at the 
Art Students’ League. She was raised in 
North Carolina but attended high school 
in Charleston. She taught math early on 
but has been focused on her artwork for 
over 34 years. In 2011, Walker had prints 
in the New York International Print show 
and the Reconsidering Regionalism at the 
Jule Colins Smith Museum of Fine Art 
at Auburn University. She has received 
many artists’ residencies and grants for 
printmaking. 

     Eye Level Art in Charleston, SC, will 
present the exhibit, Script & Scrimshaw, 
featuring works by Kevin Morrissey, 
Trever Webster, Seth Corts, and Keith 
Huie, on view from Oct. 7 through Nov. 1, 
2011. A reception will be held on Oct. 7, 
from 7-11pm. 
     Four artists: Kevin Morrissey, Trever 
Webster, Seth Corts, and Keith Huie, all 
celebrate the role words and text can play 
in art. For centuries the use of text, and ty-
pography have been used to convey ideas 
and communicate. 
     Scrimshaw was born by artistic sea 
travelers who would scribe on any surface 
available. These usually consisted of 
whale teeth and walrus tusks, as well as 
highly intricate black and white illustra-
tions. 

     These four artists have been incor-
porating letters and numbers in their art 
since they picked up a pencil. They stress 
the patterns text can create and the vast in-
terpretations that can be made by a single 
word or a cleverly composed sentence. 
     Collectively the artists will be show-
casing illustrations, acrylic paintings, 
murals and a variety of stenciling and 
printmaking techniques. The surfaces used 
are as important as the medium to these 
artists. This event will unveil bodies of 
unique work destined to remain on the 
brain. 
     Keith Huie uses materials he finds. 
The bigger the better, colorful doors and 
windows are common for him. His work 
includes whimsical poetry with a slightly 

twisted reality. Huie will be making his 
South Carolina debut in Script & Scrim-
shaw. The author, illustrator, and painter 
has been living and showing his work in 
Wisconsin and Iowa. 
     Seth Corts is a very talented illustra-
tor who’s collectible work can be seen 
in many Charleston homes. Intricate 
line-work and attention to detail create 
dazzling patterns and striking imagery. He 
continues to push the envelope and evolve 
within his unique and meticulous style. 
His work and his words are guaranteed to 
evoke emotions. 
     Trever Webster involves patterns with 
a subconscious balance with his work. His 
number laden panels and Rorschach influ-
enced monotypes compliment his deliber-
ately eerie watercolors. His work engages 
feelings of deep meaning that can only be 
figured out by each individual’s personal 
code. He currently lives in Charleston. 
     Kevin Morrissey carefully constructs 

and deconstructs his surfaces to remind 
viewers of the agricultural presence that 
dominated the south. Bright and strik-
ing graphics with an old time typography 
make his large scale works guaranteed to 
conjure nostalgic memories of billboards 
and country store facades. He currently 
lives in Charleston. 
     In the spirit of the changing seasons 
these gentlemen have created their work 
with Halloween in mind. Among other 
‘spooky’ subject matter the artists have 
collaborated on an ‘exquisite corpse’, an 
exercise that gained popularity in the early 
1900’s by surrealist artists. This will be 
unveiled the evening of the reception. It 
is a single piece that rotates to each artist 
with only minor details visible. Collec-
tively they apply their own subject matter 
to the composition.

     Rick Rhodes Photography and Imaging 
in Charleston, SC, will present the exhibit, 
Wrought Iron and Stained Glass, featur-
ing the most recent series of paintings by 
Carol Ezell-Gilson, on view from Oct. 4 - 
31, 2011.

     Formerly a site of strong personal experi-
ence and a central gathering place for com-
munity members, Rhizome is located inside 
a historic former church and embodies and 
reflects the history, culture and changes of 
Charlotte. Similarly, the Plaza Midwood 
neighborhood surrounding the church has 
a significant relationship with the greater 
Charlotte community - once affected by 
economic decline, the neighborhood is now 
experiencing growth and renewal.
     Focusing on these characteristics as well 
as the architecture of the historic church, 
the team employed structural elements 
and video to construct an installation that 
reflects transformation and growth.
     “I have long been drawn to working 
within spaces that are both architecturally 
and historically diverse,” explained Ivy. 
“The challenge of working with students of 
architecture provided new perspectives on 
ways of organizing and constructing space, 
as well as how issues of culture, commu-
nity, and history can be considered.”
     “A major goal for the project was to 
create a charged atmosphere that intimately 
considers the existing architecture, the his-
tory of the space, and the community,” said 
Ivy.

