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     The Gibbes Museum of Art in Charles-
ton, SC, will present Romare Bearden: 
Abstraction, a major traveling exhibition 
organized by the American Federation of 
Arts (AFA) and the Neuberger Museum of 
Art of Purchase College, SUNY. On view 
at the Gibbes from Oct. 15 through Jan. 
9, 2022, the exhibition presents important 
yet rarely seen works from American artist 
Romare Bearden’s prolific career. 
     Bearden, born in Charlotte, NC, is 
recognized as one of the most creative 
and original artists of the 20th century. 
The traveling exhibition, which debuts at 
the Gibbes before presentations at venues 
across the country, will be on display 
in the museum’s Galleries 8 & 9 on the 
museum’s third floor.
     “We’re thrilled to serve as the first 
venue for this significant traveling exhibi-
tion, especially as the only southern stop 
on this tour,” said Angela Mack, the Gib-
bes Museum of Art’s executive director. 
“Romare Bearden is an exceptional artist 
influenced by his life experience as an 
African American from the rural South. 
At the Gibbes, we are always looking to 
exhibit artists who have diverse stories to 
tell and look forward to introducing this 
revelatory body of Bearden’s work to our 
community.”
     “Romare Bearden is one of the 20th 
century’s great American artists,” said 
Pauline Willis, Director and CEO of the 
American Federation of Arts. “While 
Bearden’s significance is recognized by 
the public and art establishment alike, 
the many layers of innovation within his 
body of work are relatively unknown. It is 
with enormous pleasure that the American 
Federation of Arts presents the important 
traveling exhibition Romare Bearden: Ab-
straction that is valuable to scholars and 
will also bring joy and enrichment to audi-
ences across the United States, reaching 
from the American South to the Midwest 
and the Pacific Northwest.”

New York University, Boston University 
and the Art Students League under the 
tutelage of George Grosz. This diversity 
of influences contributed to a rich artistic 
education, and by 1940, Bearden secured 
his first solo show in New York.
     With some 55 paintings, works on 
paper and collages, Romare Bearden: 
Abstraction is the first exhibition to fully 
examine and contextualize the artist’s sig-
nificant body of abstract work. Bearden’s 
extraordinary abstract watercolors, col-
lages and stain paintings were executed 
mainly between his return to New York 
from Paris in 1950 and approximately 
1964. The abstractions are striking in their 
variety and scale, with the artist freely em-
ploying diverse techniques to realize his 
unique vision and creating works ranging 
from under three inches tall to nearly six 
feet tall. Watercolors and oil paintings 
from the mid-1950s show his continued 
devotion to landscapes through abstrac-
tion. 
     Large stain paintings - with marble-
ized effects, paint splatters launched from 
above the canvas or curving lines showing 
the influence of traditional Chinese cal-
ligraphy - are a high point and display his 
experimentation with unprimed canvas, 
a pursuit shared with other artists of the 
period. Created with segments cut from 
paintings and affixed to painted boards, 
the large collages are distinctive for their 
powerfully defined shapes.
     Some of Bearden’s abstractions have 
entered public and private collections. 
Many, however, have remained in stor-
age since they were first exhibited in 
the 1950s, while others have never been 
shown until this exhibition. Romare 
Bearden: Abstraction sheds new light 
on this remarkable artist’s stylistic and 
technical production and contributes to the 
development of alternate storylines around 
the dominant narrative of post-war ab-
straction. The Gibbes’ exhibition includes 
pieces on loan from the Whitney Museum 
of American Art, The Museum of Modern 
Art, The Guggenheim Museum and the 
private collection of Walter O. Evans.
     The exhibition is curated by Tracy Fitz-
patrick, Ph.D., Director of the Neuberger 
Museum of Art and Associate Profes-
sor of Art History at Purchase College, 
SUNY. She has written and taught widely 
on American art of the 20th century. Her 
exhibitions include When Modern Was 
Contemporary: The Roy R. Neuberger 
Collection (2014); American People, 
Black Light: Faith Ringgold’s Paintings 
of the 1960s (2010); and Hannah Wilke: 
Gestures (2009).
     Romare Bearden: Abstraction was 
organized by the American Federation of 
Arts and the Neuberger Museum of Art, 
Purchase College, SUNY. The national 
tour is sponsored by Morgan Stanley.

     According to the exhibition curator, Dr. 
Tracy Fitzpatrick, “Prior to this exhibition, 
very little substantive scholarly attention 
had been paid to the body of work that 
directly precedes the works for which 
Bearden is best known. Romare Bearden: 
Abstraction corrects that omission by pro-
viding the first substantive and scholarly 
examination of this extraordinary non-rep-
resentational, large-scale stain paintings 
and mixed media collages important body 
of work.

     Romare Bearden was born in Char-
lotte, North Carolina, in 1911.

Editorial
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Are Galleries Waking Up?

     I was feeling last month more like I was 
the editor of Carolina Arts again. Let me ex-
plain. For the last couple of years I’ve been 
feeling like the art galleries in Charleston 
had gone dormant or at least they were not 
sending us press releases about exhibitions. 
There is more competition in the Charles-
ton area, with more publications covering 
the visual arts - at least more than when we 
started Charleston Arts back in 1987. Back 
then, our so called competition was the Post 
& Courier, who only seemed to be interest-
ed in covering the non-profits, even though 
Charleston had a very large commercial 
gallery community. Their policy (the Post 
and Courier’s) allowed Charleston Arts 
and eventually Carolina Arts to grow. So 
people could have been using other media 
to promote their exhibits, but we’re pretty 
much the only one that reaches a two state 
audience. And you don’t have to come to 
Charleston to get a copy.
     Last month I started receiving press 
releases from Charleston’s commercial gal-
leries, more than for some time now and a 
few from folks we hardly ever heard from. 
Are they waking up after trying to outlast 
the COVID-19 Pandemic or just finding 
out that we never went anywhere during 
the Pandemic - we just kept going? In some 
ways we were made for a Pandemic. 
     You can download a copy of our publi-
cation on your computer, tablet, or smart 
phone without leaving your home and 
having contact with anyone else. You can 
send us info and photos by e-mail. There’s 
no contact with anyone else. Not that that 
should matter now that people can get a vac-
cine and wear a mask and go to galleries to 
see the art we’re featuring in our publication 
each month. 
     And, don’t forget we’re in full color, 

covering the entire two state area, last month 
we had 70 pages of info about exhibits and 
I didn’t have to break my back carrying 
bundles of papers all over the place, driving 
16 hours a day for a week. 
     I hope we keep receiving press releases 
from more galleries in the Charleston area 
and from all over the Carolinas. It’s more 
work for me with no guarantee of more rev-
enue, as we are not a “You Pay, You Play” 
publication. We love our supporters and 
do whatever we can for them, but we don’t 
make anyone pay to be included. All we ask 
is that they provide us with all the info we 
need to give it to our readers and you get 
that info to us by deadline. 
     And while I’m on the subject of dead-
lines, let me restate it for the #&*@% time 
- our deadline is on the 24th of the month 
“prior” to the month your exhibit starts. It’s 
the 24th all year long, even on Christmas 
Eve if your exhibit begins in January. With 
that said, if your exhibit last several months 
and you miss the deadline of the 24 of the 
month “prior” to the month your exhibit 
started - still send us your press release. You 
might have noticed that many of the exhibits 
included in our monthly issues have already 
started. You missed the opportunity to go to 
a reception because someone didn’t get us a 
press release in time, but the exhibit is still 
up for viewing, and isn’t that what it’s all 
about - seeing the art?

     We’re finally offering a look at a paint-
er’s studio, that of Linda Fantuzzo, from 
Charleston, SC. It’s a bit different from the 
ones we have presented so far but interesting 
to see that it involves more than what some 
might think. The way it looks, I’d like to 
spend time there “pretending” to be an artist. 
It looks very cozy.

Hand shredded silk flowers speak to the 
invisible labor of dwelling in nostalgic 
melancholia as a meditation on the pas-
sage of time.
     Maintenance of Way is an exhibition 
that elucidates the tether between palpable 
touch and conceptual thought.

With historical 
documentation dating as far back as the 
5th century BC, many ancient cultures 
integrated a form of astrology into their 
belief systems. The Babylonians observed

     Barnes and Hur explore the idea of 
maintenance in their practices as a physi-
cal and emotional pursuit, connected both 
to one’s private self and a broader public 
society. For Barnes, this manifests in a 
contemplative practice that exists as an 
antidote to reactionary modes of exis-
tence. Her practice is a model for a quiet 
maintenance of way, an argument for 

the stars in correspondence to the seasonal 
movements of the sun, moon, and planets 
and correlated the twelve zodiac constella-
tions with a season, symbol, figure, planet, 
and element.
      In astrology, the zodiac constellations 
appear in a fixed ring across the night sky, 
much like a wheel turning on its axis. The 
symbol of the wheel occurs across many 
cultures and religions to represent the 
passage of time, Earth’s natural cycles, 
an echo, a ripple, and ultimately The 
Universe itself. Cosmic Visions celebrates 
the idea that we are connected to a higher 
cosmic force that has a divine plan for us 
all. Ritchie combines printmaking, paint-
ing, and collage in this new series that 
explores the sense of wonder and mystery 
she feels while gazing up at the night sky.

