As I developed
formally as an artist at the School of the
Art Institute in Chicago, the emphasis was
on figure drawing. To me the human form
is the ultimate landscape. It carries undu-
lating curves, sharp forms, and multiple
colors. *

A reception
will be held on Nov. 4, from 5-8:30pm in
conjunction with the Charleston Fine Art
Dealers’ Association’s Fine Art Annual
Weekend. This is her third solo show at the
gallery.

Lynne Riding expresses the vastness of
intimacy and a lifetime of notions of place
in an abstract manner. Her manifestation
of surroundings includes nature’s realty as
well as its concept. Creating stories of roots
in all senses — from whence she comes, lit-
erally and figuratively — where she has been
and where she is — without concrete images,
Riding makes a silent recording of place
and passage. It is portraiture in a broad
sense. It comes from and takes the viewer to
areas of deeper consciousness.

Viewing these works one begins to
have a real sense of the value of stream of
consciousness — the flow of thoughts and
words, of lives and places — streamlined
into the minimalism of these abstractions.
With both the passage and resistance of this
stream, the artist creates an awareness that
relates to time as space.

Following a continuing theme in her
work, Riding reaffirms that “Although
my work is of an abstract nature, it always
stems from the place and surroundings in
which I find myself, from color observed,
a line seen in space, or the found object.
My interests lie the not so blatant, crude or
obvious.

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Gibbes Museum of Art in Charleston,
SC, Presents Exhibition Focused
on Women Artist and Photography

The Gibbes Museum of Art in Charles-
ton, SC, is presenting two new exhibits
including: Breaking Down Barriers: 300
Years of Women in Art and Camera Works:
Masters in Photography, both on view
through Jan. §, 2012.

Breaking Down Barriers: 300 Years
of Women in Art, on view in the Main
Gallery, will examine the challenges faced
by women artists over the past 300 years.
Camera Works: Masters in Photography,
on view in the Rotunda Galleries, features
twentieth-century masters of photography
selected from the Gibbes permanent col-
lection and local private collections.

“These exhibitions demonstrate the
wide-ranging and versatile aspects of the
museum’s 150-year-old collection,” stated
Angela D. Mack, Executive Director.

Drawn from the museum’s permanent
collection, Breaking Down Barriers: 300
Years of Women in Art highlights a num-
ber of extraordinary women working in
a variety of media and artistic styles. The
exhibition pays tribute to those women
who defied convention and paved the way
for women to achieve success as profes-
sional artists.

In the 1700s, women faced consider-
able obstacles to becoming professional
artists, primarily caused by social pres-
sures and the lack of access to formal
artistic training. Henrietta Johnston moved
to Charleston (then known as Charles
Town) in 1708 when the Church of
England’s Society for the Propagation of
the Gospel in Foreign Parts appointed her
husband, Gideon Johnston, Commissary
for South Carolina. The Johnston family
faced considerable financial hardships
upon arriving in Charleston, and to help
support her family, Henrietta created and
sold pastel portraits. Henrietta Johnston is
considered to be the first female profes-
sional artist in America and the Gibbes
Museum of Art houses the largest public
collection of her work. Five (5) pastel por-
traits by Henrietta Johnston are included
in the exhibition.

Women artists from the Charleston
Renaissance period are also well repre-

sented in the exhibition. During this pe-
riod of time between the two World Wars,
Charleston experienced a resurgence in all
aspects of cultural life including litera-
ture, music, historic preservation, and

the visual arts. Among the leaders of the
Charleston Renaissance were artists Alice
Ravenel Huger Smith, Elizabeth O’Neill
Verner, and Anna Heyward Taylor, all of
whom created numerous works depict-
ing the historic architecture and beautiful
landscape of Charleston and the surround-
ing Lowcounty region.

The exhibition also recognizes the
impressive cadre of female artists work-
ing in the region today from sweetgrass
basket maker Mary Jackson to classi-
cally trained, realist painter, Jill Hooper,
Breaking Down Barriers: 300 Years of
Women in Art honors the achievements of
past generations while acknowledging the
creativity of professional female artists
working in the 21st century.

Breaking Down Barriers: 300 Years
of Women in Art is sponsored by Blue-
Cross BlueShield of South Carolina, The
Women’s Council of the Carolina Art As-
sociation, and Where magazine.

In the early 20th century, New York-
based artist and gallerist Alfred Stieglitz
launched a photo journal, Camera Work,
to promote the then-novel idea that pho-
tography could be an art form rather than
simply a documentary medium or a lesser
substitute for painting. The exhibition
Camera Works: Masters in Photography
features images captured by Stieglitz
and his collaborator Clarence White, as
well as Berenice Abbott, Alfred Eisens-
taedt, Margaret Bourke-White, and other
renowned 20th century American artists
who embraced and explored the creative
possibilities of early photography.

Through careful composition, post-pro-
duction manipulation, shedding light on
new subjects, revealing the beauty of the
everyday, or capturing striking patterns
in unexpected places, the artists in this
early circle of innovators pioneered styles
and techniques that bravely exposed the
potential of their chosen medium. These
photographers figured out how to make a
camera work.

Writer Robert Marks, a Charleston
native, collected works of this era and
donated many of these pieces to the Gib-
bes in the 1970s. Much like Stieglitz’s
initial push to move photography beyond
the traditional, this donation expanded
the Gibbes’ photograph collection beyond
historical portraits, adding true art shots
and catalyzing the museum’s enthusi-
asm for collecting photography. Camera
Works: Masters in Photography show-
cases many of the photographs that Marks
and others gave to the museum, as well as
photographs of the period borrowed from

From the Moon: Mapping & Explora-
tion addresses our visual perceptions of
the Moon, from Earth and from space,
and demonstrates how advances in optical
technologies have increased our under-
standing over time. This is an exhibition
exploring our relationship to the Moon
through the lens of the sciences. From
Galileo’s first observations to today’s
powerful telescopes, this exhibition will
include a broad range of man’s attempts at
mapping and understanding lunar history.
A key component will be NASA’s docu-
mentation of the Apollo lunar landings
as well as current research and missions.
The centerpiece of the exhibition will be a
Moon rock collected during the Apollo 15
mission from June to August 1971.

Co-curators Roger Manley and Mark
Sloan have traveled throughout North
America and Europe gathering materi-
als for the exhibition from some of the
world’s oldest and most prestigious
observatories. Some of these objects,
maps and images have never before been
exhibited. The exhibition’s Lunar Sci-
ence Consultant is Dr. Cassandra Runyon,
Professor of Planetary Geology at the Col-
lege of Charleston. The Halsey Institute of
Contemporary Art in partnership with the

College of Charleston School of Sciences
and Mathematics and the Special Col-
lections Department of the Marlene and
Nathan Addlestone Library will present
this exhibition with funding from NASA
and the National Lunar Science Institute.

