The College of Charleston in Charleston,
SC, is presenting Southbound: Photographs
of and about the New South, an unprec-
edented photography exhibition co-curated
by Mark Sloan, director and chief curator
of the Halsey Institute of Contemporary
Art, and Mark Long, professor of political
science, both of whom are on the faculty of
the College of Charleston, on view at the
Halsey Institute of Contemporary Art and
City Gallery at Waterfront Park, through
Mar. 2,2019.

Southbound embraces the conundrum
of its name. To be southbound is to journey
to a place in flux, radically transformed
over recent decades, yet also to the place
where the past resonates most insistently
in the United States. To be southbound is
also to confront the weight of preconceived
notions about this place, thick with stereo-
types, encoded in the artistic, literary, and
media records. Southbound engages with
and unsettles assumed narratives about
this contested region by providing fresh
perspectives for understanding the complex
admixture of history, geography, and culture
that constitutes today’s New South.

Southbound will comprise fifty-six
photographers’ visions of the South over the
first decades of the twenty-first century. Ac-
cordingly, it offers a composite image of the
region. The photographs echo stories told
about the South as a bastion of tradition,
as a region remade through Americaniza-
tion and globalization, and as a land full of
surprising realities. The project’s purpose is
to investigate senses of place in the South
that congeal, however fleetingly, in the
spaces between the photographers’ looking,
their images, and our own preexisting ideas
about the region.

Recognizing the complexity of under-
standing any place, let alone one as charged
as the American South, the curators’ ap-
proach is transdisciplinary. The photographs
will be complemented by a commissioned
video, an interactive digital mapping envi-
ronment, an extensive stand-alone website,
and a comprehensive exhibition catalogue.
This publication will draw on expertise
from disciplines in the arts, humanities, and
social sciences.

The history of the American South is
among the most storied of any region in the
world. As a result of the vitality of its cul-
ture and the diversity of its inhabitants - to
say nothing about the salience of photogra-
phy in the US - the region has also come to
be among the most photographed. Through

moved to the Lowcountry from Massachu-
setts fifteen years ago and was inspired by
the beauty that surrounded her and decided
her focus as an artist should be seascapes
and marsh scenes. Water seemed all impor-
tant in both themes, therefore she chose to
make water her main concentration.

Sullivan states, “Water is the ultimate
chameleon - water reflects the clouds, time
of day, wind, sky, and all the many things
which surround it. It is this reflective quality
which is very helpful in repeating colors
to unify the scene”. Her goal is to create
beauty through soft edges and hopefully set
amood of peacefulness and solitude. She
believes it is this softness that makes her
work easily recognizable.

Susanne Frenzel (Suzel) was born in
Germany and received a BA/ MA from the
University of Dortmund and a MA from the
University of Kaiserslautern.

The City of North Charleston’s Cultural
Arts Department is pleased to announce
that oil paintings by New York based artist
Lara Ivanovic and mixed media works by
Jennifer Kelly Hoskins of Conway, SC,
will be on view in concurrent exhibitions
at the North Charleston City Gallery, from
Nov. 1 - 30,2018. The artists will host a free
public reception at the gallery on Nov. 1,
from 5-7pm.

Lara Ivanovic will present Forsaken
Spaces, an exhibit of oil paintings inspired
by abandoned factories and broken-down
buildings. This series of paintings depicts
large, empty interior spaces and reflects on
the themes of past and future possibilities.
What was once contained in these empty
shells of buildings? Will they be repurposed
in the future? Ivanovic works from photos
she takes on road trips, often through the
rust belt as she has most recently been
interested in exploring industrial decline.
She paints from the photos that interest her
and experiments with perspective, contrast,
and light to describe the mystery of these
abandoned spaces.

Ivanovic was born in 1967 and raised in
London, England. She attended St. Martin’s
School of Art in London and earned a BFA
in IMlustration from Rhode Island School
of Design in Providence, RI, in 1989. After
graduation, she moved to San Francisco
and taught in a school for underprivileged
children, then pursued her interest in book
arts. She returned to London in 1992 and
worked as an illustrator, graphic designer,
and art director for magazines, corporate
identity, and publications. Ivanovic then
took a trip around the Australian outback in
1999, and was so inspired by the landscape
and way of life there that she decided to
move to Sydney.

