In-person early voting begins
Thursday, October 15, and ends Saturday,
October 31. Election Day is Tuesday,
November 3. Register to vote, find your
polling location, and sign up to vote by
mail at (https://www.ncsbe.gov/).”

Lowcountry Artists Gallery will fea-
ture basketry created by sweetgrass artist
Marie Wine, sweetgrass tables by Pete
Rock, watercolors by Sandra Roper, and oil
paintings by Norma Morris Cable. These
artists have come together in a group show
focused on the colorful and varied culture of
one of America’s oldest and most important
African inspired arts.

The African cultural heritage sweetgrass
basket weaving was brought to South Caro-
lina in the late 17th century by enslaved
African people and was used in rice and

cotton production. The craft requires much
patience and creativity and has been handed
down from generation to generation.

Marie Wine, a local sweetgrass basket
artist, creates one-of-a-kind treasures that
are not only beautiful but useful. She was
taught the tradition by her Mother, and
she has been sewing her baskets from the
time she was six years old. Wine’s stitches
are tightly and expertly woven to create
pleasing designs. Passing on the tradition is
important to her, and her daughter has also
mastered the vanishing craft. Hopefully,
grandchildren will continue to pass on the
centuries-old tradition.

Pete Rock is a long-time native of
Charleston, raised on the Isle of Palms and
currently livings in Mount Pleasant. He
spent his early years working in construc-

the person sees my work it always brings a
smile to their face. Also, I receive lovely let-
ters saying my work often takes them back
to their warm childhood memories. These
comments please me and let me know what
I am doing and the feeling I want to get
across is working.”

“My work seems to be ever-evolving, but
I am still drawn to and fascinated by strong
African American figures,” adds Chadwick.
“Where my recent works have taken me, is
as the role of a storyteller. Whether a lone
figure in my patterned background or a
family scene, I now try to include a bit of
history or a touch of something else hidden
in the painting to hopefully make the viewer
take a moment to discover what is happen-
ing in the work that may not be noticed at
first glance,” said Chadwick. “From perhaps
at first unseen snakes to West African sym-
bols, images are scattered throughout my
paintings to better help tell the story of those
captured in my paintings.”

After graduating from the Art Institute
of Pittsburgh in 1976, Chadwick’s career
took off and has taken many artistic turns
through the years. Landing his first job as an
illustrator while still in school, he worked
for a national glassware company illus-
trating for corporations such as McDon-
alds, Burger King, Hallmark Cards and
Twentieth Century Fox.

Upon moving to Washington, DC, in
1978, he first freelanced as a magazine illus-
trator until 1984 when he decided to form
his own firm, Chadwick Design Incorporat-
ed. First specializing in theatrical graphics,
Chadwick also illustrated for national ad
agencies along with National Geograph-
ic, The Washington Post, PBS, Kennedy
Center, New York Times Book Review,
Special Olympics and The Shakespeare
Library, just to name a few. Chadwick re-
ceived numerous awards from Communica-
tion Arts Magazine, and the Art Directors
Club of New York and of Washington,

DC. Able to illustrate in various mediums,
Chadwick increasingly enjoyed the richness
of oil paints. First using them as washes
combined with pencil in illustrations, he
later began using strictly traditional oils on
canvas or panel.

“For 35 years I illustrated but followed
the trends and picked up techniques that
were in fashion. Five years ago, I was strug-
gling with abstracts and balancing them
with realistic portraits. After painting out
a painting I wasn’t happy with, I thought
I’d combine both techniques. It happened
fast with little thought and when com-
pleted I was a bit taken with the outcome,”
said Chadwick. “It was my intention from
the beginning to make all my subjects be
strong and positive. Everyone has a story
and has to overcome troubles in their lives.
The people I paint have come through to the
other side and are stronger for it.”

“T once saw a wonderful waitress in
Lynchburg named Charisse. I asked her
during lunch if I could come back and pho-

tograph her. She was excited and agreed.
Hours later I pulled up in my car with a
folded moving blanket and she posed for me
on the sidewalk. She became The Quilter. 1
have taken photos in airports, bus stops and
even photos of people sitting on their front
porch. I explain that I'm an artist looking
for images and nine times out of 10 they say
‘okay.””

