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Stevens, curated by Michael Manes. A recep-
tion will be held on Sept. 15, beginning at 5pm. 
Will Henry Stevens’ life (1881-1949) began and 
ended in a small riverboat community along the 
Ohio River, but the years between spent in New 
Orleans and Western North Carolina were de-
fined by his tireless pursuit of a visual language 
for his vast creative energy.  His enduring curi-
osity about the natural world, and his belief that 
there was a purpose – a design – in nature, led 
him effortlessly between representational and 
abstraction as he freely adjusted both style and 
medium to convey nature’s essence.
