And to
top it all off, 4 days before the hurricane hit,
Freeman was diagnosed with Dementia.

The City of North Charleston’s Cultural
Arts Department is pleased to announce
concurrent exhibitions of mixed media
works by Meg Homeier (Johns Island, SC)
and Visceral Home (Charleston, SC) which
will be on display at Park Circle Gallery,
through Nov. 30,2024.
