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The Charleston Museum in Charleston, SC,
Has Expanded Its Permanent Gallery with
Addition of an Exhibit Which Highlights SC
History - Reconstruction to the 21st Century

The Charleston Museum is pleased to
announce a major update to its perma-
nent galleries entitled Beyond the Ashes:
The Lowcountry’s New Beginnings. The
new exhibition will explore major events
in South Carolina Lowcountry history,
from the Reconstruction era immediately
after the Civil War to the 21st century.
The exhibit will cover topics including
the political and social changes that took
place in the wake of the Civil War, the
Jim Crow era, the Earthquake of 1886, the
Charleston Renaissance, the transforma-
tion of Charleston in the 20th century, the
impact of the World Wars on the area, and
the Civil Rights movement.

Notable objects from the Museum’s
collections to be showcased in this new
gallery include: a church pew crafted by
enslaved people and used by them when
free; a red shirt and a dagger from the
violence that took place in South Carolina
during the Reconstruction era; the piano
on which legendary American composer
and pianist George Gershwin created his
iconic opera, Porgy & Bess; uniforms and
equipment from both of the World Wars;
and important objects and images related
to the local Civil Rights movement.

The Museum is pleased to collaborate
with Dr. Millicent Brown, a living legend
in her own right, in the curation of the
Civil Rights exhibit. A trailblazer who
played a pivotal role in the desegrega-
tion of South Carolina public schools in
1963 and was one of the first 11 students
to integrate Charleston public schools,
Dr. Brown’s narrative adds an important
layer of authenticity to this immersive
experience. Dr. Brown is a retired Ph.D.
in history, the author of Another Sojourner
Looking for Truth: My Journey from Civil
Rights to Black Power and Beyond, and
she regularly consults with museums and
historic sites concerning African American
history.

“Beyond the Ashes: The Lowcountry’s
New Beginning is not just an exhibition;

it’s an immersive journey, a fusion of
artifacts and narratives that will transport
visitors through the dark struggles and
eventual triumphs of the Lowcountry’s
captivating history,” said Carl Borick,
Director of The Charleston Museum.
“With the completion of the exhibit, we
are pleased to offer a comprehensive story
of the Lowcountry from Native Peoples to
the present to local residents and travelers
alike.”

The Charleston Museum in Charleston,
SC, Offers Exhibition Focused on
Fashions From the Collection

The Charleston Museum in Charleston,
SC,is presenting Lovely & Lethal: Killer
Fashions from the Collection, on view in
the Textile Gallery through Apr. 20, 2025.

Are these pieces a la mode or just ma-
cabre? Discover the consequences of style,
from clothing that could kill to accessories
made out of endangered animals. These
everyday objects can be part of some of the
most exhilarating, intimate, or horrifying
moments of our lives. Along with appreciat-
ing the outward appearance and the inherent
beauty of these materials, it is crucial to
question the deeper physical impact that
fashion has on wearers’ bodies, workers’
lives, and the natural world, both animal
and environmental.

The first section of this exhibition will
demonstrate the negative impacts of un-
regulated materials, and how the bodies of
consumers are adversely affected by trends
in society.

The next section will address work-
ers in the fashion and textile industries,
including advances in labor protections
and the backslide caused by fast fashion.
Finally, the impact of fashion on the natural
environment will be shown through paired
examples of garments and accessories with
specimens from the museum’s Natural His-
tory Collections.

Based on the scholarship of Dr. Alison
Mathews David, author of Fashion Victims:
The Dangers of Dress Past and Present,
this exhibition explores fearsome fashions,

sinister styles, and terrifying trends from the
past, the present, and the future.

Founded in 1773 and commonly re-
garded as “America’s First Museum,” The
Charleston Museum is a 501(c)(3) nonprofit
organization, accredited by the American
Alliance of Museums. Inspired in part by
the creation of the British Museum, the
Museum was established by the Charleston
Library Society on the eve of the American
Revolution and its early history was char-
acterized by association with distinguished
South Carolinians and scientific figures
including Charles Cotesworth Pinckney,
Thomas Heyward, Jr., Reverend John Bach-
man and John J. Audubon. The Museum
continued to develop prominent collections
of ethnological and zoological specimens,
which Harvard scientist Louis Aggasiz
declared in 1852 to be among the finest
in America. Operations were temporarily
suspended due to the Civil War, but began
again shortly afterward. Progressively
acquired since the late 18th century, the
Museum’s collections now represent the
most comprehensive assemblage of South
Carolina materials in the nation. Focusing
on the South Carolina Lowcountry, modern
collecting emphases include natural history,
historical material culture and both docu-
mentary and photographic resources.

Our October issue was at
our printer, but it didn’t make it through as
Hugo said, “Stop The Presses!”.

So, I contacted Dennis Ray, Publisher/
Editor of “Rapid River Magazine”, by
e-mail hoping he might see that e-mail
eventually and take us up on our offer to
link “Rapid River Magazine” on our web-
site at (www.carolinaarts.com) - the online
version and promote it in social media.
Well, I didn’t hear anything at first but after
a few days passed, Ray said he would like
that, but he had some revisions to do. I wish
I had time to do some revisions myself. Our
October 2024 issue was our biggest ever, as
it was full of info about exhibitions about to
take place in Upstate SC and Western NC,
as well as other parts of the Carolinas.

But, by the time we launched on the
evening of Sept. 30, most of those events
were wiped out by Hurricane Helene. Well,
we now have that link so you can down-
load a copy of “Rapid River Magazine’s”
Nov. 2024 issue - a good reflection of
what happened in WNC and Asheville and
what’s going on now and in the future. It’s a
horrible situation, but like Charleston after
Hugo - WNC and Asheville will returned
to being a major arts destination. With our
help, support and time.

‘What about artists and art organizations
in South Carolina? Well, most of the info
I’ve shared about recovery efforts has come
from North Carolina artists and art organi-
zations. As of this writing, I have received
nothing from those in charge of the arts in
South Carolina - the SC Arts Commission.
As usual, you have to go to them to get info
and all I found was this link (https:/www.
scartshub.com/responding-to-helene/). I
didn’t see much info there where they were
doing much to help the arts themselves.
Maybe I didn’t see what they are planning
to do, but they also never have anything
there to help folks in the commercial arts.

You would think they would contact
the only visual arts publication in South
Carolina to help provide info for artists, art
galleries, and arts groups, but then that’s
me. I’'m not surprised as they try to make it
as if “Carolina Arts” doesn’t exist. That’s
OK with me as we don’t need their hand-
outs with strings attached. Plus, we’re not a
non-profit (official status) but we would fit
the description better then many folks they
give funding to. We help people without
strings attached, whether they are for-profit
or non-profit.

Of course, the alternative to all this red
tape is for artists in these areas finding new
outlets for their work while they recover,
which survived this disaster or new art they
produce - either online or at other brick and
mortar facilities - commercial galleries or art
centers. That might be the faster way to put
money in your pocket.

During the COVID-19 Pandemic some
artists used a Facebook page to sell art at the
Artist Support Pledge Carolinas - Market-
place. On this page people bought and artists
sold discounted artwork made available by
artists in the Carolinas through the Artist
Support Pledge. Artists pledged to sell their
work for no more than $200. Once they
reached $1,000, they would spend $200 of
their own money on the artwork of another
artist. That seemed to work back then. Some
couldn’t post works fast enough before it
was sold.

