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Bring Me the Head of Gian Carlo Men-
noti

We start this new year out with a trip in
the way-back machine for a look at a story
I covered in our very first issue of our first
arts publication, Charleston Arts. 1 worked
on that first issue for six months and after
I was done I wondered how I would finish
the next one in just one month.

I’m using the title, Bring Me the Head
of Gian Carlo Menotti, because this whole
thing reminds me of a 70’s flick by Sam
Peckinpaw, Bring Me the Head of Alfredo
Garcia - a bloody romp of betrayal and
double-crossing over sex and money.

The article was about the presentation
of a bust of Gian Carlo Menotti to the City
of Charleston, SC, during the 11th Spoleto
Festival, in 1987, back when the Festival
was a truly comprehensive festival - in-
cluding visual art presentations organized
by Spoleto Festival USA.

Reading back through that article
which is offered below, it is plain to see
so many changes have taken place since
1987 - that’s if you were around in those
days.

First, Charleston had an independent
arts council. Now the arts community
is run by departments of area’s city and
state governments. It’s hard to imagine
that a cultural community like Charles-
ton doesn’t have an arts council, but it
doesn’t. Most other big cities in the Caro-
linas do have an independent arts councils
that don’t compete with area arts groups
by presenting art events, but raise signifi-
cant funding to support those groups.

Second, back in 1987 Charleston was
in love with Gian Carlo Menotti and
the Festival that put Charleston back on
the world map. But it wouldn’t be too
long after that when the City would give

Menotti his walking papers from the Festi-
val he founded. That’s one reason I've
never turned Shoestring Publishing into a
non-profit with a board of directors. They
would have booted me out years ago too.

Menotti and the Charleston Festival
parted ways over the stipulation that
Menotti’s adopted son take over the Festi-
val’s artistic direction after Menotti passed
on or retired. Now here’s how much
things have changed since 1987. Menotti’s
adopted son was adopted in his 30’s. He
was possibly Menotti’s life partner, but
even people as popular as Menotti had
to keep things like that in the closet back
then - even in Charleston - a place many
in South Carolina call Sin-City. Of course,
if both were alive today and still together
they couldn’t get married in South Caro-
lina in 2014.

Somehow Menotti knew he would one
day fall out of favor in Charleston - he
predicted it during that unveiling of his
bust back in 1987.

Now the Spoleto Festival USA is just
a performing arts festival that allows the
locals to deal with the visual arts. But
nothing since Spoleto organized the visual
art has attracted the attention of national
arts writers and critics.

And, now our current arts publication,
Carolina Arts, going into its 18th year just
covers the visual arts. The performing arts
seem to get the bulk of media attention so
we dedicated our paper to covering just
the visual arts.

Reading that old article really showed
how much some things have changed and
how much some things stay the same.

We Have A Mystery On Our Hands

Festival USA every year, but what hap-
pened to that bust of Menotti - the founder
of the Spoleto Festivals, both in Charles-
ton and Italy? The last I heard of it was
when someone mentioned that it was dis-
covered in the back of a City closet - with
a good bit of dust on it, but that was years
ago. I don’t know if it ever made it to the
Green room at the Dock Street Theater.

Recently I was asked if I knew where
it was or what happened to it and I made
an inquiry but no one seems to know what
happened to it and it can’t be found or
hasn’t been found yet.

And I can’t imagine that something
so valuable and historic would have just
been tossed out in the trash. Not in the city
where the arts have been so important for
centuries. So where is it?

So I’m asking folks in the Charleston
area to ask where Menotti’s bust is and
that the City of Charleston find it and put
it on display in the Green room at the
Dock Street Theater.

Menotti may have been a pain in the
ass to deal with at times, but Charleston
owes him a lot for bringing his festival
to America and selecting Charleston to
be its second home. The least the City of
Charleston can do is find that bust and put
it on public display. He could have gone to
San Francisco and things would have been
a whole lot different than his experience in
Charleston. And, things would have been
a lot different for Charleston too.

Spread the word around that we want to
know where Menotti’s bust is - someone
knows where it is or knows where they
saw it last - a City employee or a past em-
ployee. This mystery must be solved.

Here’s that article as it appeared in
1987.

Mrs. Sigurd S. Swensson of Chads Ford,
Pennsylvania, and Mr. and Mrs. Alexan-
der Quattlebaum of Georgetown, South
Carolina.

Rebecca Z. Mays, President of the
Charleston Area Arts Council, was on
hand to thank the benefactors of the
project and Menotti for his contributions
to the city. After a few words from Evelyn
Swensson, speaking for the benefac-
tors and then by the artist Parks, Menotti
joined with the artist in unveiling the bust.

Menotti remarked that he hoped that
this ceremony wasn’t a bit premature in
that most artists don’t receive such honors
while they are still living. He added that
many honors such as this were usually
reserved until the public was guaranteed
to be honoring a successful artist, by their
death. A living artist could still become
unpopular! In response to that remark,
many in the room felt secure in Menotti’s
continued popularity.

Gibbes Museum of Art in Charleston,
SC, Features Japanese Prints and
Works from the Johnson Collection

The Gibbes Museum of Art in Charles-
ton, SC, is pleased to present two special
exhibitions: Romantic Spirits: Nineteenth
Century Paintings of the South from the
Johnson Collection and The Great Wave:
Japonisme in Charleston,both on view
from Jan. 17 through Mar. 23,2014.

In the Main gallery, Romantic Spirits
examines the core concepts of the Romantic
Movement as it unfolded in fine art of the
American South. In the Rotunda Galleries,
The Great Wave: Japonisme in Charleston
examines the influence of Japanese prints
on the artists of the Charleston Renaissance
period who found inspiration in the dy-
namic compositions and bold color schemes
of woodblock prints created by masters of
Japan’s ukiyo-e school.

“These special exhibitions showcase
the variety of influences on southern artists
from the dramatic landscapes of the Hudson
River School to the labor intensive wood-
block printmaking techniques of Japan,”
says Gibbes Museum Executive Director
Angela Mack.

