never very good at watercolor and gauche
was slow. Eventually magic markers
became available and finally the computer
was invented. While working full time,
I never had time or energy for fine art.
Since I retired, I’ve come full circle and
returned to the pastels,” says Nagel.

“I have always liked the immediacy
of the pastel medium. I start my paint-
ings with an underpainting of pastel
and solvent on sandboard, using mostly
complimentary color. Then I build up light
and dark tones with hard pastel and fi-
nally add the bright highlights with softer
pastel.”

Nagel is a Member of the Hilton
Head Art League where he and Joyce
teach regular art classes at the ALHH Art
Academy. He is also an Associate Mem-
ber of the Pastel Society of America, and
a Member of Excellence in the South-
