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referencing her empathy for slaveholders.
Through these works, Quashie reveals
underlying stereotypes.

Quashie was born in London, England
and raised in the West Indies. At age six,
his parents immigrated to the US and
settled in Daytona Beach, FL. He briefly
attended the University of Florida on a
full academic scholarship and then joined
the Navy as a submarine Sonarman. He
worked as a comedy sketch writer on
Mad TV and 6 other comedy series. He
was an associate producer on an indepen-
dent feature film and in 2001 received an
Emmy award for documentary writing. He
lives in Charleston, SC, where he paints
while developing work for television and
freelancing as a graphic artist.
