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“Considerations” invites visitors to step into a
landscape of thousands of carefully crafted glass
river rocks. Made using techniques like blowing,
flame-working, casting, and laminating, these
fragile stones are stacked and arranged to create
an immersive installation that explores how we
experience and remember the world around us.
Each glass rock represents a moment in time—
some tied to personal memories, others shaped
from reclaimed glass, blending stories of loss and
creation.
