and heavily-layered with patterned back-
grounds pieced together with rubbed paint
and detailed brushstrokes gifting a soulful
moment. Each character engages the
viewer and they often meet at a junction
of life’s shared experiences.
Chadwick pursued his artistic career
as an illustrator while attending the Art
Institute of Pittsburgh. He would go on
to work for a national glassware com-
pany illustrating for corporations such as
McDonalds, Burger King, Hallmark Cards
and Twentieth Century Fox.

Corrigan Gallery LLC in Charleston,
SC, Features Book Launch and Exhibit
of Works by David Edwards

Corrigan Gallery LLC in Charleston,
SC, will present Charleston: Walking with
Ghosts, featuring a book and exhibit of
works by David Edwards, on view from
Apr. 1 -30,2025. A reception will be held
on Apr. 4, from 5-8pm, in conjunction
with the Charleston Gallery Association
Artwalk.

Fine art photographs from the 1990s by
local photographer, David Edwards, will
be on display at Corrigan Gallery. The re-
ception will also be the launch of a “gritty
artsy Charleston photo book” by David
Edwards, featuring Poetry by Markus
Amaker and AsiahMae, Poet Laureates of
Charleston.

The show features Edwards’ photog-
raphy and the release of his book entitled
“Charleston: Walking with Ghosts,” which
documents the historic and artistic roots of
Charleston in the 1990s with an evocative
view of this era. Edwards collaborated
with Marcus Amaker and AsiahMae and
featured their poems in the book. Amaker
served as the poet laureate of Charleston
from 2016 to 2022, and AsiahMae from
2023 to present.

This group of photographs tells the
story of inclusivity with an emerging
bohemian arts scene. The work documents
a working-class citizenry living on the
peninsula, the beauty of crumbling archi-
tecture, and the multitude of faces encoun-

tered along the way. This book honors a
city that was rich in history and culture
but had not been discovered or heralded as
“the best” place to visit. The city was for
its citizens and had not seen the effects of
the developers and tourism.

“When I moved here, I fell in love with
Charleston, and I wanted to immortalize
the soul of the city. I like to think I show
our common humanity in a more innocent
time, pre-cellphone, pre-social media.
This work ultimately reflects a love for
Charleston and an obsessive love of
camerawork,” states Edwards. A variety of
films, processes, and techniques were used
in this project that spanned over a decade.

Edwards’ creative talents were cultivat-
ed while attending the University of South
Carolina. Although he officially received a
BA in psychology in 1988, Edwards’ first
