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Another Thing About ArtFields

I read a quote from ArtFields that ap-
peared in the Charleston City Paper on
4/9/18 saying, “The 2018 event will unveil
what will be the largest art venue in the
entire state of South Carolina: the TRAX
Visual Arts Center, also known as TRAX-
vac - a 5,000 sq. ft. facility.” That’s a bold
lie. It was repeated in the 4/14/18 article in
the Florence Morning News.1 wonder if
the reporters or editors of these publications
rolled their eyes on hearing such a boast -
considering the size of the Florence County
Museum, or the Gibbes Museum of Art, or
any other major art venue in SC. The SC
State Museum has several floors of at least
5,000 sq. ft. Much like the Trump adminis-
tration, ArtFields thinks repeating a lie over
and over makes a lie a fact.

Another boast in that Florence Morn-
ing News article was, “Wim Roefs and
ArtFields team members are confident
that the quality of art present in this
year’s competition has taken another
leap forward. Roefs, the artistic director
for the Lake City Creative Alliance, said
ArtFields has rapidly become one of the
South’s most prominent art events.”

Since when do the people who are paid
to put on an event get to judge how good
it is? Well, I guess they do that in Lake
City. Roefs is also one of a few people in
SC who has the most conflicts of inter-
est in that he has a commercial gallery in
Columbia, runs 701 Center for Contem-
porary Art and runs the Columbia Open
Studio Tour through the 701 Center. Want
to guess how many artists he represents
have works in this exhibit?

I looked through the 22 pages of art-
works on display which was launched on
the ArtFields’ website just days before the
event opened and I didn’t see the “leap
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forward” Roefs and the staff are boasting
about. What I did see is a group of pretty
much the same artists who enter every
year, some presenting some works that
were almost duplicates of works entered
before, works catered to the Florence
and Lake City area audience which are
the bulk of voters in the competition, and
except for a few works - I didn’t see much
that would draw me to Lake City to see
something I haven’t seen before.

In looking through the entries not much
has changed, most of the entries are from
artists living in SC (55%), NC, and GA.
The artists in the other nine states who
could enter are still not interested in enter-
ing this competition even with a $50,000
carrot, and if I was an artist from one of
those states, I wouldn’t be interested in
entering either as most of the votes will be
going to locally known artists. Many from
other areas of SC, far from the Pee Dee
area, have already learned this lesson and
have stopped entering this competition.

And, if ArtFields has, “become one of
the South’s most prominent art events”, I
can’t wait to read all the write ups about it
in the major newspapers and arts publica-
tions around the Southeast - not in Flor-
ence, Lake City or the Charleston City
Paper, repeating quotes from people on
ArtFields’ paid staff.

I just hope that not too many of the
winners are artists represented by Roefs in
his enterprises in Columbia. That would
really look bad. But I guess the organiz-
ers of ArtFields didn’t think of that, but
what’s new about that?

I’m still left with getting over the fact
that I was once one of the biggest cheer-
leaders for this event. I was hopeful that
it would turn into a major event, but was
proven wrong at every misstep. I guess it
proves money can’t buy everything.

Work by Camela Guevara

Camela Guevara is a contemporary
textile artist, painter, and arts educator
based in Charleston, SC. In her exhibit,
CREST, Guevara presents a collection
of new gouache paintings and sculptural
fiber art pieces exploring aeronautics in
relation to class. The artist references her
Filipino-American identity and upbringing
as a military dependent in imagery evok-
ing airports and airplane seating uphol-
stery. Guevara received a BA in Studio
Art with a concentration in sculpture,
printmaking, and painting from the Col-
lege of Charleston in 2010 and attended
the Penland School of Crafts for weaving

Honduras: Nuestro Arte, Nuestra Vida
(Our Art, Our Life), is an international
group exhibition, presented as a cul-
tural exchange to benefit The Honduran
National School of Fine Arts (ENBA)
located in Tegucigalpa, Honduras. Eleven
Honduran artists and one local guest artist
will present a collection of new paint-
ings inspired by life in Honduras, pre-
Columbian cultural motifs, and the female
form. Many of the participating artists are
graduates of ENBA. Founded in 1940, the
school is the primary public institution of
higher learning engaged in the education
of students in the visual arts in the Repub-
lic of Honduras.

However, with virtually no govern-
ment support and poor socio-economic
conditions within their country, the school
is experiencing a decline in enrollment
and difficulty in obtaining the resources
needed to fulfill their academic mission.
ENBA’s sculpture department is in partic-
ular need of support, lacking the necessary
tools, updated equipment, and materials
necessary for students to practice their
craft and develop their skills.

Through a series of exhibitions, school
programs, workshops, lectures, painting
demonstrations, and networking/fundrais-
ing events in North Charleston, SC, Mi-
ami, FL, and Knoxville, TN, the school,
its students, and the artists participating
in this effort hope to bring attention and
support to ENBA and the arts community
of Honduras.

Nuestro Arte, Nuestra Vida is curated
by Helem Halonen, Dennis Cerrato, and
Susan Jensen, and made possible with the
support of Suomi-Honduras, a Finnish
non-political and non-profit friendship
society founded in 2016 as a means to
promote friendly and bilateral cultural
exchanges between the two countries and
promote their cultures internationally.

Participating artists include Victor
Hugo Cruz, Fernando Venegas, Tulio
Reyes, Dennis Cerrato, Orlando Roque,
Omar Sinchez, Ruben Salgado, Hendry
Rivera, Rigoberto Meléndez, and Wilmer
Sandre, with guest artists Patty Dimo and
Kris Manning.

Guilded and Indivisible, is a group art in-
stallation by North Charleston Artist Guild
+ community members. This collaborative
installation features two separate but related
parts; one created by members of the North
Charleston Artist Guild (NCAG) and the
other by community participants ranging
from professional and amateur artists to
students, business professionals, parents,
and more.

Each NCAG member was given a
wooden board and challenged to embellish
it in their unique artistic style using their
preferred medium.

Design Competition. He will display his
winning design, Atlantic Sun, along with
a new series of paintings. In addition, the
artist received a $500 purchase award and
the piece will become part of the City’s
Public Art Collection.

Mahmoodi’s design was selected from
a total of 85 entries by artists from 11
cities across the state. The selection was
made by a review panel appointed by the
Cultural Arts Department who judged the
entries based on quality, originality, ap-
peal to festival patrons from a broad range
of backgrounds, and ability to convey the
spirit of the festival as a public celebration
of arts and culture.

The works in this new series focus
primarily on the use of text and color to
provoke the viewer’s internal dialogue
and allow the viewer to experience the
gallery not just as a space to observe, but
also as a space in which to reflect. “A year
ago, I entered a competition with a piece
representing the idea of gun control titled
Thou Shalt Not. Since that time, as more
school and other mass shootings have oc-
curred, creating work for a show that has
a purpose to provide a space for reflection
is of great importance to me,” Mahmoodi
explains.

Mahmoodi was born in Iran and moved
to South Carolina in 1978. He attended
Clemson University and received a BS in
Design Architecture in 1986. He has been
a freelance designer for various architec-
tural firms throughout the Southeast and a
full-time artist working in a variety of me-
dia since the late 80’s. He has had several
one-man shows in museums, universities,
galleries, and restaurants, and his design
works and paintings can be found from
Ground Zero Memorial Park in NYC to
the South Carolina Governor’s Mansion.

Oil, watercolor, acrylic, metals, wax,
paper, furniture, and photography are just
some of the media that Mahmoodi has
used to create his diverse bodies of work.
His philosophy for creating art is much
like Robert Rauschenberg and Christo,
whereas he believes that each idea and
work deserves its own individual style and
medium. Therefore, his approach varies
from representational to abstract, with his
most recent paintings primarily executed
in an abstract style with an emphasis on
color and movement.

The 2018 Judged Fine Art Competition
& Exhibition, features works by artists
from throughout SC, who are competing
for cash awards in five categories totaling
up to $6,350.

Gibbes Museum of Art in
Charleston, SC, Offers New Exhibits

The Gibbes Museum of Art in Charles-
ton, SC, is offering several new exhibits
this Spring including: Printmaking:
Process to Product, on view in Gallery 9,
through Sept. 16, 2018; Radcliffe Bailey:
Pensive, an installation, on view in Gal-
lery 8, through Sept. 16, 2018; A Day at
the Beach, featuring works drawn from
the Gibbes collection, on view in Gallery
3, from May 25 through Oct. 21, 2018;
and Vanishing Charleston, which looks
at Charleston’s ever changing landscape
through works of art, on view in Gallery
2, from May 25 through Oct. 21, 2018.

Spanning the sixteenth century to the
present, Printmaking: Process to Product
explores the breadth of the Gibbes print
collection while focusing on the specific
processes used to create the works. To
help make connections between technique
and the finished product, the installation
pairs prints with rarely exhibited plates,
blocks, and printmaking tools from the
museum archives. Featured artists include
master printmakers Albrecht Diirer, James
Whistler, Robert Rauschenberg, Jasper
Johns, and Kara Walker, among others.

The installation, Radcliffe Bailey:
Pensive, showcases recent work by inter-
nationally renowned, Atlanta-based artist
Radcliffe Bailey. A painter, sculptor, and
mixed media artist, Bailey layers imagery,
culturally resonant materials, and text to
explore the themes of ancestry, race, and
memory.

Central to the exhibition is a site-
specific installation titled Storm at Sea
in which Bailey utilizes piano keys, an
African sculpture, and a glitter-covered
ship to suggest motifs associated with the
trans-Atlantic slave trade. Additionally,

a cast bronze sculpture depicting African
American civil rights activist and author
W.E.B. Du Bois in the pose of Rodin’s

The Thinker is situated among a selec-
tion of recent mixed media wall artworks.
These works focus on the artist’s material
lexicon, including wool military blankets,
canvas tarps, Georgia red clay, vintage
photographs, taxidermy, black paint, and
steel.

In 2010, Bailey was named winner of
the 1858 Prize for Contemporary Southern
Art awarded annually by the Gibbes.

This exhibition is organized by the
SCAD Museum of Art in Savannah, GA,
and is made possible by Radcliffe Bailey
and the Jack Shainman Gallery.

A Day at the Beach, drawn from the
Gibbes collection, features images of
ocean side relaxation and fun. From the
serene to the comical, the works on view
offer insight into American leisure in the
twentieth century.

As new buildings rise and construction
cranes dot the horizon, Charleston’s urban
neighborhoods have undergone rapid
change. The exhibit, Vanishing Charles-
ton, examines the evolving landscape of
the city, including several buildings that
no longer exist, through the work of eight
artists.

The City of Charleston Office of Cul-
tural Affairs is presenting WOKE': Rattling
Bones, Conversations, Sacred Rites and
Holy Places at City Gallery, in Charleston,
SC, on view through May 6,2018.

The exhibit was curated by Dr. Ade
Ofunniyin, Executive Director of the
Gullah Society and Project Director of
the Gullah Society Sacred Burial Ground
Project. Multiple community conversa-
tions and workshops are planned through
the run of the exhibition; a complete list
of events is available at (charleston-sc.
gov/citygallery). All events are open to the
public and free to attend.

