     In eleventh grade, Banks was the head 
cook for Gardner’s Barbecue in Rocky 
Mountain, NC, and for the past twenty-two 
years, he has worked as an electrician for 
the Duke Facilities Management Depart-
ment. Banks often swaps out his tool belt 

for brushes and pencils during his lunch-
break. Duke employees might just recog-
nize a familiar face - Banks has completed 
several commissions for his FMD col-
leagues.
     This retrospective of paintings, pastels, 
and drawings encompasses Banks’s early 
works and his evolving portraits of family, 
friends, celebrities, and athletes.
