Lane and Tanya Craig

The City of North Charleston’s Cultur-
al Arts Department is pleased to announce
that concurrent solo exhibitions of paint-
ings by Columbia-based artist Christopher
Murphy and fused glass works by local
artist Tanya Craig will be on display at
Park Circle Gallery from July 6-31, 2021.
A reception will be held on July 9, from
5-7pm. The public is invited to attend.

In his exhibit, United We Stand,
Christopher Lane presents a collection of
expressive, contemporary paintings that
emphasize a unity amongst us, regard-
less of party, ethnicity, race, religion, and
gender. Finding it impossible not to notice
the division present in our country today,
Lane originally titled this body of work
Divided We Fall, however, he chose to
take a more optimistic approach.

“My work observes the pitfalls of
allowing division to thrive and grow
amongst a people,” Lane says. “I shine a
light on these things so that we as human
beings can choose not to participate in
this sowing of division.” This collection
speaks to an ideal of inclusivity of all
people, whether separated by geography,
skin color, religious beliefs, or political af-
filiation, yet sharing the same basic human
needs and desires.

The paintings featured in United We
Stand speak to a resistance of divisive
rhetoric and a pursuit of equality and basic
human rights. “My work seeks a peaceful
cohabitation of man that can be reached
only through a resistance of division,”
Lane explains. “My greatest desire is that
my paintings reflect the one truth, we are
all the same. We are all one. And United
We Stand.”

Born in Minnesota, Lane spent his
formative years inspired by regional art-
ists Thomas Hart Benton, Andy Warhol,
Georgia O’Keeffe, and Roy Lichtenstein.
His early teenage years were spent in
Cairo, Egypt, where his work was influ-
enced by the great architecture, sculpture,
symbolism, hieroglyphs, and the expres-
sive colors used in their paintings. During
this time Lane discovered he had dyslexia
and furthered his education at the GOW
School in South Wales, New York. It was
here that Lane received encouragement
and guidance from Fine Arts teacher Bill
Parsons.

Upon leaving the GOW School, he
spent a year living in Paris, France, which

fueled his creative instincts further. He
returned to the States and pursued an art
degree at Eastern New Mexico University.
Lane has now made his home in South
Carolina where he continues to use fan-
tastic imagery to turn his life experiences
into visual stories that primarily focus on
people and their relationships with one
another.

Lane is a storyteller. His work is so
intricately detailed that it provides the
viewer an opportunity to discover some-
thing new each time they view his work,
which has been shown in galleries across
the United States and as far abroad as
New South Wales, Australia.

In her exhibit, All the Colors Be-
tween Black and White, local artist Tanya
Church-Craig presents a collection of
fused glass works, ranging from func-
tional pieces, such as bowls and platters,
to abstract decorative works. Her pieces
are characterized by bright, mesmerizing
colors, geometric shapes, and dichroic de-
signs. Abstract painters provide the most
inspiration for her pieces. She loves the
layering of paint and tries to emulate that
with fused glass through multiple firings.

Church-Craig came into working in
fused glass through stained glass. Not
happy with the scraps left over after creat-
ing stained glass work, she began melting
the scraps in a small kiln she had on hand
for glass bead annealing. She found the
fusing of glass to be much more fun and
has been creating fused glass art for 13
years. Church-Craig formerly owned and
operated Gallery Azul in Folly Beach, SC.
She is currently President of the North
Charleston Artist Guild and creates in her
home studio in North Charleston, SC.

The Park Circle Gallery is located on
Jenkins Avenue in North Charleston, in
what was formerly known as the Olde
Village Community Building. Admission
is free and free street parking is available
on Jenkins Avenue in front of the gallery,
as well as on the adjacent streets and in
parking lots close by.

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The America That Would Never Happen

I don’t know if it’s because most of the
history text books for public schools in
America come from Texas or what, but a
lot of folks in America have a pretty mixed
up view of where Americans came from
and who made America.

Most of the time
it’s just understood, discussed behind closed
doors, but every once in a while something
slips through to the public and wham the
righteous foot of the moral minority comes
down to stamp it out.
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These same people have no problem
electing immoral politicians to represent
them, have no problem following religious
leaders who live by different standards than
they preach and no problem worshiping the
almighty dollar and unholy profit. They can
look the other way when it suits their needs,
but they also want to dictate the morality of
the rest of us too. And I'm not totally sure
some of the problem isn’t that it’s a Mexican
artist who made the sculptures.

And what do they put on them - Grandma
with an AR-15 shooting at reindeer - oh my!

Children ride in cars and they see those
billboards with a Grandma looking person
pointing an automatic rifle at reindeer - what
are they to think of that? And they say the
left is waging a war against Christmas.

Those billboards are home-grown terror-
ism put up by a SC business, whose mission
is to sell everyone freedom in the form of an
AR-15.

If T have to live with those (2nd Amend-
ment) billboards, a few prudes should have
to live with some art showing a little male
nudity (no pun intended). They don’t have
to go to the park to see them, but I can’t
avoid billboards driving anywhere.

On Our Cover This Month

Sometimes the best made plans just
don’t turn out the way you thought they
would. A few months ago we were con-
tacted by the Dare County Arts Council
in Manteo, NC, about featuring work by a
local artist who would be having a major
show. They sent some examples, which I
liked and the time frame was right so we
agreed to feature a work by Russell How-
ard Yerkes II on our July 2021 cover.

Then as June approached we received
an e-mail that Yerkes had suddenly passed
away and they wondered if we would still
run that cover as the family was willing
to go forward with the exhibit. That was
fine with us. And, like everything as time
moves along, things change and the family
wanted more time to plan that exhibit and
it was moved to sometime in 2022.

The Dare County Arts Council is still
presenting a memorial to Russell Howard
Yerkes II, with a special exhibit, Honoring
Russell Howard Yerkes I (May 23, 1955
~ May 19, 2021), on view in the Coun-
cil’s Courtroom Gallery, from July 2 - 31,
2021. The gallery will feature one amaz-
ing framed piece of Yerkes’ artwork in the
back of the room with its own lighting. To
the side of the art, they will have a write
up with a photo of Yerkes and the rest of
the room will be empty. It will be an un-
deniable, uncluttered memorial to Russell
Howard Yerkes II.

We just want to be clear that there will
only be that one work on display at this
time and a much larger exhibit of Yerkes’
works will come later.

