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Why Are We Celebrating This? 
 
     The SC Arts Commission is celebrating 
its 50th anniversary this year with a series 
of exhibits to be presented around SC at 
various venues, starting with SC Fellows 
Part I & II, curated by Eleanor Heartney, 
presented at Columbia, SC, venues. What a 
surprise that they selected Columbia as the 
location to have their kick-off receptions. 
      The exhibitions could also have been 
titled, SC’s College & University Review or 
a Survey of Artists Who Took the Money and 
Ran Out of SC. We’ve seen a lot of these 
works in Arts Commission organized shows 
before.
     The main flaw of the Fellowship program 
is that artists are selected solely on the basis 
of artistic merit (at the time they applied) 
and not based on contributions to the SC art 
community.

Also, some 
artists have received this award two and 
three times. That shouldn’t happen either. 
     Of course the major cop-out answer 
from the Arts Commission is - we can’t stop 
artists from applying for this award. And, 
if other artists don’t apply - what can we do?
      I’m not going to go into a major rant 
about the SC Arts Commission and the Fel-
lowship program, but I will ask you to do 
one thing. Look at the list of artists selected 
for these exhibitions and ask yourself when 
you’ve seen their names associated with an 
exhibit in SC that is not being presented by 
the SC Arts Commission. There are some, 
but not many. What we have here is art 
welfare.
      Here’s an idea - how about the SC 
Arts Commission host a major exhibit 
by artists who have been working in SC 
for 30 - 40 years and they have never had 
anything to do with them in the past. Boy 

that would be strange - for them.

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     The City of Charleston, SC, is presenting 
conNECKted: Imaginings for Truth and 
Reconciliation, a multi-media installation 
by the Charleston Rhizome Collective, on 
view at City Gallery at Joseph P. Riley, Jr., 
Waterfront Park, through Aug. 27, 2017. 
     Led by artists Jean-Marie Mauclet and 
Gwylene Gallimard, with members of the 
Charleston Rhizome Collective including 
educators/activists Pamella Gibbs, La’Sheia 
Oubre and Debra Holt, the artistic team 
for conNECKted has developed interac-
tive pieces that will be installed throughout 
City Gallery. conNECKted is an Art-in/with 
community project that seeks to explore 
social dynamics and to question cultural 
expression in Charleston.
     The NECK of conNECKted refers 
to anatomy as well as the geography of 
Charleston, where the “NECK” happens to 
be one area of significant development and 
change. The goal is to challenge Charleston 
to engage with the issues at play by ampli-
fying the voices of people most susceptible 
to displacement, utilizing creative commu-
nity-engaged arts strategies and actions.
      This gallery-wide installation features a 
series of uniquely-built cultural spaces and 
community videos, allowing for exchanges, 
conversations, improvisations and events 
between artists, educators, activists and citi-
zens. The members of the Charleston Rhi-
zome Collective have developed interactive 
pieces, including “Debra & Geraldine’s 
street,” “Nautical stories,” “Penetrable 
Banners and Poetry for Memorialization 
with Action,” “Peace Scrolls by Youth,” “A 
low-line of Portraits of the News Media,” 
“ Imagination Tables” and sound installa-
tions. 
      Designed for interactivity, visitors are 
invited to participate in game-like map-
pings, enter ideas into a Book of Grievances 
in the shadow of a Justice Tree, initiate 
“Cultural Impact Studies” (to parallel Envi-
ronmental Impact Studies), discover stories 
from neighbors and add their own. Creative 
gallery tours will be led by the conNECKted 
team, volunteers, and poets. There will be 
seating in the space to encourage visitors to 
stay longer and engage in further reflection.
      A schedule of related events and work-
shops will be available on the City Gallery 
website. 
      On Saturdays from 10am to 5pm, as well 
as select Tuesday and Thursday evenings, 

the artists will conduct “Imaginings for 
Truth and Reconciliation” workshops, 
proposals and performances-in-progress. 
Discussions will be led by engaged artists, 
educators, activists and citizens who are 
dedicated to youth and adults. Workshops 
and discussions will be in multiple formats;

     conNECKted seeks to more deeply 
explore social, economic, and educational 
policies and practices through a social 
justice lens. The artistic team notes, “The 
goal is to realize that, in this era of displace-
ment and denial of history and culture, 
“Belonging” is the key to empowerment 
and transformation, the cornerstone of our 
present and future realities.”
      conNECKted will end with the festive 
“Launching Weekend” of August 25-27. 
With community input, new plans will 
be launched for continued dialogue in the 
future. All visual elements, documents and 
processes will be documented and made 
available moving forward as art tools to ac-
company the journey.
      Charleston Rhizome Collective is an 
Art-in/with community group, where edu-
cation, art and activism intersect. By design, 
it is grassroots, inter-racial and inter-genera-
tional. Through the arts, they aim to amplify 
the voices of neighborhoods absent from 
public and private plans: social, cultural and 
economic.

