College of Charleston in Charleston,
SC, Offers Works by La Vaughn Belle

The College of Charleston’s Halsey In-
stitute of Contemporary Art, at The Marion
and Wayland H. Cato Jr. Center for the Arts
in Charleston, SC, will present La Vaughn
Belle: When the Land Meets the Body,on
view from Aug. 25 through Dec. 9,2023.

In this exhibition, La Vaughn Belle
seeks to explore the relationship of history,
land, and the bodies between them. When
the Land Meets the Body will present a
selection of existing work and new commis-
sioned works inspired by the Lowcountry
landscape. Through this process, Belle will
consider the idea that who we are individu-
ally and collectively is a product of histori-
cal processes that are often represented in
the landscape. Over the last decade, Belle’s
work has been centered in decolonial art
practices that challenge the narratives in
colonial archives. With this project, she will
weave biography and history to create inter-
ventions in historical sites and consider how
landscapes and ecosystems are manipulated
by those who live within them.

La Vaughn Belle makes visible the un-
remembered. Borrowing from elements of
architecture, history and archeology Belle
creates narratives that challenge colonial
hierarchies and invisibility. Belle explores
the material culture of coloniality and her
work presents countervisualities and nar-
ratives. Working in a variety of disciplines
her practice includes: painting, installation,
photography, writing, video and public
interventions.

Belle’s work with colonial era pottery led
to a commission with the renowned brand
of porcelain products, the Royal Copenha-
gen. She has exhibited her work in the Ca-
ribbean, the USA and Europe in institutions
such as the Museo del Barrio (NY), Casa
de las Americas (Cuba), the Museum of the
African Diaspora (CA) and Kunsthal Char-
lottenborg (DK). Her art is in the collections

Redux Contemporary Art Center in
Charleston, SC, Features Works From
Clemson Architecture & Rebecca Hopkins

Redux Contemporary Art Center in
Charleston, SC, is presenting No Place
to Play, featuring works by Dr. Lyndsey
Deaton & Clemson University Students, on
view through Sept. 9, 2023.

Redux Contemporary Art Center is ex-
cited to present No Place to Play, an exhibi-
tion designed and constructed by a group
of Clemson University students led by Dr.
Lyndsey Deaton. The exhibition is based on
a larger study conducted by Dr. Deaton, a
Professor of Architecture in the Architecture
+ Health program at Clemson University.
Following the exhibition at Redux, No
Place to Play will travel to the Center for
Architecture in Columbia, SC, and end the
year at Robert Muldrow Cooper Library in
Clemson, SC.

No Place to Play highlights 50 teens
from seven communities in India and the
Philippines. Walking through this exhibi-
tion, visitors will hear recorded conversa-
tions with teens and see maps and photo-
graphs they created to better understand
how displacement affects teen socialization.
The project links economic development
policies to social inequality in gentrifying
communities in South and East Asia by
highlighting how spatial changes affect
teenagers’ mobility and access to public
space. Dr. Deaton and her team of Clem-
son students create an exhibition that asks
the audience to consider the similarities
between the teens’ experiences in this study
and the urban public spaces around South
Carolina.

The exhibition was designed and con-
structed by a group of Clemson University
students from a variety of majors including
architecture, psychology, women’s leader-
ship, and sociology led by Dr. Deaton. It is
an artistic demonstration of the influence
gender has on teenagers’ access to public
space in post-displacement communities.

Lyndsey Deaton, PhD,RA, AICP, PMP,
LEED GA is a licensed architect and certi-
fied planner with projects across the United

presenting a series of new pieces of oil on
gesso board & canvas, on view through
Sept. 9,2023, in a solo exhibition in
Redux’s Gallery 1056 called, Mostly Pine
Trees. Hopkins’ describes this exhibition

as “a visual exploration of our relationship
with cars, set against the rural and suburban
roads of the Lowcountry.” This exhibition is
curated by Taylor Faulkner.

Gallery 1056 presents the work of one or
more Redux Studio Artists and is curated by
a fellow Redux Studio Artist. The gallery is
a “pay-it-forward” model which encourages
artists to support each other’s personal ar-
tistic vision, while also providing a support-
ive atmosphere for collaboration between
neighbors.

Rebecca Hopkins is a native of Charles-
ton, SC. She is inspired by the ways that the
natural and urban landscapes interact in her
hometown. She seeks to depict the ways
that the built environment of Charleston
embodies and reflects the systems that unite,
divide, and govern the lives of residents. To
that end, Hopkins paintings include power
lines, overpasses, trash cans, and the distor-
tions caused by her windshield and iPhone
lens.

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scanning the ground for them, organiz-
ing, and reorganizing them. While doing
so, she thinks about the “chapter” she’s
working on, considering which items will
provide the visual vocabulary necessary
to tell its story. “Artist Pam Carriker once
described creating an assemblage as ‘like
writing a story with found objects to invite
the viewer in to unearth their meaning’,”
Anderson says. “This is what I hope to do
with my artwork.”

For as long as she can remember,
Anderson has been a collector, a story-
teller, and an artist. Her assemblage work
allows her to combine these passions. Her
sculptures have most recently been shown
in the SC Palmetto Hands Fine Craft
Exhibition, presented as a component of
the annual North Charleston Arts Fest,
and The Saul Alexander Gallery at the
Charleston County Main Library.

Judy Blahut’s paintings are lyrical
expressions of natural forms and envi-
ronments, with color palettes that are a
direct reflection of her studio surroundings
alongside a salt marsh with a tidal creek
running through it. Her work is an invita-
tion to reimagine nature through fractur-
ing, color, and the exploration of a subject.
Social Circles features paintings from two
of Blahut’s ongoing series - COVID and
Marsh. These series seek to interpret the
relationships and boundaries set by social
groups of humans or animals, exploring
the 1nterrelatedness of all life.

“The circles in my work are connectors
and interrupters. Life is circular. Circles
in our social and environmental experi-
ences exist in true form and in theory,
illustrating our interconnectedness with
one another, the planet, and the universe,”
explains Blahut.

and sometimes charcoal, I fracture and
interrupt the painting as I work. It is an
interactive process between myself, the
subject, and the paint.

She is formally trained
in painting, with a BFA from Syracuse
University. Her fortunate and full life has
given her many opportunities for using
her creativity and artistic abilities.

I began to ques-
tion the visual values of these observa-
tions and why they were pleasing or not
and why,” adds Richards. “In addition,
most of my career was spent investigating
complex variables in manufacturing and
how those variables interacted with each
other to produce both desired and unde-
sired results.