     The Mint Museum Uptown in Charlotte, 
NC, will present the exhibit, Sheila Hicks: 
50 Years, a comprehensive exhibition mark-
ing the first museum retrospective devoted 
to this pioneering figure, on view from Oct. 
1 through Jan. 29, 2012.
     Hicks is an artist who builds with color 
and thinks with line. From her earliest 
work created in the late 1950s to the pres-
ent day, she has crossed the bounds of 
painting, sculpture, design, drawing, and 
woven form, and has been a critical force 
in redefining the domains of contemporary 
art-making. While challenging the relation-
ship of fine art to commercial art, and studio 
practice to site-specific commissions, Hicks 
has, above all, reimagined the profound, 
vital relationship between artist and artisan.
     Sheila Hicks: 50 Years addresses the 
artist’s conceptual, procedural, and material 
concerns via five distinct, though intimately 
related, fields of inquiry: bas reliefs and 
sculptures; small weavings and drawings; 
site commissions for public spaces; textiles; 
and process works made of recuperated 
textiles, clothing, and other found objects.
     Born in Hastings, Nebraska, Hicks 
received her BFA and MFA degrees from 
Yale, studying painting with master teacher 
and theorist Josef Albers and history of art 
with George Kubler, a pivotal figure in the 
rediscovery of Mesoamerican art. Hicks’ 
self-described practice of “linear think-
ing” and “composing texture” reflects the 
Bauhaus tradition of finding the expres-
sive voices of different materials and the 
dynamic interactions of color. Her work 
reflects equally her studies with Kubler, in 
particular the juxtapositions of small Pre-
Incaic weavings with the colossal structures 
of Machu Picchu that she first saw in his 
class.
     From her earliest experiments with 

woven forms, Hicks has explored processes 
that skew the traditional grid, incorporating 
traditional and new materials or integrating 
found objects, even deconstructing her own 
works and reusing the elements to create 
any number of others. She has explored the 
role of the artist’s hand and the use of tech-
nologies to create works that range from the 
size of a page to that of a football field. In 
addition to her studio works and commis-
sions, Hicks is noted internationally as a 
teacher and mentor to several generations of 
artists and designers.
     Sheila Hicks: 50 Years is organized by 
the Addison Gallery of American Art, Phil-
lips Academy, Andover, Massachusetts.

    During the 1880s, the Faience Manu-
facturing Company (1881-1892), of 
Greenpoint, Brooklyn, earned critical 
acclaim for producing ornamental wares 
that introduced a new standard of excel-
lence in American ceramics. These bold 
and eclectic wares displayed a synthesis of 
Japanese, Chinese, and Islamic influences 
characteristic of the Aesthetic Movement 
style. The firm owed its artistic and com-
mercial success to Edward Lycett (1833-
1910), an English china painter who 
became its artistic director in 1884. 
     Edward Lycett immigrated to New 
York City in 1861. His early career 
included a White House commission to 
paint additional pieces of the Lincoln 
administration’s porcelain dinner service 
for President Andrew Johnson. He held 
teaching positions in St. Louis, MO, and 
Cincinnati, OH. In 1884, Lycett began his 
employment with the Faience Manufac-
turing Company, where he experimented 
with ceramic bodies and glazes, and 
designed opulent wares. He supervised a 
team of talented artists, including James 
Callowhill (1838-1917) of the English 
firm Worcester Royal Porcelain, who 
decorated the vessels with exotic motifs in 
vibrant hues and costly gold paste. Lycett 
and his team of decorators produced 
pieces that were sold in the foremost 
jewelry and china shops throughout the 
United States, such as Tiffany & Com-
pany in New York and Bailey, Banks and 
Biddle in Philadelphia.