     Long before each work hangs on the 
wall, its creator has moved about that 
surface with lines, motion, colors and tex-
tures. Each artist has engaged in a visual 
conversation with materials and media. 
Beesley added, “Once the work was deliv-
ered, much reflection went into present-
ing these works as a whole, taking into 
account the visual conversations between 
paintings. Once the doors open, the public 
will experience these works individually 
and as a whole.”

Throughout the years Linda has had several work spaces in the heart of Charleston. She 
recently moved to a spacious studio not far from the harbor. The east studio floods with 
morning light and is her main painting area until the light fades and she shifts to the smaller 
second studio on the western side of the house.

The east studio has terrific light on most days.

Metal shelving holds smaller works on canvas and wood panels.

A tall painting rack stores several of her larger works. 

The foyer serves as a storage area and has a substantial work bench for building stretchers 
and frames.

Most furniture and both easels are on wheels making it easy to cross from studio 1 to the 
second studio where the light beams in the afternoon. 

Studio 2 has windows to the west and south on the porch. Everything is on wheels permit-
ting rearrangement in order to accommodate various projects.

This is the front entry which is also useful for storage as well.

Linda is seated in her welcoming kitchen for a coffee break. Manning Williams’s abstract 
painting hangs above Mary Walker’s collaged artwork..

No need for nails, and it will protect the hardwood floors.

Linda is seated in the living room at the wooden flat file crafted by her husband. It stores 
large works on paper. The painting on the wall above Linda is by Cliffton Peacock.

This is a comfortable space where most of her art books are shelved and she spends 
time there reading before getting down to painting.

A Craftsman tool cabinet makes a great roll-
ing palette. It pays to have a lot of paint in 
stock while working.

     Augusta, GA, artist, Philip Morsberger 
died in January of this year. We honor a man 
whose life and work have inspired so many 
across our nation and across the pond. He 
was the only American to be honored as 
the Ruskin Master of Drawing at Oxford 
University, England. This exhibition honors 
a lifetime of creativity. Paintings on exhibit 
span a period of over 50 years.
     About creating art Morsberger stated: “It 
is plunging forward into an ever greater 
Unknown, and, prayerfully, I am hanging 
on for dear life. It is quite a ride, and I am 
grateful to be taking it.”
     Organized events include tours of the 
exhibition.  A guided tour by curator, Luke 
Delello, is scheduled for Oct. 9 at 2pm. 
Other tours can be scheduled by calling the 
gallery at 864/268-2771. The public is in-
vited to attend. We ask that masks be worn 
upon entering the gallery. Philip Morsberger 
has been a part of the Hampton III Gallery 
stable of artists since 2011. 
     Morsberger was born in Baltimore, MD, 
the son of newspaperman Eustis Espey 
Morsberger and Mary Burgess Morsberger. 
     He drew at home under his grandfather’s 
tutelage and as soon as he could, he com-
menced formal study at the Maryland Insti-
tute College of Art where he was awarded a 
scholarship - he was not yet 14 at the
time - before transferring to Baltimore City 
College.

Minnesota. When he returned to the Ruskin 
School as a professor, he was named the 
Ruskin Master of Drawing. He was only 
the sixth person - and the first American - to 
hold the position, which he held with great 
distinction from 1971-1984. 
     After leaving England, Morsberger held 
academic appointments at Dartmouth, Har-
vard, the University of California (Berke-
ley), California College of Art and, finally, 
Augusta State University where he was the 
Morris Eminent Scholar. He held the posi-
tion for five years before stepping down in 
2002. He and Mary Ann elected to remain 
in Augusta where he actively created new 
works of art until the last week of his life.
     Tributes include:
     “Perhaps his greatest gift was friendship. 
No one enjoyed friendship more than Philip, 
and no one ever made and kept as many
friends as he. He found commonality with, 
well, everyone. His kindness and generosity 
of spirit were innate and unsurpassable,
and it is those qualities that touched genera-
tions of students, countless colleagues, and 
numberless friends over the length of a
long life well-lived,” said Kevin Grogan, 
Augusta, GA, June 2021.
     “Like all great artists, Philip was inter-
ested in everything; less than that was a 
“betrayal of the intellect”, he told me. When 
we were together, whether over dinner, in 
his studio, or in our letters, Philip never 
spoke directly about painting but about the 
painter’s life. Truly the sign of a mentor. He 
said that painting was a form of prayer, less 
about “getting it right” than about unful-
filled longing. This is why everyone of his 
canvases is a compressed version of the joy, 
sorrow, and wonderful strangeness of a life 
lived,” said Brian Rutenberg.
      “Some painters appeal only to color or 
form. Some seek to highlight a particular 
element, relate a narrative or merely domi-
nate a space. But, to us, Philip, in each of his 
pieces, invites us to share. He’s not seeking 
to dictate or dominate; rather, he’s invit-

     The Bechtler Museum of Modern Art 
in Charlotte, NC, will present Isaac Ju-
lien: Lina Bo Bardi — A Marvellous En-
tanglement, an exciting tribute to the leg-
endary Italian-Brazilian architect Lina Bo 
Bardi by the British artist and filmmaker 
Isaac Julien, on view on the Museum’s 
Fourth-Floor Gallery, from Oct. 30 
through Feb. 27, 2022.
      In this nine-screen film installa-
tion, Julien examines Bo Bardi’s life and 
work through dramatic enactments of her 
words and ideas performed amid her most 
prized buildings.
      Filmed in several locations in Brazil, 
including the São Paulo Museum of Art, 
the Museum of Modern Art in Bahia, and 
the Teatro Gregório de Matos in Salvador, 
the work acts as an open-ended reflection 
on the architect’s Brazilian projects from 
the 1960s to the 1980s.

     Inspired by The Mint Museum’s 2016 
acquisition of John Leslie Breck’s canvas 
Suzanne Hoschedé-Monet Sewing, this 
exhibition includes approximately 70 of 
Breck’s finest works, drawn from public 
and private collections as well as the il-
lustrious Terra Foundation collection of 
American art.

Breck’s can-
vases from this period, loosely brushed and 
filled with light and color, are a marked de-
parture from his earlier works that are char-
acterized by darker tonalities and tighter 
brushwork that typified the preferred style 
of the era. When Breck returned to America 
in 1892, he applied what he had learned to 
paintings of the New England landscape 
and frequently exhibited his work.
      Along with his scenes of Giverny and 
America, this exhibition features a selection 
of paintings from his sojourn in Venice in 
1897. Always interested exploring in new 
ways of seeing the world, Breck had begun 
to explore aspects of post-Impressionism 
and Asian aesthetics in the years before his 
early death, at the age of 39, in 1899.
     Funding for this exhibition was provided 
by Bank of America, The Mint Museum 
Auxiliary, and The Mr. and Mrs. Raymond 
J. Horowitz Foundation for the Arts.

Artists Collective I Spartanburg, SC
continued from Page 17 / back to Page 17
is a uniquely difficult and joyful experience. 
We are subject to the capriciousness of 
nature and to beauty, and we must quickly 
observe, assess and capture our subjects 
while the light is changing. Painting plein 
air requires an intensity of focus and con-
stant decision making. It is an incredibly 
challenging, edifying and satisfying method 
of creating artworks. Plein air paintings 
often have a feeling of exuberance and 
spontaneity that belies its creation – you can 
feel the sun, predict a rain squall, squint at a 
water’s reflection.”
     Patrick says the artists “have a passion 
for art history, the artists who came before 
us as well as for artists who are our contem-
poraries. We are lifelong learners, travelers, 
painters and teachers, mothers, grandmoth-
ers, sisters and aunts.”