Moon Fest activities will be led by Dr.
Cassandra Runyon; Cyndi Hall, Program
Director for the South Carolina Space
Grant Consortium; and Elizabeth Joyner,
Site Director for the South Carolina Mari-
time Foundation and Sanders Clyde El-
ementary/Middle School. Tours of the ex-
hibition will be available. The exhibition
will be housed at the College of Charles-
ton’s New Science Center Building and at
the Special Collections Department of the
Marlene and Nathan Addlestone Library,
3rd Floor, 205 Calhoun Street.

Professor Carle Pieters has been a
faculty member at Brown University since
1980, after having worked several years
at the Johnson Space Center in Houston
and as a Peace Corps volunteer in Sara-
wak. Her general research efforts include
planetary exploration and evolution of
planetary surfaces with an emphasis on
remote compositional analyses. Dr. Pieters
is the Science Manager of the NASA/
Keck Reflectance Experiment Laboratory
(RELAB), a NASA-supported spectrosco-
py facility at Brown that operates from 0.3
to 25 mm. She is Principal Investigator for
NASA’s Moon Mineralogy Mapper (M3)
experiment that was launched to the Moon
in early 2008 and is Co-Investigator on
Dawn, a mission to explore the asteroids
Vesta and Ceres.

Pyrography is the art of
decorating wood or other materials with
burn marks resulting from the controlled
application of a heated object such as a
poker. It is also known as pokerwork or
wood burning. Pyrography means “writing
with fire” and is the traditional art of using a
heated tip or wire to burn or scorch designs
onto natural materials such as wood, leather,

paper, etc.

Eugene Jenkins was born and raised in
Charleston, believing art is a way to express
himself. In the early 70’s he started his voy-
age, his religious inspiration leaded him to
becoming a self taught jeweler. Becoming
a hard driving, imaginative, and innovative,
as well as a perfectionist, has brought the
artist great success.

The Hilton Head Art League will present
the exhibit, Playing With Fire, featuring
encaustic paintings by Ann Bannister and
Virginia MacKenzie, on view in the Greer
Gallery at the Coastal Carolina Art Center
on Hilton Head Island, SC, from Now. 1 -
27,2011. A reception will be held on Nov.
1, from 5-7pm.

Encaustic art which uses pigmented
melted beeswax mixed with damar resin is
an ancient art medium. Thousands of years
ago, the Greeks and the Egyptians made life
size mummy portraits in wax on wood pan-
els which were then attached to the coffins.
A number of these portraits are in perfect
condition to this day. The word encaustic
is a Greek word that means “to burn in”.
After the wax is applied to the substrate, it
is fused with a heat gun or torch to make it
solid and permanent.

This versatile medium is well suited for
abstracts, three-dimentional effects, atmo-
spheric illusion, luscious organic florals
and landscapes, and even realistic detailed
paintings. Encaustic can be used in combi-

nation with watercolor, pastel, oil, photog-
raphy, collage, printmaking, or gold leaf.
It can be fused, scraped, poured, inscribed,
dipped or burnished.

Why did Bannister and MacKenzie call
their show, Playing With Fire? Even though
they are serious artists who have both paint-
ed in every other medium, they decided that
they have had so much fun preparing this
exhibit that it can only be considered “play-
ing”. If a painting doesn’t turn out like they
would like, they just put shellac on it and
torch it, laughing all the while. The result is
a miraculous, luminous, new creation. One
of these works is entitled, God’s Painting,
as the artist gives up all control and can only
watch it burn (outside in the driveway). The
signature piece for the exhibit, The Bonfire
took three months to complete and over a
dozen layers of wax. After all that, it was set
on fire!

Preserving the Gullah Culture and Tradi-
tions.”

The festival will also include more than
twenty other African American artists and
traditional Gullah artisans who will dem-
onstrate African crafts, such as net making,
boat building, indigo dyeing, and basket
making, that link the Gullah people to their
West African ancestry.

The York W. Bailey Museum at Penn
Center will feature an art exhibition of
original paintings by renowned artist Luther
Vann of Savannah, GA. A student of the
masters of the Harlem Renaissance, Vann’s
artistic expressiveness encompasses virtu-
ally every visual medium—painting, pho-
tography, sculpture, and digital creations.
Vann will give a talk about his exhibit on
Nov. 11. Admission to this event is $5 for
adults and $3 for youth.

Born in 1937 in Savannah, Vann was
raised in the dual cultures of his native city,
and New York City, which was his parents
adopted home. Growing up in the 1940’s
and 1950’s in New York, taught by Charles
Alston, and exposed to many of the mid-
century Harlem Renaissance artists, Vann is
one of the few living artists to have a direct
connection to that much heralded era of
creation.

As aresult of the dichotomy of growing
up in the dual cultures of the South, where
African-Americans then had to sit at the
back of the bus, and the popular and hip
culture of Harlem, many scenarios were
presented for a young man to consider.

Vann’s show, Songs of My People, is the
cultural cross-tie between the artists and
musicians with whom he was raised in New
York, and the history of the Gullah people
who used song to communicate among
themselves and across the plantations on
which they lived. Originally brought to this
country by the African-Americans, those
“call and response” musical patterns segued
into gospel, blues, and jazz. And jazz was
where “it was at” in New York City; Vann’s
daddy played honkey-tonk on the piano; he
sent Vann to the Star Allen Dance Studio on
43rd and Broadway to learn tap dancing and
singing. Music, as well as art, was a part of
Vann’s soul; he says, “At sixteen, I just had
to find the jazz/be-bop.”

Work by Luther Vanﬁr.’l“ o

Parade, the largest of the paintings in the
exhibit, at first glance seems to be a paint-
ing of a man playing a trumpet; perhaps a
tribute to Vann’s father who bought him a
trumpet when he was a young boy. How-
ever, upon closer inspection, about ten other
images conspire to compose the whole.
Spiritual and visionary, this is typical of
Vann’s work: image layered upon image;
aliens, spiritual beings, halos, athletes,
musicians, animals, all brought together and
punched with intense color. If you look long
enough into his paintings, you cease merely
to see and begin to feel, and sense, the lives
that surround all of us: past, present and
future. One does not doubt that all these
beings represent, reminiscent of a dream
sequence, the myriad of icons with which
Vann was presented as a youth.

The works in this exhibit are acrylic
paintings on canvas ranging in size from
16” x 20” to 38" x 69”. Two of the pieces,
Franklin Square I, and Magi, have been
painted with chopsticks; an experiment
Vann tried for awhile when he wanted to
expand his progressive horizons based on
his wooden sculptural pieces. Fifteen works

of art will be displayed, all mesmerizing and
thought provoking.

In New York City, Vann studied at the
Art Students League, the New School for
Social Research, and the Robert Blackburn
Printmaking Studio.