This was the first time she was able
to paint full time and it was a revelation.
Ivanovic was represented in Sydney by sev-

eral galleries who showed her paintings of
abandoned rusty vehicles in numerous solo
and group exhibitions. She moved back to
the United States in 2005, and has exhibited
her paintings in New York City, as well as
regional galleries. She currently lives and
works in Westchester County, NY, with her
family.

Jennifer Kelly Hoskins’ exhibit, Nostal-
gia, is a series of drawings in colored pencil
and acrylic depicting the hands of friends
or relatives. Each of her subjects holds an
object that is a symbol of notalgia connect-
ing them to late friends and relatives. A
man’s hand holds Legos that remind him of
his grandfather. A woman’s hand holds a tax
return with her grandmother’s signature on
it. “I believe our former selves are carried
within us, continually influencing our cur-
rent realities,” Hoskins explains. She began
this series to give others a platform to share,
connect with others, and achieve peace
with the past. Hoskins develops her detailed
drawings by layering acrylic and colored
pencils to create rich values and a strong
sense of form. The drawings have the pres-
ence and vividness of memory that connects
us to our former selves.

Hoskins is an artist and arts educator
who works primarily in mixed media. She
received a Bachelor’s degree in Art Studio

Susan Irish is an artist, educator, and cu-
rator. She started Fabulon, A Center for Art
and Education with goals of bringing more
art opportunities to the West Ashley part
of Charleston. Fabulon represented new
and emerging artists and offered classes for
children and adults. It was gaining recogni-
tion and a large fan base when the landlord
suddenly sold the building. Climbing real
estate prices made it prohibitive to jump
into a new space.

This was a devastating loss for the
community and the founder. Irish says her
method of coping with stress is to keep go-
ing forward as if on a tight rope: don’t look
until you are safely on the other side, then
process what just happened. The following
is her account and how it has effected her as
an artist.

“What was a three year process of a
lifelong endeavor ended abruptly with a
registered letter stating that our leased space
was sold. We had 30 days to vacate. 30 days
to dismantle, sort, and purge. No time to
process. This was December 2017 in the
middle of the ice and snow storm, the irony
was not amusing.”

“We were granted a brief extension but
Fabulon, A Center for Art and Education,
would close,” adds Irish. “With each box
packed, I felt the stripping away of my
dream and my identity.”

“Despite our best efforts, things were
misplaced and haphazardly stuffed into any
available container. So much of what I had
collected was unidentifiable and irrelevant.
What was I to do with all of these remnants?
What was I to do with the people for whom
I was responsible?”

“Ideals like rest, regroup, sabbatical,, and
fallow were suggested but all I heard was
exile,” stated Irish.

“How can I spend any time on myself
when people were counting on me? I wres-
tled with all these questions but no answers
came. I couldn’t hear my own voice.”

“It was difficult to move, let alone paint,
in a studio so crammed with boxes. But I
had to resume teaching and slowly sorted
out some spaces for students,” says Irish.

“I became my own student. I listened
to the genuine messages of reassurance,
validation, and encouragement I weave
into lessons and with my emerging artists.
I made space for me and time to paint. It
occurred to me that I had reached the other
side of the tight rope.”

“Something started to resonate”.

“And then there it was the last box, my
voice hidden inside waiting to be decom-
pressed and made usable,” adds Irish.

Sotto Voce is Italian for quiet voice and
the title of Susan Irish’s solo show featuring
a collection of paintings that celebrate the
return of her voice.

the full moon, or the lovely colors that bring
us in and out of every day,” says Scheifflee.

Scheifflee has perfectly stopped time
in each painting and chosen just the right
moment to share with the viewer. One of
the pieces for the show, “Pink Giants” is a
painting of dreamy pink skies filled with
clouds; the horizon line fades off into the
distance as the moon sits above the waves.
The 24-by-30 inch oil on panel piece creates
a perfect escape for the viewer. Brett says
of the piece, “The painting ‘“Pink Giants” is
a depiction of one of those evenings along
the southern coast where the storm clouds
have broken and are departing, but the sun
has shone through again to illuminate the
beautifully chaotic break up which hangs
suspended under a full moon. It’s in these
magical instances where I think everyone
lucky enough to witness them becomes rev-
erent and the stress of daily life also floats
out to sea and you too feel suspended in the
moment.”