“As I build my paintings, I use various
reference material. Maybe an overall photo
from the 40s, a 50s apron, a background
from a 19th century painting and a piece
of fabric from today. If I had to pick a time
frame it would be 1940s - 50s. I combine all
reference inspiration photos in photoshop to
get the scale right to the canvas and then do
arough charcoal transfer of the basic shapes
of where the figures are. I then let the pat-
terns take over and have them flow around
the painting. I have a rough idea of the out-
come in my head, but I'm always surprised
in the end with where it ends up,” says
Chadwick.

“It is interesting for me to see early
works. Comparing them to what I’m do-
ing, now I’'m happy to say I see growth
and exploration,” he said. “I want to paint
people who are American with strength and
dignity.”

Chadwick now works out of the historic
city of Lynchburg, VA, painting full time.
His figurative works can be found in the
collections of the Caring Institute, Washing-
ton, DC; World Mercy Fund, Bad Hom-
burg, Germany; The Shakespeare Birth-
place Trust, Stratford-upon-Avon, England;
Doyle Hotel Collection, Dublin, Ireland;
and in private collections both here in the
States and in Europe. Chadwick primar-
ily focuses on painting African American
figures. He has been represented by Ella
Richardson Fine Art for the last five years.

Hampton III Gallery in Taylors, SC,
just outside of Greenville, SC, will host a
celebratory exhibition featuring the stable of
artists represented by Hampton III Gallery.
The title of the exhibition is Hampton Gold:

South Carolina’s oldest established com-
mercial art gallery was started by a teacher
who, with summers off, started an art gal-
lery for three artist friends. In early 1970,
Richard E. Rupp proposed the idea for the
gallery to the original “three” - Greenville
artists Emery Bopp, Carl Blair, and Darell
Koons, all members of the Bob Jones Uni-
versity art faculty, and Hampton III Gallery
was established in the summer of 1970 with
Richard Rupp as director. Approximately
two hundred guests viewed sixty paintings
by the three artists at the opening reception
in a rented building of 800 square feet in
dimension.

Public acceptance was such that other
artists were invited to exhibit: painters
William Halsey, J. Bardin, Jeanet Dreskin,
and Thomas E. Flowers, Leo Twiggs;
ceramicists Don Lewis and Tom Turner;
and sculptor, John Acorn. By the time of the
first anniversary reception in June, 1971,
the gallery had reached its initial goal of
demonstrating the commercial feasibility of
a carefully juried collection of high quality
art by established artists. In addition, the
founding partners were satisfied that the
gallery was contributing to the education,
enlightenment and elevation of artistic taste
and perception of the viewing public.

Plans to expand the scope and influence
of the gallery were formulated during the
latter months of 1971 and early 1972. In
April of 1972, Richard Rupp proposed the
construction of a shopping and professional
condominium center with the Hampton IIT
Gallery at its center. Early in May, the R
Corporation was formed to build Gallery
Centre.

Construction was begun in October,
1972, and the new quarters were completed
in time for an invitational preview opening
on Friday, June 29, 1973.

In the interim, Hampton 111 Gallery, Ltd.
had become a corporation and Edward
Panosian was added to the original four
owners, along with Elmer and Walter Rum-
minger.

Hampton III Gallery Ltd. is the focal
business of a shopping center called Gal-

lery Centre in Taylors, SC. An eight-foot
sculpture by retired Clemson professor John
Acorn was commissioned by the Centre

in 1973. The cast aluminum work entitled
Interactive Forces stands in front of the
gallery.

The gallery’s vision of supporting artists
and educating the public to the rich heritage
of South Carolina artists continues. Hamp-
ton III Gallery owner Sandy Rupp has spent
more than 30 years curating art. Her artists
are represented in national and regional
museums, including the permanent collec-
tions of MoMA, the MET, and the Whitney
in New York City, the National Gallery in
Washington, DC, and the Art Institute of
Chicago. Regional Museums include the
Greenville County Art Museum, Gibbes Art
Museum, South Carolina State Museum,
Morris Museum, Asheville Art Museum
and many more. Her collaborations between
artists, collectors, museums, and academic
institutions form the basis for her South
Carolina—focused exhibits.

Over 500 paintings, sculptures and origi-
nal prints are kept in inventory. Changing
exhibitions, artists’ talks, and special events
provide educational opportunities for all.
Consultation is available for private and
corporate collections. The public is invited
to all events.