Survivor’s Guilt

I’ve shared a lot of horrible videos and
photos of the disaster which took place in
Upstate SC and Western NC - one, to show
what happened there and two, to inspire
people who didn’t suffer damage to help
these folks out. At times I found myself
ignoring Facebook posts promoting other
events taking place in other areas of the
Carolinas. I even didn’t go to a few events
I'had planned to, because I didn’t want to
report about something while others were
suffering. It’s called survivor’s guilt. But
the visual art community can’t afford for me
to have that attitude while other artists, art
galleries, and arts organizations are going
forward with plans, which have been in the
making for months, if not years. So we’re
doing two things at once - going forward
and trying to help.

Help For A Supporter

One of our supporters in WNC was hit
very badly by Hurricane Helene and other
circumstances. Maggie and Freeman Jones
run Turtle Island Pottery, located in the

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City of North Charleston, SC,
Features Works by Meg Homeier
and Taylor & Connor Robinson

The City of North Charleston’s Cultural
Arts Department is pleased to announce
concurrent exhibitions of mixed media
works by Meg Homeier (Johns Island, SC)
and Visceral Home (Charleston, SC) which
will be on display at Park Circle Gallery,
through Nov. 30,2024.

A LOWCOUNTRY NATIVE RUNNING FOR 9TH CIRCUIT SOLICITOR

David Osborne is running to protect
our families by putting violent crimi-
nals in prison and seeking justice for
their victims in Charleston and
Berkeley Counties. As our new solicitor,
David will make the safety of our
families his top priority

He is a skilled professional prosecutor
who has successfully tried and con-
victed numerous violent criminals for
the last decade.

Just since 2021, David has successfully tried 23 murder warrants to guilty
verdicts as a prosecutor in a neighboring circuit. At the same time, the entire 9th
Circuit tried only four murder warrants to guilty verdicts, despite being the
largest circuit in the state.

David started his career in New
Orleans where he patrolled some of the
most dangerous streets in America.

In 2002, he moved back home to join
the Charleston Police Department,
quickly moving up the ranks and
advancing to the Violent Crimes Unit
where he solved numerous high profile
murder cases in the city.

In 2018, we began our partnership with student bodies and witnessed firsthand how even
small engagements can bring big results. In part thanks to our voter registration and GOTV
efforts, the student voter turnout at CalArts (California Institute for the Arts) increased by
43.8% from the previous midterm election, helping to flip two red Congressional districts

blue.

In 2020, we took our efforts nationwide. We forged partnerships with art schools through-
out the country with the goal of inspiring students to vote through a series of hugely popular
online artist talks with internationally renowned artists including Laura Owens, Christina
Qiarles Lauren Halsey, Amir Fallah, and Ruben Ochoa. We used our online platform to
encourage civic engagement and provided students with practical information about how,
why, and where to vote.

Artists 4 Democracy has also built expansive and ongoing partnerships with grassroots
organizations across the country, including ADVICE, Walk the Walk, Phone Banking with
Artists, Swing Left, and Vote Nevada.

As we approach the elections of 2024, we do so with a renewed sense of urgency. The push
for anti-democratic legislation at the local and state level, paired with the rollback of per-
sonal freedoms and privacy laws surrounding abortion, make it even more imperative that
we mobilize people, especially young folks and first-time voters. This year, we are partnering
with colleges, universities, and community organizations in California, Nevada, and other
key states to get out the vote. Through hands-on art workshops, we combine voter educa-
tion with creative, engaging activities—everything from zine-making to tote bag stenciling.

As a multilateral network, the art community is uniquely poised to instigate change. Artists
have the potential to reach a broad section of people across the country, and share skills
suited to providing a creative approach to the pressing issues of climate change, income

and gender inequality, healthcare, criminal justice, and voting rights. Artists 4 Democracy
believes that by fostering this sense of empowerment in young artists, they will use their
creativity to become active forces for positive political and social change.

‘Ideation’ is the process or practice of
generating and developing ideas. I took
some metaphorical liberty with the concept,
viewing it through the language or lens of
the vanitas, to communicate this process
as a life cycle. Every day, countless new
ideas are generated, evaluated, refined, and
discarded - often with the arrival of new
insights. There is a fascinating beauty to
be found at every stage of this cycle, and I
hope viewers will enjoy exploring the sym-
bols and metaphors of each stage through-
out the piece.”

Waichulis added when asked about the
20 year celebration, “It is a distinct plea-
sure to have been able to exhibit under
the Robert Lange Studios Gallery (RLS)
banner over the past few years. Across two
memorable decades of operation, RLS has
cultivated an impressive roster of creatives
that continue to captivate and inspire. I have
been fortunate enough to work with many
esteemed gallerists thus far in my career,
and the projects I have worked on with
RLS will remain among some of my most
cherished exhibition experiences. They are
a true gem of the contemporary art world.”

Beck said of her painting Ghost in the
Machine, 1 rarely work on a scale this
large, as I typically prefer the intimacy of a
smaller picture plane. The size requirement
for this show posed a unique challenge: how
to evoke the same sense of intimacy within
a much larger format. I had a setup that had
been in limbo because I couldn’t find the
right space or surface to make it impactful
- an all-too-familiar struggle for me. When
the staff informed me about this show, it
became the perfect opportunity to explore
new possibilities for that setup, and Ghost in
the Machine was born.

Beck added about her relationship with
RLS, “Early in my journey as a painter, [
made a list of stretch-goal galleries that con-
sistently showcased creative realist work,
and RLS was one of the first to top that list.
I’'m honored to have had the opportunity
to exhibit alongside some of my longtime
heroes within these gallery walls over the
past few years. As a realist painter who
believes that humor, fun, and accessibility
are essential to my artistic voice, I feel a
deep connection with RLS Gallery and its
staff - they really ‘get’ me. It’s evident in
everything they do: the swing, the mini art
gallery, the hidden clever details, and the
sketchbooks for kids - it’s all pure magic.
Their professionalism, prompt communica-
tion, and commitment to community build-
ing are not just beneficial to the collectors
and art lovers they serve, but is also why
they are great to work with from the artist’s
perspective.”

Their early interest in
partnering with Furman on an exhibition
provided the catalyst for Found Family’s
conceptualization and development, and the
exhibition’s scope and reach is indebted to
the QAI’s publicity and network. Similarly,
my gratitude extends to the exhibition’s
Jurying Committee. Led by prominent local
Queer artist, Marty Epp-Carter, and ac-
companied by Rae Clark from the QAI and
Kylie Fisher from Furman’s Department of
Art, the Jury had the difficult task of select-
ing twenty-two artworks from an extremely
competitive pool of submissions. Many
deserving artworks could not be included.

Tales of turtles have played an impor-
tant role in the history of literature, art and
religion. In Asian art, the turtle symbolizes

heaven and earth; the shell a vaulted heaven

and the underside the flat disc of the earth.
For its significance as an emblem of the
cosmos, the carapace was used to inscribe
prognostications in oracle bone script in
ancient China.

Native American tribes hold the turtle as
a sacred creature, representing Unci Maka,
or Grandmother Earth. The patterns on its
shell reflect an annual calendar’s divisions
into months (the number of full moons in
ayear). In both Asia and Native America
the turtle also symbolizes steadfastness and
perseverance.