Having had its genesis in European
literature and art, romanticism found its
way into the cultural output of the young
republic, both North and South. The same
ideals that imbued the canvases of the
Hudson River School also colored the art of
painters who found their inspiration and au-
dience below the Mason-Dixon Line. In this
study of 32 artists, the exhibition delineates
the historical, social, and cultural forces
that profoundly influenced their aesthetic
sensibilities. Spanning the years 1810-1896,
Romantic Spirits includes 35 paintings from
the Johnson Collection. “This diverse com-
pilation of paintings - ranging from heroic
portraits of individuals and dramatic history
paintings, to magnificent, picturesque
landscapes created by artists and explor-
ers - truly captures the spirit of an era,” says
Sara Arnold, Curator of Collections, Gibbes
Museum of Art.

The Johnson Collection was established
by Spartanburg, South Carolina natives,
George Dean Johnson, Jr., and Susan (Susu)
Phifer Johnson, passionate philanthropists
committed to enhancing the educational
environment and cultural vibrancy of their
hometown, state, and region.

publication, Romantic Spirits: Nineteenth
Century Paintings of the South from the
Johnson Collection. Written by noted art
historian Estill Curtis Pennington, the lav-
ishly illustrated, 168-page volume examines
the core concepts of the romantic movement
as it unfolded in fine art of the American
South. Romantic Spirits includes insight-
ful illustrated biographies on the featured
artists, as well as extensive bibliographic
resources.

The Great Wave: Japonisme in Charles-
ton In Charleston - as in many other
American arts communities -a fascination
with Japanese art and culture washed over
the city in the early decades of the twentieth
century. The exhibition features thirty-five
works from the Read-Simms Collection of
Japanese prints accompanied by works pro-
duced by Charleston artists including: Alice
Ravenel Huger Smith, Alfred Hutty, Anna
Heyward Taylor, and Antoinette Guerard
Rhett. The exhibition highlights signifi-
cant prints created by masters of Japan’s
Ukiyo-e school and examines the influence
of Japanese printmaking on the artists of the
Charleston Renaissance (1915 to 1945) who
found inspiration in the prints’ dynamic
compositions and bold color schemes.

The Gibbes will present a host of special
events in conjunction with these two exhib-
its. Contact the Gibbes for further info about
them.

Established as the Carolina Art As-
sociation in 1858, the Gibbes Museum of
Art opened its doors to the public in 1905.
Located in Charleston’s historic district,

Gingi Martin’s great passion for nature
and its preservation manifests itself in the
work presented in her exhibit, La Tempesta.

She currently lives in Pineville, SC, where
she maintains an art studio and teaches
private art lessons. Martin has been painting
in oils for eight years and finds the medium
preferable to others with which she has
experimented, largely due to their richness
and texture, the ability to apply the paint
in multiple layers, and the use of glazes to
enhance color and atmosphere. In an on-
going effort to understand the potential of
color in landscape and portrait painting, she
has conducted extensive and in-depth stud-
ies of color mixing and color theory. Aside
from painting, Martin and her husband, Dr.

More Than a Likeness: The Enduring Art
of Mary Whyte is the first comprehensive
book on the life and work of one of today’s
most renowned watercolorists. From
Whyte’s earliest paintings in rural Ohio and
Pennsylvania to the riveting portraits of her
Southern neighbors, art historian Martha R.
Severens provides us with an intimate look
into the artist’s private world.

With more than two hundred full-color
images of Whyte’s paintings and sketches
as well as comparison works by masters
such as Winslow Homer, Andrew Wyeth,
and John Singer Sargent, Severens clearly
illustrates how Whyte’s art has been shaped
and how the artist forged her own place in
the world today.

Though Whyte’s academic training
in Philadelphia was in oil painting, she
learned the art of watercolor on her own
- by studying masterworks in museums.
Today Whyte’s style of watercolor painting
is a unique blend of classical realism and
contemporary vision, as seen in her intimate
portraits of Southern blue-collar workers
and elderly African American women in the
South Carolina lowcountry.

“For me ideas are more plentiful than
the hours to paint them, and I worry that I
cannot get to all of my thoughts before they
are forgotten or are pushed aside by more
pressing concerns,” explains Whyte. “Some
works take time to evolve. Like small seeds
the paintings might not come to fruition
until several years later, after there has been
ample time for germination.”

Using broad sweeping washes as well
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as miniscule brushstrokes, Whyte directs
the viewer’s attention to the areas in her
paintings she deems most important. Murky
passages of neutral colors often give way to
areas of intense detail and color, giving the
works a variety of edges and poetic focus.
Several paintings included in the book are
accompanied by enlarged areas of detail,
showcasing Whyte’s technical mastery.

More Than a Likeness is replete with en-
gaging artwork and inspiring text that mark
the midpoint in Whyte’s artistry. Of what
she will paint in the future, the artist says,

“I have always believed that as artists we
don’t choose our vocation, style, or subject
matter. Art chooses us.”

Watercolor artist Mary Whyte is a teach-
er and author whose figurative paintings
have earned national recognition. Her por-
traits are included in numerous corporate,
private, and university collections as well
as in the permanent collections of South
Carolina’s Greenville County Museum
of Art and the Gibbes Museum of Art in
Charleston. Whyte’s work has been featured
in International Artist, Artist, American
Artist, Watercolor, American Art Collec-
tor, L’Art de I’Aquarelle, and many other
publications. Whyte is the author of two
books published by the University of South

Like cotton, indigo has defied its humble
origins. Left alone it might have been a
regional plant with minimal reach, a local-
ized way of dyeing textiles, paper, and other
goods with a bit of blue. But when blue be-
came the most popular color for the textiles
that Britain turned out in large quantities in

the eighteenth century, the South Caro-
lina indigo that colored most of this cloth
became a major component in transatlantic
commodity chains. In Red, White, and
Black Make Blue, Andrea Feeser tells the
stories of all the peoples who made indigo
a key part of the colonial South Carolina
experience as she explores indigo’s rela-
tionships to land use, slave labor, textile
production and use, sartorial expression,
and fortune building.