Using the unearthing of remains of 36
African-descended individuals during the
2013 renovation of the Gaillard Center as
a point of departure, the exhibition will
serve as a learning laboratory to share in-
formation and documentation about newly

recognized and at-risk cultural heritage
sites. The intention of the exhibition is

to allow the public to participate in the
process of honoring ancestral generations
and to stimulate awareness to promote
understanding and stewardship of Charles-
ton’s past.

Visitors to the exhibition will learn
about the “Anson Street Burials Project,”
including the archaeological, historical
and scientific research associated with
the site. The exhibition will frame the
questions, Who were these people? How
did they come to be buried here? - and
most importantly - What are their stories?
These individuals-buried in the mid-late
1700s-are among the earliest-known
burials in Charleston, and the unearthing
of their remains provides and points to
the opportunity to more fully investigate

and document past and present African
descendant identity in the Charleston area,
through family history, DNA, and genea-
logical research.

“We are excited about this significant
opportunity to reconcile the past, and
honor the people buried on this sacred
ground,” says Gullah Society founder,

Dr. Ade Ofunniyin. “We hope that future
DNA research, in combination with long
since completed archaeological research,
will help us learn more about the individu-
als buried at this site.”

The exhibition will further explore
cultural legacies by documenting research
and field work currently underway at other
locations throughout Charleston and the
Lowcountry. This will include documen-
tary photographs by renowned photogra-
pher Leonard Freed taken during the Civil
Rights era that capture burial and religious
practices on Johns Island, and other iconic
images of South Carolina and the South-
eastern United States.

Dr. Ade Ofunniyin is the founder of the
Gullah Society and an adjunct professor at
the College of Charleston. Dr. Ofunniyin
previously curated several exhibitions at
City Gallery; his most recent was Egun-
gun Masquerade: Dance of the Ancestors.

The Gullah Society is a nonprofit orga-

nization created to assist those seeking to
reconnect with their Gullah heritage, Afri-
can history and culture. It aims to develop
methods that will provide Gullah Geechee
people with skills in identifying and pre-
serving sites, historical data, artifacts, and
objects associated with Gullah Geechee
people and culture, for the benefit and ed-
ucation of all. The Society accomplishes
these goals by working with communities
to preserve sacred burial grounds in the
African diaspora, Gullah Geechee identity,
and history. In developing indigenous
scholars, artists/artisans, cultural crafts
people, and performers, Gullah Society
focuses on artistic, oral history/storytell-
ing and performance processes committed
to bringing positive reconciliation and
pride to Gullah Geechee people and their
history. By emphasizing the develop-
ment of entrepreneurs who will become
employers who provide opportunities to
Gullah Geechee people, Gullah Society
recognizes that the need for appropri-
ate economic development, adequate job
training programs, and entrepreneurial and
educational opportunities.

City of Charleston, SC, Offers 39th

Work by Nathan Durfee

The Robert Lange Studios in Charles-
ton, SC, will present Epic, featuring really
large paintings from their artists, on view
from May 4 - 25, 2018. A reception will
be held on May 4, from 6-8pm.

Each work is the largest piece that each
painter has ever created. This is the first
series of its kind shown at the gallery and
Robert Lange said, “We are extremely ex-
cited to see what these artists are capable
of on a grand scale.”

Most of the artists in the show are
landscape painters. However, artists and
local Charleston favorite Nathan Durfee
decided to tackle the challenge of painting
his largest work to date. For his part he
created an enormous tree filed with cardi-
nals being serenaded by a panda.

“Creating a piece of this scale allowed
me to create a world within the painting.
Each bird perched on a branch has its own
personality and individual story,” said Na-
than Durfee. “When you look at a crowd-
ed street, everyone you see has there own
story, this painting creates a similar effect.
There are a multitude of paintings worth
of stories expressed within one piece.”

Durfee starts his painting process by
creating doodles and sketches that he then
loosely translates with oil onto the canvas.
The painting as he says “evolves into what
it wants to be” as he adds more and more
rendering and color.

Showing along side Durfee’s piece
will be two enormous 7’ seascapes from
painter Adam Hall, whose moody waters
and textured landscapes are usually quite
large but nothing like what he has made
for this show.

Hall has wanted to create something
gigantic but was intimated to start. He
said, “Putting the first brush stroke on
such an enormous canvas was something
I’ll never forget doing.”

In another piece for the show titled
Endurance a single tree stands within a
vast landscape overlooking mountains on

a 36” x 48” canvas. Artist Brett Schiefflee

had initially painted the same image in a
smaller work 10” x 10” piece. “When I
was approached to participate in the show
I immediately thought of that smaller tree
piece and how I had wished that I had
originally painted it larger. There were so
many nuances that were lost.”

One collector’s comment in anticipa-
tion for the upcoming show is, “To test
ones own ability and push for excellence
in art and life is how we grow as people,”
Peter Levine, a great art collector from
Charleston said, “I think this show will
dare an artist to dream big and that after
all is what it’s all about.”

Robert Lange Studios is a gallery space
run by artist and gallery owners Megan
and Robert Lange. As such, it is dedicated
to the development of an on-going dia-
logue between artists from a diverse range
of artistic disciplines at differing levels of
their careers.

Robert Lange Studios has been voted
Best Art Gallery in Charleston for the last
four years by the Charleston City Paper
and Nathan Durfee has received the award
for Best Visual Artist.

College of Charleston in Charleston,
SC, will present The Carrion Cheer: A
Faunistic Tragedy, featuring an instal-
lation by the Germany-based artist duo
Bohler & Orendt, on view at the Halsey
Institute, from May 18 through July 7,
2018. A reception will be held on May
18, from 6:30-8pm. An artist talk will be
offered on May 19, beginning at 2pm and
a Family Day will be offered on June 16,
beginning at 10am.

Germany-based artist duo Bohler &
Orendt will create an immersive installa-

tion in the galleries of the Halsey Institute.

Naming it a “makeshift transdimensional
stopover camp,” the installation will con-
sist of several tents through which view-
ers can walk. Each tent will feature an
apparition of an extinct animal, such as a
Steller’s Sea Cow, the Carolina Parakeet,
and the Pinta Island Tortoise, which will
appear as a projection on a screen of mist.
The extinct animals will appear in chorus
to sing a song of forgiveness to humans
for causing their ultimate extinction. The
tents will also feature cave painting-like
drawings of the animals’ encounters with
humans.

While whimsical and imaginative, the
installation will comment on humans’ re-
lationship with the world around us. As all
of the animals featured in the exhibition
have gone extinct between 1768 and the
present, their demise can be blamed on in
part by the Industrial Revolution and the
destruction of habitats all over the planet.
Bohler & Orendt’s project confronts the
notion that humans are thought as the
most intelligent beings, as they suggest
these animals are capable of traveling
through time and dimensions to revisit us.
Furthermore, the installation comments
on the plight of refugees in the West by
creating a stopover camp in the galleries.

Addressing an increasingly politicized
issue of refugees, this installation will
provoke viewers to contemplate their
own relationships with the communities,
environments, and issues that comprise
our global social fabric.

This will be the first solo exhibition
of Bohler & Orendt’s work in the United
States. The exhibition is curated by Bryan
Granger, Manager of Exhibitions and Pro-
grams at the Halsey Institute. The Carrion
Cheer is an official offering of Piccolo
Spoleto 2018 and is supported in part by
JB Architekten, Nuremburg, Germany.

Carrion Cheer will be exhibited at the
Kunsthalle Goppingen, in Goppingen,
Germany.

West Main Artists Co-op in Spartanburg,
SC, Features Works by Shelley Sperka

Tryon, NC artist Shelley Sperka is
showcasmg her latest work in fused glass,
in the exhibit, Murmurs, featuring works
by Tryon, NC, fused glass artist, Shelley
Sperka, on view through May 12, 2018.

The 14 pieces of colorful and delicate
sculpture convey the artist’s concern for
the environment, creating emotional reac-
tions of exuberance, sorrow, resignation,
and determination.

“I was inspired by the dying of the
earth,” the 66-year-old New York native
said. “We are documenting this death.
This is my way of acknowledging and
expressing my sorrow. The art is not sad.
It is the message that is sad.”

Indeed, the art at first consideration is
jewel-like: non-representational con-
structions with vivid colors and striking
shapes. Using a wide variety of glass,
some of the pieces suggest water and
space by incorporating circle of various
shades of blue and green into a circular
pattern. Other pieces use a dominant red-
orange-yellow palette in conflicting and
overlapping shapes that might suggest
nature’s struggle to survive.

“I came to realize that I was an artist
late in life,” Sperka said. “I started mak-
ing fused glass in 1984 and came back
to it in 2006 after rearing my children. I
have been working with fused glass for
20 years,” she said. Sperka’s mother was
a watercolorist, stained glass artist, and
painter, and was Sperka’s major influence
as she slowly discovered she wanted to
create art as well. She believes her mother
taught her “how to see.”

“This work is a departure from what
I’ve done in the past,” she said. “I have
larger works and more abstract works, as
well as some functional pieces.” It took
Sperka four months to create this exhibit,
and all of the works will be for sale, rang-
ing in price from $20 to $300.

In her artist’s statement, Sperka said, “I
use a painterly approach to creating fused
glass. I don’t think of glass as ‘hard.’
Rather, I approach it as if it were pliable
as part of a palette. I am always interested
in how the colors react with light and
with each other. I don’t really know how
to describe the origins of my ideas. They
sometimes wake me up: Often I daydream
and suddenly I have an idea about mak-
ing a piece. My work tends toward the
abstract. It’s a way to express myself and
my relationship to the world.”

Sperka attended her first glass work-
shop when her children were young. She
instantly fell in love with the process.
Between that October and Christmas of
1988, she made more than 200 pendants.
She was on fire with love for the glass
and the process. She has made abstract
landscapes, frit (crushed glass) paint-
ings, bowls, and plates. She has studied
with Karoline Shaffer O’Rourke and
John O’Rourke, the late Jo Harrison, and

attended three Slumpfest workshops at
Slumpy’s in Belmont, NC. She attended
Open Glass Studio at Tryon Arts and
Crafts School with other creative and sup-
portive glass artists.

Besides being an artist, Sperka is the
Director of Systems and Applications at
Wofford College’s library.

Sperka has been a member of West
Main Artists Co-op for a year. “I am
very excited about this exhibit, because
WMAC a very supportive group of artists,
and because this is my first solo exhibit,”
she said. “As I have gotten ready for this
exhibit, I have received wonderful advice,
information, suggestions and therapy from
those who have gone before. It is a real
pleasure to be a part of this Co-op.”

When patrons see her latest work, the
message she hopes to convey is “Creativ-
ity is available to all of us,” she said.
“Creating art is a sacred activity. Itis a
way of communicating without using
words, which are often inadequate.

“The most important thing to be said
is ‘please come see the exhibit,”” she
continued. “Visiting galleries and art
openings is a two-part communication. [
am communicating with you by creating
and show my work. You cannot receive
my communication about my work unless
you come see it.”