We’ve featured work on our covers
before by artists who are no longer living,
but this was a first for us and probably
won’t be the last time it happens, as we at
Carolina Arts like to keep a spotlight on
our senior artists who keep creating art -
sometimes right up to their passing.

Some Post Pandemic Reminders

The COVID-19 Pandemic is far from
over, but things are returning to where
art galleries and art museums are open
to people to come see art and hopefully
return to buying art where art is for sale.
We’re hearing from more people about the
exhibits they are presenting or are going to
present.

During those 15 or so months when
things were kind of shut down or running
on a limited basis - as some never really
stopped creating and offering art for sale

Our
project is collecting conversations for
change.

The work in Visual Vigil is contempla-
tive, and is clean and simply presented.
Perkins uses a restrained pallet for less
distraction, to create empty space, and to

remain neutral - allowing the viewer to
bring individual significance to her works.
She began working on the Visual Vigil
project after the mass shooting at Mother
Emanuel, in her hometown of Charleston,
SC.

As a part of her personal meditation,
Perkins regularly engages in mark mak-
ing with sumi ink on kozo paper - her
personal calligraphy. The meditation
marks are torn, collaged, and transformed
to symbolize the on-going shifting and
reshaping of life. Lokta paper weavings
are created in a grid pattern then painted
on kozo paper making a grid impression.
The grid represents the collected energy
field that we all live within.

Perkins believes we are interlinked - if
one is affected, we are all affected. She
further believes our greatest strength
comes from our connectivity to one an-
other. Perkins’ hope is for the art to serve
as a backdrop for conversations around
the societal and psychological effects of
mass violence.

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Wings of the City Exhibition On
View in Greenville, SC’s Falls
Park and Peace Center Campus

Wings of the City, featuring sculptures
by Mexican artist, Jorge Marin, presented
by City of Greenville & Hispanic Alliance
and sponsored by Bank of America, will
be on view in Greenville’s Falls Park and
Peace Center Campus, through Sept. 30,
2021.

The Arts in Public Places Commis-
sion approved plans for Greenville to join
a select group of cities from around the
globe that have hosted Wings of the City,
a collection of nine monumental bronze
sculptures by world-renowned Mexican
artist Jorge Marin. The sculptures have
been installed in Falls Park and on the
Peace Center campus.

Marin is one of the most recognized
figurative artists in Mexico. He has
participated in more than 300 collective
exhibitions, and individually, his work
has been exhibited in museums in Europe,
Asia and North and South America. Alas
de México, the iconic sculpture from the
Wings of the City collection, is on perma-
nent display in 13 cities on three conti-
nents.

In 2013, the temporary Wings of the
City installation began its journey through
the United States, with stops in Texas,
Colorado and California. Greenville will
be the first city on the East Coast to host
the exhibition. Described as “an aesthetic
experience where the perfection of the
human body is mixed, in balance, with
allegorical forms and fantastic beings,”
Marin’s sculptures are expected to draw
visitors from across the region.

The City of Greenville and the His-
panic Alliance of SC collaborated to
bring Wings of the City to Greenville
and worked closely with the Jorge Marin
Foundation to facilitate the installation.
Bank of America is the presenting sponsor
of Wings of the City, which will include a
special interactive web tool, with photos
and information about the collection, and
a map showing sculpture locations for
the exhibition. Piedmont Natural Gas and
BMW will also participate as sponsors of
the exhibit.

According to Adela Mendoza, execu-
tive director of the Hispanic Alliance SC,
the collection promotes a community-
wide dialogue and offers a bridge to Mexi-
can culture. Wings of the City highlights
the importance of migration and the
cultural exchange that enriches societ-
ies,” said Mendoza. “This world-class
exhibit celebrates the global spirit of the
Upstate—symbolizing human connection
across distance, and the role of art as a
universal language.”

The opportunity to bring this exhibit
to the East Coast was presented by the
General Consulate of Mexico in Raleigh,
NC. “We are thrilled to welcome this
magnificent collection to South Carolina
and invite the public to enjoy the work of
one of Mexico’s most prominent cultural
ambassadors” said general consul, Claudia
Velasco Osorio.

The project team proposed Falls Park
and the Peace Center as locations for the
Wings of the City exhibit due to the inter-
active nature of the collection. “Wings of
the City is more than just putting sculpture
in our public spaces,” said City Coun-
cil member Russell Stall. “Through the
collaboration with the Hispanic Alliance,
we are featuring world renowned art that
demonstrates Greenville’s commitment as
welcoming city and broadens our under-
standing of Hispanic cultural heritage.”

The Wings of the City exhibit aligns
with Bank of America’s commitment
to support nonprofit institutions that
highlight varied cultural traditions and
help the arts sector create pathways for
more diverse engagement. “At Bank of
America, we believe in the power of the
arts to help economies thrive, educate and
enrich societies and create greater cultural
understanding,” said Stacy Brandon,
Bank of America Market President for the
Upstate.

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Carpets; and Sere paintings. The beauty
of her layering of transparent colors seen
in each series of works attest to Dreskin’s
mastery of the water based media.

Dreskin offers the following statement:
“In my works of landforms, water forms,
and magic carpets, I combine elements
of my imagination with organic imagery.
Medical elements from my past experi-
ence creep into much of my work.

I use flowing layers of pigment to create
levels of movement, rhythm, and form
that create depth and continue beyond the
edge of the paper or canvas.”

“In my ‘Sere’ series of paintings,
which look microscopically within the
forms, I continue to express the twenty
first century dilemma of overpopulation,
erosion, and destruction of our environ-
ment,” adds Dreskin. “Deep within the
image I am making a statement about
rebirth and renewal.”

Martha Severens, former chief Cura-
tor of the Greenville County Museum of
Art, said, “While the ‘Sere’ works derive
from a dramatically destructive technique,
Dreskin nonetheless sees them as symbol-
izing the cycle of nature.”

Dreskin’s life began in New Orleans.
She was reared by her grandmother. She
recalls: “My grandmother was an artist.
One of my first presents was a big sketch
pad and lots of soft pencils. My first draw-
ing was a begonia on grandmother’s front
porch. I took art classes every Saturday
morning down in the French Quarter of
New Orleans.”

Dreskin continued her artistry at
Tulane University and received her BFA.
It was at Tulane that she studied with Will
Henry Stevens. She continued her interest
in medical art at John Hopkins University.
She also studied at the NY Art Student
League. In 1973, she received her MFA
from Clemson University.