City of Charleston, SC, Offers Works 
by Charleston Rhizome Collective

     The College of Charleston in Charleston, 
SC,  will present two new exhibits includ-
ing: Marc Trujillo: American Purgatory  
and  Riccarda de Eccher: Montagna, both 
on view at the Halsey Institute of Contem-
porary Art, from Aug. 25 through Oct. 7, 
2017. A reception will be held on Aug. 25, 
from 6:30-8pm.
      The paintings of Marc Trujillo portray 
commonplace scenes: fast food restaurants, 
big box store aisles, the long terminal cor-
ridors of airports, and so on. The scenes 
are remarkably unremarkable. In their 
ubiquitous nature, the paintings present an 
anti-place: scenes that refer not to a specific 
place, but to uncannily similar tableaus that 
unfold everyday in communities across 
America. While Trujillo models his paint-
ings after specific locations, usually in the 
Los Angeles area, his scenes appear strik-
ingly similar to viewers’ own relationships 
with local commerce. His paintings critique 
a hallmark of modern capitalism: one that 
aims to recreate identical commercial expe-
riences across the country.
     With the title American Purgatory, Tru-
jillo’s exhibition presents a body of work in 
which each painting locates a place that’s 
not a place. As Charleston is in the midst 
of a period of high growth, many national 
chains are replacing local stores that have 
existed for decades. The exhibition will 
resonate with local audiences, asking them 
to consider the price, if any, that comes with 
restructuring a local economy to one with a 

national scope.
     On view simultaneously with Marc 
Trujillo’s exhibition, Riccarda de Eccher’s 
sublime watercolors of mountain peaks 
also explore familiar scenes. In this case, 
her works evoke picturesque representa-
tions of snow-capped mountains from the 
Italian Alps. De Eccher’s watercolors offer 
a subversion of our current age in which 
images are vastly and readily shared online, 
especially those that are high-resolution and 
digitally retouched. In a way, they correlate 
with Trujillo’s paintings: though titled, her 
pictures are cropped as to present anony-
mous mountains that could exist on almost 
any continent.  
      Though she started creating art in her 
forties, de Eccher has become known for 
her realistic and insightful depictions of 
mountains in the Italian Alps. Her detailed 
treatment of the craggy faces of cliffs and 
the billowy snow-covered slopes stands 
out, and it speaks to her experience as a 
mountain climber herself. Well-versed in 
mountain-climbing from growing up in the 
Dolomites in northern Italy, she went on to 
climb part of Mount Everest in 1980. Shift-
ing between different scales and varying 
perspectives, de Eccher’s paintings help 
viewers consider our own relationship with 
the world we inhabit.

      The City of North Charleston’s Cultural 
Arts Department is pleased to announce 
that concurrent solo exhibitions by local 
artist Rick Austin, and Columbia, SC, based 
artist George Gregory will be on display at 
the North Charleston City Gallery, located 
at the Charleston Area Convention Center,  
from Aug. 3 - 31, 2017. A reception will be 
held on Aug. 3, from 5-7pm.
      Local artist Richard “Rick” Austin pres-
ents Observations, a collection of landscape 
paintings that showcase the atmospheric 
quality of light in the natural world. Born 
and raised in rural upstate New York, Austin 
spent much of his childhood exploring the 
woods of the Adirondack Mountains. His 
affection for the peace and beauty of the 
natural world is communicated in his paint-
ings. Influenced by the 18th century Impres-
sionists and the 19th century Tonalists, as 
well as early American illustrators, Austin 
uses a glazing technique, applying thin 
layers of color suspended in oil. This “cre-
ates an almost translucent effect,” Austin 
explains, “much the same way nature paints 
with light and atmosphere.”
      After four years in the Navy, Austin at-
tended the Art Institute of Boston, majoring 
in Illustration and Fine Art. Upon graduat-
ing, he developed a commercial art and 
illustration studio in northern New York 
while teaching art classes for the New York 
State Council of the Arts. He went on to 
lead the Communications Design Depart-
ment at Clarkson University, manage the 
multimedia department for an international 
marketing corporation, and work with land 
developers to create branding materials and 
3-D architectural renderings before retiring 
in Folly Beach to paint full-time. Rick Aus-
tin’s artwork has been exhibited at Spencer 
Art Gallery and Ellis Nicholson Gallery, 
among others. 
     Mixed media artist George Gregory pres-

ents Pixel-ed Images, a collection of images 
produced using a combination of craft and 
fine art materials. “Since childhood, I have 
embraced materials considered part of the 
arts and crafts world,” the artist explains. 
“It’s a way for me to combine my childhood 
experiences of crafting with my grandmoth-
er and spending time with my carpenter 
father while he worked.” Pushpins, sequins, 
beads, and thread come together to create 
images that have a pixelated look but a tac-
tile quality. “The relationship between hard 
and soft plays an important role in my work. 
This is demonstrated through the materiality 
of fiber and wood… I pay homage to my 
father and grandmother by incorporating 
the same materials that played a part of my 
childhood.”
     Gregory received a BFA in Sculpture 
from Virginia Commonwealth University 
in 2008 and an MFA in Sculpture from The 
Ohio State University in 2011. Since then, 
he has exhibited widely in solo and group 
shows, most recently in Pointillist Revival 
at City Art in Columbia, SC, and in Glim-
mer at USC Upstate.
      The North Charleston City Gallery is 
situated in two corridors of the northwest 
corner of the Charleston Area Convention 
Center, located on Coliseum Drive in North