The McColl Center for Art + Innovation
in Charlotte, NC, is presenting two exhibits
including: Diaspora Disassociation: A Solo
Exhibition by Artist Nill, on view through
Aug. 13,2023, and BODY/POLITICS the
2023 Parent and Educator Artists-in-Resi-
dence, featuring works by Olaniyi Akindiya

Google says that Dissociation means,
“The lack of continuity between thoughts,
memories, surroundings, actions, and iden-
tity”. Nill’s work engages with the relation-
ship between Europe and Africa and their
shared histories. Exploring narratives and
histories not commonly shared within the
American educational school system, and
what Africa has brought to Europe as well as
what Europe has brought to Africa.

The work included in this exhibition is
part of a series framed within a Classical
European context; giving grounding to work
familiar to most Western audiences, and then
engaging in questions of history, both old
and contemporary, in a surreal and almost
dreamlike setting, that suggests something is
askew. Within this context she keeps women
at the forefront, engaging in their strength,
perseverance, wisdom, and guidance. Nill
seeks to challenge, teach, and explore what

Finally, some see
the body as a definer of who we are and how
we socially and culturally experience the
world. The exhibition, BODY/POLITICS,
features the work of 2023 Parent and Educa-
tor Artists-in-Residence Olaniyi Akindiya
“AKIRASH”, Pablo Garcia-Lopez, Nicole
Havekost, and Mary Valverde, whose per-
spectives embrace and question our com-
plicated relationship to these questions and
definitions of the body.

Interdisciplinary artist AKIRASH marries
his background in biochemistry with per-
formance, installation, and video art to raise

questions about culture and the impact soci-
eties have on the way we exist in the world.
Working collaboratively with members of
the community, the physical act of working
together or happening on a work in public
spaces changes the way we see ourselves as
it relates to perceptions of art and our physi-
cal space.

Multimedia artist and neuroscientist
(PhD) Pablo Garcia-Lopez combines science
with experimental videos and sculptures.
Symbol, light and form are combined to
create high-relief sculptures made of natural
silk that are baroque in appearance, and ex-
plore neuroscience, religion, mental health,
culture, and ideas of Nature vs. Nurture, and
science fiction. His use of silk relates to the
complexity and plasticity of neural networks.
His complex figures contain representations
of neuronal elements including the brain,
spinal cord, thalamus, and hippocampus.

Sculptor Nicole Havekost’s approach to
the body, and in her case the female body,
is personal. Her large-scale felt sculptures
illustrate the reality that bodies are magi-
cal and glorious and gross and bewildering.
Coarse hair grows in places that were once
smooth. Lungs take in air, bones degrade.
Havekost explores the tough space we all
must navigate; recognizing that to be human
fundamentally means we can only influence,
not fully control our bodies.

Mary Valverde centers her mixed-media
work and research as a visual artist on the
historical and present-day connection be-
tween Indigenous and African communities
in the Americas. Her work uses geometry,
patterning, and abstraction that all function
as codes to comment on the effects of forced
migration, exploitation, genocide, slavery,
inventions, and culture shifts on bodies of
black and brown people as well as on lan-
guage and visual art.

The Hickory Museum of Art in
Hickory, NC, will present Ben Venom:
BANG YOUR HEAD, on view in the Coe

Gallery, from Aug. through Nov. 26, 2023.

A reception will be held on Aug, 12, from
10am-4pm, and Ping’s Studio, an in-depth
look at the creative process and client re-
lationships of local tattoo artist Phinthone
Senesombath, on view at the Shuford Gal-
lery, from Aug. 12 through Nov. 26, 2023.
A reception will be held on Aug. 12, from
10am-4pm.

Working with repurposed materials to
create textile-based works, some spanning
12 feet in length, Ben Venom contrasts
the counterculture components of gangs,
punk/metal music with the comforts of
domesticity. This collision of traditional
quilting techniques with elements tied
to the fringes of society re-envisions the
story of the material through a softer lens.

Venom sources his material (heavy
metal band/pop culture t-shirts, bandanas,
denim) from donations from friends, fam-
ily and the public. The reclaimed fabrics
contain a multitude of personal histories
and everyone’s unexplained stain, tear, or
rip is included. These salvaged pieces are
sewn into a larger narrative and become
a part of a collective history within the
work.

Work by Ben Venom

Venom graduated from the San Fran-
cisco Art Institute in 2007 with a Master
of Fine Arts degree. His work has been
shown both nationally and internationally
including the Levi Strauss Museum (Ger-
many), National Folk Museum of Korea,
HPGRP Gallery (Tokyo), Fort Wayne
Museum, Charlotte Fogh Gallery (Den-
mark), Taubman Museum of Art, Gregg
Museum of Art and Design, and the Craft
and Folk Art Museum in Los Angeles. He
has been interviewed by NPR: All Things
Considered, Playboy, Juxtapoz Magazine,
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Work by Phinthone Senesombath
Maxim, and CBS Sunday Morning. Venom
is currently Visiting Faculty at the San
Francisco Art Institute.

Ping’s Studio is an in-depth look at the
creative process and client relationships of
local tattoo artist Phinthone Senesombath.
Ping is a Hmong American woman who
does not conform to the traditional expec-
tation of a tattoo artist. Ping is a fine artist,
conducting a strict tattoo practice where
she only tattoos her original artwork. This
exhibition will include a re-creation of
her studio complete with tattoo bed, inks,
tools, and flash wall; original sketches;
photographs of completed tattoos; and a
selection of Ping’s fine art. Some of Ping’s
clients will stand on exhibition pedestals
as living statues during special events
throughout the run of the exhibition.
Audiences will follow the progression of a
tattoo, and explore the therapeutic aspect
of tattooing.

Ping’s Studio coincides with Ben
Venom: Quilting Mayhem; these exhibi-
tions celebrate the museum’s core value of
Complete Inclusivity by highlighting the
reversal of stereotypical gender roles and
the artists’ usage and mastery of mediums,
and materials.

Ping started tattooing at 40 years-
old which is uncommon. With a strong,
primarily self-taught art background, she
quickly became known in the community
and surrounding areas as a strong cus-
tom tattoo artist specializing in fine-line,
detailed work.

The Asheville Art Museum in Asheville,
NC, Western North Carolina Glass: Selec-
tions from the Collection,on view in the
Judith S. Moore Gallery, Level 3, through
Apr. 15,2024.

Western North Carolina is important in
the history of American glass art. Several
artists of the Studio Glass Movement came
to the region, including its founder Harvey
K. Littleton. Begun in 1962 in Wisconsin, it
was a student of Littleton’s that first came to
the area in 1965 and set up a glass studio at
the Penland School of Craft in Penland, NC.
By 1967, Mark Peiser was the first glass
artist resident at the school and taught many
notable artists, like Jak Brewer in 1968 and
Richard Ritter who came to study in 1971.
By 1977, Littleton retired from teaching and
moved to nearby Spruce Pine, NC, and set
up a glass studio at his home.