     Story, Song and Image: A Collaborative 
Project of Paintings and Music by Glen 
Miller and John Fowler, an exhibition 
designed by John Fowler and Glen Miller, 
focuses on 10 musicians and singing groups 
who represent different genres of roots 
music that are important to South Carolina’s 
regional musical traditions.  
     The musicians and singers represented 
in the exhibit are drawn from different 
geographical regions throughout the state. 
The exhibition aspect of the project encom-
passes the historical and cultural traditions 
of the genres of music as well as the musi-
cians’ personal stories, which are the subject 
of the contemporary narrative paintings.
     The paintings were derived from con-
versations with the musicians, the music, 
their stories and composed in the studio 
from sketches, notes and photographs taken 

for purposes from greeting cards to book 
illustrations.
     Clay Rice credits his grandfather, Carew 
Rice (called “America’s greatest silhouett-
ist” by poet Carl Sandburg), with teach-
ing and inspiring him in the paper-cutting 
tradition. He began with simple barnyard 
animals and then moved on to more detailed 
human figures. Over summer vacations 
from school, he would make extra money 
cutting profiles at the Pawleys Island Ham-
mock Shop. Ultimately, Rice took to the 
road to earn a living by his art, traveling to 
nearly all 50 states.
     Using a pair of four-and-a-half-inch 
surgical scissors, Rice could eventually pro-
duce as many as 150 to 200 profiles a day, 
taking a mere 45 seconds per silhouette.

unique and I delight in breathing a whimsi-
cal breath of life into each sculpture. The 
new works are awesome and they really 
make us laugh so we must be doing some-
thing right!”

The couple also began a new concentra-
tion on education, and both are artists-in-
residence with the South Carolina Arts 
Commission.  
     “On and off through the years I was 
still helping Patz with her sculptures, but 
I began working on creating sculptures 
from recycled pieces of metal,” adds Mike. 
“This summer we experimented again on 
working together and something awesome 
happened, not only awesome but - Funk 
and Awesome.”
     Mike adds, “Patz has this wonderful 
way of creating a whimiscal sculpture in 
almost any medium.”
     “As an impassioned and curious student 
of life, I have always found the endless 
possibilities of clay to be the ideal me-
dium in which to express my thoughts and 
ideas,” says Patz. “I enjoy the process of 
creating a humorous and sometimes bizarre

tors through the art center. In this way, An-
derson considers the gallery a metaphor for 
our coming and going through life. “This 
passage can inspire our contemplation of 
that fleeting moment that we experience as 
a lifetime.” Anderson’s biomorphic forms 
dwell in the passage. They are vessels for 
the life force which inhabits all living be-
ings. Anderson’s exhibition is also informed 
by Eastern philosophy and Asian art. In this 
body of work, acrylic paint and graphite are 
applied to synthetic paper (Yupo). 
     Shades of black and gray are made by 
rubbing a stick of graphite on the paper 
with woodblock and linocut printing plates 
underneath. The surface is then permanently 
sealed by brushing acrylic varnish over the 
graphite, creating a patina. Anderson notes 
that the principle composition element is 
pattern, as she weaves rhythm and move-
ment into her work.
     Anderson has exhibited her work exten-
sively at galleries in Illinois for 20 years 
before moving to Chapel Hill, NC in 2008. 
This year she presented solo exhibits in NC 
at The Arts Center in Carrboro and at the 
Durham Art Guild. Her art studies include 
classes at Ox-Bow, a program of the School 
of the Art Institute of Chicago, and Penland 
School of Craft. Her university course work 
includes classes in art history and philoso-
phy.

     The NC Museum of Art in Raleigh, 
NC, will present the exhibit, Rembrandt in 
America, featuring more than 30 paintings 
by Rembrandt and explores the intriguing 
and often controversial history of col-
lecting Rembrandt paintings in America. 
The exhibit begins on Oct. 30, 2011 and 
continues through Jan. 22, 2012.
     This groundbreaking new exhibi-
tion brings together the largest number 
of authentic Rembrandt paintings from 
American collections ever before as-
sembled. Organized and presented by the 
North Carolina Museum of Art, the Cleve-
land Museum of Art, and the Minneapolis 
Institute of Arts, Rembrandt in America is 
the first major exhibition to explore how 
the desire for Rembrandt paintings by 
American collectors in turn fueled critical 
connoisseurship and research about the 
artist’s work.
     The exhibition will present more than 
30 autograph paintings by the Dutch 
master on loan from private collections 
and more than two dozen American art 
museums. It includes some of his finest 
masterpieces from the National Gallery of 
Art in Washington, DC, the Metropolitan 
Museum of Art in New York, the Fine 
Arts Museums of San Francisco and the 
Museum of Fine Arts, Boston.
     “This exhibition is a visual treat of 
some of Rembrandt’s finest paintings now 
residing in American collections. The 
show also offers a rare opportunity for 
visitors to follow the evolving opinions 