     In 1887, Breck was one of the founders 
of the American art colony at Giverny and 
was among the earliest American artists to 
embrace the Impressionist style. He was 
also one of the first to exhibit his Impres-
sionist paintings in America and helped to 
popularize the style during his years work-
ing in the Boston area in the 1890s.
     Between 1887 and 1888 he and a handful 
of his American colleagues began visit-
ing the French village of Giverny, where

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     The Columbia Museum of Art in Co-
lumbia, SC, will present Michael Kenna: 
Venezia, on view from Oct. 21 through Jan. 
9, 2022.
     Taken over 20 years, this photographic 
series is a moody valentine to one of the 
most miraculous cities on Earth. Venice 
(Venezia in Italian) is a floating world that 
sits at the crossroads of the East and West.  
     While there are millions of travel 
photographs of Venice in existence, artist 
photographer Michael Kenna infuses his 
with distinct magic. Prowling the city while 
it sleeps, he shoots in black and white. His 
long, extended exposures drink in the elec-
tric lights and add a blurry quality at times, 
capturing the buoyancy of gondolas rock-
ing gently on the water. Elsewhere, stone 
sculptures twist lithely in their architectural 
niches.
     The canal is a central character in Ken-
na’s images. In one photo, the water appears 
to crawl up city steps. In many others, it 
atomizes, blanketing the city in a living mist. 
     In 2021, Venice hosted the International 
Conference on Environment and Climate 
Change, and as the Earth’s waters rise, this 
jewel is on the frontline of a global problem. 
Kenna alchemically reminds us of both time 
and place in these photographs, and indi-
rectly, the city’s potentially perilous fate, a 
result of its own beloved waters.
     The Columbia Museum of Art is a 
charitable nonprofit organization dedicated 
to lifelong learning and community enrich-
ment for all. Located in the heart of down-
town Columbia, SC, the CMA ranks among 
the leading art institutions in the country 
and is distinguished by its innovative exhi-
bitions and creative educational programs. 
At the heart of the CMA and its programs 
is its collection, which encompasses 7,000 
works and spans 5,000 years of art history. 

     Established in 1950, the CMA now wel-
comes more than 150,000 visitors annually 
and is a catalyst for community creativity 
and education, engaging people of all ages 
and backgrounds.

      Students and visitors to this exhibit 
will experience a single moment or walk 
through “a dialogue in time.” Metamor-
phosis II provides an opportunity for both 
education and art appreciation that will 
leave the viewer transformed and awe-
inspired by the stories told. In Torres’ work, 
the revealed is hidden, and the hidden is 
revealed.

     The University of South Carolina in 
Columbia, SC, is presenting Hyphenated:

      The School of Visual Art and Design 
(SVAD) is partnering with the McKissick 
Museum to showcase the works of Dan 
Hernandez and Arturo Rodriguez at the 
University’s museum. Both of the artists 
in this exhibition are identified culturally 
as hyphenated Americans (Rodriguez, Cu-
ban-American and Hernandez, Mexican-
American). While the exhibition does not 
expressly examine these identities, or the 
social connotations associated with being 
hyphenated, it does explore the concept of 
converging cultures more broadly. 
      A central aspect in both artists’  work 
is the act of connecting disparate cultural 
parts. The work presented in this exhibi-
tion relies heavily on appropriation and 
collage/montage. Both artists work with a 
variety of borrowed imagery ranging from 
video games to pre-renaissance painting 
(Hernandez) and from cartoons to Ameri-
can home décor (Rodriguez). 
     In their working processes, both artists 
combine these source materials in dif-
ferent ways to create new visual forms. 

Much like hyphenated words, these forms 
function as the product of their parts, but 
also suggest new meaning through their 
unique composition. The technical pro-
cesses of both artists can also be described 
as “hyphenated”. Hernandez’s work often 
bridges the gap between digital and analog 
processes and Rodriguez’s work crosses 
boundaries from printmaking, to painting 
and drawing.

     The University of South Carolina in Co-
lumbia, SC, will present Darwin’s Finches, 
a solo exhibition by Eloisa Guanlao, on 
view at the McMaster Gallery, located in 
USC’s School of Visual Art and Design, 
from Oct. 14 through Dec. 2, 2021.
     Guanlao approaches art with the perspec-
tive that our cultural environment shapes 
our socio-economic and political history 
and identity. Human-made culture can be 
unmade and transformed for the welfare 
of circadian cycles and natural, biological 
systems. 
     Darwin’s Finches are at once fossilized 
records and a critical examination of the 
myopia of nineteenth century positivist 
science that endures today. The wet col-
lodion glass ambrotypes capture images of 
“stuffed” birds, sewn out of her daughters’ 
outgrown clothes, that are endemic to the 
varied regions of the United States Guanlao 
considered home at one point. They compel 
deliberate meditation upon the benefits 
and pitfalls of technology on the circadian 
rhythm of living species.  
     The ambrotypes are housed in stylized, 
wooden view cameras, harkening to the 
early days of field photography. The ambro-
types of “stuffed” birds perch as poignant, 

but pale souvenirs of real birds migrating 
over real places.
     McMaster Gallery is located in the Uni-
versity of South Carolina’s School of Visual 
Art and Design on Senate Street, Columbia, 
SC with accessible street parking on Pick-
ens, Senate, and Henderson Streets.

vocalists. Blues Chapel is an installation 
inviting visitors to reflect on the music, 

lives, and the changes brought about by 
these pioneering vocalists, including 
Beverly “Guitar” Watkins, who was an an-
nual performer at the Carolina Downhome 
Blues Festival for many years.
     The focal point of the installation is a 
unit of twenty-four portraits called Tapes-
try in Blue. Each singer is depicted with 
a gilded halo and most are embellished 
with buttons, beads, found objects, and 
acrylic paint. Among those pictured are 
Ma Rainey, Bessie Smith, Billie Holiday, 
Sarah Vaughan, Ella Fitzgerald, Dinah 
Washington, Nina Simone, and Koko Tay-
lor. Images include reverse glass painted 
names. Blues music adds atmosphere. 
The work can be enjoyed while sitting on 
a mahogany church pew and reading a 
faux-service bulletin or using the summer 
blues fans.
     In keeping with Tapestry in Blue is 
Lenz’s new, haloed portrait of Beverly 
“Guitar” Watkins. The Arts Center sug-
gested this inclusion to honor Watkins, 
who passed away in 2019. Photo permis-
sion was secured from Bill Blizzard’s 
image. The work was created on a section 
of an old blue-and-white needlepoint rug. 
Other exhibited work includes hand and 
machine embroidery based on Gothic and 
Romanesque architecture, a mixed media 
triptych, and other art quilts.
     Susan Lenz describes herself as the 
daughter of German immigrants, a soul 
mate of a wife, a failed mother, a frustrat-
ed homeowner, an involuntary business 
woman, an avid traveler, a custom picture 
framer and taxpayer out of necessity, a 

non-practicing Catholic, a member of a 
few non-profit organizations, a college 
graduate, a blogger, and the servant to an 
adorable cat.
     Yet, she is first and foremost, an artist.
     Using needle and thread for self-ex-
pression, Lenz works within the scope of 
an overall theme and toward a final, mixed 
media installation. She stitches both by 
hand and machine but also indulges a pas-
sion for book arts and unique, 3D found 
art objects. Altering found photos is an 
obsession. In another life, Lenz is con-
vinced she was a kidnapper whose fixation 
with letters snipped from assorted, antique 
ephemera continued into her current life 
and studio practice.
     Lenz’s work has appeared in national 
publications, numerous juried exhibi-
tions, and at fine craft shows including the 
Philadelphia Museum of Art Craft Show 
and the Smithsonian Craft Show. She has 
been featured on art quilting television 
programs and on South Carolina ETV’s 
Palmetto Scene. Her work is in the per-
manent collection of the Textile Museum 
in Washington, DC, and the McKissick 
Museum in South Carolina. Lenz has 
been awarded fully funded fellowships to 
art residencies including The Anderson 
Center, PLAYA, Hot Springs National 
Park, the Studios of Key West, Homestead 
National Monument, and Great Basin 
National Park. Her solo installations have 
been mounted all over the country includ-
ing the Mesa Contemporary Museum of 
Art and as far away as the Festival of