A first place prize winner of the 1996
Georgia Arts Festival, his work has been
presented in solo and group exhibitions
throughout the United States, including the
Boston Museum of Fine Arts, the Brooklyn
Museum of Fine Arts, the Cinque Gal-
lery in New York City, and Urban Arts in
Alpharetta, GA. Locally, Vann’s work has
been presented at the Telfair Museum of
Art, the Beach Institute, and the Indigo Sky
Community Gallery in Savannah, GA. After
an exhibition in Savannah, his paintings
were included in the Hurn Museum’s travel-
ing exhibition in Florence, Italy.

Public collections including Vann’s work
are the Montclair Art Museum in Mont-
clair, New Jersey; Medgar Evers College in
Brooklyn, New York; and the King-Tisdell
Cottage and The Telfair Museum, both in
Savannah, Georgia. He was also commis-
sioned to create stained glass art by the
Abyssinia Baptist Church in Savannah.

Vann’s works are displayed in several
private collections including those of histo-
rian Carroll Greene of Savannah; docu-
mentary filmmaker and jazz historian Salah
Abdul-Wahid of Los Angeles, CA; poet
Ann T. Green of New York; choreographer
Bill T. Jones of New York; critic Gerhard
Kraus of Frankfurt, Germany; and Dr. Peter
Hughes of London, England.

Vann is the recipient of numerous grants
from the New York State Council for the
Arts, the National Endowment for the Arts,
and the Georgia Council for the Arts.

Recent exhibits and awards are as fol-
lows: April to August 2008, The Telfair
Museum Jepson Center for the Arts in
Savannah, hosted a show of Vann’s work,
where he was the first Savannah-born
African-American artist to have a one-man
exhibit. This show also included the debut
of the book Elemental, The Power of I1-
luminated Love; showcasing Vann’s art with
poetry by Aberjhani.

October 2008 to January 2009, Vann was
a featured artist at the South Carolina State
University’s show, Journey from Africa to
Gullah, at their I. P. Stanback Museum and
Planetarium.

July 2009, Vann’s work was exhibited
at the Telfair Museum’s Friends of African-
American Art Show: Savannah Area Artists
Fine Art Exhibition at the Beach Institute of
Savannah.

September 2009, The King-Tisdell
Cottage Foundation honored Vann: “The
Foundation recognizes persons who have
been consistently noteworthy in their work
to make substantial improvements in one
of several areas: Historic Preservation, Fine
Arts, Public Service, and Education.”

Bechtler Museum of Modern Art in
Charlotte, NC, Offers Geometry Exhibit

The Bechtler Museum of Modern Art in
Charlotte, NC, is presenting the exhibit, Ge-
ometry and Experimentation: European Art
of the 1960s and 1970s,0on view through
Feb.27,2012.

The exhibition looks at the integrated
effects of color, pattern and geometry
examined by European artists whose work
reveals a variety of approaches in different
media: painting, drawing, sculpture and
prints.

The show includes works by major
figures such as Victor Vasarely and Bridget
Riley but also deepens the viewers under-
standing of artists not well known in the
United States such as Max Bill, Gianfredo
Camesi, Richard Lohse and Julio Le Parc.
Twenty-seven artists are represented by 58
works. The results are surprising in formal
complexity, intellectual rigor, meditative
beauty and occasional humor.

All works in the exhibition are from the
Bechtler collection and most have not been
exhibited in an institutional setting, though
works by most of these artists are found in
museums throughout Europe and the United
States.

The theme of geometry is used in this
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exhibition as an opportunity to share the
works of artists in the Bechtler collec-

tion who represent different backgrounds,
nationalities, ages and outlooks and who
during a window of about 10 years selected
geometric forms and patterns as their
principal means of intellectual and aesthetic
exploration. For some, such as Max Bill, a
close friend of the Bechtler family for many
years, geometry was a link essential to his
remarkable system of thinking as expressed
in his sculpture, painting, graphic art, indus-
trial designs and architecture.

The objects were selected based on the
artists’ appetite for exploring geometry, line
and color. Some experimented with the for-
mal qualities of geometric shapes. For oth-
ers, the inquiry was much deeper and linked
to a variety of intellectual investigations.

All works in the exhibition represent
geometry in one way or another, yet the
viewer will find an extraordinary and often
profound range, which underscores the
uniqueness of the artistic vision that, even
when a group of artists within a single
generation experiment in a similar aesthetic
frame of reference the diversity of results

can be breathtaking and inspiring.

Two minor themes within the show
- light and motion - tie into the rubric of
geometry. Some of the artists explored the
relationship between geometrical art and
light, whether natural light, in the way it’s
captured by the pieces or electric light,
which emerges from the inside of the piece
and animates it. In the same way, there is an
exploration of motion and the suggestions
of motion resulting from the relationship
between line, form and color.

A unique offering in the show is a col-
lection of prints from the 1970 publication
Recherche, expérimentation. Each artist
worked at the same moment for the same
portfolio, the majority of them united by
their interest in geometry. The mixture
resulted in a variety of perspectives and
approaches from the most subtle and el-
emental uses of line and geometrical form,
to others that are complex and dense and

almost impenetrable.

On Nov. 12, the Museum will offer a
Family Day. Kids of all ages can experiment
with methods and materials addressed in
the exhibition Geometry and Experimenta-
tion: European Art of the 1960s and 1970s.
Activities will be held in the museum class-
room noon to 4:30pm. Admission is free for
those under 18 years old; all others receive a
discounted ticket price of $4.

At a later date, audio guide commentary
will be available for a number of works in
the exhibition.

The Bechtler Museum of Modern Art is
dedicated to the exhibition of mid-20th-cen-
tury modern art. It is named after the family
of Andreas Bechtler who assembled and
inherited a collection created by seminal
figures in modernism.

Columbia Museum of Art in Columbia,
SC, Offers Unsurpassed Collection of
Hudson River School Paintings

The Columbia Museum of Art in
Columbia, SC, will present the exhibit,
Nature and the Grand American Vision:
Masterpieces of the Hudson River School
Painters, on view from Nov. 17 through
Apr. 1,2012,

Forty-five magnificent paintings from
the rich collection of the New-York
Historical Society will be on view at the
Columbia Museum of Art in a major
traveling exhibition Nature and the Grand
American Vision: Masterpieces of the
Hudson River School Painters. Though
individual works are very seldom loaned,
these iconic works of 19th-century land-
scape painting are traveling on a national
tour for the first time and are circulating
to four museums around the country as
part of the Historical Society’s traveling
exhibitions program Sharing a National
Treasure. The Columbia Museum of Art is
the only stop in the Southeast.

“The Museum is delighted to bring
this extraordinary exhibition to Columbia,
giving visitors from around the Southeast
the opportunity to see incredibly beauti-
ful works by highly skilled painters of the
19th century,” Karen Brosius, Columbia
Museum of Art executive director, said.
“We are so grateful to the New-York
Historical Society for sharing this superb
collection for the first time and to the
Blanchard Family for their leadership
gift.” The presentation in Columbia is
made possible by the Blanchard Family.