This exhibit is a celebration of the peace
and mindfulness that exists in the natural
world and the artist’s deep appreciation
and understanding of nature. Scheifflee
says, “Growing up in the rural countryside
of western N'Y, I’ve always felt connected
to the land and especially to the passing
seasons. Planting vegetables in late spring,
splitting and stacking firewood in early

autumn and enduring winter/enjoying sum-
mer. It’s a cool place and often cloudy, the
land feels more like an acquaintance with
the sunshine, not a close relative and when
it breaks through on a grey day to dazzle for
a moment or two, it is not taken for granted.
Birds, wild life, trees, plants and people,
these brief moments are enjoyed for every
second that they last. With this background,
I guess I never had much choice in what to
paint, I’ve painted what I know and what I
love, the land.

His
2004 Floating series was exhibited at the
New Orleans Center for Creative Arts. He
has exhibited at gallery twenty-four, Berlin;
La Galerie du Marché, Lausanne; Musée de
la Halle Saint Pierre, Paris; and the Univer-
sity of Porto’s Casa-Museu Abel Salazar,
Portugal. The 2017 exhibition Tom Stanley:
Scratching the Surface at the Halsey Insti-
tute of Contemporary Art during Spoleto in
Charleston, SC, provided an overview of
work from 2004 to the present.

Stanley offered the following artist’s
statement: “I grew up in Concord, North
Carolina. It might have been considered a
mill town at the time. There I was raised in a
two-story house on Brumley Street. It might
have been considered a boarding house
that my mother ran at the time. Houses and
facades and man-made environments carry
some kind of weight in my work. I took me-
chanical and architectural drafting in high
school as I thought they would prepare me
for a future as an engineer or an architect,
someone who made things conceptually on
paper. Of course, I worked at the machine
shop when I was younger. My father and
my brothers worked there as well. I suspect
all of those early experiences had a lasting
impact.”

“The images at Hampton III Gallery
were completed over the past two years and
represent some of my earliest influences.
Skills and experiences that inform my work
include the ability to measure, to understand
geometric principles, to attempt to see a
place that people habitat not only as shelter,
but as a significant heart felt idea.”

“As an artist, I typically work in series
with limitations of size, color and imagery.

I use recurring shapes such as triangles or
built subjects such as houses and boats.
Typical media are acrylic on canvas and

on paper. Although I use common graphic
strategies like mechanical drawing, silhou-
ette, and sgraffito, the process is about mak-
ing something I have never seen before. The
work is a conversation between my hands
and my eyes. [ draw with paint rather than
paint with paint.”

than wait until the end of the exhibit, mak-
ing gift buying more convenient,” Commit-
tee Chair Nancy Williamson said.

While open-studio events are popular
this time of year, Open Doors offers the
rare opportunity to visit at least 25 of the
member artists in their working studios
and another 15 artists as they greet guests,
talk about their work, or give demonstra-
tions - all at one location. The studio tours
provide an intimate view into the artist’s
life and studio, plus visitors will be able
to see where and how ideas are conceived
and developed. The artists will discuss their
work, and there will be various demonstra-
tions throughout the evening on letterpress,
printing, pottery, jewelry making, glass arts,
watercolor, textile arts, and more.

To encourage seeing as many studios as
possible, the refreshments will be scattered
throughout the building, mostly in the art-
ists’ studios. This will promote a “scavenger
hunt” type of atmosphere as patrons search
the building for their favorite artists and
refreshments.

WMAC is home to six performing
artists. During the Nov. 15 Open Studio re-
ception, at least two members will perform.
Josh Tennant, guitarist, will entertain guests
with his guitar; Sandy Staggs and Proud
Mary Theatre Company will entertain with
show tunes.

In addition to the opening reception on
Nowv. 15, two other special events will give
patrons the opportunity to interact with the
artists while viewing Open Doors. On Dec.
1, the Co-op will host “Studio Saturday”
from 10am-4pm. The day will include
many artists working and receiving patrons
in their studios, refreshments, and a 2pm
performance by Sparkle City Impro.