I am so glad that we are able
to now bring this wonderful photography
to the viewing public. John has captured
a sense of awe and wonder in his photos
of the American West. The landscape out
west is very different from what we are
accustomed to here in the South. It’s almost
otherworldly.”

“This exhibition shows some of the more
striking places that left the deepest impres-
sions on me during some travel in Southern

Utah and Northern Arizona,” Lever said.
“Several of the prints are from my visit to
Peekaboo Canyon, near Kenab, UT. This is
anot particularly well known slot canyon,
but its beautiful red-colored sandstone has
tremendous texture. This a challenging
place to get to — you need a guide — but
it’s worth it.”

“The American West’s landscape is so
unique and very different from the East — it
really has a strong impact. In the East, one
sees lots of green, but that’s a rare color
in the subject region,” adds Lever. “One
surprising aspect are the red shades. In
South Carolina mud is red, but not the land-
scape. Many of the images here — taken

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in Zion, Bryce, North Rim Grand Canyon
and Peekaboo Canyon — have strong red
images. Visitors will also see my explora-
tion of monochrome. This is really the first
time I have printed in monochrome. I think
it works well with the stark landscape and
stark light in the west.”

It took Lever about six months to create
this exhibition that is subtitled “Images
from Southern Utah and the Grand Can-
yon.” It includes prints from 8 by 10 inches
to large canvas prints. All of the work will
be for sale, ranging from $70 to $200.

“This exhibit is, in some respects, a new

direction for me,” Lever said. “I have main-
ly focused on wildlife and landscapes in
color. While there are examples of wildlife
and landscapes here, the feel is different, the
product of a harsher location. The heavy use
of monochrome emphasizes the texture of
this environment over the color. Even some
of the color prints have a simple color pal-
ette. They almost mimic the monochrome
examples. In addition, this is my first time
making large prints — this time up to 24”
x 36”. 1 think this size complements the sub-
ject matter. When people see these photos,
hope they get an appreciation for the beauty
of the region, which I hope translates to sup-
port for conservation of the natural wonders
of our country.”

Lever has been a member of the Col-

lective since 2017. “Artists Collective |
Spartanburg is the best place to be in the
Spartanburg Art world — at least for me,”
Lever said. “The members benefit from the
collaboration of their fellow members.”

Lever is a native of South Florida, but
now resides in Duncan, a small town in
Spartanburg County. He holds a bachelor’s
degree in chemistry from Tulane University
and a doctorate in chemistry from the Uni-
versity of North Carolina. His wife, Lisa,
is aretired chemistry professor from the
University of South Carolina Upstate. They
have two adult daughters, both of whom are
pursuing advanced degrees in science.

Artists Collective | Spartanburg is a
membership-based and member-focused
organization, providing low-cost studio
space to more than 30 working artists. Its
membership is more than 50. The Collec-
tive is housed in what was once a three
story Baptist church. Each month (when
safe from the pandemic), the Collective
hosts three art exhibitions showcasing its
members and guest artists. It has two gal-
leries and the once-sanctuary now serves as
a large gallery space, as well as a venue for
performance art.

He describes himself as “I am TheMad-
ddArtist! I'm a performing visual artist, as
well as an activist who expresses himself
through music, dance & paint. Through my
performances, I let my art tell a story. The
paintings that I do live are the backgrounds
to my future pieces.”

SadGod is a 25-year-old fine arts photog-
rapher and poet from Detroit, MI, based in
Greenville, SC. Introduced to photography
at the Governor’s School of the Arts and
Humanities, he became obsessed with the
art of photography and what a camera can
do. His focus is centered around nostalgia,
emotional bonds, and moving through
trauma. His work inspires motivation and
empowerment through exploring the mind,

body, and soul. He is capable of capturing
humanity in its most raw and pure form,
touching base on difficult subjects such as
depression. He is successful in depicting
adversity, shame, love, passion, and fusing
these intense emotions together through

a tinted lens sequentially telling a story
through mise en scéne and color theory.

It took SadGod three months to complete
his portion of this exhibition and said he
was inspired by “gain, loss, and perspec-
tive.” The most important concept to know
about this exhibit is “It’s okay to be you, we
all struggle, we all are perfectly flawed,” he
said.