Work by Stephen Chesley
interpretation to the aesthetic and spiritual
significance of the turtle in art and creative
writing. For some artists, the carapace be-
comes an ovoid canvas for design, with its
pleasing contours and geometric divisions.
Others use the turtle shell itself as a found
object that integrates an element of nature
into man-made constructions, adding a note
of pathos in the lost body as symbolic for
the ephemeral nature of life.

This exhibition is a glimpse into the un-

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conventional mixed media art of folk, self-
taught, and community-trained artists from
the American South. While many of these
artists never intended for their creations to
fill the walls of galleries and museums, their
talent, long overlooked by the mainstream
art world, was noticed by Asheville- and
St. Simon’s Island-based artist and collec-
tor Randy Siegel. His collection, as seen
in this exhibition, showcases various ways
in which artists interpret and express the
unique culture of their Southern communi-
ties.

Deeply rooted in African diasporic
traditions, the artworks on view convey
a heterogenous Southern culture through
both materiality and subject matter. The
varied materials used - textiles, tin, house-
hold items, and wood - are as integral to the
works as the stories they tell about family,
religion, local gatherings, and fluid expres-
sions of Southern identity. Found objects
and everyday materials become extraor-
dinary, imbued with the artists’ personal
visions, idiosyncratic iconographies, and
diverse heritages, once illegible to orthodox
“high art” institutions. While some of the
makers included in the exhibition have been
referred to as “outsider artists,” the central
theme of community present in their works
belies this designation, prompting viewers
to ask how outsider and insider status shifts
depending on who is looking, and where.

The majority of the objects in the exhibi-
tion were chosen from the Siegel collec-
tion by students in Dr. Gillian Young’s
History of African American Art course in
the Spring of 2024. Students in this course

Artists of The Arts Students League in NY

Wofford College in Spartanburg, SC, is
presenting The League of Extraordinary
Artists: The Art Students League of New
York and Its Impact on Southern Art Pre-
sented by the Johnson Collection, on view
in the Richardson Family Art Museum in
the Rosalind Sallenger Richardson Center
for the Arts, through Dec. 13,2024.

Since its inception 150 years ago, the Art
Students League of New York has been a
leader in defining and nurturing American
art. Many of the country’s brightest lumi-
naries have been formed in its Manhattan
halls, and it remains a prestigious proving-
ground for artists. Eschewing formal
degrees or a standardized curriculum, the
Art Students League instead employs the
classical atelier method, where instructors
mentor and collaborate with students in
small studio groups.

Artists with ties to the American South
have been pivotal in building the brand,
the reach, and the reputation of the Art
Students League. For example, at a time
when formal arts instruction was largely
barred to artists of color in the South, North
Carolina-born Charles Alston sought artistic
freedom in New York, becoming a pioneer
of the Harlem Renaissance and the first
African-American instructor at the League.
Reciprocally, the imprimatur of the League
helped propel the careers of many practitio-
ners, who in turn established their own art
institutes and academic departments across
the American South.

Edmund Yaghjian, for example, who was
first a student and then an instructor at the
League, eventually migrated to the South to
become the longtime chair of the art depart-
ment at the University of South Carolina,
Columbia, bringing from New York the
sensibilities of celebrating local vernacular
to our region.

Spanning a period nearly as long as the
life of the League itself, the twenty-five
paintings featured here - selected from

among the hundreds of League-related
works in The Johnson Collection - celebrate
the legacy of the Art Students League and
the dynamic exchange it has historically
facilitated between Northern and Southern
art communities. This exhibition offers a
cross-section of the diversity, longevity, and
reach not only of the Art Students League
but more broadly of the extraordinary im-
pact of American art.

The Artists Collective | Spartanburg, in
Spartanburg, SC, will present Andy’s Gone
Native: Art Based on Native American Shell
Carving, featuring works by Andy Donnan,
on view in Gallery III, from Nov. 5 - 30,
2024. Areception will be held on Nov.

21, from 5-8pm, as part of the Spartanburg
ArtWalk.

Upstate artist Andy Donnan is using his
acrylic paintings to interpret shell carvings
from Native Americans in the hopes of
reminding us “that complex societies are
fleeting.

The 20 pieces in the show will be offered
for purchase with prices ranging from $150
to $300. All profits from the sale of art-
works will be donated to the Osage Nation
Foundation.

“Lack of compassion can wipe out
societies and then we can forget them
over time, this should never happen,” says
Donnan, a native of Frederick, MD, and
a retired board-certified physician assis-
tant. “This exhibition is in a different style
than my usual work. It is based mostly on
indigenous shell carving from Arkansas
and Mississippi. Most of the shell carvings
were done on conch shells and depicted
important moments, images and people in
their society. The carvings had no color;
therefore, the color was my interpretation.
Spiro mound artifacts were incomplete due
to their being looted from 1933 to 1935 by
treasure hunters. These paintings are based
on preserved artifacts at the University of
Arkansas.”

Donnan says he hopes viewers of the
show will “reflect on the terrible looting
that occurred. This site was considered
one of the worst archaeological tragedies
in history, and many people do not know
about it.”

Donnan became inspired to create the
works by his son, an archeologist. “When
he showed me the carving at the Univer-
sity of Arkansas from this society dating
to about 1000 C.E. and the fact that theirs

was a complex society I was in awe. I want
people to come away with a sense that there
was a complex society that came before us
and that art, carvings and spirituality were
important to them.”

Donnan adds, “Art is a way to escape
the daily slog that we all walk through. Art
gives us a chance to look into our past, both
good and bad, and express the way we feel
about it. When viewing art, it should arouse
something within us, hopefully challenging
or encouraging to us. Art should have an
effect on our walk through life and the way
we perceive life.”

Donnan is a self-taught artist who began
painting in the early 1990s. He has been a
member of the Artists Collective | Spartan-
burg since 2017. His art was accepted by
the Albany Artist Guild Juried Show and
the Spartanburg Library Show. This is his
third exhibition at ACS. He and his wife,
Sarah, maintain the Collective’s grounds
and flowers.

“I’m excited about showing at the Col-

When North Carolina artist Robyn Craw-
ford began creating works for her upcoming
exhibition at the Artists Collective | Spar-
tanburg, Sea Goddesses: Divas of the Deep,
she wanted viewers to explore connections
“between humanity and the sea.”

Since the devastation caused by Hur-
ricane Helene on Sept. 27, the exhibition
has taken on a much deeper meaning as she
saw neighbors lose so much. Her own home
was flooded, and she lost a body of work as
floods washed away the gallery in which it
was housed in Asheville.

“The destruction and loss of life in
this region has been immeasurable,” says
Crawford, who lives in Hendersonville,
NC. “People are still missing. My home
flooded, and I had a body of work that was
represented in a gallery in the River Arts
District in Asheville. It was completely lost.
Covered in toxic mud or washed down the
river. This gallery also housed a classroom
where I did quite a bit of my teaching. It has
been devastating in so many ways.”

“The irony of me working on a show of
water deities when so much of my work
and livelihood were just destroyed by water
is not lost on me,” she adds. “I think water
needs to be honored and respected now
more than ever.”

Crawford will host an artist’s recep-
tion from 4-8pm, on Nov. 14, during the
Collective’s Holiday Artisan Market. She
will be on hand to discuss her work. She
also will have a special 8x10 matted print,
“Shared Love,” for sale for $35. The origi-
nal, produced for her two-person exhibit in
February in Spartanburg, was destroyed in
the Asheville gallery flood.