In the eighteenth century, indigo played
a central role in the development of South
Carolina. The popularity of the color blue
among the upper and lower classes ensured
a high demand for indigo, and the climate
in the region proved sound for its cultiva-
tion. Cheap labor by slaves - both black and
Native American - made commoditization
of indigo possible. And due to land grabs
by colonists from the enslaved or expelled
indigenous peoples, the expansion into the
backcountry made plenty of land available

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on which to cultivate the crop. Feeser re-
counts specific histories - uncovered for the
first time during her research - of how the
Native Americans and African slaves made
the success of indigo in South Carolina
possible. She also emphasizes the material
culture around particular objects, including
maps, prints, paintings, and clothing. Red,
White, and Black Make Blue is a fraught
and compelling history of both exploitation
and empowerment, revealing the legacy of a
modest plant with an outsized impact.

Andrea Feeser is an associate professor
of art and architectural history at Clemson
University. She is also the author of Waikiki:
A History of Forgetting & Remembering.

and sorrow, color and texture.”

Longinotti adds, “‘Up-cycling’ is a
new and trendy word, and befits the intent
through my work, and my spirituality as a
Franciscan. In the mixed media oil paint-
ings, this is the first time I have begun to
work with glass as a painting material to
add texture to the painting surface. I learned
earlier this summer that the abstract expres-
sionist, Jackson Pollock, used pulverized
glass in his paintings (most likely from the
waste from his wife Lee Krasner’s glass
mosaic projects. I like the idea of up-cycling
materials that are waste from one medium
as an addition to another. For years as a
glass artist I have been cutting glass for
projects and have much scrap glass mate-
rial.

For subject matter, artists looked to the daily
life in the workplace, the status of women
at work, the rise of fascism, the denial of Af-

rican American civil rights, and the wealth
disparity caused by increased industrializa-
tion.

Ben Shahn, Philip Evergood, Thomas
Hart Benton, and Grant Wood were among
hundreds of artists employed by the Works
Progress Administration, the New Deal
agency that provided work for laborers of
all kinds. This democratization of art-mak-
ing combined with the prevailing economic
crisis to inspire art that depicted and criti-
cized social and political structures.

So-called Regionalists, such as Thomas
Hart Benton and Grant Wood, also sought
to portray the conditions of rural America
and were seen popularly as advocates of

a distinctly American art, free of foreign
influences. Many of the artists who came
to maturity in the 1920s and *30s continued
in later life to paint representationally, con-
trary to the period’s primary trend toward
abstraction, continuing to see art as an
expression of conscience and a weapon for
correcting social injustice.

In the early 20th century, artists in
America began challenging the idea that the
purpose of art is to represent reality. Instead
of striving to produce window-like views of
the world, artists such as Georgia O’Keeffe,
Marsden Hartley, and Arthur Dove began
experimenting with color, form, line, space,
and content.

Reynolda Moderns, developed in
conjunction with the Museum’s upcom-
ing Spring 2014 exhibition American
Moderns 1910-1960: From O’Keeffe to
Rockwell (Feb. 7-May 4,2014), highlights
the strengths of the Museum’s collection of
early 20th-century modernism and select
loans. The painters in this small exhibition
of eight works took the tenets of modernism
developed by avant-garde European artists
and translated them into a distinctively

He
states, “Many paintings take shape while
I am semi-asleep. When I awake, the
painting is usually close to being finished.
Then I go into the studio and put my ideas
on canvas or paper. The brush and flow
find their way onto the surface. Mistakes
or accidents often turn out to be fortuitous
and usually remain. No matter how many
paintings I have completed, every painting
is still an experiment to me. I don’t want to
know how my painting will end. I want the
surprise of finding the end, sometimes quite
by accident.”

Gallery B will feature works by Jean
Cauthen, Kate Worm, and Stephen Brooks.
Cauthen grew up in Italy, New Orleans
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and the Carolinas. Every year she returns
to Italy to capture images of vineyards or
the cityscapes of Venice and Rome. She is
also inspired by the interior scenes found
in wooded areas that bring back memories
of childhood play. Themes of movement
through space and memory are reflected
with the use of subtle layers to reveal a
sense history or narrative.

Work by Jean Cauthén

Cauthen is an internationally award
winning artist and is currently the Artist in
Residence at the Levine Cancer Institute
where she creates artworks with patients
during their Chemotherapy.

Kate Worm is an artist inspired by the
natural environment, particularly the wood-
ed interiors near her home in NC. She paints
landscapes with oil, but uses watercolor and
gouache for figure work. Worm'’s approach
with both media is a radical departure from
traditional painting because she uses print-
making rollers, syringes, and eyedroppers to
apply the paint.

When speaking of the process of her
work Worm states, “I want to keep the pro-
cess a bit reckless which allows the painting
to have a life of its own. Sometimes I draw
into the paint with graphite; often I scrape
the day’s work off the canvas. After months
of work and drying time, I consider the
painting ready to frame, but I seldom feel
the work is ‘finished’. The idea is sug-
gested, filled out to some degree, but never
complete.”

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Worm is a Signature Member of the
NWS and WSNC. In addition to maintaining
a studio she works part-time as the Collec-
tions Curator at the Hickory Museum of Art.

Stephen Brooks is a painter inspired by
nature and the forests blanketing North
Carolina. He is not interested in making his
paintings look realistic and would rather
his paintings be an expression of his visual
ideas. He states that, “Traces of the space,
light, textures and sounds I experience when
walking through a forest are integrated
into the work. If musicians and poets have
“muses”, then the forest plays that role
when I work.”

The cycles of growth, death, and decay are
similar to the processes Brooks uses to cre-
ate a work. He may build up and then break
down a painting until he is satisfied with it.
“The result is an image that defines a singular
experience. For me, painting is where vision,
thought and activity collide, imperfect, but
candid in concept and execution.”