West Main Artists Co-op is a nonprofit,
all-volunteer arts group on West Main
Street in Spartanburg. It is housed in the
former West Main Baptist Church and is
continuously renovated by its members
who are 50-plus strong. It provides afford-
able work spaces for more than 30 artists
in the 20,000-square-foot building. In ad-
dition, the Co-op has the largest collection
of locally made art for sale with extremely
diverse buying options, including pottery,
jewelry, paintings, sculptures, quilts. Each
month, the Co-op hosts three new exhibits
by its members and nonmembers, some
of whom enjoy regional and even national
recognition.

Uptown Greenwood Art Venues
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Hampton III Gallery in Greenville,
SC, Offers Works by Yuri Tsuzuki

Hampton III Gallery in Greenville, SC,
is presenting Forest Meditation - Shinrin-
Yoku (a mental walk through the forest),
featuring paintings and sculptures by Yuri
Tsuzuki, on view through May 26, 2018.

Featured are small works on paper that
date back to the early 1990’s. In 1994
the Greenville County Museum of Art
presented a solo exhibition of Tsuzuki’s
work which included many of the small
paintings that are being shown in this
exhibition. Along with the intimate paper
works, several large canvases and recent
sculpture will be on display.

Tsuzuki offered the following artist
statement, “My art is like calligraphy in
space. It is a means of finding a voice in
the absence of vocabulary. In my work, I
value the negative space as much as the
positive. The negative space may be the
gaps of silence in a conversation - gaps
like our memory which are sometimes
erased and absent. As I work in different
sites, spaces, and countries, I am often
times reminded of my own childhood - a
time of living and bridging two very dif-
ferent worlds: Nagoya, Japan and Green-
ville, S.C. This experience compelled me
to create art that speaks and appreciates
many languages, mediums, and cultures.”

“After graduating from Princeton
University in 1989, I had the opportunity
to work closely with the environmental
artist, “Christo and Jeanne-Claude,” on
the Umbrella Project in both Japan and
California,” added Tsuzuki. “Christo’s
guidance and exuberant passion for public
dialogue and art gave me my first taste,
insight, and interest in pursuing public art.
Later, after completing my Masters degree
at Columbia University in 1994, I worked
for several years with John Szarkowski
(Director of Photography) and Peter
Galassi (Head Curator of Photography) at
the Museum of Modern Art. All through
this time, I worked for NHK, the pri-
mary Japanese tv broadcasting network.
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Work by Yuri Tsuzuki

I reported the news every day from our
offices in Rockefeller Center for Good
Morning Japan. This was a convenient
way for my parents to check in on me
every morning!”

“During all these years, I continued my
work as an artist. At the time, my studio
at Union Square was a tiny 100 square
feet but it had a great view of The Empire
State Building.”

“My work in steel began during six
years spent in Bogota, Colombia. Steel, in
all the many forms it takes, is a challenge
both physical and mental,” says Tsuzuki.
“As an artist, I respect its properties, its
limitations and its potential. Steel can
be cold, unbending, and stark. In my
sculptures, steel reflects light. It plays
with shadows. Burnished to a shine, it
shimmers. Powder coated in colors, it

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can dance - whimsically and playfully. In
creating art, I acknowledge the strength,
beauty and fragility in every medium and
in every one of us.”

A booklet accompanies the exhibition
with an essay by Blair Knobel. She states,
“An erratic calm imbues the work of artist
Yuri Tsuzuki. Aggressive strokes meet
bright pops of color; darkness defines
areas of light. Steel - heavy and unyield-
ing - evokes movement, flight, energy.
Juxtaposition reigns. Everything is in bal-
ance, with nothing unnecessary.”

“For Tsuzuki, the tree remains a con-
stant symbol and subject. Rustic yet el-
egant, bold yet bending, strong yet break-
able, it is a metaphor for security, comfort,
and continuity, but also of individuality,
humanness, and temporality. Trees are
subject to danger, broken by nature and
man. Yet they endure stoically and majes-
tically, never trying to be anything more,
anything other, than what they are. Their
exterior represents quiet strength, while
their roots exemplify the complexity of
our inner world. The tree holds both chaos
and calm,” adds Knobel.

“Forest Meditation suggests that the
artist is at one with the tree and indepen-
dent of it, subjectively experiencing the
woods while also objectively observing
the girth of the trunk, the twist of the
branch, the sinew of the root. Leaves
dance in the wind; birds cry and chirp.
Nature’s symphony swells with each care-
ful step.”

“We go to the woods for space and
clarity, to connect with an energy beyond
ourselves, but one that we also recognize.
We, too, are the tree; we, too, are the for-
est.”

“The tree is a metaphor for our hu-
manness, its roots implied but not shown
in Tsuzuki’s sculptures, like our complex
inner landscape - personal yet shared by
all,” says Knobel. “We hide our deepest
desires, fears, and compulsions, project-

ing strength and independence. The tree
mirrors our ability to hold two emotional
states simultaneously: chaos (internal
roots) and peace (external presence).”

“Branches resemble the veins of our
bodies, changing with the seasons, just
as we evolve, shift, and grow. The tree
represents renewal and return, the cycle
of life, the dichotomy, and balance, of our
internal and external selves. Each strik-
ing tree sculpture, though similar in way,
shape, and form, is actually singular and
separate, unique and defined, as the natu-
ral tree, the life of the artist—and as each
of our lives,” says Knobel.

Last year Tsuzuki added to the public
landscape of Greenville, SC, with the
installation of two outdoor sculptures.
Transformation is located beside Brooks
Brothers on Main Street and is related
to the hundreds of steel butterflies forms
that have been placed by Tsuzuki around
Greenville. This project relates to the
Cancer Survivor Park where a second
sculpture is installed at the entrance below
the Chamber of Commerce. It is titled
Butterfly Journey and marks the entrance
to the park and the journey one takes.

Hampton III Gallery is located on
Wade Hampton Boulevard in Taylors,
SC, (a couple of miles from downtown
Greenville).

In 1970 the gallery opened with the
vision to provide quality art to the com-
munity. The gallery features work from
leading painters, sculptors and printmak-
ers from the Southeast.

Turner, and Suzanne Zoole are among the
many artists represented in her collection.

A native South Carolinian, Dr. Su-
sanne Gunter has been active in the field
of arts and education for over 30 years.

Carolina, and her doctorate in Curriculum
and Instruction — Art Education from the
University of South Carolina.

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West Main Artists Co-op in
Spartanburg, SC, Features
Works by Mayo “Mac” Boggs

A lifetime of work by one of Spartan-
burg, SC’s most celebrated artists, the late
Mayo “Mac” Boggs, will be presented
at West Main Artists Co-op, from May
2 through May 31, 2018, celebrating 43
years of international recognition and
acclaim. This extensive collection of
sculptures and 2-dimensional works-of-
art, will be presented in the Co-op’s Venue
Gallery, as Mac Boggs: A Retrospective.
The public is invited to a reception on
May 17, from 5-9pm, during the city’s
monthly ArtWalk. His widow, Ansley
Boggs, Ph.D., will give a free artist’s talk
between 6:30-7 p.m.

“This will be West Main’s most impor-
tant exhibit for the year,” Venue Com-
mittee Chair Dwight Rose said. “There is
probably no other Spartanburg artist who
has achieved as much recognition and re-
spect as Mac Boggs. His work is literally
around the world.”

Boggs passed away on Mar. 10, 2014,
at the age of 71, due to heart disease. At
that time, he was retired from teaching art
at Converse College, where he retained
the distinction of Professor Emeritus
of Art. Dr. Boggs survives him and has
worked with Rose to curate this retrospec-
tive exhibit at the Co-op.

“Mac always believed in artists
supporting each other, so he loved that
WMAC established an influential and
supportive artist community,” Dr. Boggs
said, “Mac was legendary for his mentor-
ing and support of fellow and budding
artists. While supporting well-known art-
ists, Mac always sought out those artists
of whom no one might be aware, whether
because they hadn’t exhibited, or because
they didn’t recognize themselves as art-
ists. Frequently, people in the community
attributed their artistic success to his
encouragement and generosity in shar-
ing his talent and time. He was a creative
inspiration to all!

“Artist Winston Wingo enjoys telling
the story of a rainy night, when he was
in high school, and he knocked on Mac
Boggs’ front door,” she recalled. “When
Mac answered, Winston said, ‘I hear
you’re the new sculptor in town.” Mac
responded affirmatively, and Winston re-
plied, “Well, I'm a sculptor too, and I want
to do what you do!” They remained friends
for the rest of Mac’s life.”

The exhibit will include many abstract
and non-representational metal and bronze
sculptures, for which he is most known.
However, the exhibit will also have
marble constructions, paintings, computer
graphics, prints, photographs of commis-
sioned art, sketches of proposed sculpture,
awards, newspaper articles, models of
proposals, and letters from students and
colleagues. “I hope that people appreciate
Mac’s amazing versatility and creativity,
as well as sense his inspiration, enthu-
siasm and passion for creating art and
teaching,” she said.

“Over a 40-year period, I have inter-
acted with Boggs and observed him using
his energy, talent, and expertise to become
a driving force behind the development
of the visual arts program at Converse
College,” Wingo has been quoted, “Since
my high school years, he has served as a
role model to help guide my career in arts
education. Boggs’ immeasurable contribu-
tions to his students, Converse College,
as well as his community, are evidence of
exemplary leadership in the field.”

Boggs was born and raised in Ashland,
KY. He earned a bachelor’s degree in art
from the University of Kentucky and a
master’s degree of fine arts (sculpture)
from the University of North Carolina at
Chapel Hill. From 1970-2013, Boggs was
the professor of sculpture at Converse
College in Spartanburg. He received nu-
merous awards and honors, and in 1991,
he was named Honorary Artist of Spar-
tanburg by proclamation of the Mayor.

In 2000, the Mayor proclaimed a “Mayo
Mac Boggs Day.”

In 2008, he was selected to serve as

Streeter Art and Marble Stone-carving
Summer Workshop of Pietrasanta, Italy.
In 2010, Boggs was honored by Converse
College, Wofford College, and USC-Up-
state with a 40-year retrospective exhibi-
tion on each of the three campuses. And
in 2013, he received the Elizabeth O’Neill
Verner Governor’s Award for the Arts,
South Carolina highest arts award.

Boggs is well known for his metal
sculptures in steel, stainless steel, and
bronze. His work is in the presidential li-
braries of former United States presidents
Gerald Ford and Jimmy Carter. His work
is located internationally in permanent
collections of numerous corporations. In
addition, he has received sculpture com-
missions for public parks, libraries, col-
lege campuses, schools, local businesses,
and private residences, two of which were
for the home of the author, Lillian Jackson
Braun. Though he is best known for
his metal sculptures, Boggs also carved
marble and soapstone, and exhibited his
photography and digital art. He frequently
participated in local, regional, national,
and international exhibitions. Also, he
often served as a guest speaker for lecture-
demonstrations.