In 1946 she married “her best friend”
Art Dreskin. In 1950 they moved from

Chicago, IL, to Greenville, SC. Dr.
Dreskin was hired by the Greenville Hos-
pital System as the first pathologist in the
upstate. Both Jeanet and Art were devoted
to their professional careers, elevating
both health care and the arts in SC.

In 1960’s Jeanet became the first direc-
tor of the School of Art at the Greenville
County Museum located in the Gassaway
Mansion. Jeanet hired teachers and taught
at the museum for over 30 years. She also
taught at the SC Governor’s School for the
Arts and Humanities and was an adjunct
professor at USC. Her influence across
South Carolina is evident by her numer-
ous involvements in many professional
organizations. In tandem with her fulltime
career, she raised four children.

Her artist — daughter, Jan Dreskin-
Haig, gives this tribute: “My Mother, the
painter Jeanet S. Dreskin, has always been
a role model and mentor to me. She is the
first and most important person for me to

share my art work with; her opinions are
always thoughtful and insightful. Jeanet,
full of purpose, energy and ideas, filled
our home with art, love and beauty. The
true modern woman, she manages to do it
all with grace and happiness.”

Jeanet Dreskin’s paintings have been
selected and received awards in exhibi-
tions at the International Grand Prix,
Cannes, France; Isette Colle Di Roma,
Rome, Italy; Jehanger Gallery, Bombay,
India; Butler Institute of American Art,
Youngstown, OH; Broome St. Gallery,
NYC; and the National Academy of De-
sign, NYC.

In 2000-2001 Dreskin was included
in 100 Years/100 Artists at the SC State
Museum in Columbia, SC. On Sept. 13,
2002 her paintings were reviewed and a
work was reproduced in the Sunday N.Y.
Times Art section.

In 2004, Dreskin was awarded the Eliz-
abeth O’Neill Verner Lifetime Achieve-
ment Governor’s Award for the Arts,
the highest award in the state of South
Carolina.

Paintings by Jeanet Dreskin are in the
permanent collection of the National Mu-
seum of American Art, Washington DC;
Greenville County Museum of Art, Green-
ville, SC; Georgia Museum of Art, Athens,

GA; E. Hampton Museum, Long Island,
NY; Zimmerli Museum, New Brunswick,
NJ; Gibbes Museum of Art, Charleston,
SC; Columbia Museum of Art, Colum-
bia, SC; SC State Art Collection; Texas
Art Association Collection, Austin, TX;

In its most ambitious project to date,
Columbia’s Jasper Project will present
The Supper Table — enlisting the talents
of almost 60 of South Carolina’s most
outstanding women artists from the fields
of visual, literary, theatrical arts, and film,
on view in the Bassett Gallery at the Arts
Center of Kershaw County in Camden,
SC, through Sept. 3, 2021.

A homage to Judy Chicago’s iconic
feminist art installation, The Dinner Party,
and using Chicago’s project as a loose
model, Jasper Project executive director
Cindi Boiter conceived of The Supper
Table as an innovative way of honoring
some of SC’s largely uncelebrated, yet
ground-breaking women in history. Boiter
selected 12 historical SC women who, via
their work in the arts, medicine, law, busi-
ness, athletics, entertainment, and more,
changed the course of human history.

Using the model created by Chicago,
Boiter commissioned Jordan Morris to
create a 12’ x 12’ x 12’ wooden table at
which visual artists would create place-
settings inspired by and honoring the
historical women.

Columbia Museum of Art in Columbia,
SC, Takes Look at Late Soviet Era Art

The Columbia Museum of Art in
Columbia, SC, announces its featured
summer exhibition, The Ironic Curtain:
Art from the Soviet Underground, an
exclusive, CMA-organized show on view
from July 3, through Sept. 12, 2021. A
celebration day on July 9, features free
admission, extended hours, and a program
featuring conversation between CMA
Curator Catherine Walworth and Neil K.
Rector, from whose collection the exhibi-
tion was assembled.

The Ironic Curtain features artists who
worked under political repression in the
decades just before the fall of the Soviet
Union, often making “official” art by day
and their own experimental art in secret.
The results are wild and darkly witty, with
symbols of the Soviet government used to
parody its power rather than to celebrate
it.

“This exhibition will be strange, funny,
heartbreaking, and important,” says
Walworth. “While the Soviet government
tried to make all its citizens conform and
to control them with images, the artists
in The Ironic Curtain were on this wild
covert quest to make art freely. There is
absurd humor because they were playing
cat and mouse with the authorities, but
they were also joyously playing a game
with each other, making sense of their
world and of what art could be.”

Sots Art, a Soviet version of Pop Art, is
well represented in this exhibition among
paintings, sculpture, prints, and photogra-
phy by nearly three dozen artists, includ-
ing the artist duo Komar and Melamid,
Ilya Kabakov, Alexander Kosolapov, and
Leonid Sokov. Many featured artists pay
homage to early 20th-century Russian
avant-garde art movements including
Suprematism, Constructivism, and Cubo-
Futurism.

Having been officially repressed or
relatively contained to émigré centers
such as New York City, many of these
works are little known, and some works
in the exhibition are being shown in the
United States for the first time. The CMA
has organized this exhibition from the pre-
mier Neil K. Rector Collection to create
this rare opportunity.

The opening celebration for The Ironic
Curtain will take place Friday, July 9,
from 10am to 8pm. Enjoy free admis-
sion, extended hours, and a talk with the
collector in celebration of new exhibition
The Ironic Curtain: Art from the Soviet
Underground.

Lifting the Curtain: Neil K. Rector in
Conversation with Catherine Walworth
will take place Friday, July 9, from 7am-
8pm.

Contemporary collector Neil K. Rec-
tor discusses his personal memories of
the nonconformist artists in The Ironic
Curtain: Art from the Soviet Underground
with CMA Curator Catherine Walworth.
The act of collecting is critical to 20th-
century Russian avant-garde art, which
nearly fell out of history under politi-

cal repression. Rector has been actively
preserving and collecting postwar Soviet
art and photography for decades. He was
a founding member of a Russian-focused
collections committee at Tate Modern
(London), and his support of Russian art
was honored by the Hermitage Museum
Foundation (St. Petersburg) in 2012.
Walworth’s book Soviet Salvage: Imperial
Debris, Revolutionary Reuse, and Russian
Constructivism (Penn State University
Press, 2017) was shortlisted for a First
Book Prize by the Modernist Studies As-
sociation in 2018.