      “This series presents questions: ‘Have I 
truly made it out of the hood if my people 
are still there?’— I guess this is a Moses 
syndrome— I think to myself, ‘how can

fixed, unyielding, hard as rock materials 
that I must shape to my will. It seems quite 
counter-intuitive. Stubborn and recalcitrant, 
in fact — a match made in heaven. It’s prob-
ably no real surprise to anyone that my two 
earliest art influences were both obsessives 
who collected and created with trash. Glit-
tery trash. Treasure indeed. I work primarily 
with glass and china, and have been known 
to pattern cuts that measure a third of an 
inch on the longest side.”
      Painter Marianne Huebner talks about 
her obsessions in cultural terms. “I ritualize 
the hunt at art supply stores like Americans 
craving Starbucks. Hand me a stash of 
new supplies and I’m like a kid with a new 
iPhone. Knowing my weaknesses, a friend 
suggested I research Henry Darger, a self-
taught artist compelled to document his life 
through visual story and imaginative forms. 
Henry used repetition to convey relation-
ship, meaning, and liveliness. He traced. 
He copied. He drew and painted. Fifteen 
thousand pages later, he died with his work 
unfinished.”
     “Intrigued, I began to explore ways to 
repeat my own forms. I bought tracing 
paper. I gridded images. I obtained a light 
table and then a pantograph  - something 
like the Venti Vanilla Soy Latte to the stan-
dard cup of home brew. New art toys - new 
ideas - new ways to obsess over form and 
repetition of form and repetition of form 
and repetition of form.” 
     “My obsession with nests started inno-
cently enough,” says Laura McRae Hitch-
cock. “I was struggling to work through the 
heartache of children growing up and leav-
ing home, our nest. My youngest was start-
ing his senior year, and without planning 
it, I painted a little nest with light glowing 
through and one feather left inside. I ached 
as I painted, remembering our house full 

of children, endless activity, and my safe ha-
ven in the backyard studio. And as I painted, 
I realized that life was about to open up; I 
just had to look for the light in my empty 
nest and I would find it. Since that morning 
I’ve painted over a hundred nests, and each 
seems to be a metaphor for my life at that 
moment. Interesting, isn’t it? How life can 
give you the gift of an ‘accidental’ obses-
sion to help you figure it all out?”

      It’s about place. It’s about the destina-
tion. It’s about the art we find when we ar-
rive. And it arrives on Aug. 19 in Burnsville 
and Aug. 26 in Spruce Pine, NC, when the 
Toe River Arts Council hosts two com-
munity wide exhibitions. Toe River Valley 
that will run through Sept. 23, 2017, at both 
galleries, is a unique look at the Toe River 
and its surrounding countryside from the 
viewpoint of painters, photographers, and 
3-dimensional artists. Even children will 
have their hand at painting what they see on 
their rides home from school each after-
noon. Receptions will be held in  Spruce 
Pine on Aug. 25, from 5 to 7pm and Burns-
ville on Sept. 22, from 5 to 7pm.
      Roan Mountain range marks the north-
ern point of the region with its windswept, 
forested paths crossing over the Appala-
chian Trail to the ridge.

      With over 400 artists living and working 
in the two-county area, Mitchell and Yancey 
have become a destination for the intrepid 
traveler, seeker of art and the journey.

Experience the beauty of the Toe River 
through the eyes of its artists in these two 
collaborative exhibitions in both Burnsville 
and Spruce Pine.

Often starting with her photographs, 
she transforms them through processes like 
gelatin silver print, hand-colored gelatin 
print or pigmented ink jet print, resulting in 
beautiful, provocative wall pieces.