Since that time, glass artists like Ken
Carder, Rick and Valerie Beck, Shane Fero,
and Yaffa Sikorsky and Jeff Todd - to name
only a few - have flocked to the area to
reside, collaborate, and teach, making it a
significant place for experimentation and
education in glass. The next generation of
artists like Hayden Wilson and Alex Bern-
stein continue to create here. The Museum
is dedicated to collecting American studio
glass and within that umbrella, explores the
work of Artists connected to Western North
Carolina. Exhibitions, including Intersec-
tions of American Art, explore glass art in
the context of American Art of the 20th and
21st centuries. A variety of techniques and
a willingness to push boundaries of the me-
dium can be seen in this selection of works
from the Museum’s Collection.

The Asheville Art Museum, the hub for

fine masters of wood as they demonstrate
their craft. From 1-3pm, enjoy the annual
carve-off competition during the event
where woodcarvers attempt to be the fast-
est at carving wooden birds. This event is
free to the public and includes opportuni-
ties to get hands-on with basic woodwork-
ing techniques.

The material of wood has multiple
sources, such as branches, trunks, roots
and even bark, that are used in both func-
tion and decoration. Its earliest forms were
generated for basic living, as a means of
shelter or protection. Pieces of Egyptian
furniture from around 2500 BC survive as
literal examples of man’s ability to create
objects of beauty from wood. Being one
of Appalachia’s indigenous resources,
trees formed items for the early settlers of
this region, such as tables, chairs, bowls,
coopered barrels, as well as wagons and
homes. Over time, woodwork transitioned
into a leisure activity through whittling
and carving.

the US. .

One can argue that Mexico has been an
important center for Surrealism for centu-
ries. Long before the influx of Surrealist art-
ists and writers fleeing Europe at the onset
of World War II, Mexico had a Surrealist
movement of its own percolating. The land-
scape of Mexico is surreal itself: pyramids,
Olmec, Mayan, and Aztec sculptures and
friezes repeatedly depict double headed
serpents, masks of Bat God, huge Olmec
heads, skulls with bulging eyes and bared
teeth, effigy vessels in the shape of jaguars
and other fantastical beasts.

Skull and skeleton imagery (calaveras)
are ubiquitous throughout Mexico from
continued on Page 23
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Day of the Dead festivities, treats such as
sugar skulls, clothing and art. These often-
humorous “calaveras and catrinas” add to
the other-worldly feel of the landscape. To
add to the cacophony, Mexico is a deeply
Catholic country and religious imagery is
ever present. In fact, Surrealist Salvador
Dali famously said, “There is no way I'm
going back to Mexico. I can’t stand to be
in a country that is more surrealist than my
paintings.”

One cannot speak of surrealism in
Mexico without mentioning the haunting
work of native artist Frida Kahlo. During
the war, Mexico City was an epicenter for
the Surrealist Movement. Several European
Surrealists remained in Mexico after the
war such as Leonora Carrington, Gordon
Onslow Ford, and Remedios Varo.

Yui Sakamoto’s work is pure genius.
Highly detailed stream of consciousness
imagery seems to randomly inhabit the
canvas, yet there is a clear sense of order
in the Bosch-like dreamscape. The paint-
ing My Soul,2023 is an excellent depiction
of Sakamoto’s dual identity in two vastly
different cultures. The painting depicts
two central figures highly decorated in the
fashion of brightly colored folk art alebrijes
seen in tourist areas all over the country.
The top figure is a kai ken, one of the
original dog breeds of Japan. It is adorned
with Japanese imagery including koi fish,
adragon, and a foreboding Samurai with a
knife in his mouth. It is set against a fiery
landscape, reminiscent of the desert land-
scape of San Miguel. The bottom figure is a
jaguar (a symbol of Mexico) decorated with
imagery of the Sacred Heart, Our Lady of
Guadalupe, an ear of maize, a smiling skull,
and more. The jaguar is set against a sea of
Hokusai-like waves in a starry night sky and

an image of Tokyo.

In the middle of the painting is a dream-
like landscape with a watchful eye, a space-
ship, San Miguel in the clouds and an image
of Jesus surrounded by a rainbow, perhaps
referring to the artist’s subconscious mind
integrating two cultures.

Yui Sakamoto was born in Aichi, Japan,
July 1981 and grew up in Nagasaki. After
high school, he lived in Perugia, Italy, for
two years, soaking in the abundance of art.
In 2003, Sakamoto moved to Monterrey,
Mexico earning a Carrera de Arte in 2008
at the University of Monterrey. He now
lives in a Japanese ex-pat community in the
fittingly surreal and beautiful city of San
Miguel de Allende, Guanajuato Mexico.
Sakamoto’s work has been exhibited in
museums and galleries in Mexico, Japan
and China.

To look at one of Ellen Langford’s paint-
ings, is to have the space to take a deep
breath and notice the view all the way to
the far-off horizon. Even in her smallest
of canvases, she can create the feeling of
wide open spaces and make the viewer feel
as though they can see for miles in every
direction.

Though Langford has lived in many
places both within and without the United
States, it is her native Mississippi that
provides the beating heart of her work.
She had been painting for quite some time,
and pursued academic studies in her craft
in New York, San Francisco, Washington,
DC, and Italy, but it wasn’t until her return
to the Deep South that her work took on its
familiar rhythm and recognizable voice.

Living in a rural part of her home state
lent Langford’s paintings a rich, unique
perspective and her work captures the rela-
tionships between the delta and its inhabit-
ants — a child with their dog, a clothesline in
the breeze, chickens roaming the yard. The
landscape plays just as powerful a role as
any of her other characters, a fact empha-

sized by the rather high horizon lines in
many of her paintings, underscoring a deep
connection to the land. Langford’s figures
are playful and her scenes full of joy and
adventure, but there is also the powerful
sense of deep roots grounding her figures to
the world they inhabit.

Appalachian State University in
Boone, NC, Offers New Exhibitions

Appalachian State University in Boone,
NG, is presenting Memento Mori: Death
and the Art of Living, featuring works by
Larassa Kabel, on view in the Turchin
Center for the Visual Arts’ Mayer Gallery,
through Nov. 4,2023.

Exploring that which makes us most
uncomfortable, Larassa Kabel explores the
emotional and intellectual space between
life and death, love and loss. Through draw-
ing, painting, performance, and sculpture,

she confronts our view of ourselves “out-
side of Nature” and our desire to distance
ourselves from our mortality.

Kabel offered the following statement,
“I am an interdisciplinary memento mori
(remember death) artist. I believe that by
factoring in the limits of our time on earth,
we will be more aware of ourselves, the
ways we spend our time, who we share
our lives with, and how we treat others and

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our environment. I am interested in how
mortality has been addressed on a micro
and macro level over time and by various
cultures.”