of scholars regarding what makes for an 
authentic painting by Rembrandt,” said 
Dennis P. Weller, curator of Northern Eu-
ropean Art at the North Carolina Museum 
of Art.
     The history of Rembrandt collecting 
in the United States began in the late 19th 
century, when wealthy American Indus-
trialists cultivated a passion for collecting 
European Old Masters, especially Dutch. 
America’s greatest Industrialists, such as 
J. Paul Getty, Andrew Mellon and George 
Eastman, desired these works of art as 
trophies for their collections, and so a 
collecting frenzy erupted and paintings 
by Rembrandt left Europe in substantial 
numbers for America. 
     In this highly competitive and lucrative 
market many of the pictures that came to 
America were misattributed to Rembrandt 
by scholars and art dealers. In many 
respects, America became the proving 
ground for new Rembrandt discoveries 
and reattributions.
     Rembrandt in America includes works 
such as the recently-cleaned, matching 
portraits of the Rev. Johannes Elison and 
his wife, Maria Bockenolle, from the 
Museum of Fine Arts, Boston. Painted in 
1634 during Rembrandt’s early years as a 
successful portrait painter in Amsterdam, 
they are the only full-length portraits by 
Rembrandt residing in the United States.
     Other highlights of the exhibition 
include Rembrandt’s moving depiction of

the Roman heroine, Lucretia (1666), from 
the collection of the Minneapolis Institute 
of Arts; Joris de Cauerii (1632), a portrait 
of a gentleman, which displays Rem-
brandt’s masterful handling of light and 
texture from the Fine Arts Museums of 
San Francisco; and Young Man in a Black 
Beret (1666), from the Nelson-Atkins 
Museum of Art in Kansas City, a superb 
example of the artist’s expressive style.
     By highlighting a number of works 
misattributed to Rembrandt, as well as a 
handful of paintings for which scholarly 
opinion has wavered over the years, this 
exhibition empowers viewers to develop 
their own skills in connoisseurship. Fur-
thermore, Rembrandt in America occurs 
at a time when a heightened scrutiny of 
Rembrandt authenticity continues to im-
pact the discipline and significantly affect 
the art market.
     “Rembrandt collecting has always 
been a challenging field and questions of 
authenticity have plagued Rembrandts 
for centuries, even during the artist’s own 
lifetime,” said Jon L. Seydl, the Paul 
J. and Edith Ingalls Vignos, Jr. Cura-
tor of European Paintings and Sculpture 
(1500-1800) at the Cleveland Museum 
of Art. “American audiences will now 
enjoy not only the opportunity to surround 
themselves with so many of Rembrandt’s 
works but also the chance to explore why 
some works attributed to him have been 
reconsidered.”
     Each venue will display 15 to 20 other 
Dutch paintings that were previously 
attributed to Rembrandt at some point dur-
ing their history in American collections, 
but have since been ascribed to his pupils 
and contemporaries. These include paint-
ings by Jan Lievens and Govaert Flinck, 
among others.
     In the exhibition, The Feast of Esther 
(circa 1625) and Young Man with a Sword 
(c. 1633-1645) from the North Carolina 
Museum of Art are two such paintings 
formerly attributed to Rembrandt that are 
now assigned to other artists. In the 1950s 
the North Carolina Museum of Art’s first 
director and Rembrandt expert William 
Valentiner recommended the acquisition 
of both paintings as Rembrandts. Valentin-
er was responsible for greatly expanding 
the Rembrandt oeuvre. For much of the 
last fifty years, many of his attributions 
have been questioned by other scholars, 
notably the Rembrandt Research Project.
     The Feast of Esther is now assigned 
to the hand of Jan Lievens, Rembrandt’s 
younger colleague. The painting shares 
many similarities with other examples 
from Lievens’ oeuvre and has a grandeur 
of invention and boldness that Rembrandt 
did not achieve. Young Man with a Sword 
has since been identified as a product of 
the Rembrandt School. The imagery and 
stylistic elements, such as the weakness 
in the structure of the shoulders and face, 
indicate that the work is not by Rembrandt 
himself, while the dramatic chiaroscuro 
and romantic costume point to a compe-
tent painter well versed in Rembrandt’s 
artistic interests.
     One of the most important painters in 
the history of European art, Rembrandt 