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     The Asheville Art Museum in 
Asheville, NC, will present Modernist 
Design at Black Mountain College, featur-
ing works of design from the Asheville 
Art Museum’s Collection by Black 
Mountain College artists including: Anni 
Albers, Josef Albers, A. Lawrence Kocher, 
Buckminster Fuller, Karen Karnes, Robert 
Turner, Mary “Molly” Gregory, Ruth 
Asawa, Albert Lanier, Mim Sihvonen, and 
more. The exhibition will be on view in 
the Museum’s Explore Asheville Exhibi-
tion Hall from Oct. 22 through Jan. 24, 
2022. 
     The experiment known as Black 
Mountain College (BMC) began in 1933 
in the Blue Ridge Mountains of Western 
North Carolina. The country was in the 
midst of the Great Depression and headed 
towards World War II; budgets were low, 
but creativity was high. When Josef & 
Anni Albers emigrated from Germany 
to the United States, they left the Bau-
haus school of art and design behind but 
brought with them their modern aesthetic 
and design prowess. As faculty lead-
ers at BMC, they attracted well known 
architects like A. Lawrence Kocher and 
Buckminster Fuller, among others, to 
teach architecture and design.
     Perhaps most progressive of their ac-
tions was to hire a woman, Mary “Molly” 
Gregory, to head the furniture workshop. 
An openness to creativity and a smart re-
sourcefulness - on the part of both faculty 
and students (like Ruth Asawa, Albert 
Lanier, and Mim Sihvonen) - meant an 
artistic output of groundbreaking designs 
including architecture, furniture, ceram-
ics, textiles, and more that has yet to be 
fully assessed. This exhibition highlights 

the Asheville Art Museum’s collection 
of design from BMC, like the rarely seen 
Gregory furniture, and situates it in the 
context of its influences and surroundings 
at BMC.
      “This exhibition combines artworks 
from the Museum’s Collection and on 
loan to explore a particular aspect of 
Black Mountain College that hasn’t been 
considered in depth: its design,” says 
Asheville Art Museum’s Associate Cura-
tor Whitney Richardson. “From the chairs 
used at the Blue Ridge Assembly to the ar-
chitecture built at the Lake Eden Campus, 
the story of the design elements utilized 
by the faculty and students, and what they 
created within those contexts and environ-
ments, helps us look back at this place and 
time to proclaim BMC’s importance in the 
historical timeline of design. 
     The aspect of this exhibition that 
excites me the most is displaying all 
of the Museum’s Molly Gregory furni-
ture together for the first time since the 
Museum acquired it in 2017. Gregory’s 
ability to instruct BMC students on how 
to make their own furniture - mixed with 
her resourcefulness in using what the 
inadequately funded college could provide 
and the production of simple, modernistic 
furniture that has stood the test of time - 
astounds me.”
     This exhibition was organized by the 
Asheville Art Museum and curated by 
Whitney Richardson, associate curator.

Asheville Art Museum in

     The Asheville Art Museum in Asheville, 
NC, is presenting A Dance of Images and 
Words: The Nancy Graves/Pedro Cuperman 
Tango Portfolio, on view in The Van Winkle 
Law Firm Gallery, through Jan. 10, 2022. 
     The exhibition features a series of eight 
intaglio prints that depict plants and ani-
mals alongside eleven sheets of prose that 
explore the steps of the Argentinian dance, 
the tango. Organized by the Asheville Art 
Museum from the Museum’s Collection 
and curated by Hilary Schroeder, assistant 
curator.
     The common idiom “it takes two to 
tango” is immediately called into question 
in both the imagery and words of the Tango 
portfolio. The portfolio is an expression 
of artist Nancy Graves (Pittsfield, MA 
1939–1995 New York, NY) writer Pedro 
Cuperman’s (1936–2016 Buenos Aires, 
Argentina) meditations on the dance. Their 
imagery and words become paired in an 
illustrated book though their explorations 
take different formats and directions. 
     Both Graves and Cuperman look towards 
humankind and nature as a place where 
beings come together in the experience of 
living. This exhibition presents Graves’s 
eight prints alongside the portfolio fron-
tispiece and a page of Cuperman’s text to 
immerse visitors in the collaborative dance 
of the tango.
     This exhibition was organized by the 
Asheville Art Museum from the Museum’s 
Collection and curated by Hilary Schroeder, 
assistant curator.

     The Center for Craft in Asheville, NC, 
is presenting two new exhibits includ-
ing: Black in Black on Black: Making the 
Invisible Visible in Western North Caro-
lina, on view in the John Cram Partner 
Gallery, through Jan. 7, 2022, and Suite 
Américaine, on view in the Bresler Family 
Gallery, through Nov. 26, 2021.
     Black in Black on Black: Making the 
Invisible Visible is an exhibition about the 
lives and contributions of Black/African 
American communities in Western North 
Carolina (WNC). Presenting works of 
art alongside oral histories and research 
data, Black in Black on Black is a visual 
conversation about an often invisible 
history of our region. This exhibition 
features three WNC-based artists: Ann 
Miller Woodford, Viola Spells, and Ronda 
Birtha, as well as data from the “Heart of 
Health: Race, Place, and Faith in West-
ern North Carolina” project, a three-year 
community-participatory research study 
that seeks to better understand the role and 
impact of race and racism on health.
     The “Heart of Health” project is co-led 
by researchers and community partners. 
In WNC, the percentage of the population 
that is Black/African American ranges 
from 0.2% to 10% at the county level, 
and is about 4% overall. As Ann Miller 
Woodford states, “My emphasis has been 
on people who have dedicated their lives 
to humanity, but have been overlooked, 
ignored, and often forgotten.” Visitors to 
the exhibition are invited to learn, through 
both visual art and scientific data, about 
the ways in which African Americans and 
others in WNC are working to reduce 
racism and build community through 
grassroots and organizational efforts.

     The Orangeburg County Fine Arts Center 
in Orangeburg, SC, will present A Family 
Affair: Staley, Staley and Gibson, featur-
ing works by Alvin Staley, Bretta Staley, 
and their daughter Dr. Kizzi Staley Gibson, 
on view in the Lusty Gallery, from Oct. 6 
through Nov. 24, 2021, A reception will be 
held on Oct. 6, from 6-8pm. 
     The exhibition consists of 36 works, 
28 two-dimensional artworks using oil on 
panel, oil on canvas, acrylic on canvas, 
colored pencils and mixed media, and eight 
assemblages by Bretta Staley. 
      Images of religious art, Christian, Hindu, 
Buddhist and Islam are, in the first instance, 
usually associated with the origins and early 
growth of these world religions. Christian 
artists in the early centuries of the common 
era, (C.E,) produced themes and imagery to 
inspire and uplift spiritual awareness. The 
most repeated themes were scenes of Jesus 
and the life of Jesus. With the emergence of 
the Renaissance Era, art devoted to Chris-
tianity would become less of a prominent 
subject as artists devoted their talents to the 
more lucrative secular works.
     The most successful Christian art today 
can be defined as modern and abstract, 
with contemporary themes left to personal 
interpretation. Claiming a space in that 
genre are three artists from the same family, 
who express their deep religious affiliation 
with imposing works inspired not only and 
attributed to scripture, but which are also 
conceptualized through devotional experi-
ences.
      “Team Staley” as award-winning artist 
Alvin Staley, husband to Bretta and father 
to Kizzi, refers to his family, exclusively 
includes Biblical reference in his work, “I 
would have to say that I invest emotionally 
in my work by remembering the One for 
whom I am creating this artwork.”   
      Staley references Colossians 3:17, a 
verse included in the writings of Paul to 
the early Christians as the apostle encour-
ages various assemblies to strive to emulate 
Christ through compassion, humility, 
patience, and forgiveness.

ensure that their everyday, ordinary lives 
are placed before God as an offering. Paul 
further instructs to live in grace.
     When asked has his self-described genre, 
in its form and content, after years as an 
artist liberated his imagination, Staley says 
that is not how he sees his work. For him, 
it’s more about closely aligning himself 
with his Christian beliefs. “I hope that I 
have been bringing my imagination into 
the captivity of Christ Jesus, so that what I 
express, and what I create will flow as if it is 
from the mind of Christ.”
     Alvin and Bretta Staley have devoted the 
last 40 years to their art and as art educators. 
While husband and wife are in tandem in 
their religious beliefs, Alvin’s observations 
of Bretta work are that she has entered a 
phase of remarkable creativity.
      Britta Staley calls one of her assemblag-
es The Cosmic Christ. This work is a vivid 
and compelling representation of Christ 
as he is being crucified, wounded, head 
bowed, body bleeding. His cross is present-
ed as a batik fixture, with soft otherworldly 
reds, pinks and blues contrasting with dark 
details offsetting the figure and the blended 
coloring. The traditional loin cloth, usually 
depicted in crucifixion, is replaced by a 
fabric, tied, bunched and gracefully hanging 
from his side. A vertical pattern of his blood 
decorates the top half of the cloth, which is 
edged with rows of round metallic pieces 
the color of silver.
     Bretta Staley reminds that the meaning 
of cosmic must be present when approach-
ing this assemblage, both to appreciate the 
work and where her imagination led her to 
venture in expression. The cross is cosmic.   
      “Jesus Christ was born of flesh; lived 
in the world; created the world, and by His 
power, He sustains the world. Jesus Christ 
is the Cosmic Christ. For He is the God, 
creator, and sustainer of the cosmos.” 
      Bretta Staley’s Biblical reference is John 
1:1-14, the last verse which says, “And the 
Word was made flesh and dwell among us.” 
The New Testament is central to her work 
“to share the Gospel and provide an oasis of 
visual refreshment to all that partake of the 
exhibition.”
      However, as Alvin Staley noted, Bretta 
Staley’s current quest also includes self-
discovery. After years of committing much 
of her creative energy to her vocation as 
an art educator, this new plane is about her 
individuality as an artist. “I make art to 
satisfy my desire of self-expression. Subse-
quently, this creative quest allows me to use 
unique innovative abilities in an expressive, 
distinctive, and inventive manner.”
      While Alvin Staley was collecting 
awards and ribbons, under their tutelage, 
so were their students. Bretta Staley ac-