The Hudson River School emerged
during the second quarter of the 19th cen-
tury in New York City. There, a loosely
knit group of artists and writers forged
the first American landscape vision and
literary voice. That American vision-still
widely influential today-was grounded in
a view of the natural world as a source
of spiritual renewal and an expression
of national identity. This vision was first
expressed through the magnificent scenery
of the Hudson River Valley region, includ-
ing the Catskills, which was accessible to
writers, artists and sightseers via traffic
on the great river that gave the school its
name.

“For apart from the skillfulness and
dreaminess of so many of the pictures, the
fact that several of them have not been on
public display in half a century makes the
exhibition even more remarkable.” - The
New York Times

The exhibition tells this story in four
grand thematic sections. Within these
broad groupings, the paintings show how
American artists embodied powerful ideas
about nature, culture and history.

The “American Grand Tour” features

paintings of the Catskill, Adirondack, and
White Mountain regions celebrated for
their scenic beauty and historic sites, as
well as views of Lake George, Niagara
Falls and the New England countryside.
These were the destinations that most
powerfully attracted both artists and trav-
elers. The “American Grand Tour” also
includes paintings that memorialize the
Hudson River itself as the gateway to the
touring destinations and primary sketching
grounds for American landscape painters.

“American Artists A-Field” includes
works by Hudson River School artists
who after 1850 sought inspiration further
from home. The paintings of Frederic
Edwin Church, Albert Bierstadt, Thomas
Hill and Martin Johnson Heade show how
these globe-trotting painters embraced
the role of artist-explorer and thrilled
audiences with images of the landscape
wonders of such far-flung places as the
American frontier, Yosemite Valley and
South America.

“Dreams of Arcadia: Americans in
Italy” features wonderful paintings by
Thomas Cole, Jasper F. Cropsey, Sanford
R. Gifford, and others celebrating Italy
as the center of the Old World and the
principal destination for Americans on
the European Grand Tour. Viewed as the
storehouse of Western culture, Italy was
a living laboratory of the past, with its
cities, galleries, and countryside offer-
ing a survey of the artistic heritage from
antiquity, as well as a striking contrast to
the wilderness vistas of North America
portrayed by these same artists.

In the final section of the exhibition,
“Grand Landscape Narratives,” all of
these ideas converge in Thomas Cole’s
five-painting series The Course of Empire
(c. 1834-36), imagining the rise of a great
civilization from an unspoiled landscape,
and the ultimate decay of that civiliza-
tion into ruins. These celebrated paintings
explore the tension between Americans’
deep veneration of the wilderness and
their equally ardent celebration of prog-
ress.

Nature and the Grand American Vision
allows audiences to enjoy and study su-
perb examples of the Historical Society’s
unsurpassed collection of Hudson River
School paintings while the galleries of the
N-YHS are closed for a transformative
$65 million renovation project.

“Our mission for the Sharing a Nation-
al Treasure program is to ensure that audi-
ences throughout the United States have
access to the great artworks and price-
less artifacts of the New-York Historical

Society, New York City’s first museum
and one of the nation’s oldest collecting
institutions,” stated Louise Mirrer, Presi-
dent and CEO. “Nowhere is this mission
more vital than in the traveling exhibition
Nature and the American Vision. This tour
keeps in public view some of the most
important works of Thomas Cole, Frederic
Church, Albert Bierstadt, John Kensett,
Jasper Cropsey, Asher B. Durand, George
Inness and many others: the first artists

to have created a consciously American
tradition of painting.”

Nature and the Grand American Vision
has traveled to The Amon Carter Mu-
seum, Fort Worth, TX (February 26- June

Skilled at the melding of contemporary
styles, Wimer blends sensitive tonality with
vivid color to compose paintings that define
visual aesthetics.

Wimer said, “My current abstract col-
laged works are all about my never ending
experimentation with found objects and my
love of texture and color in all its forms.
These large format canvas collages are con-
structed of an undergirding of acrylic paint,
oil pastel, and graphite. I then continue to
build layers with both found and hand-made
papers, fibers, and more layers of paint and
pastel. I am heavily influenced by the clean
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lines of mid-century modern design, and
yet, I also love the veiled chaos of abstrac-
tion in the organic nature that surrounds us.’

Collectors of the artist’s work often com-
ment on his range and versatility. His sub-
ject matter includes abstracts, landscapes,
and contemporary human figures.

“I love the process of creating textures
with hand-made paper, leaves, fabric, sand,
and found objects,” Wimer said. “I employ
the use of color schemes, both strong and
neutral, depending on the emotion I desire
to convey in the final work. I often employ
more neutralized color schemes in an effort
to focus on composition. My watercolor
abstracts are infused with colored pencil,
graphite, and oil pastel. I enjoy experiment-
ing with new ways to add texture to this
medium. [ use knives and razor blades to
“scrape” the paper or canvas, which creates

textures I can’t get from anything else.
often use them to create “stitches” in the
work which, for me, symbolize the act of
healing.”

Born in 1960 and adopted by mission-
ary parents, Wimer’s first eighteen years
were spent in Africa. During those years,
his family made several trips to Europe,
and time spent on both continents further
developed his passion for color, form, and
texture.

Jonas Gerard Fine Art in Asheville, NC,
is presenting the exhibit, Fluid Poetry,
featuring a new series of works by Jonas
Gerard, on view through Nov. 20,2011.

Expanding on his various ways of ap-
plying paints, Gerard experiments on a new
path. Fluid acrylic paints and pigmented
inks spill and slide onto the canvas, ebbing
and flowing in freely chosen direction.
Streaming in rivers and tides, this new com-
bination of mediums writes its own story,
creates its own history. “Poetry without
words, thyming colors on canvas”.

Gerard has a continuous and impulsive
need to search for new ways to dig within,

discovering new paths to the cosmic reser-
voir of creative energy. His new series Fluid
Poetry shows the rich fruit of that search. In
it he gives up the brush and allows the paint
to join the canvas using water as a vehicle.
This is not watercolor, but flowing fluid
acrylic pigments applied with squeeze bot-
tles and cups directly onto either stretched
canvas or open unstretched canvas, where
the colors flow with the undulating curves
of their new home.

Inspired by the pioneering work of Paul
Jenkins, the mission is one of introspection
and of discovering the amazing potential
and layers that exist within the psyche.
Gerard views abstraction as the only free
method to uncover those subtle layers,
revealing the boundless cosmic potential
through absolutely astonishing colorful
vistas.

“I remember how in the film Avatar, the
characters could fly in and out of realms of
consciousness. When I saw that I said to
myself, “I want to paint that transforma-
tion... I want to travel in and out of worlds
of color, creating the illusion of 3D, 4D
and even more unlimited dimensions” said
Gerard. “My aim is to focus the viewer’s
attention into those realms and allow them
to visit those inner planes.”