“Some people just cannot make ArtWalk
on Thursday evenings, so we have this Sat-
urday event to accommodate people who
use the weekend for community activities
and holiday shopping,” Williamson said.

The arts venue is located in a 20,000-
square-foot former church building - an
iconic Spartanburg landmark - with 32 indi-
vidual studios that more than 50 artists call
home. It is located on West Main Street in

to gesture or images of the ineffable. Words
may prove insufficient to relay our most
complex ideas, revelations, or most intimate
thoughts. In such moments, we may resort
to using visual analogies to facilitate the
translation of our ideas to others and help
them better understand us.

Among the artists included in this
exhibition are: Omari Fox, Dogon Kriega,
Janet Kozachek, Kim LeDee, Juan Logan,
Maggie O’Hara, Gywlene Gallimard and
Jean-Marie Mauclet, Colin Quashie, Alex
Thierry, Nathaniel Wallace, Antoine Wil-
liams, and John Wright...as well as featured
works by other guest contributors.

The exhibition has been curated jointly
by Frank Martin and Jonell Logan. Both
curators believe that real power is mani-
fested through visual imagery used to
communicate intangible concepts and each
understands the traditional historical role
of the visual arts in supporting art audi-
ences in arriving at an insightful moment of
“epiphany”.

University of South Carolina in Colum-
bia, SC, is presenting Framing Interfer-
ence, featuring works by Jodi Lightner and
Adrian Rhodes, on view in the McMaster

Framing Interference is a joint exhibition
by two artists who explore the concept of
structures and patterns in their work, both
literal architectural structures and meta-
phorical patterns of behavior. They analyze
these frameworks and what interrupts or
shifts them, and how this affects the way we
perceive the world around us. This disrup-
tion of long established patterns may create
chaos and uncertainty, but also gives room
to put our views into perspective and ques-
tion the system.

Work by ]odi Lightner

Invisible Cities, a work of fiction by Italo
Calvino, is the catalyst for Jodi Lightner’s
work. Taking reference from the book’s de-
scription of a visitor experiencing unknown
cities influenced by sociological behav-
iors, the series examines how patterns of
perception and recognition are challenged
in a world of fabricated structures and
schedules. It draws from the compression of
space within the urban place and the layered
nature of perception to envision the misin-
terpretation of memory, dreams, and desire
as physical influences on architecture and
social patterns. Going beyond the intuitive
side of logic, the work stands in place of a
blueprint for impossible architecture that

embodies the moments when patterns are
interrupted and new variations are integrat-
ed into a preconceived system. Lightner’s
work envisions these new constructs and
the possibility of human influence on the
architecture around us.

“Caught between the death of my par-
ents and the fierce joy of raising daughters,
I attempt to hold these extremes simul-
taneously,” says Adrian Rhodes. “Using
printmaking as a vehicle for installation,
my process reflects recalibration inherent in
the search for ‘new normal’ as life shifts the
ground beneath me.”

“Within each piece I combine imagery
in a search for understanding. Using the
iconography of objects I attempt to frame
aquestion - ‘How can we hold extremes of
bitter and sweet - forces which stand in such
opposition they shouldn’t coexist, and yet
they do - so how do we find the balance of
them?””

In 1909, The State paper, when referring
to 701 Whaley, stated: “Probably the most
interesting place to visitors in Columbia
is the Pacific Mills Community, and the
Community Building, and when everything
is considered, it is small wonder that this
community, especially the Olympia Village,
is so close-knit and proud. The community
is really a small city in itself...”

701 Whaley was built in Columbia, SC,
in 1903 as the company store for the area’s
five textile mills. By 1909, it had quickly
become a community center for the mill
workers and everybody just called it “The
Y”. The site included a bowling alley, bar-
ber shop, library, auditorium, gymnasium,
pool, and dance hall. With dances every
Friday night, a movie on Saturdays, basket-
ball and billiards, socials and civility, this
cornerstone of the community was hopping

with activity for several decades. At one
time, billiards were played for 2 1/2 cents a
cue, while bowling was 5 cents a game and
a moving picture show cost 10 cents.