From THEMADDDARTIST’s perspec-
tive, the important message of the exhibit
is “Frustration, it happens to us all. Pain,
physically and mentally it can take a toll on

an individual’s personal ability to operate
in society. It’s something we don’t show
enough face to face. We have disconnected
so much due to advances in technology we
have disconnected from the human touch.
We don’t talk about these issues and we
now rely on algorithms from our social
media platforms to control the world’s
narrative and how we see others. With the
current state of our society, we are seeing
more stories such as Covid-19, unemploy-
ment, police brutality, and racially fueled
situations just to name a few. These events
have seemed to divide our country even
more. How is your mental state?”

Mint Museum Uptown
in Charlotte, NC, Features
Monumental Work by Summer Wheat

The Mint Museum Uptown’s new four-
story installation Foragers offers a tran-
scendent experience while celebrating the
tradition of women as makers and providers

Unlike anything ever seen at The Mint
Museum before, Brooklyn-based artist
Summer Wheat’s Foragers is a monumen-
tal piece of public work of art spanning 96
windows, four stories, and 3,720 square feet
at Mint Museum Uptown’s Robert Hay-
wood Morrison Atrium, in Charlotte, NC.
The myriad of vibrant panels that give the
illusion of stained glass and celebrates the
tradition of women as makers and provid-
ers.

“In so many ways, Foragers is a
monumental tribute to all those anonymous
female makers and laborers who have made
North Carolina the place that it is today: the
Catawba clay workers, the Cherokee basket
makers, the enslaved and freed African-
American fishers and farmers, the countless
woodworkers, weavers, and quilters,” says
Jen Sudul Edwards, PhD, the Mint’s chief
curator and curator of contemporary art.

Foragers is part of a larger exhibition In
Vivid Color that opened on Oct. 16,2020,
at Mint Museum Uptown. In Vivid Color
brings together four innovative contempo-
rary artists - Summer Wheat, Gisela Colon,
Spencer Finch, and Jennifer Steinkamp -
who create works celebrating the power of
color and its ability to permeate the space
around us. Their work is juxtaposed with a
selection of paintings and works on paper,
drawn primarily from The Mint Museum’s
permanent collection, which showcase art-
ists’ more traditional exploration of color.

The magnitude and brilliance of Forag-
ers turns the typical museum experience on
its head and creates a transcendent space of
contemplation and beauty at a time when a
weary public craves an escape - and a spa-
cious, social-distancing-friendly one at that.
While standard admission rates apply to the
museum’s Level 3 and Level 4 galleries, ac-
cess to Mint Museum Uptown’s atrium and
the Foragers installation is free.

Summer Wheat’s installation was com-
missioned by The Mint Museum. The
installation and purchase of Foragers was
funded by the Wells Fargo Foundation
‘Women Artists Fund, which aims to address
and rebalance gender representation in
museum collections.

“The Wells Fargo Foundation Women
Artists Fund is designed to address and help
reconcile the imbalance of female repre-
sentation in museum collections,” says Jay
Everette, Wells Fargo’s senior vice presi-
dent of philanthropy and corporate social
responsibility.

“Just 11 percent of all acquisitions and
14 percent of exhibitions at 26 prominent
American museums over the past decade
were of work by female artists. According
to a joint investigation by In Other Words
and artnet News, a total of 260,470 works
have entered museums’ permanent col-
lections since 2008. Only 29,247 were by
women.”

Foragers celebrates North Carolina’s
creativity and industry - those named and
anonymous.

“Foragers presents a tradition in which
women were the original hunters, technolo-
gists, and artists,” Wheat says. “This array
of women connected by geometric patterns
echoes the psychological space of women
supporting each other. They are marching
together connecting to creatures from land
and water, demonstrating their inherent
link to natural elements and to the intricate
depths of the unconscious.”

1977, Oklahoma City, OK) lives and works
in Brooklyn, New York City. She received
a Bachelor of Arts from the University of
Central Oklahoma and a Master of Fine
Arts from Savannah College of Art and
Design. She is known for being an innova-
tor, constantly blurring boundaries between
traditional art forms and mediums. Consider
the way she pushes acrylic paint through
fine wire mesh to create large-scale paint-
ings, like her With Side, With Shoulder,
part of the Mint’s permanent collection and
on view in the Mint’s new exhibition New
Days, New Works.