“I will use the proceeds to help rebuild
my body of work as well as to rejoin the
River Arts District Artists Association and
stay a part of a community that needs to
rebuild itself,” she says.

A second artist’s reception will be held
from 5-8pm, on Nov. 21, as part of Spartan-
burg ArtWalk. The receptions and exhibi-
tion viewing are free and open to the public.
The 20 pieces in the show will be offered
for purchase with prices ranging from $20
to $2,200.

“By weaving together stories from
various traditions, this exhibition celebrates
both cultural diversity and shared human
experiences,” says Crawford, gallery man-
ager and vice president of the Art League
of Henderson County. “The use of radiant,
translucent materials highlights the mysti-
cism, depth and ethereal beauty of these

deities, offering an abstract interpretation of
ancient legends.

“Through these artworks, I invite you to
explore the connection between humanity
and the sea and honor the timeless role of
water goddesses as guardians of life, trans-
formation and renewal,” she continues.

“The sea has long symbolized journeys —
both physical and spiritual,” Crawford says.
“From ancient sailors exploring unknown
lands to modern metaphors of personal
growth, the sea represents the journey to
self-discovery, spiritual awakening and
transformation. It invites us to venture
beyond our comfort zones into new realms
of understanding.”

“This exhibit brings to life the powerful
and enchanting sea goddesses from cultures
around the world, symbolizing the univer-
sal reverence for water and its life-giving,
transformative power,” she adds. “Each
piece, crafted from crystals, glass, and resin,
reflects the interplay of strength and fragil-
ity, capturing the fluidity and brilliance of
the ocean.”

“My energetic wall sculptures can bring
a tranquil energy into any space.”

Crawford says her color palate for the
pieces in the exhibition “is definitely a wa-
tery one. Blues, greens, golds, turquoise and
silvers abound along with a lot of sparkle
and reflection. Each work is accompanied
by the background and story of each god-
dess and what stones and crystals highlight
her in the piece.”

She explains that she is “fascinated by
other cultures and loves learning about their
rituals and beliefs. Visitors will hopefully
learn something they didn’t know before
and appreciate these multicultural stories as
well. In many mythologies, the sea is linked
to goddesses and feminine deities, symbol-
izing fertility, creation and nurturing forces.
The sea gives and sustains life while also
possessing untamed power. This connec-
tion evokes a sense of reverence for nature’s
cyclical and generative forces, I hope others
will feel that, too.”

For Crawford, the exhibition is “an ongo-
ing exploration of creating goddesses in the
abstract using mixed media. This particular
series is the culmination of several months’
work. Each piece takes weeks to create
layer by layer. I have several pieces in pro-
cess at any given time.”

“My work is often described as mesmer-
izing and tranquil,” she adds. “Some can
feel the energy of the stones while others
just get lost in the reflection and sparkle.”

Crawford, a native of Newbury, MA,
says growing up on the coast of that state
gave her an appreciation of the sea. “The
beach has always been a magical, awesome

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place. When I started researching ‘God-
desses’ for an earlier solo show, I was drawn
to the water deities,” she says. “I knew it
was time to do the ‘deep dive’ and create a
body of work around these sovereigns of
the sea. The sea is ever-changing - calm one
moment, tempestuous the next - just like
life. Like waves, we face periods of calm
and turbulence, and the sea can teach us
resilience and adaptability.”

A mixed media artist who “is always
exploring and playing with multiple me-
diums and developing techniques of my
own,” Crawford says her current obses-
sions are a combination of acrylic, alcohol
inks, resin, stones, crystals and other found
objects. “My work celebrates the unique
beauty of color and combines the shimmer
and sparkle of crystals for an unforgettable
visual experience. I strive to create pieces
that evoke emotion, beauty and spirit. By
promoting the joy of exploration, I hope my
work will inspire the viewer to appreciate
the color and luminescence of crystals and
the elusive essence of the magic of light.”

Crawford studied at Emerson College,
Massachusetts College of Art and Rochester

Artists Collective

Institute of Technology’s School of Photo-
graphic Arts and Sciences. She has been a
mixed media artist, photographer, teacher
and creativity coach for over 30 years and
has exhibited work throughout the Caroli-
nas. She uses her own images, clay, acrylics,
mosaic, handmade papers, hot glass, metal,
resin, crystals and more to create intensely
colorful pieces of work that “connects her to
spirit,” she says.

“I am very excited to be given the op-
portunity to exhibit my work at the Artists
Collective | Spartanburg,” Crawford says.
“Being a member of the Collective is very
much like being in a big family of artists. It
is truly an organization of people helping
and supporting each other’s artistic journeys
in so many ways.”

Abstract expressionist painter, collag-
ist and printmaker, Robert Motherwell, is
widely known for his sweeping, gestural
mark-making.

He frequently wrote about the philosophy
that undergirded the entire abstract expres-
sionist movement, becoming a de facto
spokesperson for an unruly group of rebel-
lious artists in mid-20th century New York.
As aresult, he imparted many insights into
his creative motivations.

What is fascinating about Motherwell is
that his highly analytical mind never stunted

or constrained his creativity. Instead, he let
all of his intellectual strictures fall away
when he was making his work. Motherwell
stated, “Sometimes images may emerge
from some chord in my subconscious, the
way a dream might. Even in those paintings
where an image unconsciously develops, a
certain kind of experience is usually neces-
sary in order to perceive it.”

Signs of Mystery celebrates the enigma
that was Robert Motherwell, while demon-
strating that the greatest modes of expres-
sion can never be fully explained.

The University of South Carolina in
Columbia, SC, is presenting Unrequited
United, featuring works by Sophia Brueck-
ner, on view in McMaster Gallery, through
Dec. 6.2024.

Unrequited United explores the un-
expected emotional connections formed
through Amazon Kindle’s Popular High-
lights feature in romance novels. A passage
in an Amazon Kindle e-book becomes a
Popular Highlight after a certain number of
people independently highlight the same
passage, revealing shared moments of emo-
tional resonance. Contrary to expectations
that romance readers would highlight only
steamy scenes, the most popular highlights
often focus on themes of grief, loneliness,
and discontent - emotions rarely shared
openly on social media.

Since 2010, Brueckner has collected
thousands of these highlights, using over
100,000 individual selections to create
works that reflect the vulnerability and
empathy of readers. This project reveals an
anonymous, unintended social network of
collective support, offering a glimpse into
the potential for future social technologies
to foster meaningful connections.

Sophia Brueckner is a futurist artist/engi-
neer who researches how technology shapes
us. Inseparable from computers since the
age of two, she believes she is a cyborg. As
a software engineer at Google, she designed
and built products used by tens of millions.
At RISD and the MIT Media Lab, she
researched the simultaneously empowering
and controlling aspects of technology with a
focus on haptic and social interfaces.

Since 2011, Brueckner has taught Sci-Fi

fiction, extrapolative thinking, building
prototypes, and technology ethics.

Michael Cassidy delves into his experi-
ence as a parent of a trans daughter through
his paintings, using process as a means to
learn, understand, confront fear, and bear
witness to the journey. Animals become
his symbols for expressing the loneliness,
fragility, unpredictability, and vulnerability
inherent in this experience. His delicate oil
paintings, rich in depth and texture, expand
his artistic vocabulary, leaving the viewer
to appreciate the risks he takes with palette,
brushstrokes, and layers. Cassidy treats his
subjects with dignity and grace, capturing
the intricate details of their often hidden
lives.