The Hallway Gallery will feature HEAL-
ING SEEKERS': A Photography Exhibit.
Healing Seekers is an educational resource
whose primary focus is providing video
content material and resources for school
systems, educational venues, and the
general public. The Healing Seekers Team
explores off-the-beaten path locales such as
the Amazon, Andes, Madagascar, and Papua
New Guinea.

Adopting many different artistic styles
and integrating symbols that range from
computer emoticons to Hopi Kachina and
Korean masks, called Tal, in her newest
work, the artist asks us to navigate through
a complex iconography. At the same time,
her use of unusual colors and amalgam of
various brush strokes in her “fan paintings,”
upend notions of traditional landscape
painting at the same time as they move
the compositions towards sculptural form.

Greenhill in Greenshoro, NC, Features
Works by Mathew Curran, April Flanders,
Mark Iwinski and Indranl Nayar-Gall

Greenhill in Greensboro, NC, will pres-
ent Imprint, featuring works by Mathew
Curran, April Flanders, Mark Iwinski and
Indrani Nayar-Gall, on view from Jan. 31
through Mar. 27,2014.

Imprint, curated by Edie Carpenter,
presents four artists who are taking prints
to a different level by utilizing printmak-
ing techniques to create three-dimensional
works. The four artists, Mathew Curran,
April Flanders, Mark Iwinski and Indrani
Nayar-Gall, conceive works that defy the
confines of a frame or matrix that is the
basis of traditional printmaking and work
towards a three-dimensional presence in
space. Following Greenhill’s 2008 survey
of North Carolina printmakers, this exhibi-
tion examines the different ways contem-
porary printmakers create installations to
address themes of social change and the
vulnerability of the natural environment.

A sense of wild yet fragile nature is
evident in the likenesses of deer and birds
produced by artist Mathew Curran. Curran
was born in England and moved to the
United States as a teenager, where he later
studied fine art and graphic design at UNC
Greensboro. His stencil art captures the
essence of street life and hip-hop culture
in signature works that engage the viewer
in the intricate process of their making, in
which thousands of cuts are necessary to
produce a single stencil. The exhibition
includes stencils and works based on cut pa-
per as well as images directly printed on the
gallery walls. Curran’s unique and personal
style makes use of forceful lines and subtle
uses of background color. He rose to the
forefront of the Raleigh, NC, arts scene ex-
hibiting his works at SECCA and the North
Carolina Museum of Art. He completed
a commission at Duke University before
moving to Los Angeles this year where he is
producing new sculptural editions as well as
continuing his stencil-based work.

Through layering, Western North
Carolina artist April Flanders builds up
volume in brilliantly colored print instal-
lations composed of groupings of forms
taken from nature. Her installations often
serve as cautionary tales such as “Outbreak
Populations” in which plant forms appear
to overrun gallery walls like a scientific
experiment gone awry. Imprint will present
two new installations based on monoprints
addressing human impact on natural spe-
cies. Flanders has held one-person shows
in various galleries nationally and interna-
tionally including the Center for the Book
Arts, in New York and the Anna Leonowens
Gallery at the Nova Scotia College of Art
and Design in Canada. Flanders received
her Master of Fine Arts in printmaking from
Arizona State University, and she has taught
the art of printmaking for twelve years at
various universities not only in the US but
around the globe. She currently holds a full-
time teaching position at Appalachian State
University in Boone, NC.

For the past decade Durham, NC-based
artist Mark Iwinski has hiked into old-
growth forests across the United States to
create prints from the stumps of downed

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trees. The direct printing method he devel-
oped to gather these “stump prints” utilizes
the wood’s natural tannin or ink to pro-
duce monoprints or “ghost images” lifted
from crosscuts of once towering trees on
Japanese Kozo paper. The artist character-
izes himself as a “historian and activist” and
certain prints have been bound into an over-
sized book underlining the archival nature
of his project. Other works are presented on
wooden frames parallel to the floor recreat-
ing their original orientation in nature and
lending them a sculptural presence. Iwinski
is currently a North Carolina Arts Fellow
and his one-person exhibition Zerrains of
Absence has been presented in New York
City and at Flanders Art Gallery in Raleigh.
Charlotte, NC, artist Indrani Nayar-Gall
combines intaglio processes with paper-
cutting in new works examining the ritual
traditions of her native India. A site-specific
installation composed of hundreds of prints
references the floor plan for a temple in
a specific region of Andhra Pradesh in
southern India where the artist observed
the practice of religiously sanctioned child
prostitution. After a trip to India in 2012 for
the purpose of field research on the issue,
Nayar-Gall met strong, independent women
who had overcome all odds and made a
life for themselves. The focus of her body
of work then began to concentrate on the
power of change and human resilience in
new works combining tree forms with the

figure which are also on view in Imprint.

The Caldwell Arts Council in Lenoir,
NC, will present an exhibit of works by
Theresa Gloster, on view in the Art-in-Heal-
ing Gallery at Caldwell Memorial Hospital,
from Jan. 1 through Mar. 28,2014.

Gloster is a memory artist, a self-taught
painter whose paintings exuberantly chroni-
cle her childhood years in the small African
American community of Bushtown, in
North Carolina’s Caldwell County. Born in
a West Virginia mining camp, Gloster grew
up in the high foothills of North Carolina,
where she lived with her grandparents in a
household that included twelve children.
More than five decades later, Gloster still
lives in the same community, where her
home now serves as an informal community
center - a site regularly filled with fam-
ily members and neighborhood children,
and with painted memories that grace both
hanging canvases and the house’s walls.

For most of her adult life, Gloster has
worked as a beautician in a local beauty
salon, a pursuit that undoubtedly honed her
eye for colors, shading, and movement. She
never painted, though, until her late forties,
when she asked the Lord for a blessing that
would allow her to know what “excellence”
in His service might mean. Freshly freed
from an unhappy marriage, she petitioned
God for direction, and was led to know - to
her surprise - that she was “supposed to”
paint. Puzzled but obedient, she pondered
what she might paint, and again found
herself discerning the answer - the subject

was to be her life. Knowing better than to
question God’s judgement, Gloster set off
to the hardware store, from whence she
brought back a bagful of paints. Her journey
as an artist had begun.