“The welded steel sculpture has
remained a constant as my medium of
expression,” he once said. “I love the
look, feel, taste, smell and sound of steel.
My great-grandfather was a blacksmith in
Kentucky; both my grandfathers and my
father were welders and steelworkers. I
grew up watching steel pouring from the
blast furnaces and the nightly spectacular
display of slag being dumped from huge,
railroad-sized crucibles. I walked the
railroad tracks and picked up scrap metal
that had fallen from freight cars. The
ironworker’s material and process were an
everyday part of my childhood in Ash-
land, KY. I have taken this material and its
process and made art, continuing a family
tradition of ironwork.”

Dr. Boggs, who is college professor of
education, has collected much of her hus-
band’s work and related materials, such as
published articles and photographs. From
her stores of information, she relayed this
quote by her husband, “T have enjoyed
being a participant in my students’ growth
in self-confidence, in the development of
their creativity, and in their experiences as
proud contributors to the art world. I teach
them to be unafraid, to ignore rejection, to
be confident. One can do anything that she
sets her mind to do. Many students come
with little self-confidence and knowledge
and exposure to the art world, the world
of the arts. I encourage and help students
get experience. I developed over the years
internship programs which gave students
exposure to working in art studios, major
art auction houses, fabric design studios,
interior design studios, and museums in
cities, such as London, New York, Atlanta,
etc. I also developed travel programs to
major art centers in the United States and
Europe.”

All of the work in the Co-op exhibit
will be on sale, ranging in price from $125
to $2,500. All proceeds will be donated to
the development of the Mac and Ansley

Boggs Travel Scholarship Fund for Con-
verse College art and education majors
who do not have the financial means to
travel. Boggs believed strongly in the
importance of travel to a student’s art and
life, his widow said.

In preparation for his 2010 40th-
year retrospective, Boggs wrote, “What
inspires sculptors to produce the images
they do? Sculptors have an innate desire
to build things. They are usually very
hands on, mechanically inclined, and
technically oriented. Many come from a
physically oriented background-the results
of an unscientific poll showed that many
sculptors were high school athletes. Sculp-
tors are kin to architects who dream of
objects in three dimensions. As children,
we were the ones who played with erector
sets and building blocks-the ones always

using hammers and nails. These were the
people who thought outside the box, liter-
ally.”

West Main Artists Co-op in

Spartanburg, SC, Features
Works by Stephen A Chapp_

Pickens County printmaker and artist
Steven A. Chapp will exhibit a large col-
lection of his work in the exhibit, Ob-
server Observed, on view at Spartanburg,
SC’s West Main Artists Co-op, through
May 12,2018.

This exhibit is giving the public ex-
tensive insight to his American ancestors,
especially during the Civil War. Within the
more-than 26 unique hand-pulled prints
are historic family photos, written docu-
ments, and original drawings that Chapp
used to create print collages, monoprints,
and etchings using various printmaking
techniques. The print collages are new
constructions using older or current prints
to create new compositions that he would
not otherwise have made.

“Visitors will see original hand-pulled
prints and print collages with some mixed
media that represent several printmak-
ing methods that include intaglio, relief,
monoprints, and monotypes,” Chapp said.
“These are works that in some cases show
crows as observers peeking at others, and,
in other instances, they represent me as
the observer. We all might look at our sur-
rounding, but are we observers?”’

Many of the prints have a somber
attitude, using dark images and colors.
Often, the subject has a ghost-like figure
in the composition; very often there is a
black crow in the image. The black crow
is a symbol that Chapp has used through-
out this artistic career. It represents an
ever-present non-judgmental observer of
humankind. The finished images are often
layered and invite to the viewer to hypoth-
esize what the story is behind the print. “I
think of them as mysterious and at times
dark,” he said. “But at the same time com-
pelling to look at.” He recommends that
patrons “look close at the works.”

“I am always inspired by my observa-
tions of people and my surroundings,” the
65-year-old Chapp said. “This particular
body of work shows a move in my subject
matter to explore my ancestors and what [
have discovered about them. In particular
is a great-great-grandfather who fought
with the Union during the Civil War and
left letters that describe his travels. The
letters are but a glimpse of a man I never
met. But having read them and the stories
discovered within these letters, I know
much more about his life during those
troubling times.

“I hope that the audience will see an
artist’s energy in making marks that tell a
story and that they can add to this story in
their own interpretations of the imagery,”
he continued. “I want then to understand
that printmaking is not a simple process
and that each image comes from work-
ing in various printmaking techniques
and methods to arrive a finished plate to
either make a limited edition or a singular
unique image.”

The bulk of this exhibit was created
during the past six months with some of
the images coming from a 2017 exhibit at
if ART Gallery in Columbia, SC. All of
the works will be for sale. Chapp is not a
member of West Main Artists Co-op, but
he is no stranger to the Spartanburg-based
arts group. “I was excited to be asked by a

former colleague to exhibit with WMAC,”
he said. “I have shown there before in

the past in juried shows, but not in a solo
exhibit. WMAC has been an influential
and positive art institution for Spartanburg
bringing art exhibits and studio opportuni-
ties to the area.”

Chapp is a native of Kansas City, MO,
but spent his teen years in the Bay Area
of California and his college years in the
Carolinas. He has a bachelor’s degree in
art education from Appalachian State Uni-
versity with a major in printmaking and
drawing. Also, he has a master’s degree in
printmaking and drawing from Clemson
University. Retired from public education
after 29 years, Chapp has taught classes
and workshops in various media, includ-
ing printmaking at the Greenville County
Museum of Art; as an adjunct instructor
for Clemson in Genoa, Italy; Fine Arts
Center in Greenville, SC; South Carolina
Governor’s School for the Arts and Hu-
manities in Greenville; Coastal Carolina
University, Presbyterian College; and at
his print studio Black Dog Press in Easley.
Currently, he lives Dacusville, an Upstate
community.

Chapp has received various awards
and recognition for his art, and his works
are in private and public collections
regionally and nationally. if ART Gallery
represents Chapp, and he has had several
solo and group exhibits during the past 15
years. Among his contributions to the arts,
Chapp coordinates invitational art exhibits
in the Narthex art gallery at the Green-
ville Unitarian Universalist Fellowship in
Greenville. He is a founding member and
current vice chair of the Contemporary
Print Collective, a group of Upstate South
Carolina printmakers who work in the
various print media and are dedicated to
elevating the public awareness to the fine
art of printmaking.

Chapp has directed two print exchang-
es - Shifting Plates I and Shifting Plates
II - organizing them to travel throughout
the Carolinas. Most recently, he helped
organize two print fairs at the Greenville
Center for Creative Arts.

“My maternal grandfather introduced
me to the printed images on postage
stamps, which is still an interest of mine,”
Chapp said. “I have always enjoyed the
process of making a singular or repeat-
able image creating marks on a surface
be it wood, metal or on an acrylic plate.
Printmaking, regardless of the process, is
a medium in which I feel compelled to do
this. It is my objective to create images

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that not only speak of marks but to have
marks that speak for the image. It is how
many artists arrange their marks that an
image is resolved be it from the initial
sketches or the final image.”

“As an artist,” Chapp continued, “I
am foremost an observer of things around
me, whether they be the landscape, people
or animal. In many of my images I use
the crow as metaphor for humankind. To
me the crow is an observer, a watcher
of events, the ever present watchful eye.
As an artist | am interested in narrative
images, which goes back to my childhood
when I was attracted to the illustrations
in books. I was far more interested in the
story I found in the illustrations than the
words on the page. I could use my imagi-
nation to create my own story. I want my
images to tell a story and for the viewers
to read what they will into the images.
The recent works have included images
of actual ancestors that at times include
the presence of a crow, the observer. As
I investigated my ancestors’ letters and
stories I became the observer wondering
about their lives and daily interactions. In
the works absent of the crow we viewers
become the observer of a past life.”

“I look at this exhibit as an opportu-
nity to educate the public about original
printmaking,” Chapp said. “There is a
misconception that prints are a second-
class art medium. Often I have been asked
when people look at my art, ‘where is the
original?” The works are not reproduc-
tions: They are original works constructed
by hand and pulled from the plate by hand
by the artist.”

West Main Artists Co-op is a nonprofit,
all-volunteer arts group on West Main
Street in Spartanburg. It is housed in the
former West Main Baptist Church and is
continuously renovated by its members
who are 50-plus strong. It provides afford-
able work spaces for more than 30 artists
in the 20,000-square-foot building. In ad-
dition, the Co-op has the largest collection
of locally made art for sale with extremely
diverse buying options, including pottery,
jewelry, paintings, sculptures, quilts. Each
month, the Co-op hosts three new exhibits
by its members and nonmembers, some
of whom enjoy regional and even national
recognition.

West Main Artists Co-op in

Spartanburg, SC, Features
Works by Elizabeth Bagwell

Spartanburg, SC, artist, Elizabeth Bag-
well, will exhibit her latest collection of
work, The Southerner Abroad: A Modern
Lifestyle Installation, on view at West
Main Artists Co-op in Spartanburg, from
May 17 through June 16, 2018. A recep-
tion will be held on May 17, from 5-9pm
during the city’s monthly ArtWalk.

This new collection is a vibrant mix of
40-plus paintings on canvas, paper, and
metal based on the energy and move-
ment drawn from vintage photographs of
Paris, France, from the late 1930s to early
1940s.

Bagwell, known as an abstract expres-
sionist, will present work that invokes
raw emotion through the use of thick and
thin lines, often using a single color in
subtle, varying shades. As a professional
artist, this is her first solo exhibit. Bag-
well’s work is often described as bold,
raw, and mid-century modern with a sense
of energy and drama through her use of
dark versus light. She works in a variety
of mediums including acrylic, latex, ink,
charcoal, vintage and found papers, pas-
tels, and hand cut/torn paper.

“This exhibit was inspired by souve-
nir photographs my paternal grandfather,
Clyde E. Bagwell Sr. picked up in Paris,
France, during World War II,” the art-
ist said. “He showed them once or twice
to me as a young child. He was quiet
about his time in the military but those
photographs have always stood out in
my memory. They captured a moment in
time — a glimpse of daily life and its many
stages — a time gone by.

“I went through over two dozen photo-
graphs and selected six to eight that were
visually very strong — energy seemed to
be jumping off the page — whether due to
the lines of buildings — thick and thin — or
due to individuals looking like small ants
scurrying about their daily life through
bustling city streets,” she continued. “It
is from these photographs that I set to
work creating my lines and many lay-
ers. I stripped these images of buildings,
landscaping, and people down to the bare
bones — their most basic shapes — rect-
angles, circles, squares, half-circles, and
clean, uncomplicated lines. From there
I worked to capture the vivacity of each
snapshot and translate it through mark-
making and color placement to create
vibrant, strong, raw works of art.”

Bagwell, is a native of Spartanburg
and a graduate of Presbyterian College in
Clinton, SC. She holds a degree in history
and a minor in art administration. She has
been creating her entire life and pursuing

her creative pursuits professionally for
several years now. She is a juried member
of the Artists’ Guild of Spartanburg, a
member of the Guild of American Paper-
cutters, the Society of Children’s Book
Writers & Illustrators, and the Spartanburg
Downtown Association.