Asheville Art Museum in Asheville
Oftfers Works by Walter B. Stephen

The Asheville Art Museum in Asheville,
NC, will present Walter B. Stephen Pot-
tery: Cameo to Crystalline, on view in the
Museum’s Debra McClinton Gallery, from
July 28,2021 through Jan. 17,2022.

Artist Walter B. Stephen (Clinton, IA,
1875-1961 Asheville, NC) contributed
to Western North Carolina’s identity as a
flourishing site for pottery production and
craftsmanship in the early 20th century.
Walter B. Stephen Pottery: Cameo to Crys-
talline features art pottery and functional
vessels from each stage of Stephen’s career,
from his origins discovering the medium
alongside his mother Nellie C. Randall
Stephen in Shelby County, TN, from 1901
through 1910 to his multi-decade produc-
tion just outside of Asheville.
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In 1926, Stephen founded his third and
last pottery studio, Pisgah Forest, in Arden,
NC, which he operated until his death in
1961. It was at this studio that the artist
perfected the “cameo” decoration technique
for which he became best known. His hand-
painted images, achieved with layers of
white translucent clay, often feature Ameri-
can folk imagery, from covered wagons and
livestock to cabins and spinning wheels.

A selection of works from the Museum’s
Collection showcase his innovation in form
and in decorative surface details, including
experimentation with crystalline glazing.

“Walter B. Stephen’s body of pottery
work is a staple in the ceramic tradition lo-
cal to Western North Carolina,” said Alexis

Meldrum, curatorial assistant. “The artist’s
experimentations with glazing methods
throughout his career are particularly
mesmerizing. Stephen is credited as the first
artist in the South to employ the crystalline
glaze technique, where the right heat in the
kiln and mineral composition of the glaze
allows large crystal growth to become vis-
ible on the pottery’s surface. The resulting
patterns are foliate and visually captivat-
ing.”

This exhibition is organized by the
Asheville Art Museum and curated by
Alexis Meldrum, curatorial assistant.

The show continues the historical rela-
tionship between the Southern Highland
Craft Guild and Haywood, an educational
center of the Guild.

One of the most anticipated shows of
the year, the class of 2021 represents works
of wood, metal, clay, and fiber. This new
generation of craft is lead by instructors
Amy Putansu in fiber, Brian Wurst in wood,
Emily Reason in clay, and Robert Blanton
in metals & jewlery.

The main gallery of the Folk Art Center
is adorned with hanging tapestries, pierced
and soldered jewelry, clay dinnerware,
woven textiles and apparel, and wooden
furniture--soon to be heirlooms for one’s
home.

Bender Gallery in Asheville, NC, will
present One Day I Will Disappear, a solo
exhibition of current paintings by Czech
American artist Tom Pazderka, on view
from July 3 through Aug. 31,2021. A
reception will be held on July 3, from
6-9pm by RSVP only.

Pazderkas captivating work is deeply
personal and is an elegant metaphor for
life’s darker side: of landscape, of nature,
of memory.

Pazderka is a painter, an installation
artist, an intellectual, and a writer who
spent his undergraduate years in the
Asheville area. He was born near Prague
in 1981 during the waning of the Commu-
nist era in Czechoslovakia. He lived in a
paneldk, a Soviet-style concrete apartment
block, until emigrating to the US in 1994

at the age of twelve. Contrary to what we
may envision in America, Pazderka has
fond memories of his time there. Although
life was basic and creativity was not
encouraged, his family was never in need

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and they enjoyed regular visits to their
family cottage in the country. However,
most of Pazderka’s life has been lived
in the US and he also considers himself
American.

His work and life are deeply influenced
by what he describes as the “incom-
pleteness of the immigrant experience”.
Pazderka explores humanity’s quest for
a universal truth. The work reflects his
reverence for history and the failed Soviet
promise of utopia of his native land. It is
thus a balancing act between this history
and his assimilation into the capitalist con-
sumer culture of the United States.

The works shown in One Day I Will
Disappear consist of oil, ash, and char-
coal paintings on burned panel and paper.
They feature clouds, mountains, portraits,
ephemera, and remnants of nature. They
are conceptually dark, yet haunting and
beautiful at the same time. Pazderka uses
humble materials such as found plywood
panels that he burns with a torch be-
fore beginning the painting process. He
transforms the painting surface with the
destructive, yet creative power of fire. He
states, “Materials and process are compo-
nents of the work that are as important as
the image and what the work is about”.

Pazderka chooses to work in a color-
less palette reminiscent of aged black and
white photographs. He explains, “Photo-
graphs interest me because it is a tangible
memory, but photographs are really resi-
due of the photographic process.” They
are themselves a memory of a memory.

Much of Pazderka’s work is based on
old family photographs and photos taken
from nature and architecture relaying the
past, the present, and the hope of a better
future. The work appears otherworldly
and fleeting, like ghosts of his memories.
In Pazderka’s words, “The present is all
there is in the end.”

Pazderka holds a BFA from Western
Carolina University and an MFA from
U.C. Santa Barbara. He has received
many awards and fellowships and has
held residencies in the US, France, and

the Czech Republic. He lives and works in

Ojai, CA.

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University of North Carolina at
Greensbhoro Features Works by
Helen Frankenthaler

The University of North Carolina at
Greensboro, in Greensboro, NC, is pre-
senting Helen Frankenthaler: Late Works,
1990-2003, on view at the Weatherspoon
Art Museum’s Leah Louise B. Tannenbaum
and Louise D. and Herbert S. Falk, Sr. Gal-
leries, through Aug. 28,2021.

The exhibition features 22 works on
paper on loan from the Helen Frankentha-
ler Foundation and marks the first compre-
hensive opportunity to see the fruits of
Frankenthaler’s late career in depth.

Curated by Douglas Dreishpoon,
Director of the Helen Frankenthaler
Catalogue Raisonné, and accompanied by
a multi-authored publication with Radius
Books (March 2022), the exhibition was
on view at the New Britain Museum of
American Art from Feb. 12 through May
23,2021, before traveling to the Weath-
erspoon Art Museum, and finally to the
Palm Springs Art Museum in California
(Fall 2021/Winter 2022).