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      Take a fall day in North Carolina’s 
welcoming foothills. Add a colorfully 
landscaped city park with a paved walking 
trail hugging a serene lake. To this natu-
ral beauty, bring imaginative creations of 
professional artists and amateurs dabbling 
purely for enjoyment. Welcome to Caldwell 
County’s Sculpture Celebration, marking its 
32nd anniversary in Lenoir, NC, on Sept. 9, 
2017.
      “The fact that this show has been around 
for [over] 30 years is testament to its qual-
ity,” says Mike Roig, a renowned sculptor 
from Carrboro, NC, who has entered his 
moveable sculptures nearly every year since 
1995. His tree-like sculpture on heavily 
traveled Highway 321 North is one of the 
most visible in a county ranked exception-
ally high for its collection of permanent 
outdoor artwork. Another famous piece is 
“Across the Grain,” an earth cast sculpture 
created on site and installed in downtown 
Lenoir by internationally acclaimed sculp-
tor Thomas Sayre.
     Roig says the Celebration is unlike any 
other. “It is a great collection of art and a 
good place to make connections.” He says 
the public can meet and talk with artists in a 
relaxed setting, and artists very often come 
away with commissions for new work and 
can connect with each other. 
      Co-sponsored by the Tri-State Sculptors 
Association and the Caldwell Arts Council, 
the event is held in Lenoir’s T.H. Broyhill 
Walking Park.
      “Having the sculpture celebration here 
in the gardens at the Broyhill Walking Park 
is like a marriage between God and man’s 
creative handiwork. Everyone who attends 
feels the connection. Sculptures are nestled 
among the landscaping so that each one is 
like a new discovery,” says Sheila Triplett-
Brady, Executive Director of the Broyhill 
Family Foundation.
      “Each year is better than the last, and 
I marvel that our small community offers 
such a unique experience. I enjoy watching

the sculptors bring in their works, some on 
trucks so that they are swaying as if on a 
float in a parade, finding their niches, and 
displaying their art.”
      The show has always been known for its 
high quality, but the caliber of artists keeps 
notching up. Pieces vary from less than one-
foot in size to more than 15 feet, and materi-
als range from polished wood and metal 
to animal bones, consumer cast-offs and 
all types of found objects. Subjects range 
from carved granite statues and serious 
steel pyramids to creations of pure whimsy. 
Realistic and contemporary, stationary and 
movable, indoor and outdoor – all can be 
found there. 
      Tom Risser travels from close to South 
Carolina each year to be part of the show. 
Every year he says he can’t wait until Sep-
tember to participate. “I love the energy,” 
Riser says. “Being around other artists 
makes me feel supported for taking on this 
crazy passion. I don’t go to sell things – 
though I do often – I go to see the artists, 
meet the public, and share stories. I get 
inspired by the work of so many great artists 
and I love seeing the joy on display in the 
work and in the hearts.”
      Each year, nationally recognized artists 
exhibit alongside novices competing for 
coveted merit awards and sales. Sculp-
tors come from all over the eastern United 

States. And since the show is non-juried, 
anyone is welcome to compete. This year, 
about 70 artists are expected to enter up to 
three pieces of artwork each.
     Artists choose a spot lakeside or stream-
side to install their work. Some artists 
choose to use canopy tents to protect 
delicate artwork from sun and possible 
showers. Most pieces, however, are dotted 
throughout the landscape, hanging from 
trees or cradled into the earth, creating a 
magnificent sculpture-park-for-a-day.
     Visitors can take a quick stroll through 
the park and glimpse all the competition’s 
entries in less than an hour. However, many 
choose to spend the day wandering slowly 
from one eye-catching sculpture to another.  
Although artists are limited to exhibiting 
three pieces, many bring photographic port-
folios of their work so the public can view a 
fuller range.
     After walking and talking, visitors can 
enjoy festival foods from the food vendors 
set up at one end of the park. Many bring 
blankets or lawn chairs to sit back and enjoy 
regional musicians performing live music. 
More than 3,000 visitors are expected this 
year, and shuttles provide convenient free 
access from parking areas.
     For Whitney Claire Brown, the Caldwell 
Sculpture Celebration is a family affair. 
Her father, Bill Brown, Jr. and grandfather, 
Bill Brown, Sr. both participated in the first 
Celebration in 1985 and she and her mother 
came to support them. “When I grew up 
and became a ceramic sculptor. I started 
showing alongside my father. He has since 
passed the torch to me. Now I bring my 
sculptures and he and my mother come and 
support me.”
      Whitney calls the Sculpture Celebra-
tion a great platform for three-dimensional 
works of all kinds – large, small and in all 
media. “The park is a magical place for that 
day, a perfect platform for sculpture,” she 
says.
      Another well-loved tradition is the 
“Sculptors Welcome Dinner” party on 
Friday night before the event. This casual, 
informative evening is open to the public 
by reservation and includes dinner and live 
music. The party welcomes the participating 
sculptors and judge, sponsors and visitors. 
Many find this preview makes the following 
day’s sculpture event more meaningful.