“I think and create at a walking pace. Ev-
ery morning I walk at dawn, and with each
stride I am reflecting and making connec-
tions between myself, my imagination, my
community, and nature. My work is a form
of maximalist minimalism: I try to frame
simple, revelatory questions and then create
complicated work that often requires careful
observation, the long-term collection of
materials, and high levels of skill to realize.
Some of the projects even require coordina-
tion with the natural rhythms of the seasons.
It is highly detailed and labor intensive, but
I find the process of creating to be extreme-
ly meditative. I am happiest immersed in
long term projects,” says Kabel.

Larassa Kabel was born in 1970 and
received her BFA with honors in 1992 from
Iowa State University with an emphasis in
fibers. She currently lives in Des Moines,
IA, where she works as a full-time artist
and independent curator. She has received
numerous grants and awards including an
Iowa Arts Council Fellowship. Her work
has been shown nationally and is in several
corporate and private collections includ-
ing the Des Moines Art Center, the White
House Collection, and the World Food
Prize.

Also on view at the Turchin Center’s
Hodges, Bickers and Community Galleries,
through Dec. 2,2023, is the exhibit, Pas-
sage / Time Pieces.

Passage is an installation of live music
by Michael Harrison with musicians Elliot
Cole, Ina Filip, and Benoit Rolland, with
lighting by Nina Elder, in partnership with
Time Pieces, featuring drawings by Nina
Elder.

Passage and Time Pieces are closely
related but separate installations originally
conceived by composer and performer
Michael Harrison and artist Nina Elder.
The immersive debut installation, Pas-
sage, interprets Earth’s light and dark,
using illumination and shadow to simulate
cosmic movements. In collaboration with
composer/performers Elliot Cole, Ina Filip,
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and Benoit Rolland, Michael Harrison
presents an interactive performative artwork
that responds to the passage of one day of
celestial and human time. In addition to
designing the lighting for Passage, Nina
Elder created the exquisite graphite draw-
ings in Time Pieces — contemplations on the
physical texture of time and the potential for
transformation.

Exhibition Statements:

Passage is a multi-disciplinary project
that coalesces cosmic rhythms, spatial to-
nality, global music, and the human experi-
ence in the form of a performance-activated
art installation. Using sonic and visual tones
to emulate the shifting universe, Passage
creates space for contemplation, interpreta-
tion, and co-creation.

Passage creates a multi-sensory ho-
lographic effect through a constellation
of tones which accentuate the audience’s
movement through sonic and visual space.
Embracing the cultural traditions of Indian
classical music, in which the ragas cor-
respond to specific times of day, Michael
Harrison has collaborated with composer/
performers Elliot Cole, Ina Filip, and Benoit
Rolland to compose and record 8-10 hours
of raga-based music corresponding to celes-

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tial bodies.

All of the music is created using Har-
rison’s just intonation tunings for the piano,
with vocals, tabla, and electronics. The
passage of individual audience members
through the space will affect the sound
waves as such that their bodies become
sonic instruments, creating an interactive
experience whereby they are also “perform-
ers.” Audiences will truly feel their place in
the universe, at once experiencing harmony,
their ability to cast shadows and to partici-
pate in disruption. As humans enter this
era of social and climactic acceleration, the
artists aspire to contextualize our species in
deep space and time.

Accompanying Passage is a new body
of drawings, Time Pieces, by Nina Elder.
Elder’s large-scale realistic drawings use
unique pigments and scientific observa-
tion to explore themes of impermanence,
change, loss, and regeneration. The artist
interrogates the viewer. Is there a horizon
between the past and the future? When
exactly does change begin? The drawings in
Time Pieces are Elder’s contemplations on
the physical texture of time and the potential
for transformation. Rendered as realistic
graphite portraits, Elder captures fleeting
moments with nuanced attention. Common-
place events mix with icons of social justice
— a tumbleweed tossed on the spring wind
in New Mexico, Harriet Tubman’s grasped
hands, the secret maps that we each carry
on our skulls, the sky over Standing Rock,
the reflection of sunshine on ariver, the
brave first steps of the march from Selma.
Highlighting the mighty and the mundane,
Elder presents evidence of the perplexing
and poetic nature of transformation.

Artist and researcher Nina Elder creates
projects that reveal humanity’s dependence
on and interruption of the natural world.
With a focus on changing cultures and ecol-
ogies, Elder advocates for collaboration,
fostering relationships between institutions,
artists, scientists, and diverse communi-
ties. Her work takes many forms, including
drawings, performance, pedagogy, critical
writing, long term community-based proj-
ects, and public art.

Elder’s work emerges from a deep time
perspective: planets, geology, and ecosys-
tems mingle and create constellations with
social issues and personal narratives. She
harnesses curiosity and empathy as conduits
between various forms of knowledge.

Her research is physical, experiential, and
solitary. She explores places where human
impact is evident yet camouflaged, taking
photographs, studying scientific and social
interpretations, and collecting substances
that become the material of her meticu-
lous drawings. Elder has traveled from the
Bering Strait to the US/Mexico border,
documenting military bases, nuclear test
sites, clear cuts, dams, and pit mines. She
seeks overlooked stories, erased legacies,
and uncanny metaphors.

Recent solo exhibitions of Elder’s work
have been organized by SITE Santa Fe,
Indianapolis Contemporary, and university
museums across the US. Her work has been
featured in Art in America, VICE Maga-
zine, and on PBS; her writing has been
published in American Scientist and Edge
Effects Journal. Elder’s research has been
supported by the Andy Warhol Foundation,
the Rauschenberg Foundation, the Pol-
lock Krasner Foundation, and the Mellon
Foundation. She is an affiliate artist of the
National Performance Network. Elder
has recently held research positions at the
Center for Art + Environment at the Nevada
Museum of Art, the Anchorage Museum,
and the Art and Ecology Program at the
University of New Mexico. Elder migrates
between rural places in New Mexico and
Alaska.

Composer/pianist Michael Harrison’s
works blend classical music traditions of
Europe and North India. He seeks expres-

sions of universality via the physics of
sound — music that brings one into a state of
concentrated listening as a meditative and
even mind-altering experience. Harrison is
a Guggenheim Fellowship and NYFA Artist
Fellowship recipient.

Harrison’s latest release, Seven Sacred
Names, reached the top 10 classical albums
on Billboard and was called “music of
positively intoxicating beauty” in The New
Yorker. “Just Constellations,” commis-
sioned and recorded by Grammy-winning
Roomful of Teeth, was among NPR’s Best
100 Songs of 2020 and Bandcamp’s Best of
Contemporary Classical 2020. Time Loops
was among NPR’s Top 10 Classical Albums
of 2012. His work “Revelation” achieved
international recognition and inclusion in
the Best Classical Recordings of 2007 se-
lections of The New York Times, The Boston
Globe and TimeOut New York. Harrison col-
laborates with performers including Alarm
Will Sound, Cello Octet Amsterdam, Maya
Beiser, and others, who have commissioned
his works using just intonation.