van Rijn (1606-1669) is renowned for 
his uncanny ability to depict light and 
shadow, to capture the emotions of his sit-
ters and to intimately share historical and 
religious stories. He was born in 1606 in 
Leiden, in the Dutch Republic, now The 
Netherlands, and spent most of his career 
in Amsterdam. 
     While the primary focus of the exhibi-
tion is on the history of Rembrandt col-
lecting and connoisseurship as it relates to 
his works residing in America, the show 
also explores his work across various 
genres, his artistic evolution, and his influ-
ence on other artists of the day. Included 
in this exhibition are a number of impor-
tant portraits from Rembrandt’s prosper-
ous early career in Amsterdam as the 
city’s most sought-after portrait painter, 
as well as character studies, historical and 
biblical scenes, and three of his celebrated 
self-portraits. 
     “Rembrandt’s development as a 
painter, from brash young artist to 
confident master to resolute observer of 
timeless humanity, is well documented in 
this exhibition with works spanning nearly 
the full extent of his remarkable career,” 
said Thomas E. Rassieur, curator of prints 
and drawings at the Minneapolis Institute 
of Arts.
     Rembrandt in America is accompanied 
by a 240-page catalog authored by Dennis 
P. Weller, Thomas E. Rassieur and George 
Keyes, former chief curator at the Detroit 
Institute of Arts. An introduction focusing 
on Rembrandt as a cultural phenomenon 
is followed by essays devoted to his life, 
the controversies associated with his 
workshop, and the pursuit of Rembrandt 
in America. Published by Skira Rizzoli, 
the catalog contains 150 color illustrations 
and is available in hardback and paper-
back. 
     After its run in Raleigh, the exhibit 
will travel to the Cleveland Museum of 
Art where it will be on view from Feb. 
19 through May 28, 2012, and then the 
Minneapolis Institute of Arts from June 24 
through Sept. 16, 2012.
     Tickets for this special exhibition are:

ate work that is both innovative and viable 
to the marketplace. The Center for Craft, 
Creativity & Design has selected two artists 
from India and two from Western North 
Carolina who successfully collaborate to 
refine their craft and expedite production 
while maintaining the highest quality in 
selection of raw materials, woven structures 
and dying processes. 

Barbara Zaretsky and Catharine Ellis each 
collaborate with The Oriole Mill, a local 
business creating highly customized fabrics 
while also making industrial Jacquard 
looms available to artists. Zaretsky and Ellis 
each work with the Mill to design certain 
fabrics that are then hand dyed using their 
own unique processes. Both fiber artists 
weave some textiles and collaborate with 
the Mill for other fabrics. 
     Zaretsky uses natural dyes along with 
block printing techniques to create her 
clean, abstract and formal designs for func-
tional textiles. Ellis is known internationally 
for her woven shibori, a process of weaving 
and resist that she developed in the 1990’s 
based on the traditional Japanese shibori 
technique. Through work with The Oriole 
Mill, Ellis allowed her shibori technique to 
advance to a different level by designing 
a woven structure that achieved a labori-
ous hand-process using industrial Jacquard 
looms.

     “The exhibition allows us to explore 
examples of collaborative textile production 
both locally within Henderson County and 
abroad in India,” says Stephanie Moore, 
CCC&D executive director. “The Oriole 
Mill is a unique enterprise manufactur-
ing textiles in Henderson County in a time 
where more than a million US textile-in-
dustry jobs have been replaced by imports. 
On the other hand, the textile industry in 
India is one of the leading segments of their 
economy and employs about 38 million 
people.”

     John Cage (1912-1992) was a man of 
many interests: music, mushrooms, Zen 
Buddhism and Eastern Philosophy, visual 
art and dance. He pioneered the practice 
of “preparing” the piano by inserting ob-
jects into the strings, thereby altering the 
sound of the instrument in radical ways. 
He worked collaboratively for many years 
with choreographer/dancer Merce Cun-
ningham and with fellow musician David 
Tudor (both of whom were also at Black 
Mountain College). Cage’s most famous 
(and infamous) composition is 4’33”, 
first performed by David Tudor in August 
of 1952. The piece lasts for precisely 4 
minutes and 33 seconds during which 
time the pianist sits at the piano, consults 
a stopwatch and turns the pages of a score, 
but never strikes a note on the piano. This 
courageously conceptual work confused 
and outraged audiences and established 
Cage as an iconoclast and radical thinker. 
While at Black Mountain College in 1952, 
he staged the first “Happening” in the 
United States, a multi-layered performa-
tive event that changed modern theater 
completely.
    Cage’s influence in multiple fields 
is a reason for his enduring legacy and 
contemporary relevance. As a musician, 
composer, philosopher and visual artist 
Cage’s work continues to inspire others. 
     ReVIEWING Black Mountain College 
3 will celebrate this enormously far-reach-
ing influence through a mix of perfor-
mances and presentations that address the 
many aspects of this visionary artist and 
thinker. 
     The keynote address will be given on 
Saturday, Oct. 8, 2011, from 5-6pm by 
Laura Kuhn, the Executive Director of