knowledges that enabling and inspiring art 
through education is a factor in her creative 
process. “Our art students knew us as ‘Team 
Staley.’ Our high school students garnished 
top artistic awards at district, state, national 
and international levels. We were teachers 
who not only taught art but practiced our 
craft as well.” Now her craft is her focus.
      Dr. Kizzi Staley Gibson, the Staley’s 
daughter, not surprisingly, followed in her 
parents footsteps as an art educator, having 
obtained a doctorate while dividing her 
time between teaching and honing her own 
talents. Communication is foremost in Gib-
son’s work. She references its importance 
often when describing her pieces. 
      “The main purpose of my artwork is 
communication. Every work of art I create 
communicates a message.” And through 
communication? “My drive to create is 
rooted in my desire to visually communi-
cate my thoughts, ideas, and raw emotions 
in a way that is completely unstifled and 
authentic.”
      The Creation of the Cosmos, mixed me-
dia and one of a series of seven, suggests the 
converging of matter forming into a sphere, 
creation in colors symbolizing brilliance 
and energy. Evolving away from a milieu 
of multicolored amorphous elements, the 
round planet, emerging, is behind dripping 
strands of a black substance, sometimes 
three-dimensional in its thickness. These 
symbolic strands in front of, if not being 
absorbed onto the planet’s vibrant surface, 
unsettles at the same time as the pervading 
patterns of colors convey the permanence 
and complexity of this evolving sphere.
     Asked collectively if they critique one 
another’s work and if so, how. Alvin Staley 
replied, “We use objective criticism to 
view each other’s work. That is to say we 
examine the structural elements based upon 
sound design principles. We also critique 
works based upon whether the manipulation 

     In Staley’s work titled Roman 12:1-3 
#2, the male figure dominant and centered 
sitting in a simple chair, hands clasped, still 
in his humility, has for a background an 
equally simple lace-covered table, a chair 
behind which is a wall heavy with award-
winning art and accompanying award-win-
ning certificates and ribbons. Also hanging 
on the background wall of this piece are 
head and shoulder paintings of a subject 
in a plain white t-shirt tinting in purple as 
are the chairs’ cushions and the generous 
sleeves of the centered subject. Symbolism 
is everywhere to be examined in light of the 
title which, again, is scripture. Here Paul is 
urging the newly converted Christians to 

of the elements and principles are commu-
nicating the desired message.” And that’s as 
far as it goes, according to Staley. “We try 
to stay clear of subjective viewpoints, and 
simply examine the works on the basis of 
artistic and aesthetic merit.”
      The three family members are united in 
their Christian beliefs and see their works as 
offerings to the host of humanity whatever 
their religion and also to non-believers. Em-
bracing that concept as they work through 
the tenets of their Christianity is fundamen-
tal as expressed by Alvin Staley.    
      “All my life I have felt that being an 
artist was a calling and a gift from God. I’ve 
always believed that man cannot create, for 
there is but one creator, God Almighty. The 
very best that we as artists can do is merely 
try to re-create the beauty of what God has 
already created.”

     Beyond Prison aims to be a human and 
empowering force, one that challenges all 
of its participants, incarcerated and free, to 
imagine art as an essential tool for building 
a more just future. 
     The Beyond Prison Artist Alliance 
would not be possible without the tire-
less work of AMCI Volunteer Coordinator 
Angela Lamm and Penland’s Community 
Collaborations Manager Stacey Lane, the 
grant writing efforts of Nancy Lowe, and 
the support of Penland School of Craft.

eventually shared his art with his boss. His 
boss was amazed and began seeking repre-
sentation for Mr. Bostic in various galleries 
around the South.

His depictions of 
saints, pilgrims and angels are the founda-
tion of his inspiration, but his imagination 
was also captured by mythology and his 
increasing dream states.” 
     “Many of our conversations drifted 
to visits he made to deceased loved ones 
within his dreams…most recently, we spoke 
of his brother and going ‘behind the veil’ 
to visit. It’s only in retrospect that I now 

wonder if Rudy was telling me he wasn’t 
just visiting, but that he was ready to join 
his brother,” says Weiss.
     Rudy’s spirit was so innocent, his death 
came as a double shock: that he was gone, 
and that he was nearly 80 years old. Join us,

loved exploring the plant life in her yard 
and in the woods and the creek nearby her 
home. Ever curious, she enjoyed peering 
behind the obvious, such as turning over 
rocks to discover the hidden worms and 
insects beneath them. Bachman showed an 
interest in art at an early age and partici-
pated in private art programs and exhibi-
tions throughout her school years. Her 
fascination with plants and nature, along 
with an interest in mythology and folk-
lore, is what fuels her imagination.
     Bachman’s work defies categoriza-
tion. She creates ecosystems, hidden 

worlds, and even planets full of creatures 
and landscapes, real or imagined, that 
are all part of the larger narrative. She 
paints from a combination of the natural 
world (real life observation, sketches, 
field guides) and more importantly, from 
her own curiosity and vivid imagination. 
Bachman paints in a realistic style with 
perspective and packs her paintings to the 
edges of the canvas with intricate detail. 
When viewing a painting by Bachman, 
it is as if one has entered a private realm 
with many secret discoveries to explore.
     Bachman’s work also has a decidedly 
surreal tone. There is an unnatural look 
to her paintings with exaggerated propor-
tions, imaginary settings, exotic flora, 
mythical and hybrid creatures, and her 
beloved harpies (Greco-Roman creatures; 
part woman, part bird). She paints borders 
on some of her paintings reminiscent of 
illuminated manuscripts. Bachman is 
inspired by French artist Henri Rosseau, 
known for his large-scale jungle scene 
paintings, Mexican surrealist Frida Kahlo, 
and American favorite Andrew Wyeth. 
Her current work can best be described as 
Pop Surrealism or Magical Realism if it 
needs categorization at all.
     Bachman studied at the Columbus Col-
lege of Art and Design and earned a BFA 
in Painting in 1997. Throughout the years 
Bachman has had work included in sev-
eral juried exhibitions and group shows

at numerous galleries as well as in the 
Southern Ohio Museum of Art. In April 
2019, Bachman attended ArtConnect, a 
collateral event concurrent with the 13th 
Havana Biennial exhibition, in Matanzas, 
Cuba where her work was featured.

      The University of North Carolina at 
Greensboro, NC, will present Splinters of a 
Secret Sky, Angela Fraleigh: Falk Visiting 
Artist, on view at the Weatherspoon Art Mu-
seum, from Oct. 9 through Dec. 11, 2021.  
     In Fraleigh’s dynamic, large-scale paint-
ings, female subjects culled from art histori-
cal images take on new lives in dreamlike 
scenes. Throughout art history, women 
have often been painted as objects for the 
male gaze. In Fraleigh’s work, however, 
they converse, engage, and share - existing 
for themselves and each other rather than 
a viewer. Fraleigh explains: “Nothing has 
meaning independent of what we give it. In 
my work I’m repeatedly asking: Can we re-
frame the images of the past to change how 
we see ourselves in the present and create a 
new future?”
     While mining art history broadly, Fra-
leigh also digs deep into particular stories 
- often drawing inspiration from specific 
museum collections. For her Weatherspoon 
exhibition, she turns to the legacy of Clari-
bel and Etta Cone - the formidable sisters 
whose transformative gift of artworks 
helped establish the museum’s collection.
     At the turn of the 20th century, the 
Cone sisters were faithful to tradition in so 
many ways, yet also defied expectations. 
While devoted to family and committed to 
decorum, they sidestepped marriage and 
motherhood, instead wedding themselves to 
the intrepid pursuit of art. Financially inde-
pendent thanks to their family’s successful 
textile business, they traveled in style to 
Europe where they spent time in artists’ stu-
dios, befriending and supporting two young 
emerging artists of the avant-garde: Henri 
Matisse and Pablo Picasso. From them and 
others, the Cones amassed a collection of 
vibrant, daring artworks.
     Fraleigh’s new trio of paintings takes 
visual cues from their stunning collec-
tion, including works the sisters gifted to 
the Weatherspoon and others that they left 
to the Baltimore Museum of Art. Layer-
ing these modernist references with older 
art historical imagery, Fraleigh conjures 
a dense tableau blending realism and 
abstraction—one that celebrates the sisters’ 
brilliant artistic eyes and patronage while 

also embracing the depth and complexity 
of their lives as a marker of the richness of 
women’s stories throughout history.
     Weatherspoon Curator of Exhibitions, 
Dr. Emily Stamey, notes that “This exciting 
new work offers up opportunities to honor 
and critically explore the lives of these 
incredible patrons, while also launching out 
from their legacy to consider a breadth of 
compelling questions related to the com-
plicated ways in which history is recorded, 
relayed, and reimagined.”
     Angela Fraleigh earned her MFA from 
Yale University School of Art and her BFA 
from Boston University. She has had solo 
shows at the Delaware Art Museum, Wilm-
ington, DE; the Edward Hopper House Mu-
seum, Nyack, NY; the Everson Museum of 
Art, Syracuse, NY; and the Vanderbilt Man-
sion, Hyde Park, NY. Her artist residencies 
include the Bemis Center for Contemporary 
Arts, Omaha, NE; the Kemper Art Museum, 
Kansas City, MO; and the Core Program, 
Glassell School of Art MFAH, Houston, 
TX. She is currently Associate Professor of 
Art at Moravian College in Bethlehem, PA.
     This exhibition was organized by Dr. 
Emily Stamey, Weatherspoon Curator of 
Exhibitions
The Falk Visiting Artist Program is a 
partnership between the Weatherspoon Art 
Museum and the UNC Greensboro School 
of Art.