Gerard uses gravity, forced air, curved
blades and even his own hands to channel
the fluid paint into motion... always listen-
ing to the colors (that seem to have a mind
of their own). The flowing paint mixes with

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other wet layers creating explosions and
implosions of moods and visions.

The work is done in a totally intuitive,
deep listening, and nonintellectual frame of
being. The equilibrium between transpar-
ency and opacity, between soft edge and
hard edge, between light and dark, positive
and negative occurs with minimal guidance
as the painting paints itself.

Gerard is basically a self-taught artist.

He was born in Casablanca, Morocco in
1941, of French and Brazilian ancestry. He
has now established in a 5,000 square-foot
studio and gallery in Asheville.

Works by Gerard have been included in
the collections of Smithsonian Institution,
The World Bank, Citibank International,
The Bass Museum of Art, Miami, FL, and
The University of California Berkeley
Museum.

Most Americans can instantly identify
key figures and symbols of modern Russia:
the 1917 Communist Revolution, Marshal
Stalin, the Cold War, and the Berlin Wall.
The South Carolina Upstate has been
invaded by Imperial Russia of old, as the
Museum & Gallery at Heritage Green is
presenting the exhibit, Rublev to Fabergé:

Many of the country’s leading artists had
begun to paint or sculpt in the 1930s as ben-
eficiaries of WPA-era government support.
Others were immigrants who fled to the
United States as Nazi power grew in Ger-
many. Some were highly educated; others
abandoned school at an early age to pursue
lives as artists. Working in New York, Cali-
fornia, the South, and abroad, they probed
human experience and the value of rational
systems in the creative process. They blend-
ed knowledge gleaned from old master art,
the modernism of Picasso and Matisse, Jun-
gian and Existential philosophy, and Greek
and Roman mythology in abstract composi-
tions that addressed current social concerns
and personal history. Mixing hardware-store
paint with expensive artist colors and bits
of paper torn from magazines, they linked
their work with contemporary life. Aided
in their efforts by a group of young deal-
ers, prominent critics, and the influential
editor of Art News magazine, abstract artists
gained credibility. No longer dismissed as
irrelevant or incomprehensible, abstraction
became a widely discussed national style.

Modern Masters from the Smithsonian
American Art Museum examines the
complex nature of American art in the
mid-twentieth century. Featuring thirty-one
of the most celebrated artists who came to
maturity in the 1950s, the exhibition traces
the history of this epochal period through
forty-three key paintings and sculpture
selected from the Museum’s collection. The
exhibition is organized according to three
broadly-conceived themes: “Significant
Gestures” explores the autographic mark,

| executed in sweeping strokes of brilliant
color which became the expressive vehicle
for Franz Kline, Michael Goldberg, Hans
Hofmann, Sam Francis, Joan Mitchell, and
others who came to be known as abstract
expressionists.

| The exhibition explores the lives of
painters and sculptors who sought to under-
stand the motivations that shape human life,
and, in doing so, both created a compelling
new art and emerged as visual spokesmen
in post-war America.

The word “fashion” is synonymous with
trends, fads, immediacy and a fleeting ex-
ercise of life in the moment. Yet in the very
ebb and flow of fashion’s passing fancy, an
accumulation of lives, stories and materi-
als collects into an ambivalent history. The
eclipse of a once-thriving textile industry
in North Carolina speaks to the volatility of
market-driven fashion/s, spurring new, re-
generative practices from mountains to the

coast. Rather than keeping up with the latest
fashions (and their continuing demands of
consumerism, turnover and excess) there is
a movement amongst local artists and de-
signers that turns instead to refuge, time and
duration. Their work derives out of fashion,
but is outside fashion’s perpetual amnesia.
Beyond the runway, this exhibition mines
the histories of fashion as vessels of time,
nature, and memory.

“Charles’ work is simply stunning — very

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contemporary and sophisticated pieces, yet
the work is so classic it blends beautifully
into every environment.”

Work by Charles Chrisco

The art of raku pottery originated in
sixteenth century Japan by a Korean im-
migrant who settled in Kyoto and married a
Japanese woman. The word raku translates
to felicity or great happiness, a title that was
bestowed upon the earliest raku wares by
the reigning ruler of Japan.

Once the bisque-fired pots are decorated,
they are hand-brushed and covered with a
transparent crackle glaze and refired. The
glazed pots are removed from the kiln while
glowing hot, placed in a combustible mate-
rial and allowed to smoke. As the smoke

penetrates the cracks, it causes a gray net-
work of lines to develop in the glaze. When
the pots have cooled, they are scrubbed
clean and finished with a black stain. Due to
the spontaneous nature of raku firing, each
piece becomes unique in its design and can-
not be duplicated.

Sunset River Marketplace showcases
work by approximately 200 North and
South Carolina artists, and houses some
10,000 square feet of art work in virtually
every genre. Custom framing, painting and
pottery classes and art workshops are also
offered through the gallery. Since opening
its doors in 2002, Sunset River Marketplace
has supported not only the visual arts, but
literary and performing arts, as well. The
gallery has become a popular community
center and art hub for both NC’s Brunswick
County and nearby Horry County, SC.
Community programs include the interac-
tive Creative Exchange series on second
Wednesdays during selected months and
Coffee With the Authors on first Thursdays
Sept. through May. A brand new monthly
Creative After Hours on Monday evenings
began on Oct. 10.

Barton College in Wilson, NC,
Features Works by D.W. Mellor

Barton College in Wilson, NC, will
present the exhibit, Body of Work, featur-
ing works by acclaimed photographer
D.W. Mellor, on view in the Barton Art
Galleries, from Nov. 13 through Dec. 12,
2011. A reception will be held on Nov.
13, from 4-6pm.

Work by D.W. Mellor

A magazine and fine-art photographer
from Philadelphia, PA, Mellor’s skillful-
ly executed black and white photographs
on exhibit will include still lifes, por-
traits, assemblages, nudes, and abstracts
that are intriguing allegorical sequences.
Boston born master photographer Paul
Caponigro describes Mellor’s still lifes
as “feasts” — “radiating a somber air of
mystery.” “His dexterity with symbols
and intellectual concepts lets him tell a
mysterious story in a compelling way,”
explained Michael More, of Camera Arts
in his 2004 “Writing with Light” article.

Through meticulously and classically
arranged “in situ” images, contrasting
with their simplistic grey or white back-
drops, Mellor provides luscious tonalities
that pay homage to Dutch and Flemish
Old Master paintings as they capture
fleeting moments. “The sheer power of
scrutiny - the act of intensely looking - is
a manner of possession,” shared Mellor.
“These images are possessions of posses-
sions.”