The building served many purposes until
the 1980’s when textile jobs moved away.

When a large section of the roof caved in
during the early 2000’s, the City of Colum-
bia condemned the building and was on the
brink of tearing it down. In 2006, Richard
Burts, who has years of experience develop-
ing local real estate and is an active leader
in the business community, Robert Lewis,
whose expertise is in the renovation of
historic buildings, along with Bob McCon-
nell, a California investor, purchased the
structure with the goal of preserving and
restoring this iconic building to its original
appearance.

Today, 701 Whaley is a beautiful 55,000
square-foot building on the National Reg-
ister of Historic Places and a great example
of giving an old building new life through
adaptive use.

Now, one of Columbia’s most popular
and thriving community centers, 701 boasts
unique event rental spaces, 701 Center
for Contemporary Art, office suites, live/
work lofts, and thehallway:communityart, a
showcase for local artists.

The studios and gallery are
alive with constant creative activity, and the
building itself is situated within a mag-
netic cultural hub. Importantly, the natural
environment here is also a destination. The
creek is a vibrant hub for all kinds of wild-
life, and she and the other artists expect this

Work by Mary Ann Reames

From an interview with Kyle Petersen in
the May 2017 issue of Free-Times: “Cha-
teauvert’s commissioned installations are
threaded throughout South Carolina, with
everything from her magical lily pad display
at the Medical University of South Carolina
on the Ashley River Tower to the colorful
The Space in Between mobile installation
commissioned by the South Carolina State
Museum for its planetarium.”

Chéteauvert has had to step away from
some of the production-intensive parts of
metalworking, so much of her work now
involves her own distinct approach to
sculpture. “It’s basically, ‘How can I sculpt
handmade paper without internal matrices?’
That has informed my work throughout my
career now of over 25 years,”.

Chateauvert observes, “I build worlds
from the most common and least known
material: paper. The ritual of hand paper-
making is ancient, scientific, and rhythmic. I
merge this science with the unknown by air-
drying my pieces: the paper shrinks, twists
and cockles, forming three-dimensional
shapes more subtle than I could design. My
paper forms revert to their botanical origins;
I make plants from plants. Oversized and
immersive, diminutive and whimsical, my
pieces dilate the natural world and bring it
inside.”

Mary Ann McLaughlin Reames is a
native of Sumter, SC, and a fourth genera-
tion South Carolinian. She has been both a
professional painter and an art instructor for
over thirty years. She started drawing and
painting in oils at age 14 under the instruc-

tion of Sumter artist, Mildred White, and
still enjoys studying art. Reames majored in
art at Coker College and received a Masters
in Art Education from the University of
South Carolina. She taught elementary art
for three years in Sumter School District
and has been teaching high school art and
photography at Wilson Hall for over thirty
years.

Reames Received Teacher of the Year
Award at Wilson Hall in 2007, and runner
up for State Teacher of the Year in 2007.
Reames is a member of the South Carolina
Art Education Association, the National Art
Education Association, The American Por-
trait Society, The Oil Painters of America,
the Sumter County Gallery of Art and the
Sumter Artists Guild, where she served as
president for two years.

Reames studied portraiture under Art
Student League instructor, Gary Faigin,
University of South Carolina instructor,
Deanna Lemon. She also studied portrait
painting under Daniel Greene and Michael
del Priori and still life painting under Qaing
Huang. Reames was chosen to participate
in the 2008 Summer Program at Florence
Academy of Art, Florence, Italy, with focus
on Portrait Painting in oil with Maureen
Hyde, and studied classical realism at the
Mims Studios in Southern Pines, NC. She
shares a studio at the Confederate Home in
Charleston, SC, for summer and weekend
painting.

About her practice and upcoming exhibi-
tion at the Sumter County Gallery of Art,
Reames notes, “This exhibition is a testa-
ment to the painting journey of my life - the
times when I have been able to put aside
the busy-ness of life and be an artist. [ have
many roles - teacher, mother, grandmother,
sister, cousin, friend, neighbor, and artist.

Prior to the Industrial Revolu-
tion, they created all iron and steel tools.
Because of the high cost to create such tools
repairing a tool was preferable to having a
new tool made.