Wheat has had solo exhibitions with
lauded institutions, galleries and museums
across the nation, including the Kemper
Museum of Contemporary Art in Kansas
City (2020); KMAC Museum, Louisville
(2019); Shulamit Nazarian, Los Angeles
(2018); Smack Mellon, New York (2018);
Henry Art Gallery, University of Washing-
ton, Seattle (2017); and Oklahoma Contem-
porary, Oklahoma City (2016).

Wheat is having her first solo exhibition
with SOCO Gallery in Charlotte, entitled
Lather, Rinse, Repeat, on view through
Nov. 6,2020. The exhibition will feature
ve large-scale paintings and two “pebble
seats” focusing on the theme of bathing and
grooming. The theme, drawn on through-
out art history, frequently depicts idyllic
figures and scenery, but in Wheat’s work,
the women portrayed are imperfect and defy
traditional notions of beauty. Wheat will
have a solo exhibition with Shulamit Nazar-
ian, Los Angeles in 2021.

Additional museum exhibitions include
Institute of Contemporary Art, Boston
(2013-14); deCordova Museum and Sculp-
ture Park (2013); and Torrance Art Museum
(2013). Wheat received the 2016 New York
NADA Artadia Award and the 2019 North-
ern Trust Purchase Prize at EXPO Chicago.
Wheat’s work is in the permanent collec-
tions of the Dallas Museum of Art, Texas;
de Young Museum, San Francisco, CA;
Peréz Art Museum Miami; The Henry Art
Gallery at the University of Washington,
Seattle; The Mint Museum, Charlotte, NC
and the Speed Art Museum in Louisville,
Kentucky.

The Asheville Art Museum in Asheville,
NC, is presenting Question Bridge: Black
Males, a three-hour documentary-styled art
installation, on view through Mar. 15,2021.

This innovative transmedia project facili-
tates a dialogue between Black men from
diverse and contending backgrounds, and
creates a platform for them to represent and
redefine Black male identity in America.

Question Bridge: Black Males is a
project that explores critically challenging
issues within the African American male
community by instigating a transmedia
conversation among Black men across
geographic, economic, generational, educa-
tional, and social strata of American society.
Question Bridge provides a safe setting for
necessary, honest expression and healing
dialogue on themes that divide, unite, and
puzzle Black males today in the United
States.

The exhibition originated in 1996,
when artist Chris Johnson (born 1948) was
looking for a way to use new-media art to
generate meaningful conversation around
class and generational divisions within San
Diego’s African American community.
Mediated through the lens of a video cam-
era, 10 members of the Black community
were provided a format to openly express
their deeply felt beliefs and values through
candid question-and-answer exchanges.
None of the questions or answers were
prompted. Over the course of four years,
Johnson, along with fellow artists Hank
Willis Thomas (born 1976), Bayeté Ross
Smith (born 1976), and Kamal Sinclair
(born 1976), traveled the nation collecting
questions and answers from over 150 Black
men in eight cities (New York, Chicago,
Oakland, San Francisco, Birmingham,
Atlanta, New Orleans, and Philadelphia)
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that comprise a video catalog of 1,500 ex-
changes. Within this extended community,
surprising insights and new possibilities for
witnessing our common humanity emerge.

“At a time when our awareness of the
importance of equity is heightened - both
locally and nationally - the Asheville Art
Museum is excited to present Question
Bridge: Black Males,” says Whitney Rich-
ardson, associate curator. “By showing this
conversational and stream-of-consciousness
style video-art installation, the Museum
hopes that the words of the individuals
within it will encourage meaningful discus-
sions regarding the need in our society to
have respect for and support the dignity of
people of color. This artwork beautifully
illustrates the multidimensionality of Black
males’ lived experiences.”

Question Bridge: Black Males was cre-
ated by Chris Johnson, Hank Willis Thom-
as, Bayeté Ross Smith, and Kamal Sinclair.
The executive producers are Delroy Lindo,
Deborah Willis, and Jesse Williams. The
post-production producer is Will Sylvester,
and the supervising story producer is Rosa
White.