The River Arts District (RAD) in
Asheville, NC, is emerging with resilience
and creativity after the impact of Hurricane
Helene. Despite facing significant chal-
lenges, local artists are rallying together to
rebuild their studios, restore their works,
and reinforce the community spirit that
defines this vibrant district.

Hurricane Helene brought unprecedented
rainfall and flooding to the area, damaging
80% of structures and displacing as many as
half of the artists. In the aftermath, the River
Arts District Association (RADA) has initi-
ated a comprehensive recovery plan aimed
at supporting affected artists and revitaliz-
ing the local arts scene.

Appalachian State University in
Boone, NC, Features Works
by Wendy Young

Appalachian State University in Boone,
NG, is presenting A Long and Slow Surren-
der: Wendy Young,on view in the Bickers
Gallery, at the Turchin Center for the Visual
Arts, through Dec. 7,2024.

Wendy Young never met a stranger; not
only does she have the ability to talk to
anyone anywhere about anything, most of
the people she meets open up to her as soon
as she introduces herself, inviting her into
their homes, studios, storefronts, and shops,
sharing their life stories on video, inviting
her to take their pictures — welcoming her
into their worlds.

The worlds Young is welcomed into
often clashes with one another, sometimes
violently, and yet this artist has the warmth
and willingness to hear multiple viewpoints,
even those she may disagree with. That
fearless openness has allowed the artist to
travel the Southern States for years.

Although she grew up near Pensacola,
FL, the artist now lives in the Southwest; for
years she has made an annual pilgrimage
back to the South, maintaining her relation-
ships with extended family, introducing her-
self to strangers, sharing meals and asking
questions — lots of personal questions. The
answers she gets and the pictures she makes
might make some viewers uncomfortable,
the context in which these narratives are
shown might make others equally uncom-
fortable. That’s the point. We need to cross
borders without guns, we need to listen to
one another in ways that are not polarizing,
even when we disagree. The personal is
definitely political but it should not lead
to neighborly violence, should not lead to
incivility, should not lead to insurrection.

One of the important roles that the arts
can play is to provide spaces and oppor-
tunities that reduce animosity and invite
respectfully creative dialogue. Rather
than ask ourselves, do I like this or that
artwork, what if we asked ourselves, what
am I looking at, what am I listening to, and
what might I learn from what I am seeing
or hearing? Why is this artist making this
artwork and why is it here in this gallery?
‘What is the subject matter and why might
it be important? Can I remain open to all
perspectives and viewpoints, even those
that challenge my beliefs long enough to
engage?

Art cannot solve all the problems rushing
us toward the end of the world as we know
it, or the polarizing impact of racial, gender,
social or economic injustice. Indeed, no
single discipline can solve these problems.
But by bringing art, education, science, eco-
nomics, and people together, it’s possible to
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discover what kinds of collaborative work-
ing practices help us find just and sustain-
able responses to complex problems. The
exhibitions at the Turchin Center bring vis-
ibility to issues confronting our world today
that create positive change for communities,
places, and creative imaginations around the
world. One of our goals is to provide insight
into artists’ creative concerns, wildest ideas,
inspired hopes, and waking dreams for the
immediate present and for the future.

Young offered the following Artist State-
ment, “It all started with a disagreement
with a friend. She stated vehemently that
all the Confederate Monuments needed to
come down. Now. Although I understand
the conflict that the monuments present, my
gut reaction was, “No damn Yankee is going
to tell me what to do with my statues!” As a
Southerner, I often felt that most Northern
attitudes toward the South were misconcep-
tions. Now I see those misconceptions have
dark truths behind them. I struggled with
that reaction because I have no real connec-
tion to these monuments.”

“Growing up in the deep South, my
Southern education led me to believe the
‘Lost Cause Myth,” which promotes States
Rights as the impetus for the Civil War.
Curious, I read the copies of the original
Letters of Secession from all the Southern
States. Yes, States Rights, Secession, and
Southern Heritage can be perceived in the
texts, but the core of these letters points
to the South’s pro-slavery beliefs and the
North’s objective of abolishing slavery as
the main reasons for conflict.

I am exploring my clash with my Southern
Heritage through these images of Confeder-
ate Monuments and the religious, racial, and
rural tensions that Southerners experience
living among them,” added Young.

Wendy Young is an artist and educator
currently living in Cerrillos, NM. In 1982,
Young was pursuing a career in music as
a French Horn major at the University
of Southern Mississippi. Her goal was to

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become a studio musician and play back-
ground music for cartoons. “Horn licks in
cartoons are spectacular.” When her parents
gave her an SLR camera that year for her
19th birthday, she put down her horn and
started making images. The artist notes,

“I was smitten by the amazing properties
of photography. The idea that I could aim
my camera at something or someone that
interested me, develop the film, make a
print, study the print, and learn from it still
captivates me after 41 years.”

Young has been involved in almost every
aspect of photography, including working
in local processing labs and photo supply
stores, owning her own commercial studio,
assisting other artists in printing their work,
and teaching photography at The College of
Santa Fe and Santa Fe University of Art and
Design.

In our Humble Components show, you’ll
see old and contemporary pieces represent-
ing various North Carolina traditions and
techniques: Native American pit-fired, slip-
decorated redware, salt-glazed, alkaline-
glazed, wood ash-glazed, Chinese blue,
crystalline, and chrome red, next to samples
of the humble components from which
some of those pieces were made.

Now, while pottery may be composed of
humble components, the process by which
each piece becomes a remarkable piece
of pottery is through the work of potters
- those artists and alchemists, if you will -
who combine those humble components

Alamance Arts in Graham, NC, will pres-
ent The Life and Art of Charles M. Schulz,
on view from Nov. 2 through Jan. 17,2025.
A preview opening event will be held on
Now. 1.

Charles Monroe Schulz brightened the
world for 50 years with his Peanuts comic
strip, which debuted Oct. 2, 1950. With
Snoopy, Charlie Brown, and the rest of the
lovable Peanuts gang, Schulz explored the
emotional territory of friendship, disap-
pointment, faith, and tolerance. He was an
artist and a storyteller who transformed im-
ages of everyday life into art that captured
the humor, vulnerability, and dignity of the
human spirit.

Through Peanuts, Schulz connected the
world with his drawings and stories. The
Life and Art of Charles M. Schulz explores
Schulz’s personal history and his role as the
sole inspiration and artistic talent behind
Peanuts and its unique cast of characters.
Schulz once proclaimed, “It seems beyond
the comprehension of people that someone
can be born to draw comic strips, but I think
Iwas.”

The exhibition follows Schulz from his
Minnesota roots to his life in California and
tracks the development of the characters
that make up the unique world of Peanuts.
Thirty Peanuts comic strips, Schulz quotes,

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and photographs illuminate the story
behind the creation of this most popular
and influential cartoon strip. Comic strips
by George Herriman (Krazy Kat), Milton
Caniff (Terry and the Pirates), and Elzie C.
Segar (Thimble Theatre Starring Popeye)
shed light on how these prominent cartoon-
ists influenced Schulz as a young artist and
reveal the contrast of Schulz’s drawing style
to the elaborately illustrated cartoons popu-
lar during the early 20th century.