Since that moment, Gloster has never
questioned her path, finding delight in every
painting that she creates. As she paints, she
finds herself caught up in reveries of mem-
ory, with sharply remembered moments
from her past vying for expression. “There’s
so much in my mind, that - it’s like, you’re
trying just to get it out,” she says. When she
chooses which moment to portray, she finds
herself stepping into that moment, inhabit-
ing it with an intensity that never fails to
surprise her. “It’s like, you can paint the
whole picture in a few minutes,” Gloster
muses. “But then you say, ‘Now, I’'m going
to enjoy this picture. I’'m going to go back
in it.” And then I’'m going to take my time,

and just work on it. . . Because in your mind
- you feel like your mind is going in there.
And the only way that you can connect, is
with the paintbrush, and your mind. So you
feel like you’re going into that painting.”
As she lingers, Gloster paints more,
adding details, inscribing words, filling
in the spaces with the tumbling traces of
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her unfolding memory. She talks about
hearing the sounds and the talk, smelling
the aromas, feeling the heat of the sun or
the cool of the night. As she moves more
fully into the experience, the painting shifts
under her hand, new parts emerging, other
ones vanishing under the brush’s amending

advances. Finally, she steps away, hesitant
to leave, but content that the piece - at least
for now - tells the moment’s story.

The paintings gathered here convey
some of these stories, chronicling a time
of lived community, a time when families
worked together to overcome the hardships
of segregation and marginalization, a time
that Gloster describes as one of collec-
tive transcending. The images are neither

overly romantic nor overtly critical; instead,

they’re simply - in Gloster’s words - “true,”
tying together the lived threads of history,
inspiration, and artistry. Each stands as a
painted testimony to life in the South, a life
lived both then and - through these images -
lived again now.

The Asheville Art Museum in
Asheville, NC, will present Social Geog-
raphies: Interpreting Space and Place,
curated by Dr. Leisa Rundquist, on view
from Jan. 25 through May 18,2014. A
reception will be held on Jan. 26, from
2-5pm and Dr. Rundquist will speak at
3pm.

The art world operates within geo-
graphic frameworks. Spatial divisions
between “inside” and “outside” impact
how the art world describes, identifies
and validates artists featured within the
exhibition.

In response to such prescriptive terms,
Social Geographies asks viewers to
experience artwork regarded as different,
differently.

To
this end, the exhibition engages artistic
agency on multiple levels. The exhibi-
tion features 40 mostly large-scale works
by American artists that represent space
and place informed by their experiences
of industrial encroachment, displace-

ment, social exclusion, institutionalization
and inequality.

No glass
means nothing interferes with experienc-
ing the image! And, by coating the canvas,
there should be no fading for 85+ years
(according to Wilhelm Research).

Here
you’ll find Hawaiian Kings and Hula
Dancers, Bunnymen, three-armed migrant
workers, dream sequences, and acutely
observed portraiture. Bisese paints and
draws on unstrectched canvas, wood pan-
els of various shapes, paper, vinyl records,
and postcards. On occasion, these images
will assume a three-dimensional form, full

of exaggerated scale, dream-like expres-
sion, and unique sensibilities.

Holly Hanessian collects handshakes
from across the country. Each handshake
contains a wet piece of clay, imprinting
each participant’s hand with the artist’s.
They hold each other for 15-20 seconds,
the time it takes for the bonding hormone,
oxytocin to be released into our bod-
ies. Hanessian studied the effect of the
handshake alongside Dr. Greg Siegle at
the University of Pittsburgh TREND (The
Transdisciplinary Research in Emotion,
Neuroscience, and Development).

The results of Hanessian’s ongoing
exploration into the intersection of art,
emotion and neuroscience culminate in a
series of exhibitions that serve as much of
a sensory experience as the handshake it-
self. Her installation, Touch in Real Time,
incorporates dozens of handshakes from
across the country, artifacts of the mo-
ment, that leave the viewer in a constella-
tion of shared experience.

Columbia Museum of Art in Columbia, SC,

The Columbia Museum of Art in Colum-
bia, SC, will present Meiji Magic: Imperial
Porcelain from Japan from the collection of
Alex and Barbara Kasten, on view in Gal-
lery 15, from Jan. 3 through May 18,2014.

After years of shogun rule, in 1868 Japan
was once again ruled by an Emperor. He
took the name Meiji which means “en-
lightened rule”. This period is called the
Meiji Restoration and endured until 1912.
The government realized that Japanese arts
and crafts could be exported to answer the
Western curiosity about Japanese culture
and to help stabilize the Japanese economy.
The province of Satsuma was a particularly
important producer of porcelains and stone-
ware during this rich period of production.

The Satsuma ceramic pieces in this
exhibition represent the characteristics that
attracted collectors in the West as well as
at home in Japan. The artists painted with
delicate brushes, applying tiny strokes of
enamel on the ceramic surface. Their com-
positions were intricate and highly detailed
scenes of Japanese life. Each piece is unique
with designs that tell stories about Japanese
customs, the landscape and life at court and
in the countryside.

These images captured the imagination
of turn of the century collectors just as they
do today. The level of detail requires close
study to uncover all the nuances of each

piece. Through them the viewer can be
transported into a fantasy world of ancient
Samurai and festivals under blooming
sakura trees in Japan’s parks.

What is Meiji magic? Collector Alex
Kasten believes that the magic of Meiji is
that after so many years living with this
collection he still finds new details to amaze
him.

The Museum is also showing Annie
Leibovitz: Pilgrimage, on view through Jan.
5, which charts a new direction for one of
America’s best-known living artists. Unlike
her staged and carefully lit portraits made
on assignment for magazines and advertis-
ing clients, these photographs were taken
simply because Leibovitz was moved by
the subject. The CMA is the only exhibition
presentation in the Southeast.