In the winter of 2017 she was a guest
artist at the SC Governor’s Conference
on Tourism & Travel held in Spartanburg,
where she did a live, freehand cutting of
pineapple silhouettes. Bagwell is continu-
ally inspired by post war contemporary
artists Franz Kline, Robert Motherwell,
Perle Fine, and modern masters Pablo
Picasso, Henri Matisse, as well as South
Carolina silhouette artist Carew Rice.

Much of the work in this exhibit hints
at a playfulness seen in Matisse’s later
life, large-scale paper cuttings or blue
nude series. Dramatic gestural lines as
often seen in the work of Motherwell,
Kline, and Fine come to the forefront
ushering in an understated complexity.
Many of the pieces are abstract verging
on being non-representational. Yet, there
is a sense of seeing something for the first
time, life stripped down to the bare bones.
Bagwell’s work brings about an apprecia-
tion for and a new understanding to life in
its most primal form. “This collection of
work is characteristic of my abstract work
in many ways but is also a further explora-
tion of light vs. dark and the push and
pull of shape and form in composition,”
Bagwell said.

“You can expect to see lots of texture

— whether it’s handmade watercolor paper
or layers upon layers of paint, charcoal,
pastel, and ink. Texture and truly a raw-
ness to my work are what you will find. I
have a deep fascination with lines, shapes,
and the push and pull they create with one
another. I am drawn to deeply saturated
colors and finding a soft, quiet counterbal-
ance with white, pale shades of blue, and
tan/ off-white. It’s a shock to the system

— but a delightful shock — one that will
keep you thinking long after you view the
painting in person.”

Bagwell outlined her method for
creating this collection, “Many people are
probably curious as to how I begin each
piece. My process is pretty similar regard-
less of the surface I will be working on. I
begin by looking at photographs and ask-
ing myself, “‘What do I see? What shapes?
What energy is jumping off the photo-
graph to me?’ Then I do several quick
thumbnail sketches to capture my initial
reactions to the lines and action in the
image. After that, I look at my sketches
and really zoom in on a small portion of
the sketch that I think has the most inter-
est — the most life to it. From there I grab
one of my favorite tools, charcoal, and
lay down lines on the canvas based on my
initial sketch. At that point, many, many
layers begin to form and build upon one
another. As the layers begin to build, I
then start to scrape them back to expose
the many levels of paint, pastel, charcoal,
etc. until I feel the piece is done. Often I
strip back layers and then add new layers.
It is a constant game of balance until I find
the right stopping point.”

All of the work will be for sale, ranging
in price from $30 to $4,700. “I appreciate

the opportunity that an organization like
WMAC offers me — a venue to exhibit
and sell my work, the chance to connect
with fellow artists and collectors, and
the Spartanburg community at large. It’s
priceless!” Bagwell said.

“Another very important part of this
exhibition is my goal of creating a home-
like setting to showcase my art — allowing
viewers to understand how local, original
art can be displayed in their own homes,”
Bagwell added. “I will be including
touches like live plants, a gallery-style
wall grouping featuring a variety of new
and vintage frames with small to medium
works. Fabric featuring designs from my
paintings are also in the works.”

In her artist’s statement, Bagwell says,
“I am fascinated with creative use of
negative space in my work. In particular,
I love circles and bold, thick, super-dark
lines that ooze energy and movement.
I like to work with contrast, that push
and pull of quiet versus movement and
energy in a piece. And you’ll see that I
frequently work in black and white with
subtle shades of tan, cream, and gray to
soften the palette. Laying down that first
instinctual mark or making the first cut of
a silhouette brings excitement and fear but
teaches me to slow down, enjoy the expe-
rience of creating, and to discover beauty
in the small details — some planned, some
unplanned.” Bagwell works in several
mediums and focuses on abstract expres-
sionist paintings, freehand cut silhouettes,
mixed media works, and watercolor il-
lustrations.

Greenville Technical College in Greenville,
SC, Features Works by Alice Ballard

Greenville Technical College in Green-
ville, SC, is presenting Walk Remembered,
an installation of white work by Alice
Ballard, on view at the RIVERWORKS
Gallery, through May 26, 2018. A recep-
tion will be held on May 4, from 6-9pm.

Nature conjures images of the power
of fecundity, the quiet of meditation, and
the sensuousness of form. Though nature
is often equated with vastness, the ocean
or the Blue Ridge on a drive to Asheville,
we overlook the magic that each of us are
of nature. All life is either born, hatched
or sprouted.

Alice Ballard reminds us that the mir-
acle of nature is often condensed into the
smallest pod, fruit, or twig that we step on
or bypass in our rush to scenic grandeur.

Ballard began making her “White
Works” in the 1980°s after ... discover-
ing a bag of tulip bulbs beneath my studio
sink that I had forgotten to plant in the
fall.” These bulbs had sprouted in the
damp dark. A number of years later the®...
series focused on the often tiny natural
objects I pick up on my walks.”

Ballard creates a Walk Remembered
by arranging and grouping her sculptural
clay forms on low pedestals that make a
winding path through RIVERWORKS
giving us a similar perspective for making
our own discoveries on our walks. Her
“White Work” is white earthenware bur-
nished with white terra sigillata. Each is
a hand built sculpture based on the small,
often overlooked bits of nature, a shell, a
seed, a twig. Through her exquisite craft
she elevates these found natural bits and
pieces to create a space of contemplation
and appreciation of grandeur on a smaller
scale.

Though white has a number of personal
associations for Ballard, creating these
works in white heightens our apprecia-
tion of their form without the distraction
of color. She recounts, “Nature to me is a

constant reminder of the interconnected-
ness of all things. My attention is drawn
to natural forms that become symbolic of
rebirth, hope and renewal.”

Ballard’s “White Works” relate to her
life’s journey through happiness and pain
from Charlotte to Alaska to Greenville.
As a self-described “eternal optimist™ she
beckons us to calmly and with spiritual
grace join her on Walk Remembered.

Ballard is retiring from teaching in
Greenville. She and her spouse are build-
ing a home in an orchard that will provide
fertile ground to discover more natural
forms for her “White Works”. Ballard
has made art in an international ceramic
colony in Macedonia and in India on a
Fulbright Grant. She muses that her time
in Alaska influenced her delight in white.
For Ballard, “White is like pure potential.”

RIVERWORKS Gallery is operated by
and for the faculty and students of the De-
partment of Visual and Performing Arts at
Greenville Technical College.

Seeing life from the creative side Jen-
nifer Benton has always taken pictures,
but in 2010 she started studying the art
form of photography with a passion and
has been pursuing it ever since. Now
living in Monroe, NC, Benton has been
an active member of Mint Hill Arts since

Cristy Guthridge Kikkert was born
and raised in a small mid-western farm-
ing community where life was simple.
Her parents taught her the value of simple
things and she learned to appreciate the
beauty of the ordinary. Once introduced to
photography, Kikkert began photograph-
ing nature and ordinary scenery that most
take for granted. (Her friends thought
she was crazy to get up at 6am when the
fog had not yet fully burned off the Iowa
farmland just to take pictures!)

Although not formally trained in
photography, Kikkert always strived to
“truthfully capture the feeling” of the
places, people, and things that she found
interesting by frequently using a different
angle of view or literally seeing things in
a different light. Her hope is that you will
be able to immerse yourself in the image
that she captured and experience the “feel-
ing” of the ordinary landscapes she finds
so beautiful.

Gallery 27 in Lincolnton, NC,

-Smith and Liz McKay

Gallery 27 in Lincolnton, NC, will
present Firmly Rooted, featuring paintings
by Stacey Pilkington-Smith and Liz Mc-
Kay, on view from May 19 through Aug.

The adage “opposites attract” holds a
great deal of truth. Often art that would
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be viewed as drastically different in style
and technique convey similar themes and
emotions. Stacey Pilkington-Smith’s back-
ground in graphic art is clearly visible in
her illustrational style, while Liz McKay’s
fine art training resonates in her power-
ful use of composition and line. Two very

different approaches, yet both artists draw
inspiration from the unruly aspects of the
natural world by utilizing soft sinuous
lines, intertwining curves and earthy ele-
ments to express feminine power.

Heavily influenced by the work of
Alphonse Mucha, Pilkington-Smith’s
ethereal watercolors draw the audience
into a sensual world of lush greenery,
watery pools and long forgotten deities.
Her female figures sing a siren’s song of
art for art’s sake and her green men wink
at us from behind shrubbery, inviting us
to join them in their mirth. Her work is
reminiscent of the art nouveau style which
reflected the close connection between the
feminine and the power of nature.

The juxtaposition of large, smoothly
curved boulders against linear, skyward
climbing ladder structures in McKay’s
paintings speaks to the often tenuous
relationship between the male and female
of our species. Whether subconscious or
intentional, McKay’s work has a distinctly
feminist voice that is ever present in the
scale of her rounded stone figures. They
loom powerfully within the picture plane
as if poised to move at any moment,
giving the viewer a sense that the sacred

Jerald Melberg Gallery in Charlotte,
NC, will present Thunderhead, a solo
exhibition of new paintings by Brian
Rutenberg, on view from May 19 through
July 21, 2018.

With these new oil paintings on linen
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and paper, the artist returns once again
to his meditations on the landscapes of
the South Carolina Low Country. This is
Rutenberg’s seventh exhibition with the

gallery.
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Rutenberg wrote the following state-
ment about this new body of work, “I do
one thing. Every painting I make begins
and ends with the same image, a tree trunk
and its shadow; that physical marking of
location. A tree and its shadow say, ‘This
is here’. By paying attention and draw-
ing them in great detail with pencil on
paper, I respond, ‘I am here.’ I’ve never
needed a position because I have a place.
I don’t paint my native South Carolina, I
manufacture a place and South Carolina
becomes it.”

“This new body of work is collectively
titled Thunderhead because a thunderhead
in the sky portends a storm; something far
away will soon be close,” adds Ruten-
berg. “This is why all of my landscape
paintings refer to standing in one season
peering ahead into another, longing for
October in May. I always go back to the
wisdom of Winnie the Pooh, who said that
his favorite thing isn’t getting honey, but
that moment when he might get honey.
Perhaps this is the source of all art: unful-
filled longing. It has taken me 42 years of
painting to see what was there all along,
that something can only come to life when
we can’t have it.”

A South Carolina native, Rutenberg
received a BFA from the College of
Charleston and an MFA from the School
of Visual Arts in New York City. He will
be awarded an honorary doctorate from
the College of Charleston and deliver the
commencement speech in the spring of
2018. Among his numerous awards and

achievements, he is a Fulbright Scholar, a
New York Foundation for the Arts Fellow
and an Irish Museum of Modern Art Work
Programme Recipient.

Since 1985 Rutenberg has been hon-
ored with over 100 gallery and museum
exhibitions across the United States,
including most recently the Hoyt Center
for the Arts (New Castle, PA), Saginaw
Art Museum, MI, and Greenville County
Museum of Art (SC).