Recognized as one of the great Ameri-
can artists of the 20th century and best
known for her invention of the soak-stain
technique, the painter was a fearless
experimenter, particularly when it came
to new materials and processes. In the
later stages of her life, she deployed many
of the same media and instruments that
had been her longtime staples: charcoal,
crayon, pastel, pen, and ink, as well as
acrylic paint thinned out and applied with
brushes, sponges, and an array of hard-
ware utensils (windshield wipers, basters,
and scrapers). Having always painted
canvases directly on the studio floor, she
started using larger sheets of paper - some
measuring over 6 feet - likewise laid out
on the floor or on table tops for easier ac-
cessibility.

The continuity between the late work
and what came before, in content and
execution, is striking: compositions that
vary from dense and somber to airy and
buoyant; favored figures rendered in fresh
contexts; and the curious commingling of
amorphic and geometric configurations
distinguish Frankenthaler’s poetic abstrac-
tions,” said Douglas Dreishpoon, Director
of the Helen Frankenthaler Catalogue
Raisonné and exhibition curator. “Graced
with an expansive art-historical image
bank and technical prowess, the seventy-
something-year-old painter moved in
whatever direction suited her mood and
imagination.”

The artworks in this exhibition are
stunning,” said Dr. Emily Stamey, curator
of exhibitions at the Weatherspoon Art
Museum. “There’s a real joy to be found
in Frankenthaler’s brilliant explorations
of color, and the chance to experience a
chorus of these works together is a rare
and special opportunity.”

Helen Frankenthaler (1928-2011) is
recognized among the most important
American abstract painters of the 20th
century, widely credited for her pivotal
role in the transition from Abstract Ex-
pressionism to Color Field painting. Best
known for her invention of the soak-stain
technique, Frankenthaler experimented
tirelessly throughout her six-decade-long
career, producing a large body of work in
painting, prints, works on paper, and other

mediums, whose impact on contemporary
art has been profound and continues to
grow.

Frankenthaler had her first solo exhibi-
tion at New York’s Tibor de Nagy Gallery
in 1951 - the same year she was featured
in the landmark exhibition 9th St. Exhi-
bition of Paintings and Sculpture. Her
distinguished career includes numerous
monographic museum exhibitions at: the
Jewish Museum in New York (1960);
Whitney Museum of American Art (1969),
which toured in Europe; Solomon R.
Guggenheim Museum (a works on paper
retrospective in 1985); and the Modern
Art Museum of Fort Worth (1989), which
had an extensive tour in the United States.
Additional notable exhibitions at the
National Gallery of Art, Washington, D.C.
(1993) and the Museum of Contemporary
Art, North Miami, FL (2003) featured her
print editions and paintings on paper. She
also maintained a consistent presence in
major international exhibitions, including
representing the United States in the 33rd
Venice Biennale in 1966.

Frankenthaler received numerous
awards and accolades during her lifetime,
including the National Medal of Arts in
2001. Her work is held in the collections
of major museums worldwide and contin-
ues to be exhibited widely, most recently
at the Metropolitan Museum of Art; Whit-
ney Museum of American Art; National
Gallery of Art, DC; and Tate Modern.

Most of Seth Moskowitz’s artwork fo-
cuses on nature and nudes, usually shown
in combination. For this show, the artist
focuses on nudes to create works incor-
porating many of the same compositional
elements, used differently to different
effect. This approach is similar to the
printmakers’ practice of using recurring
visual elements - perhaps a leaf, a fan, a
bird, or a wheel - repeated in a series of
images to elicit a kind of acknowledgment
from the varying combinations.

Moskowitz is fascinated by the beauty
of organic forms and how the interplay
of those shapes, along with hue, tone,
and texture affect the emotions evoked
by interpretations of the human body and
the natural world. Most of the images in
this exhibition employ a relatively small
set of compositional elements in a variety
of ways to create images that are, very
closely related to one another but are very
different in their ultimate appearance and
impact.

Moskowitz is a Winston-Salem based
artist who creates and combines photo-
graphic images into artworks that rarely
resemble the images they incorporate.
Moskowitz made a living immersed in
the constant chatter of written and verbal
communications, working as a journalist
for five years, followed by many years
of corporate communications and issue
management in a controversial industry.
He began to create visual art as an escape
from the verbal cacophony of the worka-
day world - a way to enter a peaceful,
magical place that is literally, beyond
words.

Museum of American Art presents a
renowned art collection in a historic and
incomparable setting: the original 1917
interiors of Katharine and R. J. Reyn-
olds’s historic home. Spanning 250 years,
the collection is an uncompromisingly
selective one, a chronology of American
art, with each artist represented by one
work of major significance. The Reyn-

However, when we are
confined to one space, such as during the
extended period of the COVID pandemic,
that same area can feel limiting or oppres-
sive. As a consequence, many individuals
in the past year spent time rethinking and
redefining their use of space.

The overlapping exhibitions, which
involve textile installations, oil paintings
and 3-dimensional cast paper, allow view-
ers to consider spaces from a multitude of
viewpoints. Joe Karlovec, Edward Rice
and Lynne Clibanoff each focus on a theme
of architecture in their work, making this
series of exhibitions a cohesive visual and
sensory experience.

Work by Joe Karlovec

“Our exhibition-schedule theme for the
year is ‘new perspectives,” said Liz Miller,
curator of the Art Museum. “This is what
ties together all of the exhibitions. Imme-
diately, one recognizes architecture as the
subject of all three, but it is the underlying
tones found in each of the artists’ work that
really make a connection. Each artist beck-
ons the viewer with their work to examine a
particular space/spaces and/or architectural
element(s). Karlovec does so with his dy-
namic, large-scale fiber collages; Rice with
his stunningly precise and alluring Southern
architectural oil paintings; and Clibanoff
with her miniature, three-dimensional diora-
mas of various interiors.”

Karlovec’s exhibition, titled Private
Property, consists of 12 large-scale photo-
graphic images woven into textiles using a
jacquard loom. Karlovec uses the textiles to
create multi-dimensional fiber collages that
surprise the viewer with their texture and
intensity. The artist’s works center on land-
scape urbanism and environmental justice,
often reflecting the areas of the Midwest’s
rust belt, where Karlovec was raised, and
coastal Florida, including West Palm Beach,
where he works and resides.