      Saturday’s show culminates with an 
awards presentation, followed by the 
Judge’s Walking Tour of Winners. Dur-
ing this popular feature, judges share what 
piqued their interest and why they chose the 
winning pieces. “Best of Show,” “The Ste-
vens Family Foundation People’s Choice,” 
and other cash awards will total about 
$11,000 in payment to winning artists. 
Boosting the economy, many works will be 
sold that day or later in the year as artists 
complete commissions through contacts 
made at the event.
     Nathaniel Miller moved to Lenoir in 
2008 from a similar-sized town in West 
Virginia. “There wasn’t much in the way of 
arts in my hometown, so I wasn’t expect-
ing much when I arrived here. Man, I was 
wrong.” Miller had given up on making 
sculptures, but still had one of his pieces in 
his basement when Nancy Crawford, then 
affiliated with the Caldwell Arts Council, 
visited and recommended he enter his work. 
That piece won Best in Show and Miller has 
earned more awards since then.
      “It was stunning for me. Having a place 
where I can show my work, well, it’s made 
a big difference. I do a show and that same 
day, I’m thinking about what to create 
next.” Miller says his sculptures are not 
your standard carved stone or wood pieces. 
The back end of a Cadillac is transformed 
into a living environment. The end of a 
canoe becomes a man. 
     Sculpture is a transformative art chang-
ing a material’s form, appearance or 
character. In other ways, people, too, can be 
transformed. For your own transformative 
moment enter this date on your calendar: 
Sept. 9, 2017. But be forewarned. Once you

      The early organizers were able to 
achieve a successful private/public partner-
ship; the City of Lenoir agreed to pay for 
overhead costs, and private money from the 
Broyhill Family Foundation would be used 
to purchase selected works.
      “That was the brilliant part,” says Plas-
ter. By using private money for purchase, 
the event successfully avoided the kind of 
controversy that has plagued many other 
communities that have found it impossible 
to garner unanimous public approval of art.”
     Some years, just one piece was pur-
chased for public display; other years there 
may be three or more purchases. In all, 
more than 80 pieces now grace Caldwell 
County, which claims to hold more sculp-
ture per capita than anywhere else in the 
country.

      In Tandem Gallery in Bakersville, NC, 
will present an exhibit of works by cerami-
cist Noel Bailey, on view from Aug. 1 - 31, 
2017.
     Bailey, who is a native of Waitsfield, 
VT, creates amazing work that epitomizes 
the area he lives. The light to dark color 
transition, altered contours, and smooth 
surfaces reminds one of cold, windswept, 
snow-capped mountains. One of the most 
unique qualities of Bailey’s work is that he 
will actually cut thin lines in the walls of 
his pieces and pierces the bottoms which he 
then fills with glaze and fires. These small, 
delicate areas of transparency are mainly 
seen as you empty you mug or hold them up 
to the light to see the glow pass through.
All the pieces are functional and high fired.  

My process engages these transformational 
cycles; the resulting dynamic surfaces con-
vey a narrative of movement and change.”
     The In Tandem Gallery is fairly new – 
we’re just one year old – and it specializes 
in studio ceramics and jewelry. It’s located 
in the heart of Bakersville; a small town just 
outside of the Penland School of Crafts that 
has more artists per capita than anywhere 
else in the country. Our dear friend Dan 
Barron sent us some photos and a little his-
tory of the In Tandem Gallery’s building.

     Bailey writes: “I am a potter. I am in love 
with the material and the process and my 
practice and ideas evolve through making.
My work is strongly influenced by the natu-
ral environment that I live and play in, with 
the various forms and processes associated 
with water composing a central, resound-
ing theme. I’m drawn to serene, fluid, and 
graceful forms, which I find abundant in 
vertical ice and water-carved rock.  What 
fascinates me are the rhythms of freeze and 
flux, ebb and flow, erosion and deposition. 

     “The building in which In Tandem is 
growing was built in 1895 according to of-
ficial county records. Its history includes the 
first bank in Mitchell County and has been 
the home to others including the Merchant’s 
and Farmer’s Bank shown in this late 
1930’s photograph.”
     “The earliest photograph of the build-
ing is one which is estimated to be around 
the turn of the century. It last served as the 
Northwestern Bank before a new building 
was constructed nearby. The French Broad 
Coop used it for a local office at one time 
and it has been a studio for other artists 
before the In Tandem revitalization of both 
the building and Town of Bakersville,” said 
Barron.

southeastern Native art for over 30 years, 
the exhibition brings together artists work-
ing in a variety of media whose art address-
es the legacy of removal and the enduring 
ties Native artists and their communities 
have to their lands of origin. 
      The basket Home Land, woven in a 
traditional Cherokee style single-weave 
technique, features a reproduced letter that 
Cherokee Chief John Ross wrote to the US 
War Department in the 1830s, as well as 
generations-old medicine stories that speak 
to the healing remedies of indigenous plants 
and waters. These elements woven together 
represent the fierce connection Native 
people have to their land.
     The Asheville Art Museum is the only 
nonprofit visual arts museum serving the 24 

counties of Western North Carolina. Incor-
porated by artists in 1948, the Museum col-
lects, preserves and interprets American art 
of the 20th and 21st centuries with a focus 
on work of significance to the Southeast.
      The Museum is currently under con-
struction to build the new Asheville Art 
Museum, scheduled to open in the summer 
of 2018. The Museum continues an active 
schedule of programs with Western North 
Carolina partners during its construction 
phase.