Harrison invented the “harmonic piano,”
which plays 24 notes per octave. His pri-
mary teachers are La Monte Young, Terry
Riley, master Indian vocalists Pandit Pran
Nath and Ustad Mashkoor Ali Khan, and
Reiko Fueting. Harrison received his Mas-
ter’s Degree in Composition at the Manhat-
tan School of Music.

Harrison’s recent engagements include
the Minimal Music Festival in Amsterdam,
Institute for Advanced Study at Princeton,
DaCamera and The Menil Collection in
Houston, and the Mattatoio Museum in
Rome. Past performances of his music
include BAM Next Wave Festival, Carnegie
Hall, Metropolitan Museum of Art, Mu-
seum of Modern Art, Park Avenue Armory,
United Nations, the Louvre, Pompidou
Centre, MASS MoCA, Spoleto USA, Big
Ears, and Sundance.

The music for Passage is based on North
Indian classical ragas (melodic arche-
types) corresponding to the day’s different
hours. While following the relatively strict
guidelines of the ragas and talas (rhyth-
mic cycles), the music also creates hybrid
relationships by incorporating elements
of Western music, including harmony,
polyphony, polyrhythmic patterns, synthe-
sizer drones and electroacoustics. A primary
element of the project involves adapting the
ragas and techniques of Indian classical mu-
sic to the piano, a nontraditional instrument
for playing this music. The piano is tuned to
my “ragas in just intonation” tuning, which
adapts the ancient concepts of Pythago-
rean tuning and just intonation to optimize
beauty of tone and natural resonance.

Nine ragas form the basis for 27 musical
compositions, spanning 10 hours of music.
The music is entirely new and heard here
for the first time, although some of the com-
positions recall old and traditional melo-
dies from the Indian classical repertoire.
Passage (based on raga Bhairavi) opens the
program and closes it on Fridays, honoring
its traditional placement as both a morning
raga and the last raga of a classical Indian
music concert or festival. Raga Yaman:
Alap is also repeated during the extended
hours on Fridays.

The Art Cellar Gallery in Banner Elk,
NC, is presenting the fourth installation
of their 2023 Summer Exhibition Series
features Tony Griffin, a classically trained
artist with a knack for observation, on
view through Aug. 5, 2023.

Griffin’s artistic journey speaks on his
endless longing to explore and appreciate
the natural beauty of the world around
him. He found inspiration during his time
studying the Classic Italian Renaissance
Masters in Florence. Griffin’s desire to
observe and learn about the nuances of
his chosen subject matter, be it people,
landscapes, etc., helped him develop a
timeless style. This emphasis on nuance
has matured into the mastery of complex
contemporary color palettes, effortless
control of brush stroke, and the ability
to develop refined interpretations of any
subject.

In Griffin’s own words, “Everything
begins with something observed and felt.
Observation is not an end but rather a
beginning point for an emotional, formal,
or imaginative statement of exploration.

I believe in the responsive energy that
comes from painting directly in front of
the motif, the give and take between paint-
er and subject, painter and painting.”

The importance of observation in
Griffin’s work is clear, and is what sets
it apart from others. This past winter we
visited him in his studio to gain insight on
his creative process. He described to us
how he actively ‘observes’ his work while
painting. He likes to let the paint tell him
what to do. He never plans to work on any
specific piece but rather observes which

needs to be worked on any given day.

“It’s not a finish I’'m after, just a feeling
of completeness,” that informs Grif-
fin’s decision to consider a work ready
for display. This lack of need to define a
“finished” work has become even more
evident now that his exhibition has been
delivered to The Art Cellar. The very same
paintings we saw during our studio visit
over the Winter have taken on a complete-
ly new life. Specifically, a life of experi-
mentation. This new show is a barrage of
color and unusual motifs for what many
might consider ‘traditional’ Griffin. He
explained to us that he’s not only experi-
menting with his work, but simply having
fun in the process: “I’ve been buying
colors I’ve never used before and finding
ways to make them work.” Simple but ef-
fective, this detail among many others has
led to a truly special show.

An Open House will be
held on Aug. 12, from 4-6pm, with an Artist
Talk, from 3-4pm.

This show will focus on one of the most
important values of Capehart’s art: storytell-
ing. He uses surreal imagery and prose in
his works to guide the viewer into his story
while leaving enough room for subjective
interpretation. The painter has also written
several fiction and nonfiction books.

The title Visual Fiction references an
experiment he did with students while
teaching at Appalachian State University in
the late 80’s. Capehart showed the pupils
one of his own drawings that featured a gi-
ant figure lurking over a house in the night.
When asked to describe their interpretations
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of the figure, 9/10 students gave protector-
like descriptions. Only one student noted
continued on Page 25
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that the giant figure appeared to them as a
threat, rather than a guardian, imagining
the giant was waiting for the family to fall
asleep before striking. The stark contrast
in interpretation opened Capehart’s eyes to
using the viewers own imagination to his
advantage.

It is this theme of subjective interpreta-
tion that Capehart derived his show title,
Visual Fiction. Guiding the viewer through
the nuances of a painting and the story
behind it engages them by allowing room to
develop their own interpretation of mean-
ing. To him, the intent is not for the viewer
to develop a specific emotional response
to his work, but rather to be ushered to a
self-actualized story about how the work
impacts them personally.

Certain thematic subjects have reap-
peared in Capehart’s works throughout his

long history as an artist. These subjects
manifest in different compositions as
tokens giving insight to his life’s journey.
Whether it be a sign from his time work-
ing for Coca-Cola or his childhood home,
Capehart calls back on these subjects like
characters in his stories giving them differ-
ent meaning and personality based on the
setting they 're placed in. Character arcs
are portrayed through his works based on
how his own relationship with that subject
changed throughout his life.

Capehart is eager to share these stories
with his collectors in this exhibition. It is not
only a show for his art, but a story about his
own life and journey through the art world.

The University of North Carolina
at Greensboro, NC, Offers Works
From Its Collection

The University of North Carolina at
Greensboro, NC, is presenting Making
Room: Familiar Art, New Stories, on view
through Spring 2024.

The Weatherspoon Art Museum at UNC
Greensboro is pleased to announce the
opening of Making Room: Familiar Art,
New Stories, an installation drawn from the
museum’s nationally recognized collec-
tion of modern and contemporary art. The
installation serves as a critical point on a
course of learning to which the Weather-
spoon staff has dedicated themselves for
the past year and a half. With support from
the Terra Foundation for American Art
and the Henry Luce Foundation, they have
sought to understand how they can better
engage museum participants to share fuller
and more inclusive stories of American art.
The artworks on display were chosen in re-
sponse to what more than 4,000 community
members said they care about.

These visitor responses - which ranged
from poems to doodles to personal state-
ments - were gathered in multiple ways.
Within temporary interactive spaces
designated as Inquiry Hubs, the museum’s
visitor engagement team coordinated pop-
up performances and facilitated collection-
based inquiry and play. One sentiment
heard repeatedly was that the act of caring
requires doing. As one museum visitor
wrote, “I show my family I am there for
them through actions.” The Weatherspoon
therefore organized this installation around
the broad theme of caring - of being there
and doing things - across four rooms dedi-
cated to the following categories: FAMILY,
COMMUNITY, PLACE, and MEMORY.