When 
asked about her work, Porge replied: “I try 
to leave the viewer alone to bring his or her 
singular imagination and interpretation to 
the work.  It is, after all, a visual art.” 
     Buck’s primary media are line etching, 
aquatint and now mezzotint, largely mono-

chrome except for the occasional foray into 
multi-plate color, printed wet-on-wet. She 
prefers working alone in order to maintain 
the discipline needed during the rather com-
plicated process of plate preparation.

“I have 
never worked with the market in mind,” the 
artist says, “but for my own satisfaction.”
     Buck’s retrospective exhibits examples

feel they were not selected enough didn’t 
like it. 
     At first we were led to believe that the so 
called survey was for emerging artists, but 
the results put mid-career artist’s works on 
display - with the excuse that the Arts Com-
mission couldn’t stop them from applying 
to be in the exhibits. Several installments 
looked more like a survey of college and 
university art professors. Many of the artists 
included over the run of the Triennials are 
no longer working in SC and some spent 
very little time here to begin with. The 
process had many problems.
     I’m not saying the exhibits were not 
interesting or that the artists selected were 
not  talented - but in my opinion they just 
seem to promote that it doesn’t matter how 
talented you are in SC - it’s more about how 
well connected you are that counts and what 
medium you work in.
     I for one was happy to see them die off.
     Now the 701 Center for Contemporary 
Art in Columbia, SC, is presenting the 
inaugural 701 CCA South Carolina Bien-
nial 2011, as a show which will present 
the “most exciting contemporary art in the 
state”. That’s a big goal.
     The organizers explained that the process 
used in making their selections for this 
first show was based on three things: as an 
experiment, because of limited resources, 
and time restraints, which implies that they 
would not have done things exactly the way 
they were done - which I’m hoping is true 
- as I see this new Biennial as just another 
example of a survey of well connected art-
ists. How “exciting” their works are will be 
left up to viewers - and critics.

     The artists in the exhibit whose work I 
know are all talented, so the exhibit should 
be good. The real question is - what do these 
exhibits do? How do they serve our state? 
     I have one suggestion for the organizers. 
Let your Invitational Committee members 
suggest artist’s names who they would like 
to be considered, but find curators well 
outside the realm of SC’s connections or 
influence who will make the final selec-
tions. In this first “experiment” we have too 
many selections with very close ties to the 
people selecting them. It just looks bad to 
all who were not so lucky to have such good 
connections.
     We’ll see what the “critics” say, unfortu-
nately they’re the same people who were re-
viewing the Triennials. I can almost predict 
what they will say as most are connected to 
the folks organizing the exhibit. 
     I’m not sure if or how much the SC Arts 
Commission is involved in this exhibit, 
but if they do have a major hand in it - that 
changes things. But, if they are not involved 
in any way, then the 701 Center for Con-
temporary Art can do what ever they want 
- anyway they want. That’s the difference. 
    I myself prefer the juried exhibition that 
the SC State Museum in Columbia, SC, did 
a few years back that attracted over 1000 
works of art by 500 of SC’s artists. It had its 
problems too, but I think the results showed 
as close a survey of what’s being done in 
SC as you can get. I guess it just wasn’t as 
exciting as some people prefer. Or, maybe it 
was too fair.
     Go see this exhibit and see what you 
think - I hope to. You can read about it on 
Page 25.