University of North Carolina at 
Greensboro, NC, Features Works 
by Angela Fraleigh

     Wake Forest University in Winston-
Salem, NC, is presenting Means of Iden-
tification: New Acquisitions to the WFU 
Student Union Collection of Contempo-
rary Art, on view at the Main Gallery of 
the Charlotte & Philip Hanes Art Gallery, 
in the Scales Fine Arts Center, through 
Dec. 10, 2021. 
     During the spring semester of 2021, the 
Student Union Art Acquisitions Commit-
tee (SUAAC), consisting of an unprec-
edented thirteen WFU students, purchased 
nine artworks for the Collection. The 
academic year of 2020-2021 was, indeed, 
unprecedented as COVID-19 infiltrated 
daily life. The impact of this global 
pandemic is still on-going: it has claimed 
millions of lives and changed the ways in 
which each of us relates to and navigates 
the world. As the university responded 
to the challenges of safely reopening 
campus, the SUAAC members and faculty 
advisors pivoted to continue this one of 
a kind, nearly 60 year-old program of 
student’s acquiring contemporary art for 
the WFU Art Collection. 
     Restricted travel prevented the Com-
mittee from traveling to New York City to 
look at the work in person, so they instead 
paid virtual visits to dozens of galleries in 
New York City, Los Angeles, Chicago, At-
lanta, Denver, and Detroit. While the trip 
was not possible, the main requirement for 
acquisitions remained the same since the 
founding of the program in 1962: to pur-
chase art that reflects the times in which 
it was made. As the coronavirus was 
spreading and the world faced a debilitat-
ing economic crisis, a summer of racial 
reckoning, a US Presidential Election, an 
insurrection on the nation’s Capital build-
ing, and a political shift in the fight for 
climate change, artists were responding. 
     While the Committee focused on artists 
who were reacting to this unparalleled 
time in history, and were deeply commit-
ted to diversifying Wake Forest’s art col-
lection with underrepresented artists, they 
were also concerned, as all previous such 
WFU students have been, with selecting 
works of artistic quality and merit. The 
theme of identity and challenging conven-
tions while exploring attributes such as 
gender, sexuality, race, nationality and 
heritage, is a common thread in each art-
work. The new acquisitions include work 
by Zanele Muholi, Betty Tompkins, Jay 

Lynn Gomez (formerly Ramiro Gomez), 
and Willie Cole. New additions also 
include a photograph by Martine Gutier-
rez, the first trans artist of Mayan heritage 
for the Collection; as well as a print by 
Detroit artist and Winston-Salem native 
Rashaun Rucker. 
     The 2021 acquisitions also feature 
paintings by Salman Toor and Jorge Tacla, 
and a mixed media work by Suchitra Mat-
tai. By confronting history, these artists 
contribute to contemporary dialogue by 
making visible the struggles and persever-
ance of those who lived it. Yet, questions 
of the potential of art to impact the way 
we view and address racial and ethnic 
identity here and globally remain. Given 
the complexities of identity in a global era 
- the boundlessness of individual diasporic 
and transcultural identities - how does 
contemporary art challenge our institu-
tions and art history? Seen through this 
lens of identity, these nine artworks, now 
a permanent part of the Wake Forest’s 
Art Collection, contribute to this critical 
discourse of our time.

teries, all on view through Oct. 30, 2021. A 
reception for all three will be held on Oct. 3, 
from 2-4pm.
     The recent works by Don Green from 

the past two or three years are all various 
hardwoods – cherry, oak, cedar, maple, 
magnolia, and plywood. The artist has 
become greatly concerned with the his-
tory of the tree from which the logs were 
cut, the pattern of the grain, especially at 
stress points where the tree was growing 
around branches, the expansive growth at 
the very base of a large tree, the knots where 
branches were growing off the main trunks, 
and the holes and rotted openings where 
branches had earlier been broken off or 
were sawed off. In a sense, Green feels like 
he is performing an autopsy of the remains 
of a noble old tree creature, thus growing in 
admiration for other living organisms, espe-
cially our old friends and servants: trees.
     Green taught art for 12 years at Meth-
odist College (University) and worked in 
advertising and design, and construction. 
Additionally, he has had many sculpture 
commissions throughout his career. Green 
holds degrees from the American Acad-
emy of Art in Chicago, a BFA from Illinois 
Wesleyan University, and an MFA from the 
University of Wisconsin, Madison.

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     Francis Marion University in Florence, 
SC, will present two new exhibits includ-
ing: David Boatwright and Stormie Burns:

     Boatwright offered the following state-
ment, “I consider myself to be a Southern 
artist in that, not only do I work in a nar-
rative or story telling format, I also have a 
tendency to paint subjects that are specifi-
cally Southern. Although people may know 
my work through public murals, I take a 
very different approach to personal paint-
ings originating in the studio. Murals are by 
necessity completely designed beforehand 
to acquire approval from both the sponsor 
and the City of Charleston, SC. For non-
commissioned work, I prefer the journey of 
finding the composition during the process 
of painting. Beginning with one character 
or situation I like the challenge of making a 
painting whole from both the compositional 
standpoint, but more importantly creating a 
narrative sense that is true to its own rules.”

      Producing public murals for clients 
with a rigorous city approval process while 
maintaining artistic integrity has at times 
been elusive and difficult. Over time his 
clients began to give him a wider latitude 
and he has been able to merge personal ex-
pression with the specific needs of a project 
in a balanced way and to grow as a painter 
through the experience.
     Boatwright now resides in downtown 
Charleston, SC, with his wife, the artist 
Molly B. Right.
     Stormie Burns offered the following 
statement, “Repetition is inherent to the pro-
cesses of mold making and slip casting. To 
create a mold is to seek out replication and 
multiples. To become proficient one must 
practice reiteration, responding to each pre-
vious outcome. With innumerable variables 
throughout my processes it is essential that I 
approach making with a deliberate mindset 
as every step needs to be fully considered. 
I gravitate towards exactness and refine-
ment. These traits are embraced as I create 
plaster molds and slip-cast porcelain vessels 
that draw from my personal vocabulary of 
form.” 
     “When casting a mold I am presented 
with uniformity, the outcome predeter-
mined,” added Burns. “Moving within the 
parameters of a visual language I am able to 
replicate casts while leaving space for play 
and variation from piece to piece through 
the use of color and surface texture. Again 
and Again features a collection of vessels 
that explore how variables within consis-
tency can change the perception of a form 
when presented in a group, stacked upon 
one another, or individually.”
      Burns is a ceramic and cast glass artist. 
Originally from central Florida, she relo-
cated to western North Carolina in 2015. 
She has completed residencies at Haystack 
School of Craft and Penland School of 
Craft. In the winter of 2019, Burns complet-
ed the two-year Core Fellowship program at 
Penland. She currently lives in Bakersville, 
in the mountains of western North Carolina.