A former commercial photographer,
professor, photography collector, and
gallery director before moving to fine art
photography, Mellor, now a world trav-
eler, arranges gathered objects discov-
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ered within a particular foreign country
to produce still-life travel photographs.
He adds, “Working away for a month at
a time in foreign apartments, cities such
as Prague, London, Amsterdam, Rome,
Venice, Florence, I conjured up these
still lives from a borrowed or purchased
table, different backgrounds, and found
objects. Although the imagery is not
evocative of any individual city, each
city has its own character and charm,
influencing the work. Still life images
are mysterious and magical — mysteri-
ous in the subtlety of composition, the
complexity of perspective, and the magic
in the illusionary verisimilitude of the
images.”

The Barton exhibition also showcases
Mellor’s photographic assemblages and
abstracts. Writer Cate McQuaid of The
Boston Globe shared, “Mellor delights in
how different surfaces reflect or soak up
light: crystal, pewter, glass. Photography
literally means the writing of light, and
Mellor practices this with his materials
and his techniques.” Mellor portrays
his fabricated assemblages as “collages,
combining old master etchings, found
objects, wood or metal backgrounds that
are photographed with an 8x10 camera
for extreme resolution. They are visual
deceptions, revealing themselves in
time.”

Masterfully mesmerizing textures and
sensual forms are depicted in Mellor’s 14
nudes that range from abstracted to ten-
sion filled compositions. For Mellor, the
nudes provide a means for “exploring the
most sensual but difficult of subject mat-
ter: mysterious shapes, dark inferences
and white forms. These edgy and am-
biguous imagery reference pornography
and its conventions, are not about power
or sex but a design and decoration.”

In his artist statement, Mellor shares
that the photographic abstracts are
produced with “hand-shaped form core
photographed with a 4x5 camera against
a canvas background, one light source
and a rope. Several hundred different
negatives were realized. In the darkroom,
selecting different combinations of two
or three negatives produce unique prints
from the sandwiched negatives.”

Mellor is also exhibiting a selection
of 10 photographs from his “The Garvey
Series” that portrays South Philadelphia
resident Tom Garvey. This collaboration
between Mellor and Garvey, spanning 30

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years, reveals the subject’s character with
the same carefully preserved dynamic

as Mellor’s “in situ” images. In describ-
ing his “Garvey” work, Mellor wrote,
“Once a year for 30 years, I photo-
graphed this enigmatic man. On the day
of photography, Tom would be prepared
with his own choice of personally made
clothing or prop. All of the images were
taken within his property or immediate
neighborhood. In those 30 years, Garvey
showed me strength, vulnerability, feisti-
ness, goofiness, humor, strangeness, and
nobility. His character emerges vividly, a
strong willed, independent bohemian.”

Mellor has had numerous solo exhibi-
tions, and his photographs are in the
permanent collections of major museums
including the Center for Creative Pho-
tography, Tucson, Arizona, Museum of
Fine Arts, Houston, Los Angeles County
Museum of Art, Philadelphia Museum
of Art, and the Museo National de Bellas
Artes in Buenos Aires, Argentina. His
first book, In Situ, was published in 2004.

Mellor will present a lecture on his
work immediately following the open-
ing reception. The lecture is open only
to members of the Barton Friends of
Visual Arts. For membership, please
call 252/399-6357, or join the Friends of
Visual Arts at the event.

Their inspirational one-of-a-kind designs
are sophisticated, elegant and sometimes
whimsical, but always with a strong focus
on the interplay of form, shape, color and
texture.

Wearing a piece of designer jewelry from
Kaboo is like wearing a piece of art. Hand-
crafted with meticulous attention to detail
and using quality materials, each necklace,
bracelet or pair of earrings is made from
the finest materials, some handmade and
unique; some never to be duplicated. Hope
and Rickenbacker use time-honored bead-
ing techniques: stringing, weaving, Kumi-
himo and wirework while incorporating a
mixture of metals into their designs. They
hand select artisan lampwork beads, semi-
precious gemstones, pearls, Swarovski crys-
tals to create a stunning piece of jewelry.

During the Trunk Show, Hope and
Rickenbacker will introduce their new
Kumihimo Collection of necklaces, brace-
lets and earrings. Kumihimo (pronounced
ku-me-he-mo) is the ancient art of Japanese
braiding. It means a gathering of threads
and can refer to the braid or the technique
used to create it.

Braids have been created and used in
cultures across the world since antiquity.
Kaboo has brought this ancient art form into
the 21st century, by incorporating beads
with braiding to create distinctive jewelry
pieces.

Some of Kaboo necklaces features an
unusual magnetic closure. Rickenbacker
says, “We are always intrigued by unusual
pairings of materials and were inspired to
combine magnets and fibers. Everyone
loves magnets. There is something irresist-
ible about their magical attractive force.
Kaboo’s inspiration was to combine the
scrolled V-shape magnetic closure with
a knitted necklace of fabulous yarn and
metallic fiber creating an innovative fashion
accessory.”

For fun with flare, try another new line,
Glitz ‘n Glamour. If you love bold and
beautiful, then this is for you. Stylish col-
lar necklaces and cuff bracelets are wire
wrapped using a myriad of stones, crystals
and metals. You can enjoy the smug feeling
that no one else will have a piece just like
yours.

The first Kumihimo of silk was found
in Japan in 1988 and dates from the 6th
century and was most likely braided using a
marudai (a 16” high frame).

Kumihimo was very popular during the
time of the Sumarai warriors. The Samurai
used the braids to tie together the lamellar

sections of armor as well as for sword belts
and sword tassels. Each suit of armor used
800-1,000 feet of braid.

After Buddhism arrived in Japan Kumi-
himo was used on the edges of scrolls, on
sculpture, and for rosaries. In a secular
context braid was used for decorations on
mirrors, partitions, and chests as well as for
trim and ties on clothing.

“I get inspiration from a variety of
things. .. from a leaf on a tree, a Moroccan
lamp, a sunset or just the colors from differ-
ent gems,” says Rickenbacker.

Fascinated by the diversity of colors,
shapes and components available, Ricken-
backer was drawn into jewelry design by its
enticement of endless variety. The beauty of
the materials used stimulates her creativity
and allows her to indulge in her passion for
artistic expression. She incorporates unique
components from talented artisans around
the world into her creations, fusing her zeal
for design with her desire to support the
culture behind the craft.

Always striving to progress in the world
of creativity, Rickenbacker has participated
in numerous jewelry design classes. Her
biggest influence has come from gemstone
and design expert, Patty Poszywak of
Clyde, NC.

North Carolina Wesleyan College in
Rocky Mount, NC, and Gallery C in Ra-

Humber was, amongst many roles as states-
man, an advocate of world peace through
a World Federation and advocate for art
in eastern North Carolina who worked
tirelessly to found of the NC Museum of
Art along with Samuel Kress. Educated as
an historian Humber was an international
businessman working in Paris when he
befriended American artist and engraver
Louis Orr. As an historian and a connois-
seur of prints, he commissioned Orr for
51 historical architectural views of North
Carolina in a suite of etchings, all peerless

works of art let alone their primary value as
historical record.