Each year the tour has grown - from the
original 13 artists back in the early 90’s, to
now over 100. This year’s tour boasts 103
participating artists, 62 open studios, and 6
galleries.

The tour starts on Friday, Nov. 30, at
10am. At 5pm, the artists close their doors
and head over to the Spruce Pine Gallery for
a Meet-the-Artist free reception at 5:30pm.
The community is invited to stop by, shake
a hand or two, share a glass of wine with a
new or old friend, and plan their route for
the next two days when studio doors open at
10am and stay open until Spm.

The mountains of Yancey and Mitchell
Counties of Western North Carolina are
home to some of the top artists in America.
And twice a year, Toe River Arts honors
their talent and the area in which they
choose to live and work with a premier stu-
dio tour showcasing their work. For a quar-
ter of a century, local artists have opened
their studios, demonstrated their talent, and
offered up their hospitality.

The first weekend in December is a
fitting way to mark the holiday season, to
get out in the crisp late fall air and enjoy
what residents already know about the Blue
Ridge mountains - the clear Toe River,
curves in the roads, the likelihood of finding
something different, something that speaks
to this out of the way place.

Potters show off trays, jugs, mugs, tiles,
baking pans, fountains, bird houses, sculp-
tured forms, ceremonial pieces, dinner-
ware, even a bathroom sink. They come in
stoneware, raku, wood-fired, earthenware,
Majolica, and porcelain.

If wood makes the heart pound, carving,
furniture, turned wood, inlaid wood, painted
wood, or art made with materials gathered
from the woods will definitely keep it beat-
ing. And all the jewelry. It lights up a room
with reflections off precious stones, pearls,

copper, brass, silver, and gold.

People who need something above the
couch, in the kitchen, down the stairwell can
chose from photographs, pencils and char-
coals, oils, watercolors, acrylics, silkscreen,
and paintings on handmade paper. Textiles
are covered in handspun yarns, hand-woven
flat goods, sculptured dolls, and garments
pieced, painted, and stitched.

There are soaps and scents and some
things that truly make one wonder, “How
did they do that?” Each tour is unique.
Some artists have participated in all. Oth-
ers come and go with the seasons. And if
you can’t get to it all, and you won’t, don’t
worry, There’s another tour the first week-
end in June.

Bright studio signs point the way from
studio to studio, from gallery to gallery,
from one unique work environment to an-
other, And a free 40+ page full color guide
directs you to each.

On Nov. 3, the Burnsville Gallery will be
set aglow with the opening of David Wil-
son’s Glass and Light exhibition that will
continue through Dec. 29, 2018. A reception
is scheduled for Nov. 9, from 5-7pm.

Wilson has been working in glass from
the South Toe area of Burnsville for the past
37 years and has established himself as an
experimental, innovative glass blower. He
has been both a student and instructor at
the Penland School of Crafts in glass and
neon studies. More recently, he worked with
six other glassblowers, including his son,
Hayden, in blowing hundreds of glass orbs
for the Burnsville Gateway Tower.

Glass and Light will showcase several
of his small sculptures, including several
fluorescent glassworks. The glowing effect
is achieved by combining glass with rare
earth oxides before melting for coloration.
And the various types of oxides produce
different colors, from oranges to greens, to
brilliant blues. The glass fluoresces under
ultra-violet (UV) light. This is one of those
exhibits that one has to witness in person
in order to fully grasp the “glow” of these
small sculptures in a dark area in the gallery.
And just when you think you have seen it
all, you haven’t.

Wilson, a multi-faceted glass blower, will
have on display his almost alien-like bowls
cradled atop blown glass legs. Some are for
drinking, others for holding, each bowl per-
fectly positioned and more unique than the
one before. This is glass at its most creative.

The
portrait, however, evaporates and vanishes
as the overhead sun and the hot pavement
on which Mufioz draws absorbs the water.
Thus, the artist is never able to completely
finish it. Mufioz’s use of water aligns
perfectly with the video’s title—“‘retrato”
in Spanish means portrait and “re-trato”
means to try again or re-try. Mufioz repeats
the drawing process over and over again to
evoke concepts like memory, the passing of
time, flux, and loss. The exercise also com-
pels the viewer to remember and reconstruct

the portrait endlessly.