“This is a critical period in history for
the African American community. In recent
years, many have been able to transcend
racial, cultural, and economic boundaries
while others have found themselves increas-
ingly confined to the margins of society.
African American men are particularly chal-
lenged by this paradox. A Black man was
the president of the United States, yet Black
men are still severely overrepresented in
incarceration and high-school dropout rates,
and suffer disproportionately from various
preventable health risks and as victims of
homicide”.

“The representation and depiction of
Black males in popular culture has long
been governed by prevailing stereotyped
attitudes about race and sexuality. Far too
little is known about the range of internal
values and dynamics of this group. Scien-
tists, social scientists, theorists, historians,
politicians, and activists have investigated
the plight of the African American male on
various levels and from diverse perspec-
tives, yet not enough has been done to rep-

“Question Bridge: Black Males opens a
window onto the complex and often unspo-
ken dialogue among African American men,
creating an intimate and essentially genuine
experience for viewers and subjects and
providing new opportunities for understand-
ing and healing.

Sleight of Hand brings together eleven
works by six contemporary artists of color
working in ceramics who use humor as a
tool to navigate a range of pressing so-
cial issues. For these artists, humor is not
merely an aesthetic choice; it is also a tool
of resistance, resilience, and healing. The
deliberate use of humor in ceramics traces
back to the 1950s and 1960s Bay Area Funk
art. However, in recent years, a younger and
far more diverse generation of artists has
revitalized this artistic strategy. This exhibi-
tion highlights this critical shift in the field
of ceramics through the lens of artists of
color. While the exhibition focuses on clay,
the objects on display point to an expanded
field that moves beyond sculpture to include
video and paintings featuring ceramics.

Studio Tour In Seagrove, NC, Takes
Place - Nov. 20-22, 2020

The largest concentration of working
potters in the USA pivots during Covid to
replace their biggest festival of the year with
a safe alternative. Thirty pottery shops and
almost 100 ceramic artists will come to-
gether for the Celebration of Seagrove Pot-
ters Studio Tour on Nov. 20-22, 2020, from
10am-5pm. In its 13th year, the Celebration
of Seagrove Potters is the largest sales and
collector event of the year. Traditionally,
all of the potters gather under one roof for
the show. This year, each shop will open its
gallery to the public for one of the state’s
largest gallery crawls.

Seagrove pottery includes functional table-
ware, home décor, art pieces, and large-
scale works. Guests can find examples of
raku, crystalline, stoneware, salt-glaze, and
wood, pit, or kiln-fired pieces.

The Seagrove Pottery tradition dates
back to the 18th century, including the
establishment of the renowned Jugtown
Pottery in 1917. Potters continue the tradi-
tion in their families, some for more than
nine generations. Today, more than 75
shops, galleries and studios dot the pastoral
countryside along Hwy. 705, also known as
Pottery Highway.

“Seagrove is a mecca visited by pot-

University of North Carolina @ Greenshoro
Features Works From Its Collectlon

The University of North Carolina @
Greensboro in Greensboro, NC, is present-
ing Ties that Bind: Selections from the
Collection, on view at the Weatherspoon Art
Museum, through Feb. 14,2021.

John Fawcett wrote a hymn on the theme
in 1800, “blest be the tie that binds.” Bruce
Springsteen took a different approach in an
eponymous song popular in 1980, singing
“you don’t want nothin’, don’t need no one
by your side/You’re walkin’ tough baby,
but you’re walkin’ blind/To the ties that
bind.” Whether entwined in fellowship with
kindred spirits or stretched to the point of
breaking, the ties that bind us to one another
are often some of the most significant mark-
ers in our lives. Ties that Bind explores the
various types of relationships that define,
brighten, inspire, or perhaps even challenge
us on a daily basis.

The exhibition includes works from the
Weatherspoon’s collection by, among many
others: Janine Antoni, Benny Andrews, Di-
ane Arbus, Romare Bearden, Jean Charlot,
David Hass, Nan Goldin, Alex Katz, Nikki
Lee, Malcolm Morley, Fairfield Porter,
Charlie Roberts, Vibeke Tandberg, and
Marion Post Wolcott. The works explore fa-
milial relationships, be they between mother
and child or self-identified families, and less
fixed, but equally important ties—to lovers,
friends, and even objects. And, because
life can be arduous at times, the tension,
separateness, and alienation that result from
unhealthy ties or from a lack of connection
are also considered.