“Comic strips are an art form: a means
of expressing an idea of a great truth in an
abbreviated space,” Schulz noted in 1985.
He was “master of the slight incident” and
broke new ground for newspaper cartoons
by using innovations such as Lucy’s psychi-
atric booth, Linus’ security blanket (a term
Schulz coined), Snoopy’s dog house, and
Schroeder’s music. He profoundly influ-
enced several generations of cartoonists
with his spare graphic style and subtle sense
of humor. “With intelligence, honesty, and
wonderfully expressive artwork, Charles
Schulz gave the comics a unique world
of humor, fantasy, warmth, and pain that
completely reconfigured the comic strip
landscape,” wrote Bill Watterson, creator of
Calvin and Hobbes, in 1989.

Schulz revolutionized the art of the com-
ic strip through his single-handed dedica-
tion to the art, wit, and wisdom of Peanuts.
For 50 years he researched, wrote, designed,
and drew each Peanuts strip that appeared
in daily and Sunday newspapers, producing
nearly 18,000 strips. From the comic strip’s
humble beginnings in 1950, appearing in
only seven newspapers, Peanuts’ popularity
and influence grew rapidly.

By 2000 it was the most successful
comic strip in newspaper history, appear-
ing in over 40 languages, in 75 countries, in
more than 2,600 newspapers, with over 355
million readers. The strip and its charac-
ters were also the inspiration for nearly 50
television specials, two plays, four movies,
a symphonic concerto, many books, and
thousands of licensed products. Peanuts
products became a billion-dollar worldwide
industry, and Schulz became the highest
paid, most widely read cartoonist in history.

Schulz officially retired in Dec. 1999
and always intended that the strip would
retire with him. On Feb. 12,2000, at age
77, just hours before the final Peanuts strip
appeared in Sunday newspapers, Charles
Schulz died at his home in Santa Rosa, CA.

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The next morning, tributes ran in newspa-
pers around the world, including one from
then-US President Bill Clinton in USA
Today: “The hopeful and hapless Charlie
Brown, the joyful Snoopy, the soulful Li-
nus, even the crabby Lucy, give voice, day
after day, to what makes us human.”

In the Feb. 28, 2000, edition of People
magazine, Rheta Grimsley Johnson, author
of the 1989 biography Good Grief: The
Story of Charles M. Schulz, observed, “He
showed there was a market for innocence.
People may be seduced by glitter, sopho-
moric stunts and shock radio, but deep
down we all yearn for something simple
and profound that will endure. He gave that
tous.”

History is the gateway to the future.
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Barton College in Wilson, NC,
Features Works by DaV1d Molesky

Barton College in Wilson, NC, is pre-
senting Figural Transitions: Masculinity
Jfrom Realism to Allegory, featuring works
by Artist-in-Residence David Molesky, on
view in the Barton Art Galleries, located in
the Case Art Building, located on the south-
east corner of the Barton College Campus,
near the intersection of Whitehead and Gold
Streets, through Nov. 22, 2024.

Molesky says, “Many of my earliest
paintings were self portraits. I looked at
my own figure, gesture, and body language
for evidence of my thoughts and feelings.
When I discovered that connection I ex-
pressed it through color and paint gestures.
For the last couple decades, I have created
narrative works inspired by dreams, memo-
ries, and direct observation. I start with my
personal experience and strive for composi-
tions that are universal. As the zeitgeist of
figurative art has fixated on identities, I've
found that representations of gender, race,
and body type can be distracting. In 2014, 1
was struck by the idea to paint a banana as a
stand-in for a human figure. A decade later,
I’ve made it the focus of my work. Bananas
are seemingly robust yet prone to bruising,
just like men. Because of these aspects as
well as the color and the shape of a banana,
they are an apt symbol to explore ideas
around masculinity.”

David Molesky (b.1977) is an artist
whose oil paintings explore our relation-
ship to the sublime forces of nature. He
is interested in the psychology behind the
creative process and experiences of awe,
as well as the magic of paint - how a goopy
amorphous substance can be transformed
into illusionistic images capable of arousing
empathy and contemplation.

Molesky’s paintings have been exhibited
throughout the United States and Europe
and form part of the permanent collections
of a number of public museums includ-
ing the Long Beach Museum of Art and
the Iloilo Museum of Contemporary Art,
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David Molesky working during his residency
Philippines. He is the recipient of artist
residencies awarded by the Morris Graves
Foundation, California; Fine Art Base, Cali-
fornia; the Fundacja Nakielska, Poland; and
the Akureyri Art Museum, Iceland. David’s
work has been featured in publications that
include The Washington Post, New Ameri-
can Painting, American Arts Quarterly, and
Hi-Fructose.

Molesky grew up on the East Coast and
began oil painting in his early teens. By the
time he set off to attend UC Berkeley, he’d
already made a few hundred paintings and
had a sold out solo-exhibition. At Berkeley,
he pursued both his passions for art and sci-
ence while attempting to view his painting
process through the lens of neurobiology.
After receiving his BA, Molesky made a
circuit of apprenticeships with artists whose
work drew from the rich history of the figu-
rative tradition.

In building his community of peers and
mentors, Molesky moved to San Fran-
cisco, Seattle, Monterey, Los Angeles, and
Europe, before returning to San Francisco
where he set up a studio in an antique prop
rental warehouse. In 2013, he moved to
NYC, eventually settling into a live/work
loft in East Williamsburg. The community
of artists he’d come to meet in the next
seven years deeply inspired and influenced
his evolution as a painter and became the

subject for a series of articles that he con-
tributed to Juxtapoz magazine.

At the end of 2020, Molesky traveled to
Iceland at the invitation of a prominent col-
lector. What was supposed to be a relatively
short visit turned into a six month adventure
as he was awarded several artist residency
programs. During this time of dedicated
focus, he further developed his “unfinished”
series. These paintings on linen bring a con-
temporary twist to the tradition of figurative
painting by remixing elements from Post-
Impressionist drawing with Baroque oil
techniques and composition. Through the
exposure of the various layers of his process
- even down to raw linen - the paintings

engage the viewer to fill in the gaps. The
visual result of the figure and background
appearing to share materiality reinforces
Molesky’s aim to depict states of elevated
oneness within their environments.

The galleries operate on a schedule,
which coincides with the Barton academic
year. Generally the galleries are open from
mid-August to mid-May and are occasion-
ally open for receptions and events during
the summer months.

Wil-
liam, Michael, Richard, Lamar, Clarence
and Pedro are all special members of my
art family. At various points they may have
been colleagues, students, or collaborators.
In every case, the thing that has most drawn
me to these artists is their incredible skills
as painters.”

“This exhibition invites viewers to
explore the relationships between fellow
artists, creating a harmonious voice about
humanity and vulnerability,” added Mclver.

Beverly Mclver is widely acknowledged
as a significant presence in contemporary
American art and has charted a new direc-
tion as a Black female artist.

She has accumulated more awards
and honors than many artists receive in a
lifetime, which she pays forward by teach-
ing younger generations about the power
of art and the hard work it takes to make it
a career. There are numerous artists today
who credit Mclver for their professional

achievements.