The Museum is also showing Cool and
Collected: New Art at the CMA, on view
through Jan. 5,2014. Over the past few
years, a number of brilliant gifts have come
to the CMA, and thus to the community
we serve. The CMA has also made a select
number of purchases des1gned to chip away
at the remaining gaps in its ever-growing
collection. In these two galleries, highlights
of these gifts and purchases are on view.

line, brush stroke and other applications
to create an independent expression pos-
sibly inspired by visual references or an
internal monologue. Abstract works can
also be simply described as spontaneous
and emotional expressions, free of any
associations with meaning but purely an
expression of the visual language through
a given medium or media.

In northeastern Greenville County is a
region commonly referred to as The Dark
Corner, consisting of approximately 150
square miles of rugged, Appalachian ter-
rain. Isolated from the rest of the state, its
economy based on its distilleries - in short,
moonshining. The Dark Corner is viewed as
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culturally and politically backward.

But this dark region, with its equally dark
stories and songs of murder and violence,
embodies the spirit of English-born artist
Julyan Davis. Now a resident of Asheville,
North Carolina, his series of moody, haunt-
ing paintings comprise an exhibition titled
Julyan Davis: Appalachian Ballads .

In his artist statement, Davis says he feels
a strong connection to Appalachia through
the region’s age-old, hauntingly beautiful
love songs and murder ballads, many of

continued above on next column to the right
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which originated and were carried over to
America by Celtic immigrants who settled
the region.

“The songs of this region have given me
an old, familiar narrative and a human his-
tory that connects to my own background,”
Davis writes. “The South wears its passion
on its sleeve. It possesses what is referred to
as a ‘culture of honor’, which is a gift to any
artist, writer or musician.”

Recognizing the universal and enduring
stories represented in these ballads, Davis
conveys their melancholic mood - most of
the songs are full of a longing for escape
and often end with a dramatic conclusion -
by painting scenes of human isolation and
loss in extremely compelling, contemporary
Appalachian landscapes.

The exhibit includes more than a dozen
large-scale oil paintings, triptychs and
smaller works, each named after a lyric
from a traditional folk song and/or mur-
der ballad sung for centuries by bluegrass
and folk musicians in Appalachia. Among
Davis’s landscapes are striking portraits
of the inhabitants of this rugged land. At
times they are the principal subject; in other
works they appear as mere details, offering
a contrast between the harshness of life and
the wild natural beauty of the landscape.

Davis writes, “The country is one of
extravagant colors, of proliferating foliage
and bloom, of flooding yellow sunlight,
and, above all, perhaps, of haze. Pale blue
fog hangs above the valleys in the morning,
the atmosphere smokes faintly at midday,

“I fell in love with the Carolina coastline and enjoy
capturing the exquisite, vibrant light on the landscape
with oils. It is an exciting challenge to mix just the exact
hue that depicts a pale yellow in the sky at dusk or the
lavender in a cast shadow. There is such power of
expression that a single brush stroke can make,
ultimately drawing the viewer in emotionally, so they
feel the painting — not just see it.” Lori Dauphin

Lori is becoming known for her portraiture and pet
portraits. In addition to exhibiting at Seacoast Gallery
at the Market Common, Lori is a member of the
Seacoast Artists Guild.

and through the long slow afternoon cloud-
stacks tower from the horizon and the earth-
heat quivers upwards through the iridescent
air, blurring every outline and rendering
every object vague and problematical.”
Davis is known for his paintings of the
Lowcountry of South Carolina and Georgia,
Western North Carolina and the coast of
Maine. His ballad paintings were previ-
ously exhibited at the Greenville County
(SC) Museum of Art in 2012 and the Morris
Museum of Art (Augusta, GA) in 2013.
His work is in many private, public and
corporate collections including the Gibbes
Museum in Charleston, SC, as well as the
Greenville County Museum and the Morris
Museum.

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Artspace in Raleigh, NC, Offers Works
by Gerry Lynch & Shannon Johnstone

Artspace in Raleigh, NC, will present
two new exhibits including: Metal and
Paper, featuring works by Gerry Lynch,
on view in the Upfront Gallery from Jan.
3-15,2014 and Landfill Dogs, featurlng
works by Shannon Johnstone, on view in
the Lobby Gallery, from Jan. 3 through
Feb. 14,2014. A reception for both exhib-
its will be held on Jan. 3, from 6-110pm.

Gerry Lynch, who is best known for
the robust lines and elegant compositions
of her abstract paintings, will exhibit new
decorative metal wall sculptures, metal

Shannon Johnstone’s shelter dog photo
portraits series, titled Landfill Dogs, has
recently earned national press recognition,
including a segment on Diane Sawyer’s
World News, Buzzfeed and the Huffington
Post. It’s easy to see how she garners the
attention, with the beguiling, direct gazes
she captures from each of her subjects, the
crisp focus and the expertly-crafted com-
positions. As the artist says in her state-
ment, “These are not just cute pictures
of dogs. These are dogs who have been
homeless for at least two weeks, and now
face euthanasia if they do not find a home.
Each week for 18 months (late 2012-early
2014) I bring one dog from the county
animal shelter and photograph him/her at

the local landfill.”

Johnstone raises money and awareness
with this and other photo series, and her
artwork transforms a hopeless setting and
situation into images of hope. In addition,
as part of the process, “each dog receives
a car ride, a walk, treats, and about 2
hours of much-needed individual atten-
tion.” Profits from the photos sold in this
Lobby exhibition will go toward funding
the project.

Artspace is a nonprofit visual art center
dedicated to providing arts education and
community outreach programs, creating
an environment of 120 professional art-
ists and presenting nationally acclaimed
exhibitions.

NC Museum of History in
Raleigh, NC, Offers Pottery from

the James-Farmer Collection

The NC Museum of History in Ra-
leigh, NC, is presenting Formed, Fired
and Finished: Art Pottery from the James-
Farmer Collection, on view through Aug.
3,2014.