Contemporary artist Shanequa Gay
is a native of Atlanta, GA, where she
continues to live and work. Widely ac-
claimed for her paintings and illustrations,
Shanequa has also received accolades for
her advocacy of visual art projects that
challenge the violence and injustices com-
mitted against the black body in America
and across the globe. Her current body
of work integrates imagery of the black
body into paintings, toile patterns, found
objects, and video media, addressing its
use and control for decorative purposes.

Gay’s art is regularly featured in exhi-
bitions by museums and galleries through-
out the US including the Chattanooga
African American Museum, the Ham-
monds House Museum, Emory University,
Wofford College and the Atlanta Contem-
porary Art Center. Her works are collected
by individuals with notable collections
such as Samuel L. Jackson and held by

public and private institutions.

Among her honors, Gay boasts of
selection by The Congressional Club to
serve as the illustrator of the hostess gift
presented at the First Lady’s Luncheon
by Michelle Obama, 2013. She is also the
recipient of an Independent Study Fellow-
ship, Iwakuni, Japan and the Gene Arthur
Allcott Scholarship, the Glenda Knight
Keyes Prize for Outstanding Talent and

the Artistic Honors Scholarship presented
by the Savannah College of Art and De-
sign. Additionally, her work is featured in
several films and television series includ-
ing the Lion’s Gate film, Addicted, the
BET television series Being Mary Jane
and Zoe Ever After and the OWN series
Greenleaf. Gay holds a BFA in Painting
from the Savannah College of Art Design
(2015) and is currently a MFA candidate
at Georgia State University.

When Gay started exhibiting her work,
she had “unconsciously chosen to give
black women centrality and power in [her]
art,” which excluded men and created a
sacred space for women, as depicted in the
series The Southern Way, in which women
are portrayed in their Sunday churchgoing
best.

In light of the prevalent police brutal-
ity against black men, the fear Gay faces
when her 18-year-old son goes out into
the world is a grave concern shared by
many parents of black children. After
hearing the horrific personal stories of
people who had been beaten or killed by
police officers, Gay had a dream where
she saw men running in the woods shape-
shifting between deer and men while
being chased. Initially, it was her way of
responding to all the violence that was
going on in our nation, most specifically
toward Black men.

In 2008, The FAIR GAME Project was
born. Gay created her own narratives pull-
ing from media, poetry, folklore, African
and Greek mythologies, and using wood
panel, oil, acrylic and vinyl paint to com-
municate her vision. Gay uses her art as a
platform to advocate for issues she is most
passionate about. The FAIR GAME Proj-
ect is inspired by the artist’s belief that
African American males are being hunted
like wild game. Inspired by the work of
Kara Walker and Aaron Douglas, Gay
employs black silhouettes against colorful,
patterned backgrounds of deer-men being
chased. Her goal is to develop a visual
language that helps people see how police
brutality is affecting Black men, Black
families and the greater population.

Gay observes, “What’s so great about
mythology is the way it collapses hierar-
chies by creating hybrid forms of animal
and man to enforce morality, but also
create these dualities of fear and intrigue,
beast and god. Contemporary American
culture creates heroes out of the bad guy
as the audience cheers extreme violence in
movies and television as they would cheer
for their favorite sports team. We are
seeing this same mindset being reenacted
in real life. We are a desensitized, violent
culture. The discussion should be how do
we turn away from this?”

Several of the FAIR GAME Project
pieces of the deer-men will be included in
the Sumter exhibition.

We are excited to have Gay on-site for
several days in Sumter creating an instal-
lation of a black and gold patterned wall
as a homage to Black women who have
died as a result of racial violence — Korryn
Gaines, Sandra Bland, Renisha McBride
and Erica Garner. SCGA will be open to
the public during this time to observe the
artist at work and ask questions.

Lorna Ruth Galloway is a Miami-
based artist who grew up in South Florida

a block from US Highway 1. The aesthet-
ics of the American roadside have been
an integral part of the formation of her
visual world-view. Works in photo-based
printmaking techniques, screen printing,
Polaroid transfers, and large tiled wheat
paste installations explore space, time,
nostalgia, and the mediated experience.
Galloway received her MFA in Visual
Arts from Florida International University
in 2016 and her BFA (Magna Cum Laude)
with a focus on Printmaking from Florida
Atlantic University in 2011. She was the
Helen M. Salzberg Artist in Residence at
the Jaffe Center for Book Arts in 2012.

Galloway’s 2016 exhibition Deadpan
Realities was an ingenious mash-up of
today’s video-game culture, historical Pop
Art, and contemporary art making. Its
foundation was the extremely popular vid-
eo game Grand Theft Auto V (a favorite
of the artist’s). Galloway’s halftone prints
explore homage and appropriation, reality
and commodity. The iconic scenery in the
video calls to mind Pop Artist Ed Rus-
cha’s iconic photographs of gas stations.

Galloway’s practice has been greatly
influenced by Ruscha. She adds her own
level of appropriation, and “reclaims”
what she terms “the supposedly banal.”
She incorporates simple cellphone camera
snapshots— used to capture the deserted
Ruscha-esque urbanscapes — and ends up
with exceptional explorations of media-
tion, materials, and image making.

Grand Theft Auto V is set in the
fictional city of Los Santos, a sprawling
metropolis modeled after Los Angeles.
The landscape is populated with 1950s
southern California-based vernacular
architecture. Galloway is recreating Ed
Ruscha’s Twentysix Gasoline Stations
(1963) using photographs of gasoline
stations from Grand Theft Auto V. Images
are captured during game play using a cell
phone camera. Gas stations are situated in
the picture plane as close to Ruscha’s as
possible. Photographs are then uploaded
to Rockstar Games Social Club, an online
platform similar to Instagram, for other
members to see. Galloway downloads the
photographs and uses Photoshop to create
halftone separations for screen-printing.
The halftone, a logarithmic transformation
of an image into a series of tiny dots to
simulate a continuous tone image, exag-
gerates the digital, screen-based aspect of
the image. At the same time, it references
the tradition of photographic reproduction
in printmaking.

Galloway combines two seemingly
irreconcilable modes - charcoal and silk
screen, with the use of a digital image
sourced from a video game. Galloway
asks the viewer to explore and consider
these different levels of mediation. Print-

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ing with charcoal creates a grayscale
image. Moving away from the full color,
obviously digital image, the screen prints
become more abstracted and deconstruct-
ed. The images are screen printed using
a powdered charcoal. She pushes, drops,
and scatters the charcoal dust over a fine
mesh screen that sits above bright white
sketch paper. The unpredictable move-
ment of the charcoal creates spontane-
ous marks both inside and outside of the
image area.

The tight weave allows for super-
fine detail so text is still legible in some
parts of the final prints. The dust that the
process of screen printing in deep black
charcoal creates exaggerates the halftone
of the photographic stencil used. Charcoal
blown across the paper while screen print-
ing outdoors leaves gestural lines, and

areas where the charcoal has fallen against
the paper are speckled, like that of mold.
The gasoline stations’ corporate icons
serve as signifiers to the viewer but only
those familiar with the video game will
realize these brands don’t really exist. The
gas prices serve as an indication of the
time the photo was taken. This practice
creates images of an “Any Town, USA”
that are simultaneously a delicate homage
to the places and a blurred disappearance
of them.

For the Sumter County Gallery of
Art exhibition, in addition to the color
halftone photographs and charcoal screen
prints, Galloway plans an installation
that will engulf the viewer in a multi-
dimensional construct of scenes in South
Carolina that the artist captured on visits

merton - the rural landscapes of South
Carolina. Visually stimulating imagery of
natural areas and roadside structures will
be warmly coated in multi-colored lights.

City Art in Columbia, SC, will present
an exhibit of works by Mark Conrardy, on
view from May 3 through June 30, 2018.

Conrardy was born and grew up in
Wichita and Kansas City, KS, where his
grandmother encouraged him to draw
horses and praised the results. This
encouragement, and that of friends and
teachers as early as kindergarten, gave
him confidence to continue art as an inter-
est. He later earned a bachelor’s degree
in architectural engineering at Kansas
State University. Although he worked and
developed his drafting skills (drawing and
hand-lettering) as a draftsman in Southern
California, he became uncomfortable with
the responsibilities of architectural engi-
neering after the Hyatt Skywalk disaster in
Kansas City. The skills he developed as a
draftsman helped in plein air drawing and
painting.

Conrardy moved to South Carolina
where he worked as a graphic artist/il-
lustrator with the Department of Health
and Environmental Control and the
Department of Natural Resources (DNR)
- Graphics Section. He developed numer-
ous illustrations, caricatures for the SC
Wildlife magazine, and designed the 2003
Loggerhead Turtle Endangered Species
license plate. DNR’s Wildlife Shop made
a limited edition print of Conrardy’s
Boykin Spaniel (SC state canine). One of
his favorite illustrations is called “Life in
a South Carolina Blackwater River.” It
shows the many species that inhabit black-
water rivers in South Carolina.

Conrardy says his work experienced
a breakthrough when he started painting

Work by Mark Conrardy
tractors at a Columbia Museum of Art,
About Face plein air event. The under-
painting was an abstract of a gamecock
on a Masonite panel. He turned the panel
sideways and began with a charcoal draw-
ing. Conrardy explains that, as he painted,
he left some of the abstract painting
visible, so it became part realism part
abstraction. He discovered that drawing in
charcoal coupled with painting in oil using
the glazing (watercolor) technique put him
into a mentally peaceful, relaxed, creative
zone where he could paint intuitively. It
also allowed him to make adjustments to
the painting by just moving the charcoal
lines and let the paint be loose and drippy.
Since he was painting on a board he did
not have to let the paint dry as he would
continued on Page 28
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with watercolor paper.

Conrardy enjoys using drafting and
perspective skills in his paintings and
has developed a system to create work.
Painting on birch wood panels cut to size,
he coats with gesso, coats the underpaint-
ing with cadmium red light oil or acrylic,
develops the drawing with charcoal
(working with “rule of 3rds” to create
an interesting composition), then starts
painting.

Columbia Museum of Art
in Columbia, SC, Features

Works by J ane__Peter_sqn

The Columbia Museum of Art in
Columbia, SC, announces the exhibition
Jane Peterson: At Home and Abroad, a
retrospective of one of America’s most
innovative artists, on view from May 13
through July 22, 2018.

Organized by the Mattatuck Museum,
the artist’s first museum show in 45
years highlights her long and notable life
and career in some 80 paintings as well
as photographs and archival materials.
Combining traditional techniques with
avant-garde approaches, her work reveals
the vibrancy of the early 20th century and
reflects a rapidly changing art world - one
becoming ever more modern.

“This is an exhibition that our visi-
tors can appreciate on many levels,” says
CMA Executive Director Della Watkins.
“It’s an exciting opportunity to see how
an artist grew and changed throughout
her career, it gives us a window into a
tumultuous time in art and world history,
and it’s absolutely beautiful.”

At Home and Abroad offers a com-
prehensive survey of the wide range of
subjects Peterson produced and the styles
in which she worked. She recorded her
numerous travels abroad, first as a student
to England, Spain, and France, then Italy
and Yugoslavia before heading to Egypt
and Turkey. Her home cities of New
York, Palm Beach, and Gloucester were
important to her work as were pictures of
women, usually in quiet reverie or at the
dressing table. Floral still life and lush
gardens also make up a significant part of
her canon.