Southern architecture is the backdrop for
Edward Rice’s work, and his retrospective
exhibition Beyond Depiction, a collection
of 36 architectural images spanning the
last 26 years of his award-winning career.
Rice’s paintings capture the impression of
their subjects while simultaneously bring-
ing attention to individual details such as
a door, a window, or a cornice. A native of
North Augusta, GA, Rice has exhibited his

paintings at museums throughout the South
and is a recipient of the Elizabeth O’Neill
Verner Governor’s Award from the South
Carolina Arts Commission.

Lynne Clibanoff creates small-scale box
constructions with architectural detail that
leaves viewers moving around - looking
around corners, up stairways, or through
windows. Her exhibit Inside Out, features a
series of her miniature, 3-dimensional paper
sculptures that blend familiarity and imagi-
nation. Empty rooms beckon the reader to
explore and consider the possibilities of
perspective and space in Clibanoff’s works,
which highlight the tension between visual
illusion and reality.

The subject matter of these exhibitions is
particularly timely in Summer 2021, noted
Miller, when the public is emerging from
a year of physical and spatial isolation that
often yielded innovation.

“The viewer might find themselves
thinking about their own relationships to
the physical spaces in which they live and
work as they move through these exhibi-
tions,” said Miller. “We’ve all been thinking
more and more about our environments and
how we might adapt them to better suit our
needs, both physically and mentally, after
having been cooped up in our homes - for
many of us, working remotely - since the
onset of the pandemic. We’ve changed
spare bedrooms and basements into office
spaces and gyms. Dining and coffee tables
may have found new uses as school and
office desks.”

Private Property, Beyond Depiction and
Inside Out each invite the reader to reflect
on their relationships to space and the
people with which they share those spaces.

“Though the changes to our home envi-
ronments posed all kinds of challenges,”
said Miller, “we were given a rare oppor-
tunity - and lesson, even - to remember to
slow down and appreciate the unexpected
gift of time spent with our loved ones from
the comforts of home. These three exhibi-
tions come at a time when these thoughts
are all still fresh in our consciousness, and it
may be through this lens that we experience

NC, Features Two New Exhibitions

The University of North Carolina at
Chapel Hill in Chapel Hill, NC, is present-
ing Drawing Attention and Visions of Ven-
ice: Etchings by James McNeill Whistler
from the Collection of Ambassador C.
Boyden Gray, on view at the Ackland Art
Museum, through Sept. 12, 2021.

In its collections, exhibitions, and
programs, the Ackland has always paid
special attention to works on paper. This
exhibition presents around seventy Euro-
pean and American drawings, watercolors,
and collages, selected from well over 570
acquired both by gift and by purchase
over the past twelve years. Drawing At-
tention continues a series of exhibitions
presenting recent acquisitions of light-
sensitive works, following PhotoVision,
2014, which featured photographs, and
One of Many, 2017, which featured prints.

With preference given to works not re-
cently displayed or not scheduled for exhi-
bition in the near future, the works in the
exhibition showcase a broad chronological
span, from the 16th to the 21st centuries,
and a variety of techniques and functions.
The display includes works by a wide
range of artists, including Domenichino,
Jan van Goyen, Thomas Gainsborough,
Edgar Degas, Otto Dix, Robert Mother-
well, Thornton Dial, Marcel Dzama, and
Lauren Frances Adams.

The works are presented in ten the-
matic sections: Varieties of Portraiture;
American Abstraction of the 1960s;
Fantasy and Transformation; Image and
Text in Contemporary Art; German Mod-
ernism; Christian Piety; Landscapes and
Architectures; Cartoon and Caricature;
Sketches and Studies in Nineteenth-Cen-
tury France and Britain; and a special wall
devoted to Very Recent Arrivals which
can accommodate new acquisitions made
even during the run of the show.

Drawing Attention, organized by Peter
Nisbet, deputy director for curatorial af-
fairs, has been made possible by gener-
ous support from the Ackland’s National
Advisory Board.

In 1879, American artist James Mc-
Neill Whistler was commissioned by the
Fine Art Society, a commercial gallery in
London, to produce twelve etchings of
Venice over a three-month period. Finding
a seemingly endless source of subject mat-
ter, the artist stayed in the city for fourteen
months, creating fifty-one etchings, one
hundred pastels, and numerous paintings.

This exhibition showcases thirty of
Whistler’s etchings of Venice on loan
from the private collection of Ambassador
C. Boyden Gray. Presented in two sections

— Whistler’s “First Venice Set” published
in 1880, and his “Second Venice Set” pub-
lished in 1886 — the installation explores
some of the artist’s most picturesque

and atmospheric views of what Whistler
called, “a marvellous City — the Sapphire
of the Seas!”

In addition to views of Venice suspend-
ed between sea and sky, Whistler depicted
sites unknown to the average tourist,
such as back alleyways, obscure canals,
and working-class neighborhoods, that
challenged the expectations of nineteenth-
century viewers. Through his use of varied
lines, compelling compositional motifs,
and creative printing techniques, Whistler
reveals his unique vision of Venice, the
timeless beauty of which still captivates
us today.

Visions of Venice, organized by Dana
Cowen, Sheldon Peck Curator for Euro-
pean and American Art before 1950, has
been made possible by generous support
from the Ackland’s Director’s Circle.

Featuring a year-round calendar of spe-
cial exhibitions and dynamic public pro-
grams, the Ackland Art Museum on UNC-
Chapel Hill’s historic campus is a local
museum with a global outlook that bridges
campus and community. Admission to the
Ackland is free and accessible to all. The
Ackland’s holdings include more than
19,000 works of art. The collection spans
cultures and time periods, showcasing the
breadth of human creativity. A vital teach-
ing resource, the museum’s mission is the
art of understanding.

City of Raleigh, NC, Features
Works by Julia Caston

The City of Raleigh, NC, is presenting
Julia and the Pandemic Art Factory, on
view in the Block Gallery, through July
23,2021.

Typically creating performance and
outward-facing work, in the midst of the
COVID-19 pandemic artist Julia Caston
dove deeper into her drawing practice. In
this exhibition, Julia and the Pandemic
Art Factory, Caston showcases draw-
ing and sculptural works, including two
30-foot scroll drawings, the artist’s most
ambitious and largest drawing project to
date. These colorful and collaborative
works aim to inspire joy in the midst of
difficult times.