realm, became a process of seeing less and 
capturing more; this led to digital imag-
ing. Along the way he studied massage 
therapy and became a successful therapist 
working at a resort spa. 
      In 2010 Moberg’s life changed as a 
movement disorder began to affect his 
balance, walking, and fine motor skills. 
No longer able to work in his usual capac-
ity, he turned to his unique mix of skills 
and chose to follow his lifelong dream to 
pursue the arts. As the changes unfolded 
it became apparent that creating art was 
therapy. The physical act of painting, cut-
ting materials by hand, and using the com-
puter were tasks that benefit his disorder 
by challenging the nervous system.
     Moberg now works in a new studio 
that is a light and music filled geodesic 
dome nestled in the gardens. While he is 
essentially self-taught, each of the tech-
niques that he uses has been studied and 
repeated to master the limitations of the 
materials and tools that he employs. His 
current work is a mixed-media collage of 
acrylic paint, mulberry fiber paper, and ar-
chival inkjet prints. The paint is textured, 
sanded, and repeatedly layered with many 
thin glazes to build up the depth and color.   
     The beauty and texture of the fine art 
paper is both exposed and absorbed into

     Jim Arendt (Conway SC) grew up 
outside of Flint, MI, birthplace of General 
Motors and the United Auto Workers Union 
and creates works of art from denim jeans 
(white and acid wash jeans are highly prized 
in his studio). 
     “My artwork grows out of the need for 
me to understand our shifting relationship 
with labor and work,” says Arendt. “When 
I was young and my family was living 
through the farm crisis of the early 1980s, 
I remember my father sitting at the sewing 
machine patching his Wranglers in the eve-
ning. He was making do: a concept of thrift 
and pragmatism that dictates you work with 
the materials at hand.”   
     “As an artist who is interested in turning 
stories of suffering into stories of resilience, 
I enjoy the transformation of something 
destined for the landfill into a work destined 
for museums.” 
      Arendt is Assistant Professor of Visual Arts, 
and Director of the Rebecca Randall Bryan Art 
Gallery, at Coastal Carolina University. 
     Christina Boy Design is a one-woman 
shop located at the foothills of the Blue 
Ridge Mountains in Madison, VA.
     Original pieces are designed and hand-
made from domestic, locally sourced, and 
salvaged woods. Close attention is paid to 
every detail using both traditional and mod-
ern techniques to craft a piece that will be in 
your family for many generations. 

photographs there too. The images included 
in this exhibit are from Cape Lookout Na-
tional Park, just south of my home. In a tiny 
cabin camp there I have watched the moon 
grow and shrink, lightning sweep across the 
beach, early morning shells roll to the shore, 
and vast empty space and time sing to me of 
freedom.”  
     After receiving her degrees at the Univer-
sity of North Carolina, Chapel Hill, Ehring-
haus spent 12 years in the Artist-in-Schools 
Program in North Carolina (with North 
Carolina Arts Council and the Mountain 
Arts Program), along with attending and 
teaching several workshops. She has also 
authored four books.
     Julia Lawing is inspired by the places she 
goes, whether they are near home in Cabar-
rus County, or in her travels. Taking photos 
along the way, “I often discover, in retro-
spect, that the images I am drawn to have an 
allegorical meaning for me (e.g., freedom, 
rest, discovery, fruitfulness). I see my work 
as visual poetry, not literal representation.”  
     After receiving her degree at The Uni-
versity of North Carolina at Chapel Hill and 
working several years, Lawing began study-
ing oil painting with nationally renowned 
artist and teacher Andy Braitman, her men-
tor. She has twice completed the intensive 
Artist in Residence program at Braitman 
Studio. Lawing resides in Concord, NC, 
with her husband Bruce, four teenage 
daughters, and black Labrador Lincoln, who 
are constantly forgiving her for not having 
dinner ready on time, crowding the garage 
with canvases, and leaving traces of paint 
everywhere.
     Richard Prisco (Boone, NC) is the 
Professor of Industrial/Furniture Design and 
the Concentration Coordinator for Furniture 
Design at Appalachian State University. His 
education includes a Bachelor of Science-
Industrial Design from the University of 
Bridgeport, Bridgeport, CT, and Master 
of Fine Arts-Woodworking and Furniture 
Design from Rochester Institute of Technol-
ogy (School for American Crafts, Roches-
ter, NY). 
      “Structure possesses an aesthetic all 
its own, unadulterated and unassuming. 
Tension, compression, shear, and torsion 
are within the fabric of all structures. My 
work explores these forces and investigates 
their potential for expression. Civil and 
mechanical structures provide influence and 
inspiration. In addition to wood and tradi-
tional joinery techniques much of my work 
incorporates finely machined metal com-
ponents, stainless steel cable, and concrete.  
The connection, conversion, and interaction 
of one material to the next is fundamental 
to the development of this aesthetic. By 
exploring structural solutions the resulting 
form is one of transformation, movement, 
and balance.”