Weatherspoon staff also focused on how
the museum’s own learning and growth
could be made visible in this installation.
After listening to faculty in UNC Greens-
boro’s School of Art talk about their desire
for more examples of performance art
to support their teaching in this field, the
museum acquired photographs of com-
munity performances by artists Dread Scott
and Lorraine O’Grady, which feature in
the COMMUNITY and PLACE rooms,
respectively.

Staff also reviewed the physical needs of
objects in the collection and sent a number
to conservators for expert care. Among
them was an iconic light-based sculpture,
Clavero (1968) by artist Tom Lloyd, which
received specialized electronic repairs. It
now shines a light on issues of social justice
in the MEMORY room.

Perhaps most frequent among visi-
tor responses were statements about the
importance and complexity of the networks
of parents, siblings, grandparents, and
friends that one calls FAMILY. The room
dedicated to this theme features a diverse
array of images ranging from Nan Goldin’s
documentation of treasured snapshots to
Robert Colescott’s loaded painting of fam-
ily secrets.

conversations about who we are - as an
organization, as a community, and as indi-
viduals,” said Juliette Bianco, the museum’s
Anne and Ben Cone Memorial Endowed
Director. “The Weatherspoon staff hope that
when you visit Making Room, you are as
inspired as we are by the possibility of art to
help us shape new stories about who we are
and why that matters.”

Another word that museum staff en-
countered repeatedly while reading visitor
responses was “connect,” and those who
visit and participate in Making Room will
find it a place to connect with themselves,
with works of art both familiar and new, and
with family and community. The installa-
tion is at once the culmination of a project
and a waystation on the museum’s ongoing
journey of learning by doing.

Making Room: Familiar Art, New Stories
is made possible through grants from the
Terra Foundation for American Art and the
Henry Luce Foundation.

The collection of the Weatherspoon Art
Museum is one of the foremost of its kind
in the Southeast. It represents all major art
movements from the beginning of the 20th
century to the present. Among the nearly
6,500 objects in the collection are pieces by

12, from 6 to 9pm, at the Eno Arts Mill in
Hillsborough. The celebration is free and
open to all, featuring live music by Blue
Cactus and Triangle Afrobeat Orchestra,
food trucks, and locally-produced bever-
ages.

“After four years of planning, we are
delighted to see Uproar come to life,”
says Katie Murray, director of the Orange
County Arts Commission (OCAC). “This
first festival of its kind in North Carolina
was born from a desire to showcase our
community through the arts. The response
has been incredible, from the number
of artist applications to our fundraising
campaign.”

Inspired by ArtPrize in Grand Rapids,
Michigan, and ArtFields in Lake Park,
South Carolina, Uproar will be the first
festival of its kind in the state and will
prioritize accessibility. The OCAC, along
with nine community partners, created the
festival to celebrate artists, engage art lov-
ers of all types, and support and celebrate
the community. Since summer can be
a slow time for small business owners,
Uproar is also expected to boost the local
economy.

The festival provides a $500 honorari-
um for each selected artist or team. Artists
living further than 60 miles from Chapel
Hill are receiving four nights’ complimen-
tary lodging at a partner hotel, as well as a
mileage stipend for up to 200 miles based
on location. Artists are encouraged to sell
their work during Uproar, but the work
will remain on site for the duration of the
festival.

North Carolina Museum of
Art in Raleigh, NC, Offers

Two New Exhibitions

The North Carolina Museum of Art in
Raleigh, NC, will present two new exhibi-
tions including: Luis Rey Velasco, on view
in the East Building, Level B, Photogra-
phy Gallery 1 (Julian T. Baker Jr. Gal-
lery), from Aug. 12 through Jan. 28,2024,
and The Surrealist Impulse, on view in the
East Building, Level B, Photography Gal-
lery 2 (Allen G. Thomas Jr. Gallery), from
Aug. 12 through Jan. 28, 2024.

Luis Rey Velasco and The Surrealist
Impulse explore a variety of photography
processes and subjects. Highlighted in
Luis Rey Velasco are the artist’s pictures
of children of North Carolina migrant
farmworkers. In The Surrealist Impulse,
artworks are brought together to illustrate
a surrealist impulse that exists in contem-
porary art.

Luis Rey Velasco (b. 1969) creates
evocative photographs that capture labor
histories, cultural traditions, and every-
day people. He came of age in the San
Joaquin Valley, a region of California
where the history of Latinx farm labor is
intrinsic to its identity. Mexican migrant
workers arrived in the 1940s due to a set
of agreements between the United States
and Mexico. The program ended in 1964,
but immigration to the region continued.
Immersed in this history, Velasco moved
to North Carolina in 1999 to photograph
children of migrant farmworkers. Fea-
tured in this exhibition are a selection of
photographs Velasco executed between
1998 and 2005, many portraying members
of farmworker communities in California
and North Carolina. These compelling
images emphasize his longtime focus
on communities, histories, and regions
that are largely hidden yet integral to the
American economy.

The early 20th-century movement sur-
realism was groundbreaking for its time.
Developed in response to the travesty of
World War I, the art and literary phe-
nomenon invigorated artists and think-
ers to explore dreams, the irrational and

uncanny, and the poetic in their works.
Works like Carolyn Janssen’s large-scale
~*{G.0.E.D.}*~ depict fantastical worlds
that seem plucked from the chasms of

the inner psyche. The black-and-white
photographs of Kristina Rogers adopt
techniques of cropping and layering to
blur reality and subtly serve as societal
critiques. From these specific qualities
and others, the artworks on view exhibit
surrealist tendencies and demonstrate how
many contemporary artists revel - whether
discreetly or not - in the movement’s
legacy.

Artspace in Raleigh, NC, Features
Works by Katie Knoeringer and
Jimena Vergara Sanz

Artspace in Raleigh, NC, will pres-
ent several new exhibits including: Katie
Knoeringer: Summer Artist in Residence
Exhibition, on view in Gallery 1, from
Aug. 4 through Sept. 24, 2023, and
Jimena Vergara Sanz: Universal Access

Knoeringer received an MFA from
Louisiana State University, and is cur-
rently a full-time instructor of drawing at
Murray State University, KY.

Knoeringer shares, “Space, color, and
shape drive my work. I make painted pa-
per collages based on observational draw-
ings. I'm interested in capturing the truth
of the moment, and my interaction with
the space occupied by the figure. Rather
than having people pose for me, I prefer to
watch them engaged in an activity. When
I approach a new subject, I make many
gestural drawings and more drawings of
the space in my sketchbook. I construct
my collages directly from the drawings.
In the absence of the subject, color and
specificity become dictated by the needs
of each composition according to space
and contrast. Negative and positive shapes
are equivalent powers. I build them up
simultaneously (rather than laying down
a ground first and working on top of it).
This allows the image to grow organically
and meander around towards its eventual
outer bounds.”