Through Dec. 31 - "Of Hounds and 
Men: Rockingham Pottery from the Lewis Col-
lection". The term “Rockingham” refers to a rich 
brown glaze that received its characteristic color 

through the addition of manganese. It was first 
made in England in the late eighteenth century, 
but a few decades later the technique spread to 
the United States, where it became a standard of 
many potters—especially those in the Northeast, 
Maryland, and Ohio. American potters initially fol-
lowed the English example of dipping their wares 
in the glaze to achieve a solid brown surface, 
but they soon switched to dripping, sponging, or 
splattering the glaze on the ceramic body in order 
to achieve a pleasing, mottled effect. By 1845, 
Rockingham pottery dominated the American 
ceramics industry, and it remained immensely 
popular for the rest of the century. Through Dec. 
31 - "Threads of Identity: Contemporary Maya 
Textiles". Maya peoples of Guatemala and south-
eastern Mexico are renowned for their time-hon-
ored tradition of magnificent attire. Throughout 
the world, clothing transforms the biological body 
into a socio-cultural being, integrating the person 
into the community. Among the Maya, dress is 
an outward expression of cultural pride. Dress 
also conveys one’s place in the world, signaling 
social identity and geographic origin or current 
community. Through Dec. 31 -  "The Golden 
Age of English Art". The 18th century witnessed 
the “Golden Age of English Art” in which artists 
explored the variety and abundance of the times. 
Portraiture ranked high as ordinary individuals, 
like those in the upper ranks, sought to have their 
likenesses and achievements documented by 
artists of note. Satire came into vogue in which 
art was used to lampoon individuals and situa-
tions from those royal to everyday mundane. No 
aspect of English life was exempt from the artist’s 
eye, which recorded the triumphs, achievements 
and changes that occurred in society. Through 
Dec. 31 - "Chinese Court Robes: The Mint 
Museum Collection". In 1644, the Manchu-Qing 
nomads took control over China. To further exert 
their power over the defeated Han population, 
the Manchu imposed dress codes for their ruling 
imperial family to distinguish these individuals 
from the general citizenry. Court robes of this 
era display a rich ornamentation of symbolism 
and decorative representations of the Manchu 
cosmos. Through Dec. 31 - "The Transformed 
Self: Performance Masks of Mexico". Public 
performances of epic tales, historical events and 
religious narratives are a key part of modern life 
in Mexico. The performer’s mask is a vehicle of 
transformation that physically and psychologically 
converts the wearer into the character portrayed 
by the dancer. Through Dec. 31 - "Northern 
European Art from The Mint Museum Collection". 
As Renaissance Art styles of the 15th century 
spread from Italy to the northern European coun-
tries, they adapted and changed to accommo-
date local artistic preferences and cultural ideals. 
In addition to portraits and historical scenes, 
there appeared popular scenes of peasant life, 
townscapes, pastoral landscapes, still lifes and 
maritime paintings, among others. Alexander 
Gallery, Through Oct. 28, 2012 - "Celebrating 
Queen Charlotte's Coronation". Two-hundred 
and fifty years ago, seventeen-year old Princess 
Charlotte of Mecklenburg-Strelitz, a small duchy 
in northern Germany, left her family and traveled 
for nine days across the rough North Sea to the 
eastern coast of England. She eventually arrived 
in London, where she met her future husband, 
King George III, on the eve of their wedding. They 
were married on Sept. 8, 1761, and two weeks 
later, on Sept. 22, 1761, Charlotte was crowned 
Queen of Great Britain and Ireland. This exhibi-
tion combines works of art from the museum’s 
permanent collection, including paintings, works 
on paper, and decorative arts, with loans from 
private collections to highlight the Queen’s ac-
complishments as a devoted mother, a notable 
patron of the arts, and a loyal consort to the King. 
Royal portraits by Allan Ramsay, Sir Joshua 
Reynolds, and Sir William Beechey are featured 
in the exhibition, as are representative examples 
of works from the English manufactories - Wedg-
wood, Chelsea, Worcester, and others - patron-
ized by the Queen. Bridges & Levine Galleries, 
Through Feb. 26, 2012 - "Aesthetic Ambitions: 
Edward Lycett and Brooklyn’s Faience Manufac-
turing Company". During the 1880s, the Faience 
Manufacturing Company (1881‐1892) earned 
praise for producing ornamental ceramics that 
“surpassed everything previously produced in 
this country.” These bold and eclectic wares 
display a synthesis of Japanese, Chinese, and 
Islamic influences characteristic of the Aesthetic 
Movement style. This exhibition will include more 
than 40 objects drawn from public and private 
collections. Plaques, plates, ewers, vases, and 
decorative wares will illustrate Lycett’s talent 
and adaptability to stylistic change over the 
course of his nearly 50‐year career. In addition, 
Lycett’s formula books, family photographs, and 
ephemera will further illuminate the life and work 
of this prominent figure in American ceramic 
history.