     After graduating from SF Art Institute as 
a painting major Boatwright spent several 
years making short experimental films 
which he showed at many of the cinema-
theques in Europe. He returned to his home 
state of South Carolina in 1977 received a 
National Endowment for the Arts individual 
artist grant to make documentary films in 
Charleston, SC. He later became a graduate 
fellow at AFI film school in Los Angeles. 
He co-founded a film production company 
and directed over 100 commercials and 
made several documentaries.
     While a filmmaker Boatwright main-
tained an interest in studio painting and was 
fortunate to return to Charleston in 1984 as 
it began to expand culturally and demo-
graphically, and found he could support 
himself and a growing family by working as 
a designer, painter, filmmaker and musician.
     Working under the mantel of Lucky Boy 
Art Boatwright’s painting evolved into a 
specialty as he began creating large murals 
and hand-painted signs on many exteriors 
around Charleston. In addition to the signs, 
he was also being commissioned to make 
murals and paintings for the interiors of res-
taurants and was able to sell studio pieces to 
collectors and commercial establishments.

years evolved into a professional inter-
est, as she earned a BFA in textiles at the 

Rhode Island School of Design. In her 
early career, she worked with design-
ers for Gucci and Chanel, having access 
to the finest fabric in the world. Baird’s 
interest in fabric as art led her to the Art 
Students League of New York, where she 
began experimenting with tools and craft 
of painting.
     “I was painting in a traditional format, 
on either Masonite or on canvas,” said 
Baird, “and I started to think: ‘I have this 
rich background from sculpting the human 
body in fabric and watching the manu-
facturing. Why am I buying a canvas and 
painting on it when I have passion for the 
language of fabric? So I decided to liter-
ally punch through the canvas and start 
creating my own woven language. I began 
to reexamine what makes up a painting: 
some fabric, some paint and some wood. I 
started to consider how could I own these 
elements to create my personal artistic 
statement.”
     Baird, whose work is heavily influ-
enced by the color field movement and ab-
stract impressionism, incorporates a blue 
theme throughout Tethered to represent 
both the locale’s proximity to the ocean 
and the industry of indigo, a key agricul-
tural product in South Carolina history.
     “Many of Baird’s monochromatic 
woven paintings included in Tethered 
are blue, which hearkens back to indigo 
dye,” said Liz Miller, Myrtle Beach Art 
Museum curator. “The ages-old natural, 
blue pigment was first introduced In North 
America by way of plantation owner Eliza 
Lucas in colonial South Carolina, where it 
became the colony’s most important cash 
crop after rice. In fact, Georgetown, SC, 
was one of the crop’s largest producers in 
the country.”
     Baird has created one piece specifically 
for the Tethered exhibit in collaboration 
with North Myrtle Beach celebrity Vanna 
White. White, who has enjoyed crochet 
for decades, owns yarn brand Vanna’s 
Choice, which donated the yarn for 
Baird’s piece. The Spin is Baird’s first cir-
cular work and invokes the action central 
to textile manufacturing.
     “I wanted to pay homage to the wheel 
and the gesture of spinning because so 
much of my work is inspired by move-
ment and motion and gesture,” said Baird.
     In addition, Baird’s lifelong interest in 
dance, also involving fluidity and rhythm, 
is expressed in Tethered through a series 

of six white works, all of which reference 
dance positions and phrases in their titles.
     “Dance has been an important aspect 
in my artistic process because the habit of 
moving one’s body through space through 
choreography is like a puzzle to me,” 
said Baird. “I often find myself recollect-
ing thoughts and reorganizing concepts 
through my body as I’m moving through 
dance.”
     Miller noted that Tethered blends cre-
ativity, exploration of media, and histori-
cal significance in a way that will resonate 
with Grand Strand audiences.
     “Just as Baird intertwines her hand-
dyed and painted fabrics into their mes-
merizingly beautiful compositions,” said 
Miller, “so too does she inherently weave 
our region’s history and culture into the 
very fabric of her work.”
     The Franklin G. Burroughs-Simeon B.

     The exhibition is named after Jan-Ru 
Wan’s stunning work The Noise We Make 
and The Shadow We Create, an assem-
blage of hundreds of rusted bells rendered 
silent by immersion in wax.

With titles including Bes-
sie, Carolina, Jonny Mae and Jane, each 
print is named for a woman in Cole’s 
family.

His work has been exhib-
ited and collected by institutions around 
the world, including the Birmingham 
Museum of Art, the British Museum, the 
Miami Art Museum (now the Pérez Art

He lives and works in 
Mine Hill, New Jersey.

     Craven Allen Gallery in Durham, NC, 
is presenting William Paul Thomas: Pub-
lic Displays of Affection, on view through 
Oct. 30, 2021.
     Thomas’s paintings are larger than life, 
both in physical presence and visual im-
pact. Each image flirts with photorealism 
while maintaining evidence of a strong 
painterly hand, which is amplified by his 
rich color palette. Some of his subjects 
can be seen with their faces partially cov-
ered in blue, which he refers to as “Cy-
anosis”. This effect is a visceral depiction 
of the conflict and trauma that we all hold 
just beneath the surface. Cyanosis chal-
lenges viewers to be more aware of not 
only their own hardships, but also those of 
the people they interact with every day.
     The title of the show, Public Displays 
of Affection, refers to his intimate connec-
tion with the people he paints. “I choose 
specific models as a way of recognizing 
their significance in my life’s path. I rel-
ish being able to honor everyday people 
through making images. We regularly 
celebrate women and men of prominence 
in mass media, so I take advantage of the 
opportunity to highlight the people that 
impact me on a more direct level than any 
untouchable celebrity or distant historical 
figure could.”
     A rising art star, Thomas was the 
youngest artist, and the only figura-
tive painter, in the recent show Front 
Burner: Highlight in Contemporary North 
Carolina Painting at the North Carolina 
Museum of Art. He was the Brock Family 
Visiting Instructor in painting at Duke 
University for a year while Beverly McIv-
er was a fellow at the American Academy 
in Rome. He currently teaches at Guilford 
College, and lives in Durham.
     Thomas offered the following state-
ment, “Most of my creative work is tan-
gled up with the attempt to grant access to 
anyone on the outside. This gets compli-
cated. Who said they even wanted to come 
in? I might paint a portrait of a young man 
who [understandably] has never set foot 
in the art gallery that sits within a mile of 
his childhood home. We invite his family 
to see the portrait. Maybe they’ll continue 
to visit the gallery after my show is de-
installed. Maybe they won’t.”
     “When I talk about my work to view-
ers, I’ll recount things from other intimate 
conversations to illustrate how personal 
exchanges inspire my decision making. I 
love sharing carefully designed paintings, 
prints, and digital experiments for public 
consumption. Whether the images are 
depictions of anonymous floating heads,

ing the questionable barriers that exist 
between us and everything else,” adds 
Thomas.
     Thomas is a visual artist based in 
Durham, NC.

In addition to painting and 
drawing, he also experiments with video 
and photography to capture idiosyncratic, 
abstracted depictions of love, joy, and ad-
versity.

Gibbes Visiting Artist 
Studios, Session III: Through Oct. 10 - Marina 
Savashynskaya Dunbar. Dunbar was born in 
Belarus and moved to the US when she was nine 
years old. She studied business and art at 
Columbia State University and now resides in 
Charleston. Her paintings are nature-based 
abstractions, composed through harmonious 
movement, material improvisation and layers of 
translucent color. While in residence at the 
Gibbes, she plans to create a body of work 
influenced by Betwixt and Between, an installa-
tion by Patrick Dougherty displayed in the 
museum’s glass atrium on the second floor. 
Session III: Through Oct. 10 - Alexandria 
Dickerson. Dickerson is a self-taught artist from 
Charleston. She explores the ramifications of 
black subjugation and the utopian potential of 
Afrofuturism through the mediums of oil painting, 
wood carving and cyanotype. While in residence 
at the Gibbes, the artist’s goal is to render at least 
three pieces of artwork consisting of 24x30 wood 
panels. After the initial carving state, paper prints 
of each piece will be pulled, and the wooden 
blocks will be stained with a light-sensitive iron 
salt and left to develop under the sun which 
creates a ghostly holographic effect. The pieces 
will continue the artist’s investigation into 
selfhood, identity and the dualism of antiquation 
and technology. Session IV: Oct. 25 – Dec. 5 - 
Daisy McClellan. McClellan, who moved to 
Charleston in 2020, launched a full-fledged 
jewelry-making business that took her on tour 
around the country selling her designs at various 
boutiques and maker markets. In 2014, she and 
her husband opened a brick-and-mortar retail 
shop in San Francisco where they featured over 
200 artists and hosted creative workshops. In 
addition, she designed a clothing collection for 
women and young children, founded a bi-annual 
shopping market for local boutiques and worked 
with several artists on collaborations. The artists 
utilized century-old traditional techniques like 
punch needle rug making and sewing in new and 
creative ways to create functional objects. 
Striving to spark joy with every creation, she 
hopes her work can encourage appreciation for 
lasting handmade craftsmanship. Session IV: 
Oct. 25 – Dec. 5 - Susan Klein. Klein is an 
associate professor of art at the College of 
Charleston. She has shown her work nationally 
and internationally and is a 2020-2021 recipient 
of a Pollock-Krasner Foundation Grant. While in 
residence at the Gibbes, she plans to work on 
mixed media paintings and drawings inspired by 
her sculptural work.