Third generation to family of engravers
and printers, Orr studied art both at home
and abroad at the Academie Julian in Paris.
The artist built a strong reputation as a print
maker specializing in architectural subjects
such as the beautiful bridges and cathedrals
of Paris. Many works were purchased
by museums including the Louvre, the
Metropolitan Museum of Art in New York,
and the Smithsonian Institute. Humber’s
commission for Orr was timely, as Hitler
was occupying France when both the Hum-
ber and Orr families escaped to safety and
returned to North Carolina where, over the
next twelve years, Orr would complete this
monumental series of 51 etchings of histori-
cal sites, landscapes, houses and plantations
around the state. Orr’s suite of etchings of
North Carolina hang in museums, court-
houses and libraries around the state and
have a distinguished place in its history.

This exhibit presents the complete his-
toric Carolina Suite.

Blowing Rock Art and History
Museum in Blowing Rock, NC,
Offers Inaugural Exhibitions

More than 850 guests celebrated the cul-
mination of more than ten years of planning
at the Grand Opening of the Blowing Rock
Art and History Museum (BRAHM) on Sat-
urday, Oct. 1,2011. Located in the heart of
downtown Blowing Rock, NC, at the corner
of Chestnut and Main streets, BRAHM will
host exhibits, educational programs and
classes that promote the visual arts, history
and heritage of the mountains of western
North Carolina.

On view through Mar. 2012, will be three
exhibits including: Elliott Daingerfield:

His Art and Life in Blowing Rock, featuring
works by the turn-of-the-century American
painter Elliott Daingerfield, who spent 46
summers in Blowing Rock; The Blowing
Rock: A Natural Draw, highlights western
North Carolina’s most famous rock outcrop-
ping; and The Historic Hotels of Blow-

ing Rock, explores the grand resorts that
emerged as tourism expanded.

The Museum was designed by local
architect Steve Price and the Winston-
Salem, NC, firm Calloway Johnson Moore
and West (CIMW) and built by Boone
Construction Company. It includes neutral
colors, rustic features and mountain build-
ing materials - such as 16-inch Douglas fir
timbers bound by iron banding, river stone
and cedar siding so that it blends with the
environment that surrounds it. The state-of-
the-art, 23 000-square-foot facility will both
fulfill the Museum’s current needs as well
as its long-range goals with its six galleries
totaling 4,500 square feet; 1,350-square-
foot multi-purpose community meeting
room and adjacent conference room; 1,500
square feet of educational space; orientation
theatre; gift shop; administrative offices and
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ample storage space.

The theme of the Grand Opening is
“What Drew You Here?” which reflects on
the various forces that have been drawing
people to the mountains of western North
Carolina for hundreds of years, including
beauty, recreation, adventure, good health
and the temperate mountain climate.

These have remained constant since the
mid-1800s, when the tourism industry be-
gan to thrive in the region. BRAHM’s three
opening exhibits will explore this overarch-
ing question.

View of Main Gallery featuring exhibit of works
by Elliot Dangerfield

The main exhibit is devoted to turn-
of-the-century American painter Elliott
Daingerfield, who spent 46 summers in
Blowing Rock. Elliott Daingerfield: His
Art and Life in Blowing Rock, which is
funded in part by underwriting from the
North Carolina Arts Council and the Bonnie
and Jamie Schaefer Family Foundation, is
a fitting topic for an opening exhibit; the
scenery and people of the mountains played
a prominent role in the artist’s work and,
conversely, he was a great influence on the
town. Not only was it a proposed gift of
Daingerfield work that inspired the idea for
a museum in Blowing Rock, but his work
and homes also continue to play a signifi-
cant role in the town’s identity.

Saint Mary of the Hills Episcopal Church
is named after his mural Madonna of the
Hills, which he donated to the church and
still adorns the altar today. His first home
and studio, the quaint Edgewood Cottage,
sits across the street from the church, adja-

cent to the BRAHM grounds. His third and
final Blowing Rock home, which he named
“Westglow” for the beautiful sunsets that
could be viewed from the front porch, was
an impressive Greek Revival mansion that
indicates the level of professional success
that he enjoyed. Today it is the Westglow
Resort and Spa, one of the world’s premier
destinations for those seeking relaxation
and rejuvenation, just as its first owner did
when he arrived in town 125 years ago.

Work by Elliot Dangerfield

Elliott Daingerfield: His Art and Life in
North Carolina was curated by Asheville,
NC, resident J. Richard Gruber, former
Deputy Director of the Morris Museum of
Artin Augusta, GA, which has a significant
collection of Daingerfield work and ephem-
era, and founding Director of the Ogden
Museum of Southern Art in New Orleans.
‘While at the Morris, Gruber served as cura-
tor for Victorian Visionary: The Art of Elliot
Daingerfield and contributed an essay to the
exhibit catalog. For the BRAHM exhibit, he
selected more than 80 pieces and a plethora
of artifacts, supplementing the Museum’s
permanent collection with loans from a
number of private collectors and museums.
The exhibit presents a brief overview of the
artist’s childhood in Harper’s Ferry, West
Virginia, and Fayetteville, NC, and his early
career in New York City, but its focus is on
the time he spent in Blowing Rock.

A second exhibit, The Blowing Rock: A
Natural Draw, highlights western North
Carolina’s most famous rock outcropping,
which gets its name because of the fierce
winds that blow up the cliffs. The Blowing
Rock is so distinctive that it was among the
region’s first “natural” tourist attractions,
rewarding those who made the long trip up
the unpaved Linville Turnpike and dared
to scramble to its edge with a jaw-dropping

vista overlooking the Johns’ River Gorge
3,000 feet below. It was so popular that the
small village that emerged less than a mile
away became known by the same name.
More than a hundred years later, the town
of Blowing Rock continues to be one of
the most-visited destinations in the state
of North Carolina, as is the Blowing Rock
itself.

The Blowing Rock: A Natural Draw
uses vintage postcards, old photographs
and memorabilia to explore the history of
the rock, including its geological forma-
tion, meteorological anomalies, myths and
legends and role in the development of tour-
ism in the region. Curated by historian and
BRAHM Board of Trustees member Neva
J. Specht, along with the Museum’s exhibits
committee, the exhibit — located on the main
level in Gallery 3 — will be a dynamic, in-
teractive experience. The exhibit was made
possible in part by underwriting support
from Anne and Alex Bernhardt.

The third opening exhibit, The Historic
Hotels of Blowing Rock, explores the grand
resorts that emerged as tourism expanded.
As the limited occupancy of the early
boarding houses quickly proved insuffi-
cient, a number of hotels were established
around the turn of the century, including
the Watauga Inn (1888), the Blowing Rock
Hotel (1889), the Green Park Hotel (1891)
and the Mayview Manor (1922). While the
hotels were built in response to the grow-
ing number of visitors, the owners and their
employees worked to make them destina-
tions in and of themselves, treating guests to
beautifully appointed interiors, fine dining,
elegant entertainment and a wide selec-
tion of activities to occupy their time in the
mountains.