Muiioz is known for his use of uncon-
ventional and ephemeral materials to create
his artworks. Since the early 1980s, he has
developed special techniques to produce
images that reveal themselves as a kind of
counterpoint to photography and the “deci-
sive moment” it once claimed to capture.

Born in Popayan, Colombia, Oscar
Muifioz studied art at the Escuela de Bel-
las Artes in Cali, Colombia, in the 1970s.
Because he employs many different media
- photography, printmaking, drawing,
installation, video and sculpture - his work
defies systematic classification and blurs
the boundaries between artistic disciplines.
In 2006, he founded a cultural center and
art residency program in Cali called Lugar
a Dudas (Space for Doubts), a gathering
site for young artists to work through ideas
and to participate in dialogues about art and
politics.

way it suggested truth, action, consequence,
possibly danger. Greene focuses her lens on
scenes in which women are caught in the
act of dreaming, loving, leaving, or coming.
Through Proof + Disappearance, she aims
to capture the paradox that photographs
provide proof of what disappears.

Chapin Art Museum in Myrtle Beach, SC,
is presenting RootWork, featuring works by
Talbot Easton Selby, on view through Dec.
16,2018

Born and raised in central Mississippi,
photographer Talbot Easton Selby grew
up with an extended family of storytellers,
artists and musicians. His work has been
influenced by the places, folklore and by the
religious and mystical heritage of the South
- aregion he says he has “tried to escape,
but the South will not let me go.”

The exhibit title plays on the term “root-
work,” a form of black magic conjured by
Hoodoo “root doctors” (traditional healers),
used either for healing the spirit or to bring
harm to another person who has himself
done harm. In the language of Selby’s
homeland, therefore, a root is defined as a
thing that is conjured, perhaps by magic or
simply through the act of creation.

Since a photograph captures a moment
in time, the artist likens the work to a con-

juring trick of sorts. To reinforce this theme,
individual works are displayed alongside
objects that harken back to these magical
practices.

Yet, while a photograph documents an
actual time and place, the finished work
becomes an object placed behind glass, pro-
tected from the observer, touched only by
those that created it; hence, a sacred object.
The magic of that moment in time, past and

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present, is meant to haunt the viewer.

Now an associate professor and chair-
man of the Department of Fine Art at
Coastal Carolina University, Selby received
his BFA from Delta State University in
2003 and his MFA from Clemson Univer-
sity in 2006. He has exhibited his photo-
graphs in group and solo shows throughout
the United States, and his work is in several
permanent and private collections. Selby’s
work has been published in Delta Maga-
zine, Metropolis Magazine and Canadian
Art Magazine. He is also the 2008 recipient
of the Mississippi Institute of Arts and Let-
ters Special Achievement Award.

Chapin Art Museum in Myrtle Beach, SC, is
presenting Roots Run Deep, featuring works
by South Carolina native Sherry Strickland
Martin, on view through Dec. 16,2018.

Martin spent much of her career creat-
ing images for commercial products such
as housewares, notecards, fabric designs
and sports artwork. But a bout with breast
cancer led her to relocate from Hilton Head
Island to Myrtle Beach to be near family, to
teach and to return to the traditional water-
colors and mixed media work with which
she began her career as an artist.

Martin’s highly representational wa-
tercolor and mixed media works range
from richly detailed landscapes to intimate
portraits of people who might be found
anywhere in the Lowcountry.

“Roots Run Deep . . . speaks to a return
in doing what nurtures your soul,” the artist
writes in her artist statement. “Second, it’s
that salt air, plough mud, and the sweet
smell of oyster beds that never leave you,
but bring you and family home again, where
roots run deep.”

Martin, who grew up in the South
Carolina upstate, received her BA in Studio
Art at Limestone College in Gaftney, SC

(1982). She began her art career by produc-
ing work for galleries and juried museum
exhibitions as well as teaching workshops
and doing commissioned work throughout
the Carolinas. That led to her commercial
work in licensed images marketed through
a wide range of retail outlets as well as pro-
fessional sports organizations; a career that
was sidelined by her illness.