The exhibition is on display at a time
when we are (re)examining our relation-
ships with one other, particularly friends
and family who we can and cannot spend
time with due to the global pandemic. The
artworks prompt viewers to contemplate the
people and things that might be important
to their mental and emotional health and
why. In short, who brings comfort and joy
to our lives and who are we separated from
by distance, if not love? Images like Benny
Andrews’ Two Women with Two Children
(1971) and Nan Goldin’s Bruce’s mirror.
Portland, Maine (1996) offer alternative
definitions of “family.” Other images,
particularly Malcolm Morley’s Beach
Scene (1969) and David Haas’ more recent
Carousel, Copenhagen (2019) celebrate
moments of shared pleasure, while early
twentieth-century artists Jean Charlot and

Marion Post Wolcott highlighted families
working together for the common good.
The separateness and alienation that can
result from unhealthy ties or from a lack of
connection are apparent in Vibeke Tand-
berg’s and Nikki Lee’s photographs, Living
Together #6 (1996) and Part (37) (2002), as
well as Charlie Roberts’ drawing, Possible
Heads (2010).

As we navigate through the upheavals of
2020, Ties that Bind offers some opportuni-
ties to think about how we live, love, and
relate to one another during these challeng-
ing times and conditions.

ferent media and from different time periods
spanning the Bronze Age to the present.
Clouds have long held a significant place
in human imagination and thought. Clouds
elude straightforward perceptual and sym-
bolic identification. The diversity of forms
continued on Page 29
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of clouds in Asian arts can therefore raise
questions about “clouding,” asking viewers
to consider the significance of the invisible,
the indeterminate, and the in-between.

Clouds are present as decorative and
symbolic motifs, framing devices, compo-
sitional strategies in landscape painting, and
as color. Ceramic surfaces can derive from
the fire-driven cloud of ash and carbon in
the kiln and even calligraphy, ink painting’s
conceptual twin, can invoke the metaphor
and analogy of clouds. These themes are
explored with some forty works from the
Ackland’s distinguished collection of Asian
art, including screens, scrolls, ceramics,
lacquer, and metalwork. The selection of
light-sensitive works will change every
three months.

A final section of the installation will
present a collaborative contemporary
work: an abstract ink painting by Ming Ren
(American, b. 1956) installed opposite an
interactive projection responding in real
time to the viewers of the painting, designed
by computer scientist and artificial intel-
ligence pioneer Hansong Zhang (Chinese,
b. 1969), who received his PhD from the
University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill
in 1998.

Gibbes Museum of Art, 135 Meeting Street,
Charleston. Galleries Two & Three, Through
June 27, 2021 - "Charleston Collects: Devotion
and Fantasy, Witchcraft and the World’s End".
This selection of paintings and prints from a
major, private, Charleston collection of Northern
Renaissance art introduces a world of intensely,
and sometimes disturbingly, vivid imagery that
speaks to uncertainties of the period and remains
relevant today. This exhibition is a selection of art
curated by Lawrence Goedde, Ph.D., professor
of art history at the University of Virginia. The col-
lection, which is comprised of objects created in
the Low Countries and Germany between 1440
and 1590, showcases a world of contradictions
and unease—whether the subject is a troubled
Virgin Mary contemplating her young son, or a
menacing group of malevolent figures inspired by
Hieronymus Bosch, or Albrecht Diirer’s famous
scenes from Revelations. In the turbulent era of
the Renaissance and beginning of the Refor-
mation in Northern Europe, patrons found their
hopes, desires and anxieties mirrored in these
artistic images, further inspiring pious beliefs

or depicting fantastic visions of good and evil.
Gallery 8, Through Jan. 10, 2021 - "Building a
Legacy: The Vibrant Vision Collection of Jona-
than Green and Richard Weedman". Over the
past forty years, acclaimed artist Jonathan Green
and his partner and studio director, Richard
Weedman, have amassed an astonishing col-
lection of nearly 1,300 paintings, sculpture, and
works on paper. The exhibition presents a selec-
tion of forty-nine works of art from this significant
private collection, offering a rare glimpse at the
couple’s aesthetic interests and the artistic inspi-
ration behind Green’s own artwork. Gallery 9,
Through Jan. 10, 2021 - "A Return to the Grand
Tour: Micromosaic Jewels from the Collection of
Elizabeth Locke". Micromosaics arrived at their
height of pictorial perfection from the late 18th to
the mid 19th centuries. These exquisitely crafted
plaques, which contain up to 1,400 delicately
shaded tiles of glass per square inch, were sold
to travelers on their Grand Tour through ltaly.
Made into jewelry, boxes, and paper weights and
sold as easily carried mementoes, micromosaics
passed out of fashion toward the end of the 19th
century and are now a lost art. This exhibition
features 92 brilliant examples from the private
collection of Elizabeth Locke. Galleries 1, 4,