Mclver grew up in Greensboro, NC, as
one of three daughters - including her sister,
Renee, who has developmental disabilities
- of a single mother who worked multiple
domestic jobs to make ends meet. The art-
ist’s paintings are reminders to herself and
her audience of the journey she endured in
order to understand the many aspects that
collectively shape her identity. The images
are also powerful statements about larger
issues that affect and challenge everyone,
including stereotypes, self-acceptance, fam-
ily, otherness, illness, death and, ultimately,
freedom to express one’s individuality.

Mclver’s work can be found in the col-
lections of the National Portrait Gallery at
the Smithsonian, the North Carolina Muse-
um of Art, the Weatherspoon Art Museum,
the Baltimore Museum of Art, the Nelson
Fine Arts Center Art Museum at Arizona
State University, and the Mint Museum,
to name a few. Mclver is Professor of the
Practice in Studio Arts at Duke University,
and prior to this appointment, taught at Ari-
zona State University for 12 years. Recent
honors include a yearlong residency at the
American Academy in Rome, where she
was featured in Beverly Mclver e il colore
nero, a documentary for Italian television.

In 2017, Mclver received the lifetime
achievement award from the Anyone Can
Fly Foundation in a ceremony hosted by
Faith Ringgold. McIver was named one of
the “Top Ten in Painting” in Art in America
in 2011.

Raising Renee, a feature-length docu-
mentary film produced in association with
HBO by Academy Award-nominated and
award-winning filmmakers Steven Ascher
and Jeanne Jordan - tells the story of Mclv-
er’s promise to care for Renee when their
mother dies.

Although living in New York,
his art began to focus almost entirely on the lives
and experiences of African Americans in the rural
South. "My travels taught me that an artist must
live and paint in his own environment... This
development shall continue for the rest of my life,
and it is the painting of my people," said Johnson
in 1941. Special Exhibit Gallery, Through Feb.
23, 2025 - "Edward Gay: An American Land-
scape Painter". New York based artist Edward
Gay (1837 - 1928) began visiting and painting

in South Carolina after his daughter Vivien, an
architecture student at Cornell University, was
married to James Lide Coker, Jr., of Hartsville.
Years later, the artist's son Duncan married
James Coker’s sister, Jennie. Because of these
intermarriages, many of Gay’s paintings entered
Southern collections. “There’s a story to be told
here,” said museum curator Stephen W. Motte,

McKoy graduated in 1965 from Edmunds High
and has spent most of his life in Sumter. After
studying architecture and biology at Clemson
University, he joined his knowledge of the
sciences with his uncanny skills as a carver,
draftsman, and painter to achieve unique sculp-
tures that fool the eye and defy gravity. His
works are found in major public and private col-
lections, most notably at Brookgreen Gardens
and the Greenville County Museum of Art. On-
going - “Art and Artists of South Carolina: For
Real”.

He also became associated
with the American Artist Group designing
Christmas cards, an occupation which he kept
up throughout the majority of his artistic career.
Krisel was a distinguished artist, architect, and
teacher as well as a loving father and husband.
Though Krisel may not be a household name
among Spartanburg residents, he has made a
significant artistic contribution to the Spartan-
burg community. Born in Brooklyn, NY in 1920,
Krisel's interest in art and design started at a
young age. He attended the American Artist
School in New York city as a teenager where
he met renowned modern artists, including

Piet Mondrian, who greatly influenced his
abstract style. After studying architecture at

the New Bauhaus in Chicago from 1946-1949,
he received his graduate degree from lllinois
Institute of Technology in 1952. The following
year, he began working for architectural firm
Skidmore, Owings and Merrill when Roger
Milliken hired them to design Milliken’s new
research facility in Spartanburg. Upon realizing
Krisel was also a sculptor, Milliken hired him to
design the spray fountain outside of the facility
which functions as a recycler of air conditioning
water. He then went on to design the Trident
Fountain located outside of the Papadopoulos
building on Wofford College’s campus.

nobody had written about the farm at BMC in
any great detail. Built on more than a decade’s
worth of deep, original archival research, "The
Farm at Black Mountain College" exhibition
constitutes a deep new history of BMC. By fo-
cusing on the farm, the exhibition sidesteps the
popular paradigm of approaching BMC through
its famous faculty and students, and instead
offers a new cast of characters, one that in-
cludes mostly students, women, and farmers. It
spotlights the importance of collaboration, both
on campus among students, faculty, and faculty
families, and in the community with farmers
and organizations in nearby cities and towns.
Finally, the exhibition shows what happens
when communal living is no longer communal,
and offers a detailed account of the final dark
days of the college, a dramatic and often dan-
gerous story.

Maud Gatewood (1934-2004)
is an exceptional figure in the art history of North
Carolina and the American Southeast.

A
native of Yanceyville in Caswell County, NC,
Gatewood'’s paintings reveal rural landscapes

"The Hard Edge & The Soft
Line: A Retrospective of Maud Gatewood" is a
major undertaking by BRAHM.

Works by Rembrandt van Rijn,
Giovanni Battista Piranesi, Francisco de Goya,
Edgar Degas, Mary Cassatt, Vincent van Gogh,
Kéthe Kollwitz, Edvard Munch, and many others,
showcase the craftsmanship, expressive power,
and aesthetic beauty achieved through printmak-
ing. While a more personal selection empha-
sizing high quality and good condition than a
comprehensive history of the medium, the prints
on view do chart the progression of art historical
movements from the Renaissance to Cubism
and beyond, through woodcuts, engravings,
etchings, aquatints, mezzotints, and lithographs.
Some newly acquired and never before displayed
at the Ackland, and others off view for decades,
these prints reveal how the use of black ink,
paper, and various printmaking techniques can
create a wealth of innovative and technically
stunning works of art. Through Nov. 10 - "Focus
on the Peck Collection: Imagined Landscapes".
Before the emergence of landscape as its own
subject in Europe during the late sixteenth cen-
tury, medieval and Renaissance artists crafted
fantastical landscape backdrops for biblical and
mythological subjects. Though artists in the
seventeenth century, particularly in the Nether-
lands, increasingly studied the natural world and
recorded existing views of their surrounding en-
virons, painters and draftsmen often reordered,
refashioned, or completely transformed observed
elements, creating picturesque scenes that were
conceived rather than experienced. This Focus
on the Peck Collection installation presents three
seventeenth-century drawings whose topo-
graphical specificity, atmospheric realism, and
pictorial plausibility make it difficult to distinguish
reality from imagination.

Surrealism Then and Now." Surrealism was an
artistic and literary movement formed in Paris
in 1924 that emphasized the fantastical, dream
imagery, and subconscious thought. Privileg-
ing experimentation and uninhibited modes of
expression, Surrealism produced radical new
techniques and visual forms that continue to
inspire artists today. Celebrating the 100th

The
exhibition features more than 180 works of jew-
elry, metalwork, drawings, and archival materials
drawn from the Porter « Price Collection designed
by Ebendorf, as well as faculty and graduates

of the metal design program at East Carolina
University. Ebendorf’s work combines excep-
tional craftsmanship, acquired through traditional
training in gold- and silversmithing, with the in-
ventive use of found objects and other alternative
materials such as acrylic and ColorCore.

(DSL) provided a half-century of generous sup-
port and impactful initiatives to The Mint Museum,
helping to fund the acquisition of more than 200
works of art in the Mint’s collection.