What will catch your eye in a new pot-
tery exhibit at the NC Museum of History
in Raleigh? Will it be the brilliant Chinese
red vase or the beautifully shaped tur-
quoise teapot? A visual treat awaits you in
Formed, Fired and Finished: Art Pottery
from the James-Farmer Collection, featur-
ing more than 70 items by North Carolina
potters.

In the early 1900s, Tar Heel potters
began transitioning to art pottery after
cheaper, mass-produced containers re-
placed the demand for utilitarian pottery.
They used innovative colorful glazes and
reinterpreted traditional shapes to trans-
form their vessels into decorative items
to sell. The potters’ financial survival,
the crafts revival movement, increased
tourism, and outside cultural influences
motivated North Carolinians to adapt.

“Formed, Fired and Finished showcas-
es examples of the transition to art pottery
and its results,” said Michael Ausbon, As-
sociate Curator of Decorative Arts. “The
pottery in the exhibit represents some of
the influential potters, families and indi-
viduals who contributed to the change to
art pottery in North Carolina.”

The exhibit also features works by
contemporary potters Ben Owen III of
Seagrove, NC, Mark Hewitt of Chatham
County, NC, and others who continue the
art pottery tradition.

Tar Heel potters, such as Ben Owen
Sr., C.B. Masten and J.H. Owen, began
applying different techniques to traditional
forms in the early 1900s. They designed
innovative shapes, used improved firing
techniques that allowed new finishes, and
took advantage of technological advances
in glazes.

“Three successes in new glazing tech-
niques were the Chinese blue developed at

Jugtown Pottery near Seagrove, rainbow
colors used by the A .R. Cole family in Lee
County, and multiglazed pots created at
North State Pottery in Lee County,” noted
Ausbon. Examples of these items appear
in Formed, Fired and Finished.

Much of North Carolina’s success in
advancing the state’s art pottery is attrib-
uted to Jacques and Julianna Busbee, who
founded Jugtown Pottery in 1921 in the
Seagrove community, Randolph County.
Jugtown represented the first deliberate
attempt to preserve, adapt and market the
state’s pottery tradition. Today, Seagrove
is a thriving pottery center known around
the world.

The pottery in this exhibition is on
loan from collectors A. Everette James

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Jr.,M.D., and his wife, Dr. Nancy Jane
Farmer, of Chapel Hill, NC. James is a
dedicated historian and philanthropist who
has published more than 20 books and
500 articles. His book, North Carolina
Art Pottery, 1900-1960 (Collector Books,
2002), inspired the exhibit.

Farmer is a distinguished educator who
is active in cultural programs throughout
the state. She helps her husband as a dedi-
cated philanthropic partner, managing his
collections and acquisitions.

The couple has generously donated
portions of their southern decorative arts
collections to museums across the state,
and they are an essential asset to preserv-
ing North Carolina’s arts and crafts.

Plan to visit the Museum of History
to see what will catch your attention and
draw you to Formed, Fired and Finished.
After all, that’s what art pottery is created
to do.

The NC Museum of History is located
across from the State Capitol. Parking
is available in the lot across Wilmington
Street.

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ductive Space explores the creation and
maintenance of borders, both physical as
well as psychological, through the works
of artists primarily from South Asia.
These artists focus on the idea of parti-
tion as a productive space—where nations
are made through forging new identities
and relationships; reconfiguring memory
and creative forgetting; re-writing history
and the making of myths; and through the
creation and patrolling of borders.

Developed by the nonprofit arts orga-
nization Green Cardamom, this exhibition
originated in London in 2009 focused on
South Asian artists and the division of In-
dia in 1947.

Appropriation has existed for as long
as humans have created art, whether it is
called parody, pastiche, copy, imitation,
plagiarism—or even forgery and fake.
Since the turn of the 20th century, howev-
er, artists have appropriated imagery from
well-known works of art, commodities
and the media in order to make a state-
ment about art’s relationship to, and place
within, our world.

The artists included in this installation
use appropriation in their own way and for
their own purposes, addressing themes of
identity, politics, economics, history and
nostalgia. Central to all of these works are
questions of originality and the processes
that go into making art.

This installation includes works from
the Nasher Museum’s collection by Andy
Warhol, Roy Lichtenstein, Alice Wagner,
Kehinde Wiley, Vik Muniz, Alexander
Kosolapov and others.

The exhibition Archibald Motley: Jazz
Age Modernist will be on view from Jan.
30 through May 11,2014.

The Nasher Museum presents the first
sustained examination of the remarkable
paintings of Archibald John Motley, Jr.
(1891-1981), a master colorist and radical
interpreter of urban culture. Motley has
captured worldwide attention with his
brilliant yet idiosyncratic paintings known
for rainbow-hued, syncopated composi-
tion. For the first time, this exhibition

introduces his work within an internation-
al context. Archibald Motley includes 45
works from each period of Motley’s long
career, depicting modern African Ameri-
can life in Chicago, portraits and arche-
types, Jazz Age Paris, and 1950s Mexico.

Born in New Orleans, Motley spent
the first half of the 20th century living and
working in a predominately white neigh-
borhood on Chicago’s Southwest side,
only a few miles from the city’s growing
black community, known as “Bronzeville”
in Motley’s day. Motley intensely exam-
ines this community, depicting Chicago’s
African American elites, rustic, recently
disembarked Southern migrants and com-
mon, overlooked characters.

Motley also includes portrait studies
that reveal his part voyeuristic, part genea-
logical examinations of race, gender and
sexuality. His paintings of primitivist and
folkloric fantasies picturing stereotypical
figures and reveries of slavery—considered
objectionable by some viewers—will be in-
terpreted by this exhibition within the con-
text of other modern art inventions such
as the raucous and often ribald “Hokum”
blues music issuing from Bronzeville’s
assorted theaters and cabarets.

Motley spent the year 1929-30 in Paris,
France, on a Guggenheim Fellowship.