“Jane Peterson was fiercely indepen-
dent, highly adventurous, and remarkably
talented,” says CMA Chief Curator Will
South. “She never allowed the societally
imposed constraints of her gender to stifle
her considerable ambitions.”

Peterson explored the innovative
painting techniques of the early 20th cen-
tury. She trained with Arthur Wesley Dow
at New York’s prestigious Pratt Institute,
with Joaquin Sorolla in Madrid, with
Frank Brangwyn in Venice and London,
and with Jacques Blanche and Andre
L’Hote in Paris, where she befriended
Gertrude and Leo Stein and frequented
their famous salons. Her style moved from
impressionist to fauvist, from realism
to modernist abstraction. The variety of
works in the exhibition demonstrates not
only Peterson’s physical journeys, but her
artistic one as well.

“Jane Peterson enjoyed an enviable
popularity in her lifetime, fell into obscu-
rity, and is now being fully reassessed in
the light of this visually rich retrospec-
tive,” says South. “This is an exhibition
historians need to better understand early
20th-century art, and happily it is one
every visitor can enjoy for its wealth of
carefully crafted, exuberantly colored im-
ages of a bygone world.”

Fine Arts Center of Kershaw
County in Camden, SC, Features
Work by Laurie Brownell MclIntosh

The Fine Arts Center of Kershaw
County in Camden, SC, is presenting
Environmental Abstraction by Laurie
Mclntosh: A Solo Exhibition, on view
through May 11, 2018.

Above the main drag of South Caro-
lina’s famed Revolutionary War town
turned horse racing mecca, in a light-
filled, brick-walled loft, a jumble of
paintings in various stages of completion
are pinned to walls, resting on easels and
lying on tables. To the casual observer
- and even to one familiar with artists -
studios’ the scene is chaotic. How can an
artist work in this cabal of canvas, paint,
brushes, and wood, jumbled in no particu-
lar order, with a solo exhibition looming
in a few weeks?

For Camden artist McIntosh, whose
abstract paintings involve deconstructing
ordinary aspects of life and reconfiguring
them into finished works, the scene is life
imitating art. As she moves through her
studio, she knows exactly what needs to
be done before her exhibition at the Fine
Art Center of Kershaw County.

Mclntosh explains that while her
abstracts involve recognizable objects
from her life that is split between South
Carolina’s Midlands and the coast - an
architectural element here, a comfortable
old chair there and what appears to be a
piece of horse tack in another - each one is
like a remnant of a dream. Fleeting images
rendered in a soothing color palette stir
memories and emotions, creating more
questions than answers. As such, Mcln-
tosh says her work is intentionally open to
interpretation.

“The objects one might recognize
in my paintings are not exclusively my
story. They are pieces and parts of life in
the South that connect with my viewer’s
memories and prompts them to put togeth-
er what they see into their story. While
my new works are an intimate look at my
experiences, they are also personal to the
viewer who sees their own life reflected in
them,” McIntosh said.

In addition to the main exhibition,

Mclntosh has collaborated with poet
Elizabeth Wynne Marshall, on four new
images. Marshall was raised in North
Carolina, attended school in Virginia and
Paris, moved to New York to work on
Madison Avenue, but is thrilled to now
call McClellanville home.

The exhibit will be on display in
the Winter Garden of Biltmore House and
the Estate’s stunning gardens. For the first
time, Biltmore will also host an evening
experience in the gardens offering views
of the sculptures after dark each Thursday
through Sunday night.

summer-of-glass/where-to-see-glass/),
tours, workshops and events. Demon-
strations of glass blowing, glass jewelry
making, stained glass, enameling and
working with glass beads will occur in art-
ists’ studios, galleries and other locations
across the city and surrounding region.

Asheville’s reputation as an arts des-
tination is well known, but there are still
under-the-radar parts of the art scene to
explore. While many associate Western
North Carolina with the pottery tradition,
the region was more recently pivotal in
the development of another field: studio
glass. If you’re not familiar the Asheville
area is a great place to start discovering
this extraordinary art form.

While immersing yourself in
Asheville’s celebrated arts scene, check-
ing out local studio glass artists is a must.
There are a few reasons Western North
Carolina’s studio glass community is
considered world-class.

Bringing glass beyond the functional

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into the decorative and sculptural arts
began in the nineteenth century, but took
a great leap forward in the 1960s. Along
with several colleagues, Harvey Little-
ton - known as the “father of the studio
glass movement” - began to innovate
with blown glass, and in 1965, his student
Bill Boysen built a ground-breaking
studio glass furnace at Penland School

of Craft. Littleton moved to the area in
1976 and some of his students, including
world-renowned artist Dale Chihuly, have
studied and taught at Penland throughout
the years.

The range and quality of work being
produced here is impressive. Whether
you’re interested in blown glass or stained
glass, sculptural or functional, cutting
edge or traditional, you’ll find artists cre-
ating it in WNC. If you’re looking to add
a piece to a serious studio glass collec-
tion, you can peruse down galleries such
Bender Gallery, focused on sculptural
glass, Momentum or Ariel Gallery, offer-
ing works in a variety of media. Or pick
up a beautiful functional piece at the Folk
Art Center, Located on the Blue Ridge
Parkway near Asheville.

Asheville area glass artists have an
open door policy. Along with a gallery,
at the North Carolina Glass Center in the
River Arts District, you can find daily
educational offerings ranging from dem-
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Dale Chihuly, Cheekood Reflection 001, 2010,
Cheekwood Botanical Garden and Museum of
Art, Nashville, Tennessee, ©Chihuly Studio

onstrations to workshops. Try a 30-minute
Make Your Own Class session at the
Center’s Flame Shop or a more intensive
Introduction to Flameworking. At down-
town’s Lexington Glassworks, you can
watch glassblowing while enjoying a local
beer, served right in the shop.

With the area’s long-standing glass
tradition, there are now second-generation
studio glass artists in the area, such as in-
ternationally known innovator Alex Bern-
stein and up-and-comer Hayden Dakota
Wilson. But the spirit of experimentation
and innovation here means that new artists
are entering the scene all the time.

Penland School of Craft was at the
forefront of studio glass from the begin-
ning: the first National Glass Conference
(later known as the Glass Art Society)
was organized at Penland in 1971. The
area around Penland is still home to an
impressive number of glass artists, includ-
ing Garden & Gun magazine’s Made in
the South 2016 winner Terrane Glass,
Bueno Glass, and Fyreglass Studio. Take
a glass day trip to visit Penland’s gallery
or the Toe River Arts Council’s gallery to
discover a range of work.

Shining the spotlight on local glass
artists, a group of over 60 institutions and
artists will participate in the Summer of
Glass, series of special events including
the history exhibit entitled North Carolina

I find that children of all
ages are intrigued by the amount of detail
you can achieve with needle felting, and
younger kids really enjoy playing with
the fiber and needles to create their own
works of art.”

Show produced by weaver Liz Spear. The
first Guild Fashion Show in 1987 was a
private event for North Carolina car dealer
spouses. It was held at the Grove Park Inn
and organized by Robbie Spivey.

A member since 1996, Spear has been
instrumental in building the Guild’s fiber
network with her annual show. Well-
known for including a range of skill and
technique, the show will have two show-
ings, starting at 1pm and 3pm. This year,
Liz anticipates a retrospective show that
highlights how one’s craft is woven into
their life. “The best part of producing this
Fashion Show all these years has always
been getting to know my fellow fiber
members, through their work and their
words, and I thank all of you, new and
old,” states Spear.

Asheville Fine Art Show Presented by
Hot Works, LLC, Takes Place at the WNC
Agrlcultural Center - May 19 & 20, 2018

Nestled in North Carolina’s pictur-
esque Blue Ridge Mountains, the City of
Asheville is known for its historic archi-
tecture and vibrant arts scene, and on May
19 & 20, 2018, it will be home once again
to the Asheville Fine Art Show. Organized
by Hot Works, LLC, this new annual show
is quickly becoming a top-rated national
event eagerly anticipated by exhibiting
artists and art lovers alike.

One of the exhibitors looking forward
to this year’s show is glass sculptor Sabra
Richards, whos work is drawing consider-
able critical acclaim of late. In January,
she received overall Best of Show honors
at another Hot Works festival, the Estero
Fine Art Show in Southwest Florida. And
she snagged Best of 3D honors in March
at the Bonita Springs National Art Festival
in Southwest Florida as well.

But Richards’ free-standing, suspended
and wall-hung glass sculptures also draw
rave reviews from the art lovers who
happen upon her booth at shows such
as these. With eye-popping color and
organic, biomorphic shapes, her works
catch, refract and glimmer in both natural
and artificial light.

After working in several media, Rich-
ards has settled on kiln-formed glass as
her medium of choice. “I find the chal-
lenge of glass, and the combination of
other materials to enhance the glass, very
exciting and challenging,” Sabra states.
She starts with sheets of Bullseye Fusible
Glass. Her method is very bold and direct.

“I choose the color, individual ones and
others layered to achieve other colors,”
Richards explains. “I create the design,
adding and subtracting glass and, most
importantly, adding cane and compo-
nents made at the furnace, usually at the
Corning Glass Museum. Sixteen pieces of
glass, formed into a block, fired and then
put into the furnace, turned and heated
until malleable, and then pulled into the
cane that you see in my work.”

Richards then combines the finished
glass with previously welded steel, or
layers of metal or constructions for wall
pieces. The process is long and involved,
but the results are wonderful to behold.
Her work includes glass wall sculpture,

free-standing outdoor sculpture, designer
tables, steel and glass fish and commis-
sioned public art installations.

Richards has a BFA Cum Laude from
Syracuse University, and had done gradu-
ate work at Parsons School of Design,
SUNY Cortland, Syracuse and Benning-
ton College. She is in the Who's Who in
American Art, Printworld Who’s Who, and
American Art Collector (2005, 2006).

Her work can be found in private col-
lections throughout the country as well
as US State Department (Collection of
Heads of State), the Lipson Cancer Center
at Rochester General Hospital, Northwest
Airlines Terminal in Portland, OR, the
Ann Arbor Public Library, Blue Cross &
Blue Shield in Rochester and in Lansing,
MI, the Eastman Kodak building in Roch-
ester and IBM Atlanta.

Grovewood Gallery in Asheville, NC,
will present Interactions, a solo exhibi-
tion of figurative sculptures and teapots
by contemporary ceramic artist Taylor
Robenalt, on view from May 5 through
June 3, 2018. A reception will be held on
May 5, from 2-5pm.

Since receiving her MFA in Ceram-
ics from the University of Georgia in
2011, Robenalt has drawn attention for
her innovative narrative style, using flora
and fauna to illustrate emotion. Her lat-
est body of work is inspired by her daily
interactions between humans, animals and
nature - artwork that reflects her internal
dialogue.