Caston offered the following Art-
ist Statement, “At the beginning of the
pandemic, I felt like some kind of super-
hero. All my coworkers and friends were
freaking out and full of anxiety. Having
managed the moderate to severe symp-
toms of a diagnosed anxiety disorder for
almost a decade, I felt uniquely prepared
for this situation. I had a bevy of coping
skills, self-care routines, and self-soothing
techniques that I believed made me an
expert. I had practically been training for
this moment my whole life! I figured that
I would ride everything out and it would
be over in a few months, and I will have

gotten to spend extra time in the studio.”
“Of course, this is not what happened,”
added Caston. “It is over a year later, and
life looks much different than what we
thought of as normal. And the pandemic
did catch up with me after all. In February
of 2021, I had a slow nervous breakdown
from COVID exhaustion and had to take
a week off work. So, what exactly does
all of this have to do with this exhibition?
Somehow, against all odds, I managed
to make art during this time. There were
definitely fits and starts and weeks at a
time that I did not set foot in the studio,
but I somehow kept creating, no mat-
ter what. Normally, my practice is very
performative and outward-facing. I create
in-person interactions in public spaces as
part of my practice. Much of this work
had to shift online and adapt itself to

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Triangle Art Works is a non-profit
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Zoom. I also dove deeper into my drawing
practice. In this exhibition, you will see
two 30-foot scrolls of drawings I created,
which is my most ambitious and largest
drawing project to date.”

“I found ways to keep collaborat-
ing with fellow artists over distance via
mail. Featured in this exhibition are 11
collaborative coloring pages that I made
with students from the University of
North Carolina Greensboro. To make
these drawings, I had the students send
me words and images for inspiration,
after which I created coloring pages that
I mailed to them. The students completed
the pages in a variety of ways. I also creat-
ed a trans-Atlantic sculpture collaboration
about the joy of food with artist Caroline
Bugby, who mailed me her soft sculpture
components from England. However,
despite all of these logistics over the past
year, the biggest challenge was allowing
myself to feel joy - specifically, the joy of
making. The murders and protests over
the summer of 2020 affected me deeply,
and I launched a project that had been on
the backburner for a long time up to that
point. I partnered with artist and art thera-
pist Alby Gyimah-Boadi, and we offered
a pilot session of Art Therapy for Activ-
ists, an initiative that provided free Zoom
art therapy workshops to BIPOC activists
and change-makers. There are plans in the
works to continue this project this coming
autumn.”

“I hope that you enjoy this exhibition,
and, more than anything else, that it can
add a glimmer of joy to your day, no mat-
ter your circumstance,” says Caston.

Julia Caston is an artist who creates
empathetic experiences, events, and ob-
jects. Her art practice focuses on creating

deep connections between participants
and collaborators, with a focus on social
justice and antiracism. She received her
BA from Columbia University, NY, and
her MFA from The University of North
Carolina at Greensboro. Caston has com-
pleted several artist residencies including
the Kimmel Harding Nelson Center for
the Arts Residency, Nebraska City, NE,
and the Brightwork Fellowship at An-
chorlight, Raleigh, NC. She has been the
recipient of multiple commissions from
the City of Raleigh and has exhibited her
work throughout North America. Caston
is from Minneapolis and lives and works
in Raleigh. She is currently the Intern
Coordinator and Outreach Assistant at the
North Carolina Museum of Art.

Connecting local artists to community
through ongoing exhibitions and public
outreach, the Block Gallery was dedicated
in 2006 to honor Miriam Preston Block, a
former Raleigh City Council member and
community leader. Greeting all visitors to
the Upchurch Government Complex, the
gallery’s marble walls and elegant stair-
case provide an ideal setting for showcas-
ing original artworks. Exhibits change
every eight to 12 weeks.

The Office of Raleigh Arts, a part of
the City of Raleigh’s Parks, Recreation
and Cultural Resources Department, fos-
ters and promotes the arts in Raleigh by
administering the programs of the Raleigh
Arts Commission and the Public Art and
Design Board and supporting the Pullen
and Sertoma Arts Centers.

Hillsborough Gallery of Arts in
Hillsborough, NC, Offers Works
by Three Gallery Artists

Hillsborough Gallery of Arts in
Hillsborough, NC, is presenting INTAN-
GIBLES, featuring works by Garry Childs,
Pat Merriman, and Nancy Smith, on view
through July 25, 2021.

Three of HGAs artists present a show
of new work created during the pandemic.

Garry Childs began making pots
almost 50 years ago in a high school
art class at the age of 16 and has been a
studio potter producing functional Terra
Cotta since 1982. While he has picked
up tips and techniques from many other
potters over the years, he is primarily self-
taught.

“All of my pots are wheel thrown,
some are ‘coil and throw,” a technique
where a coil of clay is joined to the lip
of a thrown form and pulled up to an ad-
ditional height,” says Childs. “Very large
pieces can be constructed by using several
coils in this manner. The pots are glazed
after drying to a leather hard condition.
The patterns are achieved by carving
through the unfired glazes into the still
damp clay. Additional color is sometimes
applied by brushing and spraying pig-
ments over the glaze.”
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Painter Pat Merriman loves traveling,
but that became an intangible dream dur-
ing the pandemic. “Because of my age, I
was restricted to home and isolated from
people. I filled my time with creating art
and decided to take an online painting
class via zoom” says Merriman. “Virtu-
ally, I was again able to travel. My work
reflects the journey I took with instructor
James Keul as my tour guide. I created 10
small paintings of scenes including Nor-
way, Brookline MS, Little Italy in NYC,
the Brooklyn Bridge and some closer to
home in Durham, NC. I hope you enjoy
the tour.”

For painter Nancy Smith the idea for
this new series of paintings came out of
nowhere. “I had been in a dry spell for
months. I wasn’t excited about painting
anything, so instead, I straightened up my
studio. I pulled out old paintings, some
unfinished, that friends had passed along.
As I picked up one my deceased friend
had done, I was overcome by memories
and feelings as intangible as a half-re-
membered dream.”

“That unseen creative force, called

I gradually, stitch
by stitch, regained the rhythm of work
and as I did it became more complex and
adventurous. As always, I am inspired and
guided by the cloth. The works vary in
theme, technique, and palette. Each marks
a step in my journey back into art-making.
In the studio, as in life, I am curious and
now eager for what comes next.”