The paper is too thin to 
be run through a large format printer and 
so a multi-step hand process is employed.

himself.

mediums and scales, simply because he 
knew no other way to exist. Simple repairs 
often evolved into elaborate, detailed works 
of functional art. 
     The personal value of a project was 
not measured by its practical or financial 
significance, but by its potential for creative 
expression. This ramshackle assortment of 
life experience, work ethic, creative angst, 
experimentation, and exposure to a variety 
of trades, crafts, and art forms have culmi-
nated to create an emerging artist uncom-
monly capable of bringing artistic concepts 
on nearly any scale to fruition.
      Matthew’s pieces are often created 
using recycled, salvaged, and upcycled 
metal components from various sources.

ies and community exhibits in and around

and abiding appreciation for Asian fashion 
and aesthetics. Of particular interest are 
the various “uniforms” O’Keeffe invented 
throughout her life so that she would look 
distinctive without spending much time 
planning her ensemble. 
      In the first two decades of her career, 
she made black and white her dominant 
“colors” of dress and her garments were 
interchangeable; in those same years, she 
made black and white significant colors in 
her painting palette and continued to feature 
them for the rest of her lifetime. When she 
moved to New Mexico, she enlarged her 
palette, introducing strong colors in both her 
everyday dress and paintings. Immersed in 
the panoramic sea blue skies of the South-
west, and the arid colors of the geographical 
formations in the desert, she leaned towards 

blues, pinks, and turquoises. Yet, when 
professional photographers came from the 
East coast to picture her, O’Keeffe reverted 
to her black and white outfits to perpetuate 
her public persona as a nun-like presence in 
the American desert. 
      This exhibition is organized by the 
Brooklyn Museum, with guest curator 
Wanda M. Corn, Robert and Ruth Halperin 
Professor Emerita in Art History, Stanford 
University, and made possible by the Na-
tional Endowment for the Arts.

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Up until last most the only close contender 
was a cover of a colorful scarf by Edwina 
Bringle which got 5.904 views, with 121 
shares. It didn’t look like anyone would 
dethrone our Queen. And what’s really 
amazing about our July cover is that July 
is usually an off month, with the launch of 
the publication taking place on the July 4th 
weekend and beginning of Summer vaca-
tions for many people. And the July cover 
only got 67 shares.
     Of course some credit goes to President 
Trump and how popular he is or how many 
people like to hate him. If he ever hears 
about this he’ll probably make himself cov-
ers and post them around the White House, 
his properties, or even his jail cell - showing 
he was the most viewed cover of “Carolina 
Arts” - ever. We’ll see about that. Only time 
will tell. 
     No crown is won without controversy. 
Some people cried fowl over our cover. 
     One viewer definitely didn’t care for our 
cover. Their first comment was, “Interest-
ing, Trump on the throne? And Obama 
kneeling?” (Comments by others will be in 
Italics). 
     I guess this person had a hard time 
remembering what former President Obama 
looked like, but the person in the image was 
Cornell West. 
      After another person tried to explain the 
image the next response was, “But is that 
supposed to be President Trump, His name 
is there. So Is it supposed to mean that he 
only cares about Money and that is sup-
posed to be the “Beauty of him”? Funny, 
I see The President as caring about The 
United States of America and its people... 
He could have easily just enjoyed his money 
and not put up with everything he has just to 
try to help the country... Nice floral borders 
tho.”
      Yes, that’s the image I’ve gotten from 
President Trump - how much he cares about 
people and has no concern for money - at 
least that’s what I see when he’s visiting any 
of his personal properties with the Secret 
Service. I’m sure he’s picking up the tab ev-
ery time just so those SS folks can get a first 
class vacation. He’s a caring kind of guy.
      Another person contributed, “the quote 
is taken out of context. During the cam-
paign, Trump said (the quoted text) in refer-
ence to funding for his campaign. The point 
of the statement was to illustrate that he was 
not bought by donations from special inter-
est groups and was using his own money 
to fund his campaign - “The beauty of me 
(a self-funded candidate) is that I am rich 
(and don’t rely on quid pro quo from special 
interest groups).
      “I am sad that this piece was chosen for 
the cover. So many other beautiful works of 
art in our area to choose from. It seems that 
everyone is using Trump and politics for 
attention or some other gain.”
     “IMO, this piece is full of irony. It speaks 
more about those who use Trump for rat-
ings, advertising dollars and/or publicity 
than the man portrayed in the piece.”
      I’m thinking that President Trump is 
thinking - The beauty of me is I get all these 
other jokers to give me money and all I have 
to do is appoint them to my cabinet. 
      Our original commentor added, “So 
very well said  I’m so over Trump bashing 
art, media, news ... and any other thing that 
is used to get ratings or attention ... cheap 
shots in my opinion . Remember “Jumping 
the Shark” This is it. Pathetic. Jump the 
shark ------”
      “The beginning of the end. Something 
is said to have “jumped the shark” when it 
has reached its peak and begun a downhill 
slide to mediocrity or oblivion. It’s said to 
have been coined by Jon Hein, who has a 
web site, Jump the Shark , and now a book 
detailing examples, especially as applied to 
TV shows. It supposedly refers to an episode 
of the TV show “Happy Days” in which 
Fonzie jumps over a shark on water skis, 
which Hein believes was the point at which 
the series had lost its touch and was begin-
ning to grasp at straws.”
     This image did eventually become our 
most viewed cover on Facebook, but I 
knew from the minute I saw the image 
and thought of putting it on our cover that 
it wouldn’t be that great for ratings (yeah 