Since 1999, Artspace has hosted our
Summer Artist in Residence Program
in our Gallery One. This month-long
residency provides funding, studio space
and professional support for an artist to
produce a solo exhibition immediately
following the residency at Artspace. A
unique aspect of the residency is that the
artist uses the exhibition space as their

studio during the residency period.

Jimena Vergara Sanz is from Colom-
bia and is a product designer, innovator,
mediator, and art explorer.

Vergara Sanz shares, “The artwork that
I’ve been working on for the past year is
called 13 Moons and is an exploration on
how to heal physically and emotionally
through art, creativity, and communica-
tion. On June 2021, I was experiencing an
abnormal uterine hemorrhage that was di-
agnosed with ‘giant uterine myomatosis.’
The medical recommendation was im-
mediate hysterectomy, which was avoided
after three months of inner reflection and
art creation through the blood stains col-
lection...Initially, when I realized that my
uterus could be taken out, I didn’t want
this part of my life taken away and wanted
to try some alternatives to heal naturally.
I decided to find ancestral knowledge to
do this...I experienced fear and pain with
the idea of having my uterus extracted. So

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during every menstrual period, I decided
to collect my blood in pieces of cloth, to
keep it as a valuable treasure, because ev-
ery time might have been my ‘last moon
stain.’ The idea...brought many fears,
sadness, nostalgia and reflections to my
mind..what does it mean to come from a
uterus, what does it mean to be a woman,
what does it mean to have an uterus,
what is motherhood, what is the creative
potential, how our relations shape our life,
what is the importance of our ancestors,
our mom, grandma?”

Initiated in 2020, the Universal Access
Artist Residency is for artists who identify
as having a disability. This month-long
residency provides funding, studio space
and professional support for an artist to
produce a solo exhibition immediately
following the residency at Artspace.

A new show, From the Mind’s Eye,
highlights the work of artists Chris Graeb-
ner, Marcy Lansman and Pringle Teetor.
It will be on display at the Hillsborough
Gallery of Arts in Hillsborough, NC, from
Aug. 22 through Sept. 24,2023, with a
reception on Aug. 25, from 6-9pm.

Oil painter Chris Graebner, has
continued her botanical series this year.
These paintings are oil on cradled panel
- a smooth flat surface that is perfect for
detailed work and which allows the paint-
ing to extend right to the edge without the
intervention of a frame. In the process of
making them Graebner rediscovered her
“magic brush.”

“Back in the late 1990s, I was taking a
class in watercolors, when I discovered a
Raphael Kolinski sable brush in the bar-
gain bin of a Kansas City art supply store.
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These brushes are usually quite expensive,
but this one was on deep discount, so |
bought it. I couldn’t believe how much
more control I had with a really good
brush. It felt like magic! Fast forward 20
continued above on next column to the right

years: I’d stopped using watercolors and
returned to oils. My magic brush was
made for watercolors, so I’d put it away.
Last year I got it out again and decided

to see how it would work with oils. Most
brushes for oil paints are stiffer with
much coarser bristles. But for the detailed
work that I do, my little sable brushes are
perfect!”

Many of Marcy Lansman’s paintings
have been inspired by what she sees on
walks in the woods near her home in
Chapel Hill. “On summer mornings I go
straight from the woods into my studio,
where I recreate some of what I experi-
enced on my walk. I put down an under-

painting of patches of bright colors. Then,

using a palette knife, I fill the painting
with random strokes that work together to
create the illusion of light hitting trees.”

Although it’s impossible to control the
palette knife as precisely as a brush, it’s
easier to create random, organic shapes.
Speckles of color from the underpainting
show through the random shapes created
by the palette knife. The effect of those
speckles is to liven up the painting, mim-
icking splashes of light we see in nature.
This technique is especially suited to
paintings of trees since, from a distance,
the leaves on a tree look like random
patches that vary not only in brightness,
but in color.

“I want the paintings to take the view-
ers out of their busy world into the peace
and quiet of the woods,” says Lansman.

For glass blower Pringle Teetor these
past 2 years have felt like an out-of-
control freight train with too many major
transitions. “I really wanted to get back to
working with cane but felt that my head
wasn’t where I needed it to be for compli-
cated work. So, a couple of weeks before

shutting the glass furnace down for the
summer, I decided not to worry about the
final product and just practice canework.”

“After just one piece, I suddenly felt
like I was back in the saddle! I have had
a few designs in my head for a long time
that I had wanted to try,” added Teetor.
“One is called a ‘switched axis’: after
the cane is rolled up on the pipe, a hole
is made in the side and a pipe is attached
there. Then the original pipe is removed
from the gather. This changes the direc-
tion of whatever was on the first pipe. It
is a complicated procedure, but the results
are stunning.”

The Hillsborough Gallery of Arts is
owned and operated by 21 local artists
exhibiting contemporary fine art and fine
craft. The Gallery’s offerings include oil,
acrylic and watercolor paintings, metal
sculpture, figurative sculpture, ceramics,
photography, montage, digital art, mixed
media, jewelry, glass, and handcrafted
furniture.

Gallery 7, Permanent Exhibition - "Modern and
Contemporary". Modern and contemporary art

in America encompasses a wide range of styles,
subject matter, and media. As a whole, the diver-
sity of modern and contemporary art reflects the
rich and varied heritage of our nation and the low-
country region. Works in this gallery were created
over the past forty years by artists who are native
to the area, who have worked here, or who have
created objects that reflect the complex story of
the region. The works are grouped to reflect sev-
eral themes including the southern landscape,

he traveled the world in search of his true artistic
voice. Eventually, after many years away from his
hometown of Florence, SC, Johnson returned to
the United States. Although living in New York,
his art began to focus almost entirely on the lives
and experiences of African Americans in the rural
South. "My travels taught me that an artist must
live and paint in his own environment... This
development shall continue for the rest of my life,
and it is the painting of my people," said Johnson
in 1941. Special Exhibits Gallery, Through
Aug. 13 - "Legend: Francis Marion in the Pee
Dee." This exhibit will focus on the military career
and subsequent legends and legacy of General
Francis Marion (1732 — 1795). The exhibition

will feature a selection of important 19th century

The history of humanity is a story of
movement - groups migrating over land and wa-
ter, carrying their ancestral practices with them.
Traces remain, even when a tribe has moved on
or hostile outsiders try to erase those traditions.
Stories and symbols integrate, creating cultural
strata that create a timeline of all who lived on a
land. The maps and explanations throughout mu-
seum galleries illustrate this - sometimes overtly,
other times subtly. Ongoing - "The Cole Family:
A Dynasty of North Carolina Potters". From
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Work by Rosalie Torres—Winer

crocks, jars, and jugs to pitchers, candleholders,
and vases, “turning pots” is one of the oldest

and richest craft traditions in North Carolina.