Founded in 1773, is America’s 
first museum. Lowcountry Image Gallery, 
Through Oct. 31 - "The Lowcountry in Living 
Color: Making Historical Photographs Come 
to Life". Over 90 percent of the photographs 
housed in the Museum’s Archives are black and 
white. And while many viewers find them his-
torically charming, others find it difficult to see 
particular details within the image. By colorizing 
a black and white photograph, certain compo-
nents otherwise overlooked, become visible. 
For years, photograph colorization was used 
mainly by high tech production companies. Re-
cently however, computer programmers have 
created colorization operating systems that use 
Artificial Intelligence. Modeled after the human 
brain, the AI software can recognize objects in 
a photograph and determine their likely colors. 
Although, it can still be time consuming and 
rather tricky, colorizing a historical photograph 
is now more accessible to everyday users. The 
software used for this exhibit included Com-
puter Vision from Mail.ru and Deep AI along 
with Photoshop 2020 to blend and adjust where 
needed. This exhibition offers the opportunity to 
view historic photographs through a new lens. 
Ongoing - "Becoming Americans: Charleston 
in the Revolutionary War". Charleston played 
a critical role in the Revolutionary War. South 
Carolina was the wealthiest of the thirteen 

rebellious colonies and Charleston was its key 
port to maintain its trade with the outside world. 
The British would make three attempts against 
the city during the Revolutionary War. Their 
defeat at the Battle of Sullivan’s Island on June 
28, 1776 was a crucial patriot victory, which 
convinced many that independence could be 
achieved. The Siege of Charleston, meanwhile, 
was the longest siege of the Revolutionary War 
and the largest battle in South Carolina. These 
events and others are chronicled in the new 
exhibit, which will also features artifacts and pe-
riod images that have not been exhibited at the 
Museum before.

Lawrence Kocher and Buckminster Fuller, among 
others, to teach architecture and design. Debra 
McClinton Gallery, Through Jan. 17, 2022 - 
"Walter B. Stephen Pottery: Cameo to Crystal-
line," features art pottery and functional vessels 
from each stage of Stephen’s career, from his 
origins discovering the medium alongside his 
mother Nellie C. Randall Stephen in Shelby 
County, TN, from 1901 through 1910 to his 
multi-decade production just outside of Asheville. 
Artist Walter B. Stephen (Clinton, IA 1875–1961 
Asheville, NC) contributed to Western North 
Carolina’s identity as a flourishing site for pottery 
production and craftsmanship in the early 20th 
century. In 1926, Stephen founded his third and 
last pottery studio, Pisgah Forest, in Arden, NC, 
which he operated until his death in 1961.

Over 1,000,000 chimpan-
zees roamed the tropical rain forests of Africa 
just a century ago. Now listed as endangered, 
less than 300,000 exist in the wild because of 
poaching, the illegal pet trade and habitat loss 
due to human encroachment. Often, chim-
panzees are killed, leaving orphans that are 
traded and sold around the world. In the case 
of chimpanzees and other great apes, research 
has shown that certain individuals respond to 
color and enjoy painting as a type of enrich-
ment. Like human artists, each chimpanzee 
has a unique reaction and approach to their 
canvas. While most chimpanzees enjoy using 
their hands and feet, occasionally even their 
lips, some have even learned how to use a 
paintbrush. Community Gallery, Through 
Oct. 2 - "Ruminations: Cheryl Prisco". Rumina-
tion (noun) 1. a deep and considered thought 
about something. Prisco adds, “I am addicted 
to color and pattern, drawn to irreverence and 
visual dissonance. In place of paint and brush I 
cut, color, and shape wood elements, creating 
abstract low relief assemblages. The process 
of my work, the shaping and fitting, the painting 
and placement of multiple pieces, is the physi-
cal manifestation of rumination. My feelings, 
attitudes and concerns are visually recorded 
in color and composition. Each assemblage is 
a rumination, a story, one in the making and 
one in the viewing.”

The exhibition 
explores concepts of human relationships. It 
seems to me that since 9/11 and Y2K, there 
has been a fundamental shift in the way many 
humans act, react and navigate the world. Add 
to that the current worldwide pandemic and 
proliferation of clinical depression, especially 
amongst our youth, and it is easy to perceive 
that the world has changed dramatically. 
Consequently, some humans are now far 
kinder and more loving than they once were, 
while others have grown desperate, indifferent, 
angry, and resentful.

6 - "Every Olive Tree in the Garden of Gethse-
mane: Wendy Babcox," is a suite of photogra-
vure images of each of the twenty-three olive 
trees in the garden. Situated at the foot of the 
Mount of Olives in East Jerusalem, the Garden 
of Gethsemane is known to many as the site 
where Jesus prayed the night before his cruci-
fixion. The oldest tree has been carbon-dated 
to 1092, a date almost coincidental with the 
first of the Crusades. The perseverance of the 
olive trees in Gethsemane traces a line through 

the centuries in concert with the history of 
persistent efforts by geopolitical powers to exert 
influence in the Middle East, particularly in Je-
rusalem. The oldest trees are a living and sym-
bolic link to this distant past, while the younger 
saplings bridge the present moment with an 
unknowable future.

This included headgear 
for non-ritual, minor occasions and daily wear, 
such as the five beaded caps in this installation, 
dating from the late nineteenth and mid-twentieth 
centuries. The caps combine traditional Yoruba 
iconography with a style that often reflects Eu-
ropean or other external influences. The shapes 
of the hats can evoke models from Europe (the 
bejeweled crown, the bishop’s mitre, the sailor’s 
cap), as well as the Muslim world of northern 
Africa (the fez and the turban). This is the fourth 
in the Ackland’s series of long-term installations 
with works from the distinguished collection of 
Rhonda Morgan Wilkerson PhD. Through July 
3, 2022 - "Ghost of a Dream: Aligned by the Sun 
(through the revolution)". In a time of travel bans, 
immigration debates, climate change, and a glob-
al pandemic, the artist team Ghost of a Dream 
has created their multi-faceted project Aligned by 
the Sun in an effort to bring hope to our collective 
experience and unify our fractured planet. To as-
semble the footage necessary for this endeavor, 
Ghost of a Dream has collaborated with artists 
in over 220 nations by asking them to capture 
a short video of the sunset.

These videos 
provide the source material for many iterations 
of the project, including large installations, video 
collages, and still-image composites.

He 
possessed powerful tools – his talent, his social 
platform, and an unrelenting resolve to bring 
his vision to fruition – and, with camera in hand, 
he set out on a near four-month journey across 
11 cities to document the movement for Black 
lives during the summer of 2020. "Choose Your 
Weapon: Views from the Front Lines of the 
War for Black Lives" is the visual representa-
tion of that journey. In this exhibition, Mackey’s 
poignant imagery illustrates a multi-faceted 
movement. His carefully curated photographic 
and video content captures protestors from the 
front lines and provides viewers a first-hand 
account of the movement from the perspectives 
of a spectrum of individuals who were present. 
Although the exhibition primarily chronicles 
the historic protests of summer 2020, images 
of key individuals taken in 2021 were included 
for additional context.

By examining the ambiguity and 
origination within retakes and variations, each 
artist amplifies the ideals of racial pride, social 
power, identity, and the importance of heritage 
and culture. Guest curators, David Wilson 
and Stephen Hayes, Jr., sought a mosaic of 
styles that range from didactic to reductive. 
Their collective vision provides a framework for 
significations that are inversed and opportuni-
ties where form and content merge. Consider-
ation was given to content that is disassociated 
from its original meaning, ultimately expos-
ing the artist’s process.

(circa 1776–1843). Cherokee syllabary is 
frequently found in the work of Cherokee art-
ists as a compositional element or the subject 
matter of the work itself. Ongoing - Welcome 
to a sweeping history of the Cherokee Nation, 
engaging and oftimes heart-rending, from ice 
age beginnings to present-day life and culture.  
In the brushstrokes of this fascinating heritage,

A perfect place to begin 
exploration of Cherokee heritage and tradi-
tions is the Museum of the Cherokee Indian in 
Cherokee, North Carolina. Visitors are greeted 
at the entrance by a 20-foot hand-carved statue 
of Sequoyah, the inventor of the Cherokee 
alphabet. An interpretive site for the Trail of 
Tears National Historic Trail, this state-of-the-art 
facility traces the story of the Cherokee from 
the earliest inhabitants of the area 11,000 years 
ago to the present. An extensive exhibit of 
artifacts and photos is enhanced with comput-
er-generated holograms and other imagery, 
sound, and special effects that leave a lasting 
and haunting impression on the visitor. The mu-
seum gift shop is rich in Cherokee tradition.

subsequently destroyed when the towers fell on 
the morning of Sept. 11.