The exhibit uses furniture from the
hotels, photos and memorabilia to visually
tell the story of these “Grand Dames,” as
the Green Park Hotel was once called. Text
panels will explore the identities and moti-
vations of the financiers, owners, employees
and patrons of the resorts; the impact they
made on the community; the reasons behind
their gradual decline and the efforts to pre-
serve the historic structures.

ID:ENTITY
investigates the vicissitudes which occur
across the boundaries of self and world.

“I am thrilled to support innovative
thinking about art, technology, and design.
Our new home for contemporary art and
design, CAM Raleigh, aligns with both the
College of Design’s curriculum and the
ambitions of the many artists and design-
ers that we showcase,” said North Carolina
State’s College of Design Dean Marvin J.
Malecha, FAIA.

Artists featured in ID:ENTITY use a wide
range of cutting-edge software technologies
(including Microsoft’s Kinect) to create
dynamic, interactive imagery, inspiring
environments, and to engage viewers with
sensory experiences. Interactive, thematic
videos will be projected on the walls of the
gallery, creating internal and external views.
Visitors will experience large-scale interac-
tive installations, short experimental films
and digital sculpture. The exhibition brings
to the center the ways in which identity is
augmented, multiplied, and mashed-up by
digital technologies. Most of the projects
require user interaction, and many are
projected on large surfaces, some angled,
others textured.

Kate Shafer, Exhibitions Manager
at CAM Raleigh, says, “The artists and
designers in this exhibition are pioneers in
new media arts. They repurpose familiar
technologies to engage the visitor in unex-
pected ways. CAM Raleigh seeks to present
the unexpected and to deliver on that mis-
sion- we are an ever changing experience
like no museum.”

One featured work in ID:ENTITY that
exemplifies the experimental dynamic na-
ture of the exhibition is a four-screen instal-
lation by Marc Russo depicting The Four
Horsemen of the Apocalypse. In Russo’s

re-imagining, the first horseman, Silence,
prevents communication and censors
thoughts and expression. Silence results

in the second sign: Decay. The next sign is
Consumption, relating to the mass con-
sumption of our resources, which ultimately
leads to our Death.

Making its museum premiere is David
Gruber and David Rieder’s Tunnel Vision, a
cybertextual interpretation of Mark Strand’s
poem, The Tunnel. Strand’s poem drama-
tizes the fear and loathing that we feel as
we confront a sense of the outsider within
us. Gruber and Rieder’s interpretation of
Strand’s poem uses a webcam with motion-
tracking software to extend and allegorize
the connection that a user feels with the
technologized and externalized projection
of the self on the screen — a self that is inex-
tricably linked to the words from Strand’s
poem. The work is a contribution to a type
of experimental writing known as cybertext.
Strand’s poem and a scholarly essay about
their work will be displayed alongside this
interactive work.

A number of the ID:ENTITY projects
are based on open-source hacks of the
Microsoft Kinect. Due to the ways in which
the Kinect can identify human movements
in a three-dimensional space, these works
will dramatize the extent to which the as-
sumed boundaries dividing self and world
are transgressed by digital technologies.
Several new works by Patrick FitzGerald
and Lee Cherry demonstrate the opportuni-
ties for experimentation introduced by the
Kinect.

One more work making its museum
debut is David Rieder and Kevin Brock’s
Floating Signifiers, a Kinect-based explo-
ration of embodied textuality. Rieder and
Brock’s project uses the sensor’s depth-
tracking capabilities to allow users to
engage with a dynamic, three-dimensional
textual space on a projected screen.

The exhibition is generously supported
by North Carolina State University’s Col-
lege of Design and NC State’s Art+Design
Program. Additional supported is provided
by the Communication, Rhetoric, and Digi-
tal Media Ph.D. program in the College of
Humanities and Social Sciences.

CAM Raleigh is the only museum in the
region with a dedicated gallery for emerg-
ing artists and designers. Through exhibit-
ing emerging artists whose work is still in
progress and fresh from the studio, CAM
Raleigh celebrates the diversity of artistic
expression and places the artist at the center
of the community. The museum supports
early career contemporary artists in an
atmosphere where they are encouraged
to foster a cross-fertilization of ideas and
dynamic interaction with visitors.

The NC Museum of Natural Sciences
in Raleigh, NC, will present the exhibit,
Aerial Inspirations: Batiks on Silk by Mary
Edna Fraser,on view in the Museum’s
Nature Art Gallery, from Nov. 4 - 27,2011.
A-reception will be held on Nov. 4, from
6:30-8:30pm.

The exhibit features more than 20 silk
batiks by South Carolina textile artist Mary
Edna Fraser. This exhibit is a complement
to the Museum’s Special Exhibit, Our
Expanding Oceans: The Blending of Art
and Science, a collaboration between Fraser
and Duke scientist, Dr. Orrin Pilkey. Our
Expanding Oceans closes Sunday, Nov. 6,
making the opening weekend of Fraser’s
gallery exhibit a great opportunity to view
both.

Working from an aerial perspective,
Fraser transcribes the landscape onto silk
panels using dyes and the ancient art form
batik. She uses maps, charts, satellite
imagery and aerial photographs to iden-
tify natural features of visual interest. An
accomplished photographer, Fraser often
takes her own aerial photographs from her
grandfather’s vintage 1946 Ercoupe plane
with her brother as pilot.

Once the design is imagined she chooses
colors that are an emotional rather than
arealistic response to the subject. Her
compositions are influenced by Japanese
wood block prints from the Edo period,
impressionist and modern art, and her own
memories and intuition. Batik is a very
slow process that allows Fraser the time to
“meditate on thoughts feeding into the art-
work.” Her goal is to evoke a sense of place
that differentiates locations.

Fraser has won numerous honors and
grants and her work has been exhibited and
commissioned worldwide. She has been
awarded several high profile commissions
for public spaces where she created large-
scale works including the National Aero-
nautics and Space Administration (NASA).

The term “Rockingham” refers to a rich
brown glaze that received its characteristic color
through the addition of manganese. It was first
made in England in the late eighteenth century,
but a few decades later the technique spread to
the United States, where it became a standard of
many potters—especially those in the Northeast,
Maryland, and Ohio. American potters initially fol-
lowed the English example of dipping their wares
in the glaze to achieve a solid brown surface,

but they soon switched to dripping, sponging, or
splattering the glaze on the ceramic body in order
to achieve a pleasing, mottled effect. By 1845,
Rockingham pottery dominated the American
ceramics industry, and it remained immensely
popular for the rest of the century. Through Dec.

In 1644, the Manchu-Qing
nomads took control over China. To further exert
their power over the defeated Han population,
the Manchu imposed dress codes for their ruling
imperial family to distinguish these individuals
from the general citizenry.

and decorative representations of the Manchu
cosmos.