As well as dealing with her personal
health, Martin’s art career faced a further
obstacle. In April 2009, she lost her home
and most of her art, over 300 works, in a
wildfire. “T’ve had a lot of catching up to
do to begin showing my work in Myrtle
Beach,” says Martin. “I have been working
on that diligently with a refocus on produc-
ing work that speaks to me and challenges

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my skill level.”

It wasn’t until 2014 that Martin started
exhibiting her paintings again. That year,
the South Carolina Watermedia Society
awarded her “Signature Member in Excel-
lence” in their annual juried exhibition.

NC State University in Raleigh NC, is
presenting All the Possibilities of Filling
In Sixteenths (65,536), featuring the first
exhibition of a very unusual work by the
late Durham artist and jazz musician Vernon
Pratt (1940-2000), on view in the Gregg
Museum of Art & Design, through Feb. 10,
2019.

The exhibition is the first complete show-
ing of a massive 256-panel work centering
around Pratt’s interest in systems and the
variations, permutations, and the rthythms
and harmonies within. At 18 feet high and
110 feet wide, it is the largest and most
complex work of Pratt’s ever exhibited,
and has been called his “magnum opus”
by Gregg Museum director Roger Manley.
Never assembled before, it has been hidden
for 36 years and is presented only now for
the very first time.

The exhibition will also feature an origi-
nal composition by Rich Holly, Arts NC
State’s Executive Director, based on Pratt’s
examinations of jazz music and mathemat-
ics.

Vernon Pratt studied at the San Francisco
Art Institute, then later founded the Duke
Arts in New York program, taught painting
there, and was a well-known jazz improvi-
sational artist on the saxophone. The Gregg
Museum has been gifted several of his
works by Pratt’s children, which will be on
display in the future.

In a 2014 News & Observer article, NC
School of Science and Math instructor Scott
Laird noted, “What you see in his work
is form, and form of course crosses all art

media. When I am looking at the way that
Vernon put together these geometric figures,
it could easily relate to rthythm in a great
piece of music.”

“As I scraped the panels down, the
weathered surfaces and individual layers
that emerged began to tell the story of their
making, serving almost as time capsules
of my life. I saw the color choices, brush-
strokes and experimental approaches that
had captivated me ten years ago. Memories
of the life experiences that had fueled that
work came flooding back, merged now with
the present. I went back into these paintings
to reactivate them and, quite literally, add
another layer to the story.”

“Some changed only incrementally, and
some became completely unrecognizable in
the end. These paintings comment on time,
reinvention and the compelling process of
continually pushing forward in the studio, a
microcosm of life,” says Browning.

Browning lives and works in Raleigh,
NC. She earned a BA in Studio Art and
English from Meredith College in 2000

and her MFA in painting and printmaking
from the University of NC at Greensboro in
2002. She has received grants and residency
fellowships from the Joan Mitchell Founda-
tion, United Arts Council, Vermont Studio
Center, and Virginia Center for Creative
Arts.

Gregg Museum of Art & Design, The Historic
Chancellor’s Residence, NC State University,
located at 1903 Hillsborough Street, Raleigh.
Through Feb. 10, 2019 - "All the Possibilities of
Filling In Sixteenths (65,536), featuring a work by
the late Durham artist and jazz musician Vernon
Pratt (1940-2000). The exhibition is the first
complete showing of a massive 256-panel work
centering around Pratt’s interest in systems and
the variations, permutations, and the rhythms
and harmonies within. At 18 feet high and 110
feet wide, it is the largest and most complex work
of Pratt’s ever exhibited, and has been called

his “magnum opus” by Gregg Museum direc-

tor Roger Manley. First Floor Galleries of the
Historic Residence, Through Nov. 25 - "Our
Living Past," featuring photographs by Timothy
Duffy. Photographer Timothy Duffy’s wet plate
collodion prints bring attention to the traditional
musicians of the South. When Duffy began re-
cording the music of folk and blues musicians for
the Southern Folklife Collection at UNC Chapel
Hill, he discovered many of them living in poverty,
despite their significant contributions to American
musical history. This inspired Duffy to found

the Music Maker Relief Foundation, a nonprofit
organization dedicated to helping to sustain
elde