and 5, Permanent Exhibition - "18th and 19th
Century American Paintings and Sculpture".
American paintings, from colonial portraits to
Civil War-era landscapes, occupy the Gibbes
Main Gallery. Portraits of leading political, social,
and military figures include works by Jeremiah
Theus, Henry Benbridge, Benjamin West, Gilbert
Stuart, Thomas Sully and Samuel F.B. Morse.
The gallery also features landscape and genre
scenes by Angelica Kaufmann, Louis Mignot,
Eastman Johnson, Conrad Wise Chapman, and
William Aiken Walker. The paintings collection

is complemented by examples of neoclassical
sculpture on view in the Campbell Rotunda, and
decorative art objects on loan from the Rivers
Collection. Gallery 5, Permanent Exhibition -
"Miniature Portraits". The first American miniature
portraits were painted in Charleston, and today
the Gibbes is home to one of the most prestigious
portrait miniature collections in the United States.
Containing more than six hundred objects, the
collection spans nearly two hundred years and
represents the work of over a hundred artists.
Small enough to fit in the palm of the hand, these
tiny portraits were treasured remembrances

of loved ones in the age before photography.
Presented in state-of-the-art display cases, and
in viewable storage drawers featured miniatures
include works by Mary Roberts, Jeremiah Theus,
Henry Benbridge, Charles Wilson Peale, Pierre
Henri, Edward Greene Malbone, George Engle-
heart, and Charles Fraser. Gallery 6, Permanent
Exhibition - "20th Century American Regional-
ism and the Charleston Renaissance". At the turn
of the twentieth century, American artists looked
to their European counterparts and beyond as
they developed identifiably American artistic
movements. Two particularly strong influences
during this time period were French Impression-
ism and Japanese woodblock prints. Another
prevailing theme during this period was the grow-
ing interest in American subject matter. American
regionalism and social realism played important
roles in the development of art in Charleston,
which flourished as a destination for artists, par-
ticularly during the years of 1915 to 1945 a period
now known as the Charleston Renaissance.
Gallery 7, Permanent Exhibition - "Modern

and Contemporary". Modern and contemporary
artin America encompasses a wide range of
styles, subject matter, and media. As a whole, the
diversity of modern and contemporary art reflects
the rich and varied heritage of our nation and

the lowcountry region. Works in this gallery were
created over the past forty years by artists who
are native to the area, who have worked here, or
who have created objects that reflect the complex
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story of the region. The works are grouped to
reflect several themes including the southern
landscape, the human figure, abstraction, and
the legacy of slavery in America.

Renaissance". The Charleston Renaissance
Movement was a cultural renewal that brought
a diverse group of people together to improve
and preserve the city through artistic expres-
sion. Artists, musicians, architects, writers and
photographers participated in organizations
such as the Charleston Etchers’ Club, the Jen-
kins Orphanage Band and the Poetry Society
of South Carolina, to communicate Charles-
ton’s past through art. Ongoing - "Becoming
Americans: Charleston in the Revolutionary
War". Charleston played a critical role in the
Revolutionary War. South Carolina was the
wealthiest of the thirteen rebellious colonies
and Charleston was its key port to maintain
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its trade with the outside world. The British
would make three attempts against the city
during the Revolutionary War. Their defeat at
the Battle of Sullivan’s Island on June 28, 1776
was a crucial patriot victory, which convinced
many that independence could be achieved.
The Siege of Charleston, meanwhile, was the
longest siege of the Revolutionary War and the
largest battle in South Carolina. These events
and others are chronicled in the new exhibit,
which will also features artifacts and period
images that have not been exhibited at the
Museum before.

that Bind: Selections from the Collection". John