The league nevertheless
remains an indelible part of the Mint’s history, and
its many contributions rightly deserve the mu-
seum’s never-ending recognition and gratitude.
Ongoing - "The Cole Family: A Dynasty of North
Carolina Potters". From crocks, jars, and jugs

to pitchers, candleholders, and vases, “turning
pots” is one of the oldest and richest craft tradi-
tions in North Carolina. For more than 200 years,
members of the Cole family have been potting

in central North Carolina — Randolph, Moore,
Lee, and Montgomery counties. Six generations
of Coles, and no fewer than 18 individuals, are
represented in The Mint Museum’s permanent
collection. More than 60 highlights of their wares
are included in the installation “The Cole Fam-
ily: A Dynasty of North Carolina Potters”. One
reason for its long-term success is that making
pottery has so often been a family tradition in the
state. Fathers taught the art of forming, glazing,
and firing clay objects to their sons, and in later
generations also to daughters, who in turn taught
their children, and so on through the decades.
These family dynasties not only helped to keep
the potting craft alive, but ensured continuity

in techniques and craftsmanship, as well as
introduced artistic innovations in succeeding
generations. “The Cole Family: A Dynasty of
North Carolina Potters” presents a visual history
of “turned pots” and the family that helped turn
North Carolina into one of America’s centers

for handmade, traditional pottery. Bridges and
Levine Galleries, Ongoing - "Contemporary
British Studio Ceramics: The Grainer Collection".
Focused on the collection of Diane and Marc
Grainer, this installation is a survey of contem-
porary British studio ceramics. Comprising
functional and sculptural objects made between
the 1980s and today, the show features work

by artists either born or residing in Great Britain,
including established “contemporary classics” like
Gordon Baldwin and Rupert Spira, and cutting-
edge ceramicists such as Julian Stair and Kate
Malone. Several recently-gifted works from the
Grainers are included.

The Mint
Museum'’s collection of eighteenth-century British
pottery and porcelain is widely respected for its
scope and quality. The collection numbers over
2,000 objects and includes important examples
of both salt-glazed and dry-bodied stoneware
from Staffordshire; tin-glazed earthenware from
Bristol, Liverpool, and London; and cream-
colored earthenware from Derbyshire, Stafford-
shire, and Yorkshire. Notable eighteenth-century
porcelain factories represented include Chelsea,
Bow, and Vauxhall in London, Longton Hall in
Staffordshire, Worcester, Bristol, and others.
Individual works in the collection are exceptional
because of their rarity, craftsmanship, prov-
enance, or as representative examples of particu-
lar types or methods of production or decoration.
Ongoing - "American Glass". The nineteenth
and early twentieth centuries represented a time
of extraordinary growth for the American glass
industry. Such companies as Boston & Sandwich
Glass Company in Sandwich, MA; Steuben
Glass Works in Corning, NY; and Libbey Glass
Company in Toledo, OH, began operation and
soon developed notable reputations for produc-
ing fashionable wares that were coveted by many
middle- and upper-class consumers. "American
Glass" showcases objects by these and other
American glass companies, illustrating the variety
of forms and styles that prevailed during this
period. Glass-manufacturing techniques will be
another focus of the exhibition, with representa-
tive examples of pressed, cut, blown, and molded
glass. Nearly all of the works on view are from
The Mint Museum’s permanent collection of
glass, which is second in size only to the ceram-
ics collection in the museum’s Decorative Arts
holdings. Ongoing - "Arts of Africa". The African
continent is remarkable in its geographic, social,
political, and cultural diversity.

This exhibition illuminates the complexi-
ties of tribal sovereignty and the Eastern Band
of Cherokee Indians’ continuing legacy of resil-
ience. In this exhibition, visitors will learn how,
through adaptability and innovation, the EBCI
has combated attempts to eradicate, remove,
and assimilate its people and remained on the
Qualla Boundary - 57,000 acres (0.00067661%
of the original Cherokee territory) which is
owned by the EBCI and held in trust by the
federal government.

of us to comprehend. They challenge conven-

tion and encourage close viewing. Reminiscent
of an ancient and official text, lon Bitzan’s Old
Document of Ownership is comprised of a
vaguely recognizable but invented and inde-
cipherable language. Photographs by Brittany
Nelson and Letha Wilson employ experimental
techniques to challenge our assumptions of
photography. Wilson uses materials such as
concrete, which oozes out of the photograph in
Tent Rocks, to create unconventional land-
scapes. Nelson’s photographs use digital and
analog processes without a camera to make
holographic, geometric shapes. Artists often
imbue their works with paradox. Christian
Marclay’s Breathless llI, a recorder, and Secret,
a record, are found objects modified by the
artist so that they no longer function. No one
can play music on these objects because of
Marclay’s simple but irreversible modifications.
Colin Quashie and Sanford Biggers also use
found objects, combining them with absurdist
humor to raise serious questions of identity
and history. These inscrutable objects are filled
with subtle social commentary to question how
we perceive the world around us. Through
July 15, 2025 - "Art of the Andes". Art of the
Andes features ceramics, textiles, metalwork,
and carvings produced by cultures across the
Andes region, a 4,500-mile-long mountain
range on the Pacific Coast of South America.
These objects, many on view for the first time,
reveal the diverse and sophisticated artmak-
ing techniques through which ancient Andeans
expressed ancestral beliefs and personal and
political identities. The wall case provides a
comparative view of the ceramic production of
several prominent Peruvian civilizations, pre-
sented chronologically from left to right.

The “discov-
ery” of the continent by European explorers?
The American Revolution and founding of the
country? Westward expansion, or perhaps the
turmoil of the Civil War? This re-installed gal-
lery incorporates historical and contemporary
works of art from the United States to tell some
of these stories and confront some of these
myths. The gallery includes a variety of works
to encourage visitors to think about how these
narratives shape our understanding and may
preserve or counter fallacies of nationhood and
democracy.

Building on the museum’s
desire to engage its audiences in more personal
and meaningful ways, this installation of works
from the collection showcases the Weatherspoon
as an academic museum with deep connections
to and relationships with its campus, Greens-
boro, and broader communities. Back in 1941,
the Weatherspoon was founded with the goal of
serving as a teaching resource specifically for
UNCG’s department of art. Over the course of its
80+ years, the museum’s mission has expanded
to serve many more. Objects included in this
iteration of collection highlights showcase the
Weatherspoon'’s relationship over the years with
various art collectors, UNCG fine art alumni and
faculty, Greensboro community leaders, artists
who taught at Black Mountain College and those
who exhibited in the museum’s signature exhibi-
tion, Art on Paper, as well as a few of the many
UNCG departments that currently incorporate
the museum'’s collection into their pedagogy.
The Bob & Lissa Shelley McDowell Gallery,
Through Apr. 26, 2025 - "Crip* | Artists Engage
with Disability."v This group exhibition features
contemporary artists who engage with experi-
ences and understandings of disability. They do
so by thinking about the ways that one’s personal
experience of disability always intersects with
other aspects of their life.

Too often, such
artists are expected to “perform” these identities
by making images of themselves.

Soon
after midnight on July 6, 1932, Smith was shot on
a sleeping porch at the family’s country estate.
Smith died later that morning. Smith’s wife Libby
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Holman and Smith’s childhood friend and sec-
retary Albert “Ab” Walker wre ultimately charged
with first-degree murder. In a stunning reversal,
the case was dropped before coming to trial. To
this day, it is not known whether Smith Reynolds,
20-year-old heir and renowned aviator, died by
suicide, accident or murder.