His 1929 work Blues, a colorful, rhythm-
inflected painting of Jazz Age Paris, has
long provided a canonical picture of
African American cultural expression
during this period. Several other memo-
rable canvases vividly capture the pulse
and tempo of “la vie boheéme.” Similar in
structure and spirit to his Chicago paint-
ings, these Parisian canvases thematically
and pictorially extended the geographical
boundaries of the Harlem Renaissance,
depicting a decidedly African diaspora in
Montparnasse’s meandering streets and
congested cabarets.

Finally, the exhibition considers
selected works that the artist created in
Mexico in the 1950s. These chromatically
jarring works examine Mexico’s nascent
and often seedy tourist industry during
this decade.

Motley’s renderings of a vibrant and
tumultuous African American community
in the years just prior to and after the
Great Depression, glimmers and phan-
tasms of interwar France, and reflections
on the so-called “El Milagro Mexicano”
in post-WWII Mexico all demonstrate his
privileging of color, emotional expression-
ism, and atmosphere over naturalism.

Archibald Motley: Jazz Age Modern-
ist is organized and curated by Richard J.
Powell, John Spencer Bassett Professor of
Art, Art History & Visual Studies at Duke
University.

UNC - Chapel Hill in Chapel Hill, NC,
will present two new exhibits including:
The New Found Land: Engravings by The-
odor de Bry from the Collection of Michael
N.Joyner,on view from Jan. 31 through
Apr. 13,2014, and America Seen: The
Hunter and Cathy Allen Collection of Social
Realist Prints,on view from Jan. 31 through
Apr. 13,2014. Both exhibitions will be at
the Ackland Art Museum.

In 1588, Thomas Harriot published A
Brief and True Report of the New Found
Land of Virginia, an engaging account of
the area and inhabitants around the first
British settlement in North America, es-
tablished in 1585 on Roanoke Island, off
the coast of what is now North Carolina.
In 1590, an illustrated edition appeared,
including 28 engravings by the Flemish
artist Theodor de Bry (1528-1598), work-
ing from watercolors made by John White,
a member of the expedition. Published in
four languages and widely distributed, this
book and its images gave Europeans their
first (and lasting) impressions of Native
Americans and some of their customs.

This exhibition presents over 40
examples of these compelling engrav-
ings, some hand-colored and from various
editions of the book. Also included are
engraved portraits of Queen Elizabeth I
and Sir Walter Raleigh (sponsors of the
expedition) and a self-portrait by de Bry,
as well as early maps.

These prints are intended gifts to the
Ackland from the collection of Michael
N. Joyner, AB *77. The exhibition will
be enhanced by loans of related material
from two rich repositories at The Uni-
versity of North Carolina at Chapel Hill:
the North Carolina Collection in Wilson
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Library (printed materials), and the North
Carolina Archaeological Collections in
the Research Laboratories of Archaeol-
ogy (Native American artifacts, such as
cooking pots, from cultures close in time,
place, or lifeway to the indigenous groups
encountered by the Roanoke settlers,
thereby counterbalancing de Bry’s Euro-
centric, outsider’s viewpoint).

The 1930s and adjacent decades were
a golden age of American printmaking.
Federally-funded arts programs, nota-
bly the Works Progress Administration
(WPA), sponsored and supported the work
of a large number of artists, including
printmakers, and the Associated American
Artists organization made a wide range of
prints—by some of the country’s most dis-
tinguished artists—available to the general
public at modest prices.

America Seen: The Hunter and Cathy
Allen Collection of Social Realist Prints
presents a very recent generous gift to
the Ackland of 38 prints from the era,
covering the range of popular and evoca-
tive subject matter: scenes of rural life
and hardship, urban entertainments, and
cityscapes showcasing the magnificent
diversity of New York City, especially
its subway. To varying degrees these
works of art are critical, documentary, and
celebratory, but all are powerful visual
statements about the America of the time,
familiar subject matter in accessible me-
dium. Interestingly, about a quarter of the
artists in the exhibition were born outside
the United States, offering the immigrant’s
eye on America Seen.

Levy’s portraits reveal everything and nothing

at the same time. This solo exhibition features
photographs selected from several series Levy
created over the past decade and a half. Vulner-
able, disquieting, and unsettling, her portraits
explore the politics of representation: the gaze of
the photographer and the subject of the gaze. Al-
though she has photographed women frequently
in her work, this exhibition presents male portraits
“under the microscope of a severe female

gaze,” as Levy puts it. Works in the exhibition
are selected primarily from her series Domestic
Stages, Polaroids, and You Before All. East
Building, Gallery 2, Through Jan. 5 - "Brian
Ulrich Copia—Retail, Thrift, and Dark Stores,
2001-2011". Contemporary photographer Brian
Ulrich’s decade-long investigation of American
consumer culture, Copia, traces a route from the
exuberant excess of big-box stores to the bleak
suburban landscapes of closed malls and empty
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shopping centers. The exhibition is divided into
three parts, starting with Retail (2001-2006), in
which Ulrich anonymously documented shoppers
engrossed in navigating the abundance of goods
found in vast enclosed malls and big-box stores.
Thrift (2005-2008) focuses on thrift stores, the
collecting places for discarded and unwanted
consumer products, and its workers, as they tried
to bring order to the overwhelming amounts of
donated, discarded, and unwanted consumer
products. Finally, in Dark Stores (2008-2011),
Ulrich explores the impact of the 2008 financial
crisis with haunting architectural landscapes of
abandoned buildings and empty parking lots that
have become commonplace in towns across
America. Julian T. Baker Jr. Gallery, Through
Jan. 26 - "Outsiders: Facing the Camera". This
exhibition brings together works from the North
Carolina Museum of Art’s permanent collection
that examine the forms of “otherness.” Perhaps
through an expression, a posture, or a feeling,
these photographs document subjects who are,
in some way, detached.

5 - "For Us the Living: The Civil War Art of
Mort Kiinstler". Nationally acclaimed artist
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Mort Kiinstler has been painting captivating
scenes of American history for more than 50
years. Known to many as “America’s artist,” he
has focused on the Civil War almost exclu-
sively since the 1980s. This exhibit showcases
original paintings by the renowned artist. This
free exhibit is significant for two reasons.