Robenalt has loved art since she was
a little girl. Originally from Ohio, she
moved to Sarasota, FL, when she was
5 years old. Growing up, she always
admired her mother’s art collection,
especially the Salvador Dali and Georgia
O’Keeffe prints that decorated her child-
hood home.

During college, Robenalt began to
explore sculpture, studying bronze casting
and stone carving. But it wasn’t until the
summer after receiving her undergradu-
ate degree, while attending a residency in
Japan at the International Workshop of
Ceramic Art in Tokoname, that she real-
ized clay was going to be her medium of
choice.

In her new body of work, Interactions,
Robenalt’s sculptures and teapots are
constructed out of porcelain. Human and
animal heads burst forth from heavy clus-
ters of ornate flowers, as though escaping
a thicket and the work itself seems alive
and fertile.

Recurring colors and animals appear
throughout her work, which have sym-
bolic meanings. “The use of the dog often
correlates with loyalty and friendship,
birds strand for freedom or busy noise,
rabbits stand for fertility,” says Robenalt.
“As for color, black and white stands for

rigidity, red for love, blue for calmness.
The final touches of gold luster offer an
overall sense of purity to the body of work
and allude to the strong sense of achieve-
ment and pride that comes with positively
facing life on a day-to-day basis.”

Robenalt has completed artist resi-
dency programs at Odyssey Clayworks in
North Carolina and at Watershed Center
for the Ceramic Arts in Maine. Aside from
her personal work, she has taught ceram-
ics at Auburn University, Columbus State
University, and State College of Florida.
She is also a co-founder of Ceramic
Sculpture Culture, an artists’ collective
which works to promote the art of emerg-
ing sculptors creating narrative and figura-
tive works in clay.

In 2018, Robenalt will teach classes
at Ringling College of Art and Design in
Sarasota, FL. She will also attend a sum-
mer residency at Red Lodge Clay Center
in Montana and co-taught a two-week
workshop titled Pristine Porcelain at
Penland School of Crafts, a nationally-re-
nowned center for craft education located
in Spruce Pine, NC.

Established in 1992, Grovewood
Gallery is nationally recognized for its
dedication to fine American-made art
and craft.

Many of her designs incorporate circles.
As a two-time breast cancer survivor, she
uses circles in her designs to symbolize
life, endless hope, and courage. After her
first diagnosis in 2009, she developed
Circles of Hope. In 2015 when she was
diagnosed again, she developed Circles
of Hope and Hearts of Love. McCollum’s
latest collection is called Circles of Hope
and Faces of Courage. This collection uses
carved buffalo bone as faces paired with
various stones, which are chosen because
of the metaphysical properties the stones
possess.

McCollum uses a variety of processes,
stones, textures and patinas to get the
perfect design for that special treasure for
the wearer. All her work is created in her
studio in the Asheville area. It is com-
pletely fabricated by her with minor as-
sistance from her two Shi Tzu girls, Luci
Moon and Zoey. They provide comedy,
emotional support, and inspiration. Mc-
Collum uses a variety of silver and gold to
transform her thoughts into wearable art.
She also uses a variety of stones, textures
and patinas to obtain just the design for
that special treasure.

McCollum has learned the skills of
design and metalsmithing from classes
that she has taken all over the United
States. Her stones come from many
wonderful stone cutters, most purchased
when she makes her yearly buying trip to
the International Gem and Mineral Show
in Tucson, AZ. She loves the process of
creating a vision of a special piece of
wearable art with a unique meaning, then
using her skills as a silversmith to create
the piece from the raw elements. In doing
so it is her hope that the owner will draw
from the piece all the joy, meaning and
passion she put into creating it.

It’s only after a studio
visit or glimpse of a Facebook photo that
they realize they’ve done it again. These
two beach girls are called by the ocean
and revel in being surrounded by light.
They capture this appreciation in their art,
McCray in highly textured oils on canvas
and Cunningham through metal dyes and
acids on metal. “Abstraction” might be
their shared middle name as both art-
ists extract the energy of an experience,
location, or feeling more than represent its
reality.

Sharing thoughts and being inspired
by each other’s vision, these two kindred
spirits often visit each other’s studios for
art-filled conversations and observations.
Both love texture and discovering new
ways to create unusual surfaces. Establish-
ing layer upon layer in their art, Ann and
Anne enjoy exposing what is underneath,
the hidden aspects of their creativity, to
express nuanced light and mystery. Both
of these artists work quickly and intuitive-
ly, trusting the process while recognizing
the incalculable joy and privilege of living
through art.

Since 1990, Cunningham has been
on an exciting exploration using metals
such as copper, brass, and aluminum to
create free-form wall sculptures. She says,
“Every day is an experiment — discover-
ing new ways to texturize and shape the
metals, layering with papers, weaving cut

strips, applying inks, dyes, chemicals and
paints.”

With no constricting boundaries, her
work continues to change and evolve.
Cunningham’s work is represented by
distinguished galleries around the country
and in private and corporate collections
such as S.A.S. Institute, Duke Medical
Center, Bank of Birmingham, Marriott In-
ternational, and United Health Care, Salt
Lake City. Cunningham’s work has been
voted Best of North Carolina Artists, First
Place in Mixed Media.

According to oil painter Ann Parks
McCray, marrying beauty with function
to harmonize space is one of her personal
goals. She believes one’s visual experi-
ence is psychologically and emotionally
significant to a positive life experience
and that art inspires and comforts, heals
and rejuvenates —that the human heart
rests in beauty. Convinced art is meant
to work as well as please, her art hangs
in healing spaces in Texas, Ohio, North
Carolina, and Montana.

McCray explains her work stylistically
as “Post-Impressionist with a modern
twist,” similar in feel to works appear-
ing “after Monet and before Kandinsky.”
These two artists are primary influences
as are Vincent Van Gogh, Paul Cezanne,

An intuitive painter, McCray explains
her process: “I begin a piece without
defined intention; I wait for a composition
to emerge. Often while listening to music
and working quickly, I choose colors and
utensils by feel. Beginning with a brush, I
often incorporate spatula, palette knife, or
wooden brush handles. I turn the canvas,
so a finished piece has been worked from
a number of directions. I study each piece
in the full-wall mirror in my studio—to
consider the painting in its reversed reflec-
tion—for hints of additions or revisions.
This technique helps me merge further
with the piece.”

McCray studied art at Amarillo College
in Amarillo, TX. She began a profes-
sional art career 25 years ago, creating
large hand-built nonfunctional high-fire
stoneware pottery. As a potter, one of her
favorite aspects was glazing - applying
abstract designs to clay. Eventually, she
turned full attention to painting on canvas
and now works primarily in oils.

Sunset River Marketplace showcases
work by approximately 150 North and

South Carolina artists, and houses some
10,000 square feet of oils, acrylics, wa-
tercolors, pastels, mixed media, art glass,
fabric art, pottery, sculpture, turned and
carved wood and artisan-created jewelry.

GreenHill in Greensboro, NC,
Offers Exhibit Focused on Beasts

Beauty of the Beast opens at GreenHill
on May 4, running through July 15,2018,
introduces visitors to a world of beasts,
who have captured the imagination of
artists through the ages. This thematic
exhibition explores the dualities of wild
and tame, human and animal, as well as
addressing the loss of animal habitats,
animal cruelty and efforts to document
and preserve species. Works featured in-
clude paintings, printmaking, drawing and
sculptures inspired by all kinds of animals
from aardvarks to zebras.

Creatures large and small will trans-
form GreenHill’s gallery into a wild
space. A den of exquisitely carved poly-
chrome snakes by Roy Nydorf covers one
corner of the gallery while a colony of
grey-headed flying foxes by Bryant Hol-
senbeck takes flight in another. Reflected
in the work are topics of urban wildlife,
embodied by a group of anthracite crow
sculptures by Holsenbeck fabricated from
trash and found materials; and scientific
classification of animals as explored by
Ingrid Erickson in her cut paper installa-
tion entitled Osteology Series, inspired by
research at The Field Museum, Chicago.
One room of the gallery will harbor a life-
size baby giraffe and an array of brightly
colored tree frogs by Cara Bevan who will
be on-hand to speak about her fabrication
process in which dried gourds serve as the
armatures for animal forms during festivi-
ties at Family Day on June 1.

GreenHill’s expansive gallery space
lends itself to large thematic exhibitions
like Beauty of the Beast, with the ability
to showcase artists who are producing
bodies of work in a particular domain and
addressing similar ideas at the same mo-
ment in time. As the title of the exhibition
suggests, the formal beauty and infinite
variety of the animal kingdom informs all
the works in the exhibition. Curator Edie
Carpenter explains, “This exhibition grew
out of the question: How does our rela-
tionship to animals define who we are and
what kind of a world we would like to live
in the future?” Carpenter notes, “Man’s
identification with animals and notions of
domestic and wild are explored in many
works. Others speak to the increasingly
complex relationship between man and
nature, and the fact that animals are on the
frontline of societal change - their fragile
beauty threatened by human activity.”

Over the years, Museum
directors continued the expansion of exhibits
and educational programs and fashioned the
Museum into a much loved cultural institution
in the Charleston community. By the 1970s,
the grand building that housed the Museum
had fallen into serious disrepair and the welfare
of the collections was threatened. Under the
directorship of Donald Herold, the collections
were moved to the new location at 360 Meeting
Street, and the Museum opened once again

to the community in April 1980. Unfortunately,
in October of 1981, a fire destroyed the old
building leaving only the portico with four
columns as a remembrance. Textile Gallery,
Through May 31 - "Piece by Piece: Geometric
Quilts," the second installment of the exhibition,
will consist of quilts with geometric designs.

Born in 1911, Manessier
moved to Paris in 1929 to study architecture at
the Ecole des Beaux Arts. He spent much of
his time copying the Louvre’s Rembrandts and
Tintorettos and finally made a decisive switch
to painting in 1938. Initially he followed the
Cubists, constructing latticed compositions that
incorporated the ordered structure of architec-
ture. His style changed, however, as Europe
inched closer to war. Manessier chose religious
subjects because they seemed as elusive and
vast as the natural world. Towards the end of
his life, he reflected on his 40 years of painting
spiritual themes, saying they “were at my fin-
gertips and at the same time, infinite.” Fourth-
Floor Gallery, Through Sept. 9 - "Wrestling
the Angel," an exhibition that examines how
religion and sacred art appear in work made
by seemingly secular, avant-garde artists. The
examples on view critically investigate the role
of religion and spirituality as both a social com-
ponent and as a visual language often implicitly
present in daily life, even if the image is not ex-
plicitly referencing the original religious source.
Ongoing - The Bechtler Museum of Modern Art
is named after the family of Andreas Bechtler,
a Charlotte resident and native of Switzerland
who assembled and inherited a collection of
more than 1,400 artworks created by major
figures of 20th-century modernism and donated
it to the public trust. The Bechtler collection
comprises artworks by seminal figures such as
Alberto Giacometti, Joan Miro, Jean Tinguely,
Max Ernst, Andy Warhol, Alexander Calder, Le
Corbusier, Sol LeWitt, Edgar Degas, Nicolas
de Stael, Barbara Hepworth and Picasso.