According to artist Jude Lobe, periods
of questioning in your life are usually pro-
voked by changes that happen around you.
Maybe children moving out on their own,
being laid off from a job, someone dying.

“I didn’t have any major changes in
my life,” says Lobe. “It was the routine-

and question what life is about and how

minutes to sit and try to think of nothing.

Hume Simms of New Orleans, during the first
decades of the 20th century. The Read-Simms
Collection reflects the full range of popular print
subjects by master Ukiyo-e artists of the Edo
period, from famous Kabuki theater actors por-
trayed by Suzuki Harunobu and Toshasai Shar-
aku in the 18th century, to vibrant landscapes by
Utagawa Hiroshige and Katsushika Hokusai in
the 19th century. Galleries Two & Three, Ex-
tended through Aug. 15 - "Charleston Collects:
Devotion and Fantasy, Witchcraft and the World’s
End." This selection of paintings and prints from
amajor private Charleston collection of Northern
Renaissance art introduces a world of intensely,
and sometimes disturbingly, vivid imagery. Cre-
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ated in the Low Countries and Germany between
1440 and 1590, this is a world of contradictions
and unease—whether the subject is a troubled
Virgin Mary contemplating her young son, or a
menacing group of malevolent figures inspired by
Hieronymus Bosch, or Albrecht Diirer’s famous
scenes from Revelations. In the turbulent era

of the Renaissance and the beginning of the
Reformation in Northern Europe, viewers found
their hopes, desires, and anxieties mirrored in
images like these inspiring pious belief or depict-
ing fantastic visions of good and evil. Galleries
1, 4, and 5, Permanent Exhibition - "18th and
19th Century American Paintings and Sculpture".
American paintings, from colonial portraits to
Civil War-era landscapes, occupy the Gibbes
Main Gallery. Portraits of leading political, social,
and military figures include works by Jeremiah
Theus, Henry Benbridge, Benjamin West, Gilbert
Stuart, Thomas Sully and Samuel F.B. Morse.
The gallery also features landscape and genre
scenes by Angelica Kaufmann, Louis Mignot,
Eastman Johnson, Conrad Wise Chapman, and
William Aiken Walker. The paintings collection

is complemented by examples of neoclassical
sculpture on view in the Campbell Rotunda, and
decorative art objects on loan from the Rivers
Collection. Gallery 5, Permanent Exhibition -
"Miniature Portraits". The first American miniature
portraits were painted in Charleston, and today
the Gibbes is home to one of the most prestigious
portrait miniature collections in the United States.
Containing more than six hundred objects, the
collection spans nearly two hundred years and
represents the work of over a hundred artists.
Small enough to fit in the palm of the hand, these
tiny portraits were treasured remembrances

of loved ones in the age before photography.
Presented in state-of-the-art display cases, and
in viewable storage drawers featured miniatures
include works by Mary Roberts, Jeremiah Theus,
Henry Benbridge, Charles Wilson Peale, Pierre
Henri, Edward Greene Malbone, George Engle-
heart, and Charles Fraser. Gallery 6, Permanent
Exhibition - "20th Century American Regional-
ism and the Charleston Renaissance". At the turn
of the twentieth century, American artists looked
to their European counterparts and beyond as
they developed identifiably American artistic
movements. Two particularly strong influences
during this time period were French Impression-
ism and Japanese woodblock prints. Another
prevailing theme during this period was the grow-
ing interest in American subject matter. American
regionalism and social realism played important
roles in the development of art in Charleston,
which flourished as a destination for artists, par-
ticularly during the years of 1915 to 1945 a period
now known as the Charleston Renaissance.
Gallery 7, Permanent Exhibition - "Modern

and Contemporary". Modern and contemporary
art in America encompasses a wide range of
styles, subject matter, and media. As a whole, the
diversity of modern and contemporary art reflects
the rich and varied heritage of our nation and

the lowcountry region. Works in this gallery were
created over the past forty years by artists who
are native to the area, who have worked here, or
who have created objects that reflect the complex
story of the region. The works are grouped to
reflect several themes including the southern
landscape, the human figure, abstraction, and
the legacy of slavery in America. Ruth and

first museum. Lowcountry Image Gallery,
Ongoing - "The Lowcountry in Living Color:
Making Historical Photographs Come to Life".
Over 90 percent of the photographs housed in
the Museum’s Archives are black and white.
And while many viewers find them historically
charming, others find it difficult to see particular
details within the image. By colorizing a black
and white photograph, certain components
otherwise overlooked, become visible. For
years, photograph colorization was used mainly
by high tech production companies. Recently
however, computer programmers have cre-
ated colorization operating systems that use
Artificial Intelligence. Modeled after the human
brain, the Al software can recognize objects in
a photograph and determine their likely colors.
Although, it can still be time consuming and
rather tricky, colorizing a historical photograph
is now more accessible to everyday users. The
software used for this exhibit included Com-
puter Vision from Mail.ru and Deep Al along
with Photoshop 2020 to blend and adjust where
needed. This exhibition offers the opportunity to
view historic photographs through a new lens.
Ongoing - "Becoming Americans: Charleston
in the Revolutionary War". Charleston played

a critical role in the Revolutionary War. South
Carolina was the wealthiest of the thirteen
rebellious colonies and Charleston was its key
port to maintain its trade with the outside world.
The British would make three attempts against
the city during the Revolutionary War. Their
defeat at the Battle of Sullivan’s Island on June
28, 1776 was a crucial patriot victory, which

convinced many that independence could be
achieved. The Siege of Charleston, meanwhile,
was the longest siege of the Revolutionary War
and the largest battle in South Carolina. These
events and others are chronicled in the new

exhibit, which will also features artifacts and pe-

riod images that have not been exhibited at the
Museum before.

1875-1961 Asheville, NC) contributed to Western
North Carolina’s identity as a flourishing site

for pottery production and craftsmanship in the
early 20th century. In 1926, Stephen founded his
third and last pottery studio, Pisgah Forest, in
Arden, NC, which he operated until his death in
1961. It was at this studio that the artist perfected
the “cameo” decoration technique for which he
became best known. His hand-painted images,
achieved with layers of white translucent clay, of-
ten feature American folk imagery, from covered
wagons and livestock to cabins and spinning
wheels. Ongoing - The Asheville Art Museum,
the hub for 20th- and 21st-century American art
in Western North Carolina, has re-opened to the
public.