- Nielson checks us out every month) or im-
proving our readership, if anything it would 
be another burning bridge episode where I 
might lose an advertiser or two. There were 
about a dozen people who asked to be re-
moved from our e-mail list. I look at that as 
weeding the garden. Every month we have 
people who ask us to take them off our list 
and every month we have an equal amount 
of folks who ask to be added to that list. 
      Early on I had decided to stay out of 
these comments and just let the viewers talk 
but I eventually had to add my 2 cents. After 
all, this publication has cost me a lot more 
than 2 cents to keep it going for 30 years - 
and I hate to tell our upset viewer that we 
haven’t yet gotten to our “Jump the Shark” 
days. So I chimed in with, “Art that stirs 
people to make comments - is that not what 
art is supposed to do?”
      The response to that from our upset 
viewer was, “Good Art yes..... But art that 
is just jumping on the bandwagon of the 
buzzwords of the day... Cheap art. with no 
thoughtfulness behind it at all... give me 
a break , If I want to see Trump bashing, I 
can turn on any news channel or read the 
cover of any paper or news magazine... Just 
another “Jump the Shark” piece of “art”? 
guess she thought maybe Time Magazine or 
some other piece of crap might pick it up for 
their cover...”
     Yes, I know how much our President 
hates “Time” magazine. So much so that 
he makes fake covers and posts them in his 
resort properties. 
      My response to that was, “I’m sure 
you’ve seen much more art in your life than 
me - being the art critic that you are, but you 
are welcome to have your opinion. Over 
7,000 people have expressed a different 
opinion than yours this month. Maybe its 
fake art - like fake news, fake laws, fake 
morals, and fake patriotism expressed by 
you and your President.”
      The response to my comment was, 
“Nice personal attack there. Guess opinions 
other than yours deserve insults. Never 
pretended to be an art critic... voicing my 
opinions only but you on the other hand find 
the need to accuse me of having fake pa-
triotism? All because I’m sick of everything 
and everybody using Trump for ratings? 
But then again you are also one of those 
publications. Oh , also when you are hurl-
ing insults to a person, it’s better if you do 
it as a person not a troll hiding behind your 
publications name. Not good business....”
      My final response on Facebook was, 
“good to know I’m not dealing with a 
regular follower of our publication, but you 
could have just checked the ‘About’ section 
of this page to see where I was hiding.” I 
have my own Facebook page and I don’t 
control how Facebook handles the page 
layout.
      And, if I was concerned with having a 
“good business” - I would have started a 
publication about NASCAR in the Caroli-
nas - not the visual arts. And as far as hiding 
behind my publication’s name - my name 
is on every commentary ever made in this

publication unlike other daily papers where 
people hide behind an editorial board so you 
never know who is offering the commen-
tary. 
      At this point I have to admit that part of 
the 7,524 (as of this writing) who viewed 
this cover were probably people sent by oth-
ers who didn’t care for our cover to check 
out our outrageous cover. There was a tone 
in many of the responses we received about 
the cover of how dare we mix politics with 
art. And a few were down right obscene. 
     If there is anything I’ve learned in doing 
an arts publication for 30 years (did you 
catch that - I’ve mentioned twice that I’ve 
been doing this for 30 years) is that every-
thing has to do with politics - especially the 
arts. There are so many artists, people who 
want to be artists, and people who just want 
to make art, but not be an artist - but there is 
just so much money to support them, just so 
many resources and facilities - so decisions 

have to be made and that’s when politics 
steps in. Many decisions are not made on 
merit alone, some have nothing to do with 
merit.

That’s right - some artists are 
just not attractive enough to be featured in 
a glossy magazine profile or to get a major 
grant. 
     So don’t give me any of that crap about 
mixing politics with art, because it’s all 
politics. 
    But, you know what, I expect that 
something will come along and replace 
this cover as our most viewed on Fa-
cebook. But for now - we have a new 
Queen. And, we’ll never forget our first 
Queen. We may even have a King one 
day. Anything is possible in America. We 
know that now.