For more than 200 years, members of the Cole
family have been potting in central North Carolina
— Randolph, Moore, Lee, and Montgomery
counties. Six generations of Coles, and no fewer
than 18 individuals, are represented in The Mint
Museum’s permanent collection. More than

60 highlights of their wares are included in the
installation “The Cole Family: A Dynasty of North
Carolina Potters”. One reason for its long-term
success is that making pottery has so often been
a family tradition in the state. Fathers taught the
art of forming, glazing, and firing clay objects to
their sons, and in later generations also to daugh-
ters, who in turn taught their children, and so on
through the decades. These family dynasties not
only helped to keep the potting craft alive, but
ensured continuity in techniques and craftsman-
ship, as well as introduced artistic innovations in
succeeding generations. “The Cole Family: A Dy-
nasty of North Carolina Potters” presents a visual
history of “turned pots” and the family that helped
turn North Carolina into one of America’s centers
for handmade, traditional pottery. Bridges and
Levine Galleries, Ongoing - "Contemporary
British Studio Ceramics: The Grainer Collection".
Focused on the collection of Diane and Marc
Grainer, this installation is a survey of contem-
porary British studio ceramics. Comprising
functional and sculptural objects made between
the 1980s and today, the show features work

by artists either born or residing in Great Britain,
including established “contemporary classics” like
Gordon Baldwin and Rupert Spira, and cutting-
edge ceramicists such as Julian Stair and Kate
Malone. Several recently-gifted works from the
Grainers are included. Alexander, Spangler,
and Harris Galleries, Ongoing - "Portals to the
Past: British Ceramics 1675 - 1825". The Mint
Museum’s collection of eighteenth-century British
pottery and porcelain is widely respected for its
scope and quality. The collection numbers over
2,000 objects and includes important examples
of both salt-glazed and dry-bodied stoneware
from Staffordshire; tin-glazed earthenware from
Bristol, Liverpool, and London; and cream-
colored earthenware from Derbyshire, Stafford-
shire, and Yorkshire. Notable eighteenth-century
porcelain factories represented include Chelsea,
Bow, and Vauxhall in London, Longton Hall in
Staffordshire, Worcester, Bristol, and others.
Individual works in the collection are exceptional
because of their rarity, craftsmanship, prov-
enance, or as representative examples of particu-
lar types or methods of production or decoration.
Ongoing - "American Glass". The nineteenth
and early twentieth centuries represented a time
of extraordinary growth for the American glass
industry. Such companies as Boston & Sandwich
Glass Company in Sandwich, MA; Steuben
Glass Works in Corning, NY; and Libbey Glass
Company in Toledo, OH, began operation and
soon developed notable reputations for produc-
ing fashionable wares that were coveted by many
middle- and upper-class consumers. "American
Glass" showcases objects by these and other
American glass companies, illustrating the variety
of forms and styles that prevailed during this
period. Glass-manufacturing techniques will be
another focus of the exhibition, with representa-
tive examples of pressed, cut, blown, and molded
glass. Nearly all of the works on view are from
The Mint Museum’s permanent collection of
glass, which is second in size only to the ceram-
ics collection in the museum’s Decorative Arts
holdings.

Mint Museum Uptown, Levine Center for the
Arts, 500 South Tryon St., Charlotte. Through
Oct. 1-"The Vault," curated by Jessica Gaynelle
Moss, will open at the Mint Museum Uptown
early July 2023. This exhibition will explore some
of the distinctly different approaches and philoso-
phies of art collecting by prominent Charlotte-
based collectors Judy and Patrick Diamond,
Nina and James Jackson, Christy and Quincy
Lee, and Cheryse and Christopher Terry. This
dynamic group will present a range of collector
theory, methodology and objects made by Black
artists from their private collections. Visitors will
be able to explore vintage photography, original
paintings, prints, sculptures, furniture, vinyl
records, and other culturally specific ephemera.
The Vault illustrates the significant responsibility
and privilege that comes with being a collector
or custodian of Black art. In 2018, the National
Art Services Executive at U.S. Trust, Bank of
America Private Wealth Management, Evan
Beard, published an article called ‘The Four
Types of Art Collectors’ on Artsy, the world’s larg-
est online art marketplace. In the article, Beard
categorized all art collectors into four general
groups: The Connoisseurs, The Enterprising
Collector, The Trophy Hunter, and The Aesthete.
The four Charlotte-based collectors featured in
"The Vault" have distinctly different approaches
and philosophies of art collecting that mirror this
framework. Craft + Design Galleries, Ongoing
- "Craft in the Laboratory: The Science of Making
Things," is the first installation in the Southeast to
explore how craft artists and designers use sci-
ence and math concepts when creating works of
art. Presented by Miiller Corporation, Craft in the
Laboratory also celebrates a reinstallation of the
Mint’s Craft + Design Galleries—the first since
2010. Co-curated by the Mint’s Senior Curator
of Craft, Design, and Fashion Annie Carlano

and Assistant Curator for Craft, Design, and
Fashion Rebecca Elliot, "Craft in the Laboratory"
includes 100 works from the Mint’s collection
that are made from precious metals, wood, steel,
polymers, and even agricultural waste, that em-
phasize the preciseness of science used to craft
works of art. Made by nationally and internation-
ally renowned artists, the objects are organized
by material and subject throughout the galleries.
Now - The Mint Museum’s new four-story instal-
lation "Foragers" offers a transcendent experi-
ence while celebrating the tradition of women as
makers and providers. Unlike anything ever seen
at The Mint Museum before, Brooklyn-based art-
ist Summer Wheat’s "Foragers" is a monumental
piece of public work of art spanning 96 windows,
four stories, and 3,720 square feet at Mint Muse-
um Uptown’s Robert Haywood Morrison Atrium.

Adams and Woodson Galleries, Through Oct.
7 - "This is Not: Aldwyth in Retrospect," curated
by Mark Sloan. Now in her mid-eighties, the
artist Aldwyth has lived and worked alone in an
octagonal house overlooking a salt marsh on
one of South Carolina’s sea islands since 1980.
For most of her adult life she has maintained her
seclusion from the larger art world while utiliz-

ing the history of art and ideas as a catalyst for
complex found-object sculptures and increasingly
epic-scaled collages that often recall medieval
manuscripts writ large. This retrospective spans
nearly seventy years of Aldwyth’s work, begin-
ning with photography and moving through
experimental painting, assemblage, and collage
while touching on personal themes and fascina-
tions that have remained remarkably consistent
throughout her career. Aftireless innovator, Aldw-
yth’s self-imposed rules both limited and liberated
her, allowing her work to be self-contained and
self-referential.
