     The International African American 
Museum (IAAM) in Charleston, SC, is 
hosting a special exhibition When It Rains 
It Shines, featuring works by Fletcher 
Williams III, on view through Dec. 3, 
2023.

While the core of Williams’ education 
focused on producing multimedia artwork, 
he devoted much time to studying social 
anthropology, the foundation of which 
continues to influence his work. 
     Williams’ professional career began 
with a studio in the Long Island City 
neighborhood of Queens, NY, where he 
produced work for several solo and group 
exhibitions and worked as a freelance 
graphic designer. In 2013 Williams re-
turned home to North Charleston, SC, and 
re-introduced himself with a self-produced 
solo exhibition, Souvenir (2015).
      The International African American 
Museum (IAAM) explores the history, 
culture, and impact of the African Ameri-
can journey on Charleston, on the nation, 
and on the world, shining light and shar-
ing stories of the diverse journeys, origin, 
and achievements of descendants of the 
African Diaspora.

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On Our Cover

     On our cover this month is a work by 
Tanya Church Craig of North Charles-
ton, SC. It is part of the exhibit It’s HOT 
in Town, on view at Charleston Crafts 
Cooperative Gallery, in historic downtown 
Charleston, SC, from Sept. 1 - 30, 2023. She 
is what I would call a fused glass, abstract 
artist and a master colorist. Read about the 
exhibit on Page 7.

A New Visual Art Event

     The first Uproar Festival of Public Art 
is in the books and $29,000 in prizes have 
been awarded. The festival included 60 
(101 applied) works by artists from North 
Carolina, South Carolina, Arkansas, and 
Georgia. Artists living in Alabama, Arkan-
sas, Florida, Georgia, Kentucky, Louisiana, 
Mississippi, North Carolina, South Caro-
lina, Tennessee, Virginia, or West Virginia 
were invited to enter and maybe next year 
they will. The first time of anything is hard 
to pull off.  
     But they learned from other events like 
this and made some critical improvements. 
Uproar provided a $500 honorarium for 
each selected applicant (artist or team). Art-
ists living further than 60 miles from Chapel 
Hill could receive four nights’ complimen-
tary lodging at a partner hotel, as well as a 
mileage stipend for up to 200 miles based 
on location.  That’s $30,000 upfront for 
the 60 participating artists, so the money 
involved was almost $60,000, and perhaps 
more. It’s almost a free vacation for artists 
coming from other states. It won’t be long 
before that idea catches on with artists from 
outside the Carolinas.  
     The art was displayed throughout the 
downtown areas of Chapel Hill, Carrboro, 
and Hillsborough, very close to NC’s 

Triangle area with a population of around 
2,106,463, as of the 2020 census - not exact-
ly the middle of nowhere. 
     Who came to this event? Uproar’s 
Google Map of art locations garnered more 
than 30,000 views online during the festi-
val, but more than 6,000 votes were submit-
ted to determine the People’s Choice winner 
which is a closer known attendance figure, 
but it’s hard to tell as maybe all 30,000 who 
looked for a map came to look around, but 
didn’t vote for their favorite. Who knows?
     It seems to be a pretty good experience 
for the artists - $500, gas money, and maybe 
free lodging. What’s not to like? The real 
question is - will the presentors feel like 
they got the bang they wanted for their 
money and will they then want to do it again 
and even expand it?
      From my point of view, they need more 
exposure to promote the festival and be-
cause it’s a visual art event, they need to get 
more visuals - showing the art and showing 
people viewing and enjoying the art - not 
just during the event, but before the event 
goes live.  It takes time to lure people to 
come visit from outside the area and it takes 
a good story to convince them it’s the thing 
to do. Read about this event on Page 34.

It’s Not Enough Info To Be Included

     I get sent lots of e-mails and see posts on 
Facebook about exhibits taking place which 
will not make the cut to get into Carolina 
Arts. Sending or posting the reception date 
and time for an exhibit is not enough info 
for us or our readers. Not everyone can go 
to a reception, so they need to know how 
long an exhibit will be on view - beginning 
and ending dates, hours of the venue, and 
contact info for questions to be answered. 
But if all you want to do is get them to come 
and drink and eat - don’t bother with us.

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our understanding of identity, both our own 
and of others. 
     The works in this series intend to express 
the conflict in coexisting dualities of faith 
and doubt, free will and predestination, 
wealth and wisdom, sin and salvation, and 
the durability of grace. “These things are 
not mutually exclusive, separate, or neces-
sarily antagonistic of each other. Rather, 
they often exist together, simultaneously 
in the same event, our understandings, and 
our responses to life events,” Morrissey 
explains.
      While each artwork has specific inspira-
tions behind them, they are not easily sum-
marized. The viewer is encouraged to read, 
reflect, and discuss these works with those 
around them. “The end goal is to hopefully 
create a piece in which viewers see a little 
bit of themselves and others in the animals,” 
Morrisey says.
     Kevin Morrissey lives and works in the 
Lowcountry of South Carolina as a teaching 
artist.

     Charleston Crafts Cooperative in 
Charleston, SC, will present It’s HOT in 
Town, featuring works by Tammy Rudd, 
Tanya Church Craig, and Anne John, on 
view in the Charleston Crafts Cooperative 
Gallery, from Sept. 1 - 30, 2023. A reception 
will be held on Sept. 1, from 5-8pm. 
     Charleston Crafts Gallery is spotlight-
ing three of our artists producing fine craft 
which are made with the application of 
HEAT. Torch molded glass, kiln made 
warm glass, and kiln fired ceramics are 
represented this month.    
     Tammy Rudd produces intricate flame-
worked glass beads as the focus of her 
fabulous jewelry designs. To create these 
exquisitely detailed works of art, Rudd is 
seated before a fixed torch flame, using one 
hand to turn the molten bead on its metal 
rod in the flame, while expertly plying an 
array of colored glass rods with the other 
hand, meticulously forming the colorful 
and complex designs that make her work so 
distinctive. When the design is completed, 
the bead is slowly cooled for hours in a 
specialized kiln; a process called annealing, 
which hardens the glass and makes it very 
durable.
      Tanya Church Craig creates fused glass 
artwork. Fused glass is also referred to as 
kiln formed or warm glass. She has been 
working in glass for 20 years. Craig’s 
artwork is both functional, and fanciful at 
times. She uses abstract artists as inspira-
tion in the way she uses color and layering 
of color. Craig states “each piece, no matter 
how simple looking, required a layering 
of glass and several trips into the kiln to 

melt the glass pieces together”.  Her thrill 
in the process shows through in her unique 
artwork. All her pieces are one of a kind.
      Anne John creates decorative and func-
tional art pieces; her ceramics are wheel 
thrown from porcelain and stoneware clay 
bodies. John distinguishes her work with 
the addition of finely detailed decorative 
elements, such as realistic hand sculpted 
birds, organic forming and shaping, and 
precise placement of glaze applications. 
Her pieces are fired in a reduction gas kiln, 
which takes the oxygen out of the air inside 
the kiln and allows her to achieve vibrant 
hues in her red and shino glazes. In addition 
to being a member of Charleston Crafts, 
John is a co-owner and instructor at Cone 
10, a working clay studio on Upper Meeting 
Street in Charleston.

     Tom Dimond has painted through five 
innovative and diverse decades of art. He 
has embraced many of these innovations 
but only as a spark to fuel his own unique 
ideas. Beginning in the 70’s he painted styl-
ized patterns of circles on shaped canvases 
in flat, primary colors. These precision 
paintings evolved into circles as a substra-
tum for found objects or comic images. His 
Continuum evolved from precise geometric 
circles to circular shapes and swirling lines 
that move even deeper into the painted 
surface. Circles as structure remain across 
the Continuum even with the addition of 
collage, layering of colors and mediums 
combined with the building of textures. 
     Eventually his constructed images allow 
him to scrape and gouge into them, mining 
earlier bits of images or color or texture. 
The result is that his completed works re-
veal a Continuum of time, a maturity of ex-
ploration. Dimond comments, “Not unlike 
the layering of advertisements and bulletins 
on billboards and urban walls, these works 
are meant to conceal and reveal images in 
a chance arrangement of color and shapes.
The works themselves are metaphors for 
the process of memory and experience.” 
Continuum as an exhibition affords the op-
portunity to witness and follow Dimond’s 
studio practice through the decades and 
appreciate his past and continued dedication 
to his studio.
     Dimond’s painting continues slowly 
over time as he describes, “My approach 
to painting is based on a need to establish a 
communication between my inner con-
sciousness and the primary elements of art. 
I feel that my paintings represent a synthesis 
between certain aspects of the visual envi-

ronment and the intellectual and emotional 
responses encountered in the creative pro-
cess of painting itself.”

     Mint Museum Randolph in Charlotte, 
NC, will present Walter Scott Lenox & 
American Belleek, on view from Sept. 16 
through Jan. 21, 2024.
    Featuring 80 works from the Mint’s 
permanent collection, as well as other 
notable public and private collections, this 
exhibition focuses solely on the earliest 
decades of American Belleek production 
and the role Walter Scott Lenox played in 
its development as an art form.
     Curated by Brian Gallagher, the Mint’s 
senior curator of decorative arts, The Mint 
Museum is the exhibition’s only venue.  
     In 1857, McBirney and Company in 
the village of Belleek in County Ferman-
agh, Northern Ireland, began producing 
a new type of porcelain renowned for its 
light, delicately thin, ivory-colored body. 
Named for the town in which it was cre-
ated, Belleek porcelain quickly became

     More than forty examples of seating 
furniture from the Thomas H. and Diane 
DeMell Jacobsen Ph.D. Foundation are 
included in the exhibition and offer a sty-
listic journey from the early 1800s to the 
twenty-first century. Noted makers and de-
signers include John Henry Belter, George 
Hunzinger, the Herter Brothers, the Stick-

prized among discerning customers in the 
British Isles. As its popularity then spread 
across the Atlantic, several American 
ceramic manufactories in Trenton, New 
Jersey, sought to make their own version 
of Belleek. 

     In 1882, Ott and Brewer became the 
first to succeed. The factory’s efforts were 
spearheaded by three men: John Hart 
Brewer, the factory’s forward-thinking en-
trepreneur; William Bromley, Sr., the for-
mer supervisor at McBirney and Company 
and the expert on Belleek manufacture; 
and Walter Scott Lenox, the creative force 
behind Ott and Brewer’s highly fashion-
able Belleek products.
     In 1884, Lenox left Ott and Brewer 
to join Willets Manufacturing Company, 
where he supervised the firm’s decorating 
department. Five years later, Lenox left 
Willets to establish his own firm, Ceramic 
Art Company (later renamed Lenox, 
Incorporated). Under Lenox’s artistic su-
pervision, all three firms - Ott and Brewer, 
Willets Manufacturing Company, and Ce-
ramic Art Company - became renowned 
for the superb quality of their Belleek 
porcelain. Their products were prized 
by affluent customers and luxury retail-
ers alike. Among the latter were Tiffany 
Company in New York, Bailey, Banks and 
Biddle in Philadelphia, and Marshall Field 
and Company in Chicago.

     Art of Another Kind: Selections of Art In-
formel, is on view in the Museum’s Second 
Floor Gallery, through Nov. 26, 2023. 
     Art Informel is a radical approach to 
abstraction that emerged in Europe in the 
years following World War II. In response 
to the horrors of the war, many artists 
rejected what they believed was realism’s 
susceptibility to nationalistic narratives, 
and sought to develop a universal visual 
language that communicated freedom, indi-
vidual expression, and inner states of being. 
     Championing this new artistic tendency, 
in 1952 the French curator and art critic 
Michel Tapié organized the groundbreaking 
exhibition Un Art Autre - or Art of Another 
Kind - and published an accompanying

catalogue, in which he coined the term “Art 
Informel.” Based on the French word in-
forme, meaning “unformed” or “formless,” 
Art Informel renounced traditional rules of 
representation and instead emphasized bold, 
gestural marks that conveyed vitality, emo-
tion, and spontaneity. 
     Drawn from the Bechtler Museum’s 
permanent collection, the works on view are

     University of North Carolina at 
Charlotte, NC, is presenting Unearthly 
Revelations, featuring works by Nicho-
las Roerich (1874-1947), on view in the 
Lower Gallery at the Rowe Art Galleries, 
through Sept. 15, 2023.
     Nicholas Roerich was a man of many 
facets. Not only did he paint over 6,000 
paintings, he also designed sets and 
costumes for Stravinsky’s “Le Sacre du 
Printemps” and other ballets and operas. 
He wrote more than 20 books on art, cul-
ture, and philosophy, carried out extensive 
archeological research and excavations in 
his native Russia and his adopted home-
land of India, and developed a reputation 
for his focus on the spiritual positivity of 
nature and humanity.
     Thanks to the generosity of the late 
Alice Tate, UNC Charlotte owns 37 paint-
ings and drawings by Roerich. Many of 
the paintings were produced while Roer-
ich was in the field and are on very fragile 
paper, cardboard, wood, and any other 
material he could easily find. They are 
currently housed in Special Collections at 
Atkins Library.
     For the first time in the UNC Charlotte 
Galleries, a selection of Roerich’s works 
from Special Collections will be on public 
view. These painted observations of the 
majestic Himalayan landscape are both 
straightforward and abstract, representing 
Roerich’s view of nature as a truly tran-
scendental creation beyond our complete 
understanding. Several of the pieces have 
been restored and framed thanks to an 
anonymous gift.
     Secondhand New, featuring works by 
Andrea Vail, will be on view in the Up-
per Gallery, at the Rowe Art Galleries, 
through Sept. 15, 2023. A reception will 
be held on Sept. 14, from  5-7:30pm. 
     UNC Charlotte alumna Andrea Vail’s 
assemblages are defined by her use of 
reclaimed materials. More than weav-
ings, these works expand and project in 
unrestrained dimensions, mimicking our 
insatiable hunger for material posses-
sions. She explains, “I am interested in the 
emphasis that American culture places on 
amassing stuff in pursuit of happiness and 
the ironic emptiness to which it leads. My 
research explores trends of mass-produc-

tion, habits of consumption, and systems 
of artifice and authenticity. Hinged on tex-
tile traditions and techniques, my practice 
materializes as sculpture, installation, and 
collaborative exchange.”
     Vail is an interdisciplinary artist based 
in Western North Carolina who makes 
connections between objects, people, or 
their collective communities. She received 
an MFA in Craft/Material Studies from 
Virginia Commonwealth University and 
BFA in Visual Art from UNC Charlotte. 
She is also a Goodyear alumni artist.
     The Function of an Imaginary, featur-
ing an installation by April Marten, on 
view in the Side Rowe Gallery, at the 
Rowe Art Galleries, through Sept. 29, 
2023. A reception/performance will be 
held on Sept. 14, from 5-7:30pm. 
     The Function of an Imaginary is a 
site-specific installation by April Marten. 
Originally based on her MFA thesis at the 
University of Tennessee, this will be the 
work’s first showing. It extends from the 
schema of a cathedral, though wonky and 
unfamiliar.
     Patrons enter the liminal space of a   
through an entrance flanked by floating, 
upside-down furniture, before entering the 
nave. Emanating light, moving images, 
sweet smells, and sounds layer the central 
space with an ominous yet attractive, 
multi-sensory experience. Tucked behind 
hidden passages, viewers discover the 
realm of manufactured magic-making 
materials. Within the subverted worship 
space, personal contemplation dominates 
historically imprinted ideas and the power 
to emancipate oneself becomes evident.

     UNC-Charlotte in Charlotte, NC, is 
presenting I Am Algorithm, featuring 
works by Jason Myers, on view in the 
Lambla Gallery, through Oct. 19, 2023. 
A reception will be held on Oct. 12, from 
5-7:30pm.  
     Myers is a prolific multi-disciplinary 
American artist with studios in Indiana 
and the Netherlands. He received his BFA 
from the Kansas City Art Institute and his 
MFA from American University. Myers 
builds upon his experience in an array of 
media, consistently expanding their limits 
to create new hybrid techniques. The 
results are unique combinations of experi-
mental artistic practices and raw industrial 
materials. His chosen materials often in-
clude steel, resin, and computer generated 
prints. He combines these materials with 
digital technology to explore such subjects 
as economics and alienation.

     Art Informel is a radical approach to 
abstraction that emerged in Europe in the 
years following World War II. In response 
to the horrors of the war, many artists reject-
ed what they believed was realism’s suscep-
tibility to nationalistic narratives and sought 
to develop a universal visual language that 
communicated freedom, individual expres-
sion, and inner states of being.
     Lightness and Weight: Japanese Art 
from the Collection, is on view in the Third 
Floor Gallery, through Nov. 26, 2023. This 
exhibition foregrounds work by Japanese 
artists in the Bechtler Museum’s perma-
nent collection, including Shikō Munakata 
(1903–1975), Kumi Sugaï (1919–1996), 
and Tetsuya Yamada (born 1968), all of 
whom are recognized for their innova-
tive approaches to time-honored Japanese 
artmaking materials and forms. 
     Employing bold and emotive lines, Shikō 
Munakata is best known for his woodblock 
prints that merged traditional Japanese 
art with a visual vocabulary influenced 
in part by European Post-Impressionism 
and German Expressionism. Kumi Sugaï 
likewise looked to both East Asian and 
Western sources. Galvanized by an inter-
est in avant-garde painting, in 1952 Sugaï 
moved to Paris, where he created paintings 
and prints that combine the aesthetics of cal-
ligraphy with the gestural abstraction of Art 
Informel, demonstrating the cross-cultural 
dialogue taking place at the time. 
     Contemporary artist Tetsuya Yamada 
emigrated to the United States in 1994, and 
established a practice that explores tensions 
between the organic and industrially-made, 
and between lightness and weight. Working 
with materials including ceramic, wood, 
and paper, Yamada’s sculptures and installa-
tions draw inspiration from Japanese pottery 
and architecture; modern art by Constantin 
Brancusi, Marcel Duchamp, and Isamu 
Noguchi; and the relationship between art 
and everyday life. Munakata’s, Sugaï’s, and 
Yamada’s distinct practices highlight the 
multifaceted history of Japanese artmaking, 
and contribute to international narratives of 
modern and contemporary art.
     This exhibition foregrounds work by 
Japanese artists in the Bechtler Museum’s 
permanent collection, including Shikō 
Munakata (1903–1975), Kumi Sugaï 
(1919–1996), and Tetsuya Yamada (born 
1968), all of whom are recognized for their 
innovative approaches to time-honored 
Japanese artmaking.
     Teresa Hubbard / Alexander Birchler: 
Flora featuring works by Teresa Hubbard 
and Alexander Birchler, will be presented 
in the Museum’s Fourth Floor Gallery, 
from Sept. 23 through Jan. 21, 2024. Flora 
features the Swiss American duo’s multime-
dia project based on their discoveries about 
the previously unknown American artist 
Flora Mayo. Hubbard and Birchler have 
been working collaboratively since 1990, 
employing video, sound, photography, and 
other mediums to explore connections be-
tween history, memory, social relationships, 
and narratives both factual and imagined. 
Flora and the accompanying work “Bust” 
(both 2017) spotlight the life of Flora Mayo, 
who in the 1920s studied alongside Swiss 
sculptor Alberto Giacometti at the Aca-
démie de la Grande Chaumière in Paris, and 
with whom she had a romantic relationship. 
While Giacometti is one of the most revered 
artists of the 20th century, Mayo’s practice 
had been relegated to a footnote in Giacom-

etti scholarship. 
     Hubbard and Birchler reframe this 
story from a feminist perspective, bring-
ing Mayo’s compelling biography to life 
through a hybrid form of storytelling that 
deftly interweaves narration, reenactment, 
and documentary. 
     Flora is conceived as a conversation be-
tween Flora Mayo and her son, David Mayo 
- who Hubbard and Birchler found living 
near Los Angeles after an exhaustive inter-
national search. Comprising a double-sided 
film with a shared soundtrack, the work 
explores Flora Mayo’s struggles and chal-
lenges in life as a single working mother, 
and presents a multifaceted dialogue across 
place and time: between a mother and son, 
Mayo and Giacometti, Europe and the 
United States, art history and contemporary 
life, and between evidence and imagination.    
     Teresa Hubbard / Alexander Birchler: 
Flora is organized by the Modern Art Mu-
seum of Fort Worth. The work premiered at 
the Swiss Pavilion of the 57th Venice Bien-
nale in 2017, and the Bechtler’s presenta-
tion marks the first time it will be exhibited 
on the East Coast. 
      Adjacent to the exhibition, the Bechtler 
will also display works from the museum’s 
permanent collection by an international 
array of artists who studied or taught at the 
Académie de la Grande Chaumièr - includ-
ing Giacometti, Alexander Calder, Joan 
Miró, Meret Oppenheim, Germaine Richier, 
Kumi Sugaï, Maria Helena Vieira da Silva, 
and Zao Wou-Ki, among others - presenting 
a window into the vibrant setting in which 
Giacometti and Mayo developed their art 
practices and fell in love.
     Teresa Hubbard and Alexander Birchler 
are among the most important contem-
porary artists working with film and new 
media. They are represented by Tanya Bon-
akdar Gallery, New York / Los Angeles and 
Lora Reynolds Gallery, Austin. Hubbard 
and Birchler are Professors in the Depart-
ment of Art and Art History at the Univer-
sity of Texas at Austin.
     Giacometti and the Artists of the Grande 
Chaumiére, will be on view in the Fourth 
Floor Gallery, from Sept. 23 - Jan. 21, 2024. 
Assembled from the Bechtler Museum’s 
permanent collection, this installation is 
conceived as a pendant to the exhibition 
Teresa Hubbard / Alexander Birchler: 
Flora, and will feature work by an interna-
tional array of artists who studied or taught 
at the Académie de la Grande Chaumière 
in Paris during the early 20th century. The 
famed art school was a gathering place for 
many avant-garde artists - including Alberto 
Giacometti and Flora Mayo - who sought to 
break away from academic conventions and 
experiment with new forms of expression. 
     This focused exhibition invites viewers 
to explore a diverse range of work by artists 
associated with the Grande Chaumière, 
conveying the influences, dialogues, and 
creative exchange that took place between 
them. Artworks on display include paint-
ings, sculptures, and works on paper by 
celebrated artists such as Giacometti, Alex-
ander Calder, Joan Miró, Meret Oppenheim, 
Alicia Penalba, Germaine Richier, Kumi 
Sugaï, Maria Helena Vieira da Silva, and 
Zao Wou-Ki, among others. 
     The exhibition contextualizes the vibrant 
setting in which Giacometti and Mayo 
developed their art practices and fell in love, 
and provides viewers a window into the rich 
artistic landscape of the time.

     To create Spaces of Comfort - eight 
photographic diptychs featuring sixteen 
students - Beal asked participants to 
reimagine campus life through someone 
else’s eyes.

Despite the discomfort 
many students experienced while being in 
another’s space, their exploration of the 
unfamiliar often led to the realization that 
we are more similar than we may appear 
on the surface. Beal often uses her art to 
bring about awareness, which is the first 
step toward change.
    Endia Beal (American, b. 1985) is a 
North Carolina-based artist, curator, and 
author.

The two frame ‘animated’ 
pieces transition as the viewer moves left 
and right; the viewer sees a clear image that 
is obscured and then becomes clear again. 
This transition evokes the idea of metamor-
phosis, realized only before or after and 
indiscernible during the action.

The 
images use photographic aesthetics and 
symbolism of reflection, ephemerality, con-
cealment, and disguise to further the idea of 
translation and transition.

     Blowing Rock Art & History Museum 
(BRAHM) in Blowing Rock, NC, is pre-
senting the exhibit, GIFTED: Collecting the 
Art of California at Gardena High School, 
1919–1956, organized by the GHS Art Col-
lection, Inc. in association with the Gardena 
High School Student Body and curated by 
Susan M. Anderson, on view through Dec. 
30, 2023.
      BRAHM, located in the picturesque 
mountain town of Blowing Rock, NC, is not 
only the first east coast venue for the exhibi-
tion, but the first venue outside of Califor-
nia. This a major exhibition that examines 
the art collection in a display of 48 paintings 
and archival materials. The exhibition and 
accompanying publication chronicle the 
history of the school’s ambitious endeavor 
within the context of the wider cultural 
scene in Los Angeles, revealing that a 
broader public than was previously known 
- one driven by educational rather than eco-
nomic values - participated in the develop-
ment of Southern California art.
     From 1919 to 1956, students in the senior 
class selected, purchased, and donated some 
72 works of art to the high school as class 
gifts. Over the years, artists, the federal art 
projects, and other individuals and organi-
zations also made many gifts of art to the 
collection. In 1923, Gardena High School 
designed a new auditorium to house the 
permanent collection, establishing the first 
public art gallery in Southern California 
with a collection of regional art. Since 
the mid-1950s, the collection has been in 
storage and unavailable for viewing by the 
public. 
     The exhibition provides the first opportu-
nity to see the collection in its entirety since 
1956. The year 2019 marked the 100th 
anniversary of the collection.

Blowing Rock Art & History 
Museum in Blowing Rock, NC, 
Offers Exhibit of California Art

     Gardena High School established the col-
lection when plein-air painting flourished in 
Southern California, setting the tone for the 
high school’s collecting emphasis during 
the following decades. The high level of 
sophistication demonstrated by the stu-
dents’ choices was the result of the aesthetic 
discourse and collaboration nurtured by 
the school. Most works selected prior to 
World War II were plein-air landscapes, 
evidence of regional artists’ fascination with 
the area’s natural beauty and art currents 
popular at the time. 
     The exhibition includes works by promi-
nent painters of California Impressionism, 
including William Wendt, Edgar Payne, 
Hanson Duvall Puthuff, Jean Mannheim, 
Franz Bischoff, Maurice Braun, Alson 
Clark, Agnes Pelton, and Marion Wachtel 
among others. Later works by Hugo Ballin, 
Loren Barton, Maynard Dixon, Emil Kosa, 
and Francis de Erdely reflect the influence 
of the American Scene movement popular 
during the Depression era as well as the 

dramatic shifts in style characteristic of the 
art of the post-war period.
     In 2013, Gardena High School alumni 
created the nonprofit 501(c)(3) charitable 
organization GHS Art Collection, Inc. for 
the protection and preservation of the works 
of art owned by the Gardena High School 
Student Body. “The exercise in collecting 
and organizing an art exhibition exposed the 
students and the wider community to les-
sons in art appreciation, as well as in good 
citizenship, collaboration, and debate. The 
collection still ties generations of students 
and community members together in the 
Gardena Valley,” said Bruce Dalrymple, an 
alumnus of the high school and board presi-
dent of the GHS Art Collection, Inc. 
     “In anticipation of the 100th anniversary, 
we called on the community once more to 
raise funding to have the paintings exam-
ined and treated by professional conservator 
Eugena Ordonez and moved off campus to 
storage with proper humidity and climate 
control. And we sought out an art historian 
to tell the extraordinary story of the col-
lection for future generations to enjoy.

     The Asheville Quilt Guild will pres-
ent its 39th annual Quilt Show, from 
Sept. 28-30, 2023, at the North Carolina 
Agricultural Center in Fletcher, NC. 
Featuring nearly 300 quilts, works from 
fiber artists, as well as wearable art, many 
of these items are for sale. The Asheville 
Quilt Show began as a small show in 
a beloved Asheville Street Fair known 
as Bele Chere. For over three decades 
our 501c3 non-profit organization, the 
Asheville Quilt Guild, has been dedicated 
to the preservation and advancement of 
the American Heritage Artistic Craft of 
Quilting.
     Our reputation for excellence and our 
generous prize money draws quilt entries 
from the southeastern region of the USA 
and beyond. Many attendees are inspired 
to become quilters, or to better their craft, 
after a stroll through our amazing display. 
Over 25 vendors offer a varied selection 
of fabric, sewing, quilting notions, hand-
made items, and other surprises. There 
are also ongoing free demonstrations 
which provide ideas, instruction, and new 
techniques. 
     During Show hours, refreshments are 
available at an on-site café. Show hours 
are: Sept. 28 & 29, from 9am-5pm and 
Sept. 30, from 9am-4:30pm, at the Davis 
Center at the Western North Carolina Ag-
ricultural Center, at 761 Boylston High-
way, Fletcher, NC, 28732.
      Also shown here is a picture of the 
Asheville Quilt Guild 2023 Opportu-
nity Quilt, “What Goes Around Comes 
Around” created by the Piecemakers 
Quilting Bee and quilted by Shelli Yanik. 
Raffle tickets for a chance to win this quilt 
will be available for purchase at the show, 
or online at (www.ashevillequiltguild.org/
Opportunity-Quilt-2023). The quilt is 69 
x 85 inches. Drawing will be held at the 
show on Sept. 30, at 3pm, and the winner 
does not have to be present. 
     It was 1987 and after talking for 
months about starting a quilt guild, Linda 
Cantrell said the words at the right time 
to Barbara Swinea. By the end of the eve-
ning they had 20 people signed up to join 
in a class taught by Barbara. After months 
of work and discussions they held our 
first meeting at A.B. Tech Campus. There 
were 65 women there the first night. The 

dues were $12 and stayed at that for many 
years. In order to give us some working 
capital, they initiated a one- time fee of 
$5. That too is still in place. Our Treasury 
had a start of $750 for the first year.
     The members gave free workshops 
with Linda Cantrell being the first 
(remember she also made their first 
raffle quilt). The others that year were: 
Jill Chirgotis, Ruth Flanagan, Marilyn 
Munson, Peggy Genung, Ingrid Courtney, 
Mary Keene, and Barbara Swinea. They 
also had a guest speaker from Greensboro, 
Dick Dyer, who did the lecture gratis and 
had a funny talk on gadgets.
     The Guild had a newsletter, named 
disPatch by Leigh Anne Tierney and 
written by Jodie Stutchbury. The city of 
Asheville printed it for them gratis.
     To get them attention, they approached 
WLOS and their weatherman, Ken Bostic, 
and asked for his neckties. These ties were 
being donated by viewers so we made two 
wall hangings - one going to WLOS and 
one going to A.B. Tech, and it turned into 
a nice bit of PR. They had our first bus 
trip to a Symposium in Winston-Salem, 
NC. There were monthly drawings of quilt 
blocks and later a fabric challenge with 
the quilts being in an exhibit hung at the 
Folk Art Center.
     They had no library to start but donated

quilt books to Pack Library. In February 
of 89 they set up our own library.
     The Quilt Guild’s Community Project 
(completed in 1989) was to make quilts 
for the residents of St. Dunstans, a home 
for mentally challenged adults.

     Asheville Quilt Guild was incorporated 
in November of 1988 as a non-profit with 
a charter to give exhibits to the commu-
nity and share their knowledge of quilting.

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     The Black Mountain College Museum 
+ Arts Center in Asheville, NC, will pres-
ent Weaving at Black Mountain College: 
Anni Albers, Trude Guermonprez, and 
Their Students, on view from Sept. 29 
through Jan. 6, 2024.
     This is the first exhibition devoted to 
textile practices at Black Mountain Col-
lege (BMC). Celebrating 90 years since 
the college’s founding, the exhibition 
reveals how weaving was a more signifi-
cant part of the College’s legendary art 
and design curriculum than previously 
assumed.
     The  weaving program was started 
in 1934 by Anni Albers and lasted until 
Black Mountain College closed in 1956. 
Despite Albers’s elevated reputation, the 
persistent treatment of textile practices as 
women’s work or handicraft has often led 
to the discipline being ignored or under-
represented in previous scholarship and 
exhibitions about the College; this exhibi-
tion brings that work into the spotlight at 
last.

conversation with the rest of the BMC 
curriculum offers a new, rich, and detailed 
understanding of the weaving program’s 
relationship to other disciplines. A par-
ticularly notable example of the ways in 
which this knowledge transfer functioned 
was the Harriett Engelhardt Memorial 
Collection, a collection of about 100 
vernacular and ancient textiles curated 
by Anni Albers, which was used to teach 
students in the weaving program and was 
the subject of public exhibitions at the 
College.
      The exhibition features objects from 
the Black Mountain College Museum + 
Art Center’s permanent collection and 
loans from institutional and private col-
lections. Many of the objects to be shown 
have either never been publicly exhibited, 
or never been shown in the context of 
BMC. 
     The exhibition also features work by 
selected contemporary artists whose work 
connects to the legacy of Black Mountain 
College’s weavers: Kay Sekimachi, Jen 
Bervin, Porfirio Gutiérrez, Susie Taylor, 
and Bana Haffar.
     The exhibition was curated by Michael

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     Tyger Tyger Gallery in Asheville, NC, 
is presenting two exhibitions including: 
Always Elusive, Continually Shifting: Pe-
ter Roux, and Rainbow Spirits, featuring 
works by Sarah Mathilda Stewart, both on 
view through Sept. 10, 2023.
     Peter Roux and Sarah Mathilda Stewart 
are two artists who consider the material 
and metaphysical vastness of matter, wa-
ter, and light through distinctly different 
constructs. Both make gemlike paintings 
that move within and outside the edges of 
their wood substrates as orchestral move-
ments unfurl within vivid matrixes.
     Rainbow Spirits, Sarah Mathilda 
Stewart’s first solo exhibition, is largely 
informed by her years of experience 
studying and working with the healing 
properties of plants, along with extensive 
knowledge of the Tarot. Her surfaces are 
executed with precision in a language 
honed from years of practice, with the 
grain of the panels often visible under 
gauzy translucent glazes embellished 
with prisms of vivid color rendered in 
acrylic, paint and ink markers, and colored 
pencils. Snakes, figurative elements, dot-
ted strands and spirals of light, droplets, 
rainbows, and rivulets form sinewy arcs 
and patterns.
     Stewart is a self-taught painter who 
started as a professional muralist 15 years 
ago. Her recent work integrates sacred 
geometries, softness, botanical healing, 
subtle energies of flowers, and her own 
higher intuition. A pivotal experience 
for her involved healing through plant 
medicine after a devastating postpartum 
experience. Through the guidance of a 
woman named Becky Crowell, who gave 
her a Tarot reading and introduced Sarah 
to flower essences, she went to Berkeley 
and studied flower therapy at the Bach 
Institute.
     “Symmetry creates its own world”, 
explains Stewart. “I get a lot of mes-
sages from my subconscious or higher 
consciousness. Whatever it is, I am not 
thinking about it. It just comes out. She 
was influenced early on by the writings of 
Carl Jung about archetypes. The flow-
ers have become a fusion of many things 
for her, a form of divine essence through 
which she has understood living beings, 
soul energy, and death in a completely 
different way. These works, most of which 
will be included in a Tarot card deck to 
be published in 2025, are centered around 
honoring the flower by painting altars to 
the flowers. 
     Queen of Wands: Yarrow, Willow, Ox-
eye Daisy presents an eye in the center of 
everything, as well as another in the eye 
of a daisy, flanked by willow and yarrow 
and two snakes intertwining, conjuring 
the caduceus carried by Hermes in Greek 
Mythology, with deeper roots traced to

whose name gives a clue to the identity: 
Frida Gato will rub elbows with Vincent 
van Goat, Pigasso and many others.
     “There is an intimacy to tearing out 
paper and watching a portrait or scene 
come to life as I build up layers,” Newton 
explains. “I handcraft each work from 
old magazines, used books and various 
ephemera collected in my daily life. I am 
captivated by creating beauty from objects 

forgotten or in decay.”  
     The individual pieces coalesce into 
a rich, textured surface density with 
luminous, atmospheric layers of color and 
light.

Sumer (Southern Iraq), Ancient Egypt and 
India. Above the snakes, a rainbow rises, 
linking them. The Queen of Wands Tarot 
card signifies a strong, joyful, courageous 
feminine energy. Warmth is intrinsic to 
this card, as are passion, creativity, and 
self-awareness- and traditionally, a female 
figure, flower-crowned, with a tamed lion 
in a lush summer garden. 
     Stewart’s painting eschews the human 
figure and is bathed in golden-brown 
glazes, shimmering white orbs, and 
strands of water. There are more details- a 
golden sun, a pyramid, rays radiating. 
The placement of everything feels deeply 
intentional and significant. The mood is 
deep and soft, which is an effect of the 
translucency of the paint juxtaposed with 
delicate precise rendering of everything in 
the space. This is one of the more peace-
ful paintings in the exhibition. In others, 
geometric structures overlap and collapse, 
pulling the eye into deep vistas and then 
back to the surface. Neon pinks and ocean 
blues proliferate, as do ghostly fantastical 
dragons, serpents and unicorns.
     Intention, fearlessness, and laser-
like focus resonates from the works that 
comprise Rainbow Spirits. Each one is a 
universe unto itself, and they link together 
like pages of an ever-unfolding book that 
reveals new secrets with each encounter.
     Always Elusive, Continually Shifting: 
Peter Roux is the other exhibition on view 
through Sept. 10.
     “Images are not the things they repre-
sent, yet our relationship to them informs 
our daily experience of the world”, Peter 
Roux explains in a recent interview. “I’m 
especially drawn to subjects in nature that 
are subject to constant change...things that 
are never still- clouds, water, etc. It’s a bit 
of a paradox that I pursue these in what 
is often considered a relatively static me-
dium, but I find that paradox compelling.”
     Roux has been making art for decades, 
having gotten a BFA and MFA from the 
Massachusetts College of Art where he 
started in illustration and then quickly 
gravitated towards painting luminous 
and detailed swells of ocean surf, cumu-
lonimbus clouds, and softly atmospheric 
countryside scenes comprise the paintings 
in always elusive, continually shifting. 
There, lusciously rendered imagery over-
laps into occasional Cy Twombly-esque 
gashes of paint, while vivid electric hues 
occasionally appear in intensity bands, 
like glitches produced by color print-
ers when they run out of ink. Ranging in 
size, Roux works with rectilinear formats, 
tondos, and, most recently, multi-faceted 
cubic and columnar wood constructions 
with multiple painted facets. He utilizes a 
potent and limited palette for each paint-
ing, working with glazes and scumbles 

of paint, always returning to water as a 
shape-shifting muse.
     Myths of Another, the largest painting 
in the exhibition, comprises three panels 
hung closely together. The outer two fea-
ture clouds against inky and electric blue, 
while the middle smaller panel is inserted 
like an abstract slice. The juxtaposition 
is more like a flow state or an encounter 
in nature. It takes some time to recognize 
the radical shift out of rendered imagery 
on the narrow green panel joining the two 
cloud visions. Roux brings an elegant 
sense of design throughout his work, 
along with an uncanny ability to quickly 
and boldly shift from tight rendering to 
a muscular gestural painterly language 
that brings awareness to the surface. The 
massive size of this painting, along with 
the clouds viewed as if they are above us, 
takes the experience of this work out of 
gravity and into a sense of floating while 
being comfortably anchored. Air and light 
are palpable in a way that is more im-
mediate and deep than realist paintings 
of horizoned landscapes. Roux invites us 
to commune with clouds and water  in a 
trans-spatial way.
     Alongside these pungent, swelling 
visions, another body of work based on 
the heady atmosphere and green fields 
experienced in the Cotswolds in England, 
where he spent some time painting and 
absorbing the astounding landscape. “I’m 
also, as we all are, a product of my time...
and my time in history includes exposure 
to tv, film, photography, and, ultimately, 
images on screens throughout each day. 
I began to realize I had a deep interest 
not only in natural spaces, but in how we 
take in images in our culture- how our 
sensibilities have been informed by the 
continuous exposure to images.. Images 
are windows representing things, asking 
us to suspend our disbelief as we buy into 
their presentations of depth and space. 
Even the shapes and sizes of the windows 
themselves are up for manipulation, defin-
ing for us what and how we will see what 
is offered”, writes Roux. Quietly engulf-
ing, these cool and clarifying orchestral 

visions, neutralizing the clutter of mental 
chatter and offering a strangely satisfying 
obliteration.
     Sarah Mathilda Stewart received a 
BA in Cultural Anthropology from the 
College of Charleston in 2005 and studied 
Flower Essence Therapy at the Bach Cen-
tre in Mount Vernon, England, in 2014. 
She is a self-taught painter who sells her 
paintings and prints through a massive fol-
lowing of collectors and admirers, many 
of whom follow her on Instagram under 
Rattlesnakes and Rainbows. Stewart has 
had numerous public and private mural 
commissions in North and South Carolina, 
Los Angeles, and Illinois. Her work is 
published in Plant Magick from the Li-
brary of Esoterica series (Taschen, 2023) 
and on Chancha Via Curcuito (Pedro 
Canale) album covers. She was featured 
in the Charleston Voyager (2022) and the 
Art Wilderness Mystic blog (2022). Cur-
rently living in Charleston, SC, Stewart 
is relocating with her family to Marshall, 
NC, later this month.

      Agnes Preston-Brame, born and 
raised in Budapest, Hungary, worked as a 
freelance textile and interior designer. In 
her artwork, she uses acrylic, oil, pen and 
ink, and charcoal.

just Snow White, but also from Pinoc-
chio, Fantasia, Dumbo, and Bambi, the 
five films that scholars refer to as the Walt 
Disney Studios’ “Golden Age” - offers an 
opportunity to understand the complex 
and collaborative nature of the animation 
process. 
     This exhibition draws on the expertise 
of Dr. Heather Holian, UNCG Profes-
sor of Art History, who teaches regularly 
on the history of animation. Holian was 
recently named to the editorial board 
for The International Journal of Disney 
Studies published by Intellect Books. In 
her current research on early Disney art 
exhibitions, she is studying the legacy of 
the Galerie St. Etienne and its director, 
Dr. Otto Kallir, who began exhibiting and 
selling Disney artworks in the 1940s.

     The Reynolda House Museum of 
American Art in Winston-Salem, NC, will 
present Smith & Libby: Two Rings, Seven 
Months, One Bullet, on view in the Mary 
and Charlie Babcock Wing Gallery, from 
Sept. 8 through Dec. 31, 2023.
     Like most family homes, Reynolda 
House witnessed its share of tragedies, 
none more shocking than the death by 
gunshot of Zachary Smith (“Smith”) 
Reynolds, youngest child of R.J. and 
Katharine Smith Reynolds. Soon after 
midnight on July 6, 1932, Smith was shot 
on a sleeping porch at the family’s country 
estate. It was a brood year for cicadas in 
the Southern Appalachians, so the bullet 
of a Mauser pistol was heard only as a 
muffled pop by the night watchman. It 
was heard by Smith’s wife, Broadway star 
Libby Holman, who was with her husband 
on the porch. And it was heard by Smith’s 
childhood friend and secretary Albert 
“Ab” Walker, although exactly where 
Walker was at the time of the shooting is 
shrouded in mystery.
     Smith died later that morning. Subse-
quent investigations made national news 
in the summer and fall of 1932 and led to 
a charge of first-degree murder for Libby 
Holman, with Walker named as accom-
plice. Then, in a stunning reversal, the 
case was dropped before coming to a trial 
that might have led to the death penalty. 
To this day, it is not known whether Smith 
Reynolds, twenty-year-old heir and re-
nowned aviator, died by suicide, accident, 
or murder.

know as well as what we continue to find 
puzzling.”
     Among the items on display will be 
photographs and letters from Reynolda’s 
archives; a newly digitized newsreel from 
Hearst Metrotone News that was seen 
coast-to-coast prior to Hollywood movies in 
the summer of 1932; original news service 
photographs used by newspapers across 
the United States; oral histories about the 
case from people that knew Smith Reynolds 
personally, including his sister Nancy and 
employees of Reynolda; an animated film 
going minute-by-minute through the night 
of the shooting, produced by Out of Our 
Minds Animation Studios (outofourmind-
sstudios.com), a Winston-Salem company; 
and a sketch of the murder scene made by 
the local sheriff at the time.
     In addition, posters, programs and 
other memorabilia from Libby Holman’s 
theatrical and musical career as well as a 
replica of a gown made famous by Hol-
man in a musical by Vincent Youmans and 
Oscar Hammerstein II will be on display. 
The gown was created by Jenna Sais Quoi 
LLC, an atelier located in Winston-Salem 
focused on custom apparel, costumes, 
dancewear and limited-edition collections. 
Jenna Sais Quoi (jsqdesigns.com/home) 
was founded by Jenna Anderson, a graduate 
of the University of North Carolina School 
of the Arts (UNCSA) School of Design and 
Production.
     Reynolda is set on 170 acres in Winston-
Salem, N.C. and comprises Reynolda 
House Museum of American Art, Reyn-
olda Gardens and Reynolda Village Shops 
and Restaurants. The Museum presents a 
renowned art collection in a historic and 
incomparable setting: the original 1917 
interiors of Katharine and R. J. Reynolds’s 
34,000-square-foot home. Its collection is 
a chronology of American art and featured 
exhibitions are offered in the Museum’s 
Babcock Wing Gallery and historic house 
bedrooms. The Gardens serve as a 134-
acre outdoor horticultural oasis open to the 
public year-round, complete with colorful 
formal gardens, nature trails and a green-
house.

Reynolda House Museum of American 
Art in Winston-Salem, NC, Exhibit 
Focused on Reynolds Family History

     This exhibition, curated by Betsy Main 
Babcock Deputy Director of Reynolda 
House Museum of American Art Phil 
Archer, presents archival objects, news 
articles, and other primary sources to 
lay bare the mystery in all its fascinating 
complexity. There is more than one way 
for a house to be haunted, and this story 
has hung over Reynolda for ninety years, 
at once the most tragic and infamous day 
in its history. Smith & Libby draws back 
the curtain on an event that shocked the 
nation and echoed down the generations, 
still inspiring speculation and curiosity in 
visitors of all ages today.
      “After 91 years, it is time for Reynolda 
to draw back the curtain on an event that 
was at once the most tragic and titillating 
in its history,” said Phil Archer, Betsy Main 
Babcock Deputy Director at Reynolda and 
curator of this exhibition. “Visitors have 
long asked about this mystery, and the intent 
with this exhibition is to share what we 
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     The Southeastern Center for Contem-
porary Art (SECCA) in Winston-Salem, 
NC, will present If These Walls Could 
Talk, an exhibition of site-specific mural 
installations by William Downs, Neka 
King, and Raj Bunnag, on view from Sept.

An opening reception with 
the artists and curator Maya Brooks will 
be held Sept. 21, from 6-8pm. 
      For centuries, murals served as visual 
representations of complex social and 
political commentary in accessible spaces. 
Creatives placed their work on public 
structures, in civic centers, among other 
prominent areas, to communicate relevant 
critiques of everyday life. This documen-
tation of contemporary issues connected 
individual experiences across race, gender, 
and religion, providing a tangible record 
of shared existence.
     If These Walls Could Talk upholds the 
relationship between mural art and public 
institutions with site-specific works by 
Durham, NC-based artist Raj Bunnag and 
Atlanta, GA–based artists William Downs 
and Neka King. Each of these artists 
engages graphic techniques that range 
from line drawing to printmaking, paral-
leling traditional mural applications that 
require affixing materials directly onto a 
wall. Ultimately, their stylized depictions 
of people and landscapes envelop viewers 
in an illustrative social analysis of present 
and sometimes future concepts.
     If These Walls Could Talk also marks 
the Winston-Salem curatorial debut of 
Maya Brooks, the assistant curator of 
contemporary art serving both SECCA 
and the North Carolina Museum of Art 
in Raleigh. “I am most excited about this 
exhibition because it builds upon a long-
standing human tradition of sharing ideas 
and building communities through public 
expression,” said Brooks. “Although 
distinctly contemporary in style and focus, 
this exhibition feels timeless because of 
the artists’ ability to reference the differ-
ent layers of history that have altered our 
present and, possibly, our future experi-
ences.”
     Neka King is an illustrator and mural-
ist who contrasts minimalism with bold 
patterns to create energetic compositions 
across digital platforms, print-based 
media, and physical sites. King’s installa-
tions often relate to her experiences across 
intersecting identities, which guide her 
creative practices and installation projects. 
King received her BFA in Studio Arts with 
a concentration in Textile Arts from the 
Ernest G. Welch School of Art and Design 

at Georgia State University in 2016. She 
has worked extensively with public and 
private partners, collaborating on proj-
ects with corporations like Nike, H&M, 
Refinery29, and AT&T at Mercedes Benz 
Stadium.
     William Downs’ practice varies from 
drawing, painting, and printmaking to 
experimenting with installation and three-
dimensional studies. The line is his current 
notable element, which he considers para-
doxically fundamental and surreal based 
on its infinite capabilities. Downs received 
a Multidisciplinary MFA from the Mount 
Royal School of Art at the Maryland 
Institute College of Art, Baltimore, and a 
BFA in Painting and Printmaking from the 
Atlanta College of Art and Design. Downs 
has exhibited at venues nationally and 
abroad, with institutions like The High 
Museum of Art, The Birmingham Muse-
um of Art, and The Smithsonian Museum 
of Art collecting his work.
      Raj Bunnag is a Thai American art-
ist living and working in Durham, NC. 
His overarching art practice examines 
systematic racism inherent in American 
institutions and public policies. Bunnag 
received his MFA from the University 
of North Carolina at Chapel Hill in 2022 
and his BFA from the Maryland Institute 
College of Art in 2012. His work has been 
exhibited nationally and internationally 
at the SAC Gallery Bangkok, American 
University Dubai, CAM Raleigh, the Jew-
ett Art Gallery at Wellesley College, The 
University of Wisconsin Parkside, and the 
Kai Lin Art Gallery.
     The Southeastern Center for Contem-
porary Art (SECCA), an affiliate of the

rational is the simple geometric, intentional 
composition.

     Campion, who works out of his studio 
near Winston-Salem,  NC, was featured 
in Liza Roberts’ 2022 book The Art of the 
State, celebrating artists who are contribut-
ing to North Carolina’s growing reputation 
in visual arts.

Indeed, moments of disarray and frus-
tration are intrinsic to love, while love 
sometimes emerges out of disorder and 
chaos. Drawn from the Nasher Museum’s 
extensive historical and contemporary 
collections, Love & Anarchy demonstrates 
some of the ways in which these two 
concepts have inspired artists, visually and 
conceptually, over millennia.
     Love has been a subject in art for 
eternity. In antiquity, Aphrodite, goddess 
of beauty and love, and her offspring, 
Eros, repeatedly appeared in painting, 
sculpture, and pottery. From an ancient 
Greek depiction of the goddess to a 12th 
century sculpture of the Virgin enthroned 
to Marc Quinn’s 21st century rendering 
of animal carcasses in Mother and Child, 
Aphrodite’s image resonates across eons. 
Contemporary depictions of love reveal 
recognizable poses, gestures, or touch as 
in Zanele Muholi’s photograph, Katlego 
Mashiloane and Nosipho Lavuta, Ext. 2, 

Lakeside, Johannesburg.
     Anarchy is often represented through 
similarly personified motifs. War, for 
example, repeats in works ranging from a 
6th century BCE Greek amphora to Dap-
per Bruce’s colorful recent drawings. In 
resistance to war, power, and oppression, 
depictions of a chaotic psychological or 
social state are suggested in Lou Stou-
men’s dancers at a rock concert from the 
late 1960s, Kambui Olujimi’s decimated 
monument in Late Stage Love Affairs, and 
many other works. Some artists poi-
gnantly interweave the concepts of love 
and anarchy, as in Sherrill Roland’s With 
Heart, Letter #021414, illustrating their 
interconnectedness and interdependence. 
As a result, Love & Anarchy exhibits the 
nuanced ways these two seemingly dispa-
rate themes intertwine over time through-
out our visual culture.
     This exhibition was organized by Mar-
shall N. Price, Chief Curator and Nancy 
A. Nasher and David J. Haemisegger 
Curator of Modern and Contemporary Art.

Duke University in Durham, 
NC, Offers Exhibition Taken 
From Its Collection

     Following a month of dozens of out-
door, bold works of art being displayed 
throughout the downtown areas of Chapel 
Hill, Carrboro, and Hillsborough, in North 
Carolina, the Uproar Festival of Public Art 
concluded with an awards party on Aug. 12, 
where three jury prizes and two honorable 
mentions were presented, along with the 
Robert & Mercedes Eichholz Foundation 
People’s Choice prize, a runner-up prize, 
and 15 sponsor’s choice awards.
     Eryn Donnalley of Hillsborough, NC, is 
the $10,000 Robert & Mercedes Eichholz 
Foundation People’s Choice Prize winner 
for her work, “Return to Self,” located at 
Carrboro Town Hall. The circular mosaic 
and wood mandala - mounted to a light 
panel - signifies Carl Jung’s individua-
tion process, or the return to self, a process 
by which the conscious and unconscious 
aspects of a person become fused together. 
Donnalley’s art is meant to be a conversa-
tion, an invitation, and an evocation for the 
human spirit. She takes a deep dive into 
anxiety, depression, and complex-PTSD in 
her creations, while finding refuge in the 
creative process itself. 
     The jury’s $10,000 first-place win-
ner is Davis Erickson for his work, “New 
Money.” Erickson lives in Orange County, 
North Carolina, and seeks to inspire others 
to fill their days with what brings them hap-
piness and fulfillment. His lifelong dedica-
tion to the arts has enabled him to paint over 
30 murals around the country: San Diego, 
Dallas, Chicago, St. Paul, Kansas City, Mi-
ami, Atlanta, Pittsburgh, Philadelphia, and 
several towns in North Carolina.

     Jenson now resides in New Bern where 
he continues to pursue his artistic goals.

     “New Money” was installed on the 
exterior of the Old Orange County Jail in 
Hillsborough. The two murals pay tribute to 
Erickson’s “personal hero and true angel,” 
Harriet Tubman, and references the 2013 
proposal to put Tubman’s likeness on the 
US $20 bill. Erickson used spray paint to 
mimic the look of intaglio etching. Learn 
more by listening to the audio description 
for “New Money.”   
     The jury’s $5,000 second-place winner 
is WALSH/BLAZING for their multimedia 
projection installation, “Changing Worlds 
Now.” Based in Durham, NC, WALSH/
BLAZING is a collaborative art practice 

that includes painting, video, installation, 
commercial commissions, and projection. 
Carin Walsh and Jenny Blazing use visual 
art to reframe environmental issues and 
generate conversations about measures to 
solve them. They bridge art and science 
by employing a research-based approach 
to environmental messaging through 
visual art. Uproar’s audience experienced 
“Changing Worlds Now” - with its images 
projected onto a wall in large scale - at the 
Eno Arts Mill in Hillsborough. Incorporat-
ing local landmarks and reflections from 
nearby residents, the piece takes viewers on 
a journey through the industrial age to the 
present moment, when the climate crisis is 
recognized as a massive threat to national 
security and as a potential catalyst of mass 
extinctions. The piece ends with a future 
that is still unwritten, waiting on society’s 
actions or lack thereof.     
      The jury’s $2,500 third-place winner 
is Wayne Vaughn of Graham, NC, for his 
work, “Passage.” Installed at River Park in 
Hillsborough, “Passage” consists of five 
identical shapes that resemble the letter 
“C,” each 10 feet tall. Made of textured 
steel rusted to a reddish brown, three of the 
shapes are in an upright position and two 
are placed horizontally. Vaughn’s work is 
inspired by nature and industry, inviting the 
audience to play, question, and respond. 
Two honorable mentions recognize a pair of 
works that came within a fraction of a point 
of the jury’s third-place score. Each of these 
artists received a cash prize of $500: 
      “Weave Your Dreams” is a colossal 
dream catcher by Michelle Spaulding of 
Hillsborough, hanging at the entrance of 
the Orange County Historic Courthouse in 
Hillsborough. Consisting of nine multi-
colored pieces made of plastic hoops and 
acrylic yarn, the work represents the many 
paths that Spaulding took on her artistic 
path. 

determine the People’s Choice winner. Fes-
tival goers were encouraged to scan a QR 
code at every installation in order to score 
the work on a scale of 1 to 10. The voting 
began July 15 and ended on Aug. 11, 2023. 
     Artists from North Carolina, South Caro-
lina, Arkansas, and Georgia participated 
in the inaugural festival, which kicked off 
on July 14, with 60 works including two-
dimensional pieces, sculptures, projections, 
and installations.
     A free festival, Uproar prioritized acces-
sibility. The outdoor locations were easy 
to navigate, and audio descriptions were 
offered for individuals with low vision. Up-
roar’s Google Map of art locations garnered 
more than 30,000 views during the festival. 
     The awards party was presented by Eno 
River Mill and held at Eno Arts Mill in 
Hillsborough. Blue Cactus and Triangle 
Afrobeat Orchestra performed. 
     Inspired by ArtPrize in Grand Rapids, 
Michigan, and ArtFields in Lake City, South 
Carolina, Uproar was the first festival of its 
kind in the state. The Orange County Arts 
Commission, along with nine community 
partners, created the festival to celebrate 
artists, engage art lovers of all types, and 
support and celebrate the community. Since 
summer can be a slow time for small busi-
ness owners, Uproar was also designed to 
boost the local economy. 
     All donors who contributed $1,000 or 
more were able to select their favorite 
piece to receive a Sponsor’s Choice Award 
including:

Buey” by Nico Amortegui; Gail and Phil 
Cooley selected “What’s Up? Homage

“Eastern Swallowtail” by Cricket Forge;
Bluestem selected “Flo” by LeRoi DeRu-
bertis; Robert & Mercedes Eichholz 
Foundation selected “Moosh’s Final Gift” 
by Sydnee Yates, Jesse Barnes, & Logan 
Johnson; Cassilhaus chose “New Money” 
by Davis Erickson; Elizabeth Matheson 
selected “Passage” by Wayne Vaughn; Eno 
River Mill selected “Seeing Through the 
Fog” by Britt Flood; and Thomas Stevens 
Gallery selected “Braid” by Harry McDan-
iel. 
     The Town of Hillsborough announced 
an Uproar Purchase Award, committing to 
buy a festival work. Mayor Jenn Weaver 
revealed at the awards party that town of-
ficials chose “Perpetual Bond” by TJ Chris-
tiansen of Durham, which depicts a mother 
giraffe standing with her teenage calf.  
     The Town of Chapel Hill announced an 
Uproar Commission Award: Artist Nyssa 
Collins of Gibsonville, NC (who created 
“Ambassador of the Eons Mammoth” for 
the festival) will be hired during the 2023-
24 fiscal year to create a custom work for 
the town. 
     Uproar’s community partners included: 
Chapel Hill Community Arts & Culture, 
Visit Hillsborough, Town of Carrboro, 
Orange County, Chapel Hill/Orange County

     “Seeing Through the Fog” is a large-
scale, mixed-media construction and paint-
ing - installed on the exterior of the Eno 
River Mill - by Britt Flood of Chapel Hill. 
Flood used acrylic paint on multiple cutouts 
of foam board pieced together to form an 
irregular shape, 20 feet at its highest point 
and 12 feet at its widest. The work depicts a 
human face - some of it obscured by painted 
brush strokes of various colors. Flood de-
scribes painting as an extension of the parts 
of herself that she cannot, or doesn’t know 
how to, verbalize.
      Additionally, a $500 award was granted 
to the runner-up in the People’s Choice con-
test: Carrboro’s Sydnee Yates, Jesse Barnes, 
and Logan Johnson created “Moosh’s 
Final Gift,” which pays tribute to Moosh, 
Yates’ beloved cat, and tells the story of 
how Moosh became braver over time. The 
acrylic and mixed media painting on wood 
featured projection effects. It was installed 
at the Carrboro parking deck at 300 E. Main 
Street and then at Lapin Bleu in Chapel Hill. 
     Uproar’s jurors were Larry Wheeler, re-
tired director of the North Carolina Museum 
of Art; Stacey L. Kirby, installation artist 
and the winner of ArtPrize 8; and inter-
disciplinary award-winning artist Antoine 
Williams.
     “The 60 inaugural Uproar artists created 
vibrant, courageous, and thought-provoking 
public art pieces,” says Stacey L. Kirby, 
who spoke on behalf of the jury panel at the 
awards party. “We, as jurors, were delighted 
to experience impressive works made with 
a variety of materials and techniques that 
exemplify a deep commitment to their 
creative practices. We look forward to see-
ing what the future holds for these talented 
artists who dedicated their time and passion 
to showing up strong for this community 
event.”
     The jurors evaluated all 60 works inde-
pendently. Artistic merit represented 40% of 
the score, while visual impact and creativ-
ity each represented 30%. Works receiving 
high scores in creativity were unlike any 
work the jurors have seen.

stereotypes and myths about the Black 
American experience. Through a mix 
of self-portraits and portraits of others, 
Heyward explores both the presence and 
absence of Black Americans in history 
and contemporary media. Green skin is a 
recurring feature of Heyward’s subjects, 
evoking the green screen used by the film 
Industry for special effects, calling into 
question the ways in which the viewer 
may project their opinions and biases of 
the subjects depicted. Heyward’s paintings 
on panel are sometimes enhanced by gold 
leaf or other unusual materials, referenc-
ing pop culture in a bold, contemporary 
style.
     William Paul Thomas chooses to 
immortalize, and by extension, uplift in-
dividuals from his personal life. Whether 
they be friends, family, collaborators or 
colleagues, Thomas strives to codify his 
own life path by honoring those who have 
been present and significant along the 
way. Thomas uses oil or acrylic on canvas, 
in a loose, painterly style. His portraits 
are often much larger than life, giving 
them a sense of immediacy and power. He 
teaches at Guilford College.
     For TRIPLE THREAT, Charles Edward 
Williams uses both self-portraiture and 
landscape to explore the nuances of 
his emotional relationship with water. 
Williams survived almost drowning 
three times, and often depicts himself in 
protective swim gear and goggles. “Water 
is where I am most vulnerable,“ says Wil-
liams. “It’s a place to intersect with my 
authentic self.” Often painting with oil on 
mylar or watercolor paper, his refined, el-
egant brushwork captures every nuance of 
the natural world, and his place in it. He 
is SunTrust Endowed Chair of Painting 
and Drawing at North Carolina Central 
University.
     Clarence Heyward offered the fol-
lowing statement, “Using painting as 
my primary tool of communication, I 
make works examining my identity as 
a Black American man, husband and 
father; compositions documenting my 
life experiences and how the media and 
historical documentation contribute to the 
perception of Black Americans and our 
collective culture. Much of my work is 
influenced by my memories which serve 
as a database filled with television shows, 
movies, music, and pop-culture which 
become metaphors and or references used 
in my compositions.”
     Clarence Heyward is a painter whose 
work explores notions of the Black 
American experience, primarily focusing 
on how the use of media and historical 
documentation is used to shape percep-
tions of Black American culture. His work 
investigates cultural truths, challenges 
stereotypes, and examines identity.
     He has exhibited his work in spaces 
nationally including the 21c Museum of 
Durham, the Harvey B. Gantt Center for 
Cultural Arts, the Wiregrass Museum, the 
Museum of Science and Industry Chicago, 
Art Miami Art Fair, the Dallas Art Fair, 
the Container-Santa Fe, the North Caro-
lina Museum of Art, the Nasher Museum 
of Art at Duke University, and (CAM) the 
Contemporary Art Museum of Raleigh.
     Heyward was the recipient of The 
Brightwork Fellowship residency at 
Anchorlight Raleigh in 2019-2020, the 
Emerging Artist in Residence at Artspace, 
Raleigh in 2021, the Ragdale (IL) artist 
fellowship in 2022 and was the 2022 Art-
ist in Residence at NC State University. 
His work is in the collections of several 
notable private and public institutions 
including the North Carolina Museum of 
Art, the Nasher Museum of Art, the Ack-
land Art Museum, the Cameron Museum 
of Art and the Rubell Family Collection.
     William Paul Thomas offered the 
following statement, “I paint representa-
tions of people in my social circle and 
sometimes scrawl text directly over their 
likenesses. That text is often tinged with 
dry humor, at times it is politically incor-
rect, and is regularly derived from the 
spoken vernacular of the communities I 
have lived in. My overarching goal is to 

share with diverse audiences what I see 
as worthwhile subject matter. That might 
include religious symbolism or popular 
slang. I make pictures to document select 
parts of my life.”
     “Many of us have immediate psycho-
logical connections to representations of 
the human face. We look for similarities 
between ourselves and those represented; 
note key differences between ‘us’ and 
‘them’. ‘He looks like so-and-so’. ‘She re-
minds me of whatshername’. Assumptions 
or questions about the subject’s state of 
mind usually follow. If the expression that 
the subject wears is ambiguous enough, 
we might begin to project our own emo-
tions onto them to interpret the painting’s 
message,” adds Thomas.
     “I choose specific models as a way 
of recognizing their significance in my 
life’s path. I relish being able to honor 
everyday people through making images. 
We regularly celebrate women and men 
of prominence in mass media, so I take 
advantage of the opportunity to highlight 
the people that impact me on a more direct 
level than any untouchable celebrity or 
distant historical figure could. I integrate 
text and other symbols into the portrait 
work to narrow the subject matter to a 
certain degree and complicate the viewer’s 
understanding of the portrait subject’s 
identity. The work begins as an intimate 
acknowledgement of an individual and 
is subsequently transformed into a set of 
symbols poised for the viewer’s investiga-
tion.”
     William Paul Thomas is a visual artist 
and independent curator based in Dur-
ham, NC. His work is centered on making 
images to record his life experiences and 
observations. For over 15 years he has 
created intimate painted portraits of ev-
eryday people, giving special attention to 
other Black male subjects that he chooses 
as a way of recognizing their significance 
in his life’s path. Thomas presented a talk 
on “The Invisible Notoriety of Strang-
ers” at the 2022 TedX Duke Conference. 
In addition to oil and acrylic painting, he 
also experiments with video and photog-
raphy to capture idiosyncratic, abstracted 
depictions of love, joy, and adversity. 
He earned a Bachelor of Fine Art degree 
in Studio Art from the University of 
Wisconsin-Whitewater and a Master of 
Fine Art Degree in Studio Art from the 
University of North Carolina-Chapel Hill. 
Thomas was the youngest artist, and the 
only figurative painter, in Front Burner: 
Highlights in Contemporary Painting at 
the North Carolina Museum of Art. He is 
currently the Visiting Assistant Professor 
of Painting Foundations at Guilford Col-
lege in Greensboro, NC.
     Charles Edward Williams offered the 
following statement, “The paintings in 
this exhibition, Refine, show specific quiet 
moments, self-portraits and landscapes, in 
which I confront the power of nature, of 
water, and the society in which I strive to 
create art. With each brush stroke I seek to 
express, in a more perfect way, a response 
to the complexities within our culture, 
history, and my own internal struggle. 
Water is where I am most vulnerable - it’s 
a place to intersect with my authentic self.  
I encourage others to self-examine, ques-
tion the false boundaries that separate us, 
and view the inner connectedness of our 
common existence.”

     Charles Edward Williams has an 
impressive BFA from Savannah College 
of Art and Design (SCAD) in Georgia 
and an MFA from the University of North 
Carolina Greensboro (UNCG). Williams 
has attended summer artist residencies 
at Otis College of Art and Design (CA), 
SOMA (Mexico City, Mexico), the Gibbes 
Museum (SC), and the McColl Center 
for Art + Innovation (NC). Solo traveling 
exhibitions include Sun + Light, Warm 
Water and Swim. Sun + Light has been on 
view at Polk Museum of Art (FL), Gibbes 
Museum of Art (SC), and Residency Art 
gallery (LA). Warm Water has been on 
view at the Urban Institute for Contempo-
rary Arts (MI), SECCA (NC), and Weber 
State University (UT). Swim was dis-
played at Morton Fine Art (DC). His work 
was also recently exhibited at Aqua and 
Scope Art Fair / Art Basel (FL) and Texas 
Contemporary Art Fair (TX).
     Group exhibitions have included the 
Wadsworth Atheneum Museum of Art 
(CT), David C. Driskell Center of the 
University of Maryland (MD), Kunstraum 
Potsdam (Berlin, Germany), Barnes 
Foundation &amp; Rush Arts Foundation 
(PA), Post Collapse Art (Zurich, Swit-
zerland), and other domestic institutions. 
Works have been reviewed in local and 
national publications and media, includ-
ing the Washington Post, NPR, and South 
Carolina’s ETV network (PBS affiliate). 
During Williams’ ongoing residency at 
Pike School of Art (MS), he created the 
project FORWARD, which the Andy 
Warhol Foundation for the Visual Arts and 
the Ruth Foundation for the Arts partly 
supported.
    Permanent collections include the North 
Carolina Museum of Art (NC), the Gibbes 
Museum (SC), Georgia Museum of Art 
(GA), Knoxville Museum of Art (TN), 
Delaware Art Museum (DE), Mississippi 
Museum of Art (MS), Nasher Museum 
of Art at Duke University (NC), and the 
Petrucci Family Foundation Collection 
of African American Art (NJ). Williams 
also received the Riley Institute Diversity 
Leadership Award from the State of South 
Carolina for developing enriching art pro-
grams within local communities. Williams 
is SunTrust Endowed Chair and Associate 
Professor of Art at North Carolina Central 
University.
     Beverly McIver is widely acknowl-
edged as a significant presence in con-
temporary American art and has charted a 
new direction as a Black female artist.
     She has accumulated more awards 
and honors than many artists receive in a 
lifetime, which she pays forward by teach-
ing younger generations about the power 
of art and the hard work it takes to make it 
a career. There are numerous artists today 
who credit McIver for their professional

achievements.
     McIver grew up in Greensboro, NC, 
as one of three daughters - including her 
sister, Renee, who has developmental dis-
abilities - of a single mother who worked 
multiple domestic jobs to make ends meet. 
The artist’s paintings are reminders to her-
self and her audience of the journey she 
endured in order to understand the many 
aspects that collectively shape her identity. 
The images are also powerful statements 
about larger issues that affect and chal-
lenge everyone, including stereotypes, 
self-acceptance, family, otherness, illness, 
death and, ultimately, freedom to express 
one’s individuality.
     A retrospective exhibition of McIver’s 
work, entitled Full Circle, began at the 
Scottsdale Museum of Art, and traveled to 
the Southeastern Center for Contemporary 
Art and the Gibbes Museum in Chaleston, 
SC.
     McIver’s work can be found in the 
collections of the National Portrait Gallery 
at the Smithsonian, the North Carolina 
Museum of Art, the Weatherspoon Art 
Museum, the Baltimore Museum of Art, 
the Nelson Fine Arts Center Art Museum 
at Arizona State University, and the Mint 
Museum, to name a few. McIver is Profes-
sor of the Practice in Studio Arts at Duke 
University, and prior to this appointment, 
taught at Arizona State University for 12 
years. Recent honors include a yearlong 
residency at the American Academy in 
Rome, where she was featured in Beverly 
McIver e il colore nero, a documentary for 
Italian television. In 2017, she received 
the lifetime achievement award from the 
Anyone Can Fly Foundation in a ceremo-
ny hosted by Faith Ringgold. McIver was 
named one of the “Top Ten in Painting” in 
Art in America in 2011.
     Raising Renee - a feature-length docu-
mentary film produced in association with 
HBO by Academy Award-nominated and 
award-winning filmmakers Steven Ascher 
and Jeanne Jordan - tells the story of 
McIver’s promise to care for Renee when 
their mother dies. The film played in fes-
tivals around the country, was nominated 
for an Emmy® for Outstanding Arts and 
Culture Programming and is now avail-
able on Amazon Prime.

      Says painter Ellie Reinhold, “Our ex-
hibit title takes a step back, etymologically 
speaking, from the idea of give and take, of 
reciprocity. Reciprocus is Latin for recipro-
cal. My title piece takes a slight twist on our 
theme, edging give and take towards having 
and losing. The little structure in the woods 
that has been skulking around in my paint-
ings for the past few years is still present, 
here deployed to explore loss and the ways 
of memory... how memory comes to us in 
bits and pieces, in glimmers, at unexpected 
times. How it tinges our moods like dreams, 
leaving warm or blue notes upon us. How it 
can overwhelm and sometimes feel surreal, 
like a waking dream or a fairy tale. How we 
sometimes wish memory would simply free 
us, and at other times want it to literally take 
hold, and never let us go.

says Wartski, “and included either multiple 
animals, or solitary figures that engage 
in a more direct back-and-forth with the 
viewer.” Wartski’s sculptures are more than 
interesting characters, they each tell a story. 
“I want to have their personality or humor 
emerge through expression and gesture, in 
addition to their costumes.” The sculptures 
are needle felted wool over an armature 
form of wire, and batting. Some include 
stuffing pellets to provide volume or ballast.  
A few of the pieces include hand embroi-
dery or hand-applied elements like beading, 
sequins, or fabrics as embellishments.
     Additionally, Wartski has started to pro-
duce gel plate mono-prints. These one-of-a-
kind original works are acrylic on paper. “I 
first started to explore this media as a way 
to share images of my sculptures that would 
be more interesting than photos. Gel plate 
printing is a method to produce prints that 
include photo-transfer images. In addi-
tion to images that feature my sculptures, I 
started to play with botanical prints using 
flowers and leaves from my garden, and are 
composed with the botanical material on the 
plate.”
     The Hillsborough Gallery of Arts is 
owned and operated by 21 local artists ex-
hibiting contemporary fine art and fine craft. 
The Gallery’s offerings include oil, acrylic 
and watercolor paintings, metal sculpture, 
figurative sculpture, ceramics, photography, 
montage, digital art, mixed media, jewelry, 
glass, and handcrafted furniture.

among Spartanburg residents, he has made a 
significant artistic contribution to the Spartan-
burg community. Born in Brooklyn, NY in 1920, 
Krisel’s interest in art and design started at a 
young age. He attended the American Artist 
School in New York city as a teenager where 
he met renowned modern artists, including 
Piet Mondrian, who greatly influenced his 
abstract style. After studying architecture at 
the New Bauhaus in Chicago from 1946-1949, 
he received his graduate degree from Illinois 
Institute of Technology in 1952. The following 
year, he began working for architectural firm 
Skidmore, Owings and Merrill when Roger 
Milliken hired them to design Milliken’s new 
research facility in Spartanburg. Upon realizing 
Krisel was also a sculptor, Milliken hired him to 
design the spray fountain outside of the facility 
which functions as a recycler of air conditioning 
water. He then went on to design the Trident 
Fountain located outside of the Papadopoulos 
building on Wofford College’s campus.

Beginning 
with a donation from Frances Goodrich in 1931, 
the Permanent Collection serves the Guild’s 
mission of craft conservation and education. This 
new installation will feature over 200 works that 
highlight our holdings in traditional art: wood-
carving, pottery, dolls, basketry, weavings and 
furniture. The subject of this ongoing exhibition 
is craft history – that of the Southern Highland 
Craft Guild and the Studio Craft Movement. Wells 
Fargo of Asheville has donated Hardy Davidson’s 
Carvings to the SHCG's Permanent Collection. 
Hailing from Swannanoa, NC, woodcarver Hardy 
Davidson became a Guild Member in 1944 and 
was awarded Life membership in 1973. The 
Bank of Asheville commissioned these carvings 
sometime between 1930 and 1940, according to 
Hardy Davidson’s great nephew, Glen Campbell. 
Almost eight decades later, the carvings have 
found a new home at the Folk Art Center on the 
Blue Ridge Parkway.

Focused on the collection of Diane and Marc 
Grainer, this installation is a survey of contempo-
rary British studio ceramics. Comprising 
functional and sculptural objects made between 
the 1980s and today, the show features work by 
artists either born or residing in Great Britain, 
including established “contemporary classics” like 
Gordon Baldwin and Rupert Spira, and cutting-
edge ceramicists such as Julian Stair and Kate 
Malone.  Several recently-gifted works from the 
Grainers are included. Alexander, Spangler, 
and Harris Galleries, Ongoing - "Portals to the 
Past: British Ceramics 1675 - 1825". The Mint 
Museum’s collection of eighteenth-century British 
pottery and porcelain is widely respected for its 
scope and quality. The collection numbers over 
2,000 objects and includes important examples 
of both salt-glazed and dry-bodied stoneware 
from Staffordshire; tin-glazed earthenware from 
Bristol, Liverpool, and London; and cream-col-
ored earthenware from Derbyshire, Staffordshire, 
and Yorkshire. Notable eighteenth-century 
porcelain factories represented include Chelsea, 
Bow, and Vauxhall in London, Longton Hall in 
Staffordshire, Worcester, Bristol, and others. 
Individual works in the collection are exceptional 
because of their rarity, craftsmanship, prov-
enance, or as representative examples of particu-
lar types or methods of production or decoration. 
Ongoing - "American Glass". The nineteenth 
and early twentieth centuries represented a time 
of extraordinary growth for the American glass 
industry. Such companies as Boston & Sandwich 
Glass Company in Sandwich, MA; Steuben 
Glass Works in Corning, NY; and Libbey Glass 
Company in Toledo, OH, began operation and 
soon developed notable reputations for produc-
ing fashionable wares that were coveted by many 
middle- and upper-class consumers. "American 
Glass" showcases objects by these and other 
American glass companies, illustrating the variety 
of forms and styles that prevailed during this 
period. Glass-manufacturing techniques will be 
another focus of the exhibition, with representa-
tive examples of pressed, cut, blown, and molded 
glass. Nearly all of the works on view are from 
The Mint Museum’s permanent collection of 
glass, which is second in size only to the 
ceramics collection in the museum’s Decorative 
Arts holdings. Ongoing - "Arts of Africa". The 
African continent is remarkable in its geographic, 
social, political, and cultural diversity. This 
impressive diversity is reflected in the visual arts 
through a variety of media and forms including 
ceramics, masks, textiles, sculptures, prestige 
staffs, and shrines.

Sept. 16 - 
Feb. 25, 2024 - "The Art of Seating: 200 Years 
of American Design". The exhibition, drawn from 
the rich holdings of the Thomas H. and Diane 
DeMell Jacobsen Ph.D. Foundation provides a 
rare opportunity to survey the history of American 
craftsmanship and ingenuity, seen through the 
lens of seating furniture. Featuring many of the 
most iconic designs and designers from the past 
two centuries, “The Art of Seating” encourages 
visitors to reconsider objects that are a ubiquitous 
and often overlooked part of our everyday lives, 
seeing chairs as not just functional objects, but as 
works of art in their own right. At the same time, 
the objects in the exhibition also have stories 
to tell about the history of our country, ranging 

from the contributions of immigrants to changing 
tastes in style and aesthetics to new innovations 
in technology and materials. More than forty 
examples of seating furniture from the Thomas

tion will explore some of the distinctly different 
approaches and philosophies of art collecting 
by prominent Charlotte-based collectors Judy 
and Patrick Diamond, Nina and James Jack-
son, Christy and Quincy Lee, and Cheryse and 
Christopher Terry. This dynamic group will pres-
ent a range of collector theory, methodology and 
objects made by Black artists from their private 
collections.

The Vault illustrates the significant 
responsibility and privilege that comes with being 
a collector or custodian of Black art. In 2018, the 
National Art Services Executive at U.S. Trust, 
Bank of America Private Wealth Management, 
Evan Beard, published an article called ‘The Four 
Types of Art Collectors’ on Artsy, the world’s larg-
est online art marketplace. In the article, Beard 
categorized all art collectors into four general 
groups: The Connoisseurs, The Enterprising 
Collector, The Trophy Hunter, and The Aesthete. 
The four Charlotte-based collectors featured in 
"The Vault" have distinctly different approaches 
and philosophies of art collecting that mirror this 
framework. Craft + Design Galleries, Ongoing 
- "Craft in the Laboratory: The Science of Making 
Things," is the first installation in the Southeast to 
explore how craft artists and designers use sci-
ence and math concepts when creating works of 
art. Presented by Müller Corporation, Craft in the 
Laboratory also celebrates a reinstallation of the 
Mint’s Craft + Design Galleries—the first since 
2010. Co-curated by the Mint’s Senior Curator 
of Craft, Design, and Fashion Annie Carlano 
and Assistant Curator for Craft, Design, and 
Fashion Rebecca Elliot, "Craft in the Laboratory" 
includes 100 works from the Mint’s collection 
that are made from precious metals, wood, steel, 
polymers, and even agricultural waste, that em-
phasize the preciseness of science used to craft 
works of art. Made by nationally and internation-
ally renowned artists, the objects are organized 
by material and subject throughout the galleries.

Unlike anything ever seen 
at The Mint Museum before, Brooklyn-based art-
ist Summer Wheat’s "Foragers" is a monumental 
piece of public work of art spanning 96 windows, 
four stories, and 3,720 square feet at Mint Muse-
um Uptown’s Robert Haywood Morrison Atrium.

"Foragers" is 
part of a larger exhibition "In Vivid Color," which 
brings together four innovative contemporary 
artists—Wheat, Gisela Colon, Spencer Finch, 
and Jennifer Steinkamp—who create works 
celebrating the power of color and its ability to 
permeate the space around us.

Love is 
synonymous with care, compassion, and affec-
tion, while anarchy is generally accepted as an 
absence of authority, a state of disorder, or an 
ungovernable condition. These concepts, more 
than tangentially related, are often intertwined 
and even sometimes mutually dependent. 
Indeed, moments of disarray and frustration are 
intrinsic to love, while love sometimes emerges 
out of disorder and chaos. Drawn from the 
Nasher Museum’s extensive historical and 
contemporary collections, “Love & Anarchy” 
demonstrates some of the ways in which these 
two concepts have inspired artists, visually and 
conceptually, over millennia.

Gallery), Through Jan. 28, 2024 - "The Surreal-
ist Impulse".The early 20th-century movement 
surrealism was groundbreaking for its time. De-
veloped in response to the travesty of World War 
I, the art and literary phenomenon invigorated 
artists and thinkers to explore dreams, the irra-
tional and uncanny, and the poetic in their works. 
These principles reverberate in the 21st century, 
where surrealism remains a chief inspiration. 
In this exhibition artworks are brought together 
to illustrate a surrealist impulse that exists in 
contemporary art. Works like Carolyn Janssen’s 
large-scale ~*{G.O.E.D.}*~ depict fantastical 
worlds that seem plucked from the chasms of the 
inner psyche. The black-and-white photographs 
of Kristina Rogers adopt techniques of cropping 
and layering to blur reality and subtly serve as 
societal critiques. From these specific qualities 
and others, the artworks on view exhibit surrealist 
tendencies and demonstrate how many contem-
porary artists revel - whether discreetly or not - in 
the movement’s legacy. East Building, Level 
B, Photography Gallery 1 (Julian T, Baker Jr. 
Gallery), Through Jan. 28, 2024 - "Luis Rey 
Velasco". Luis Rey Velasco (b. 1969) creates 
evocative photographs that capture labor histo-
ries, cultural traditions, and everyday people. He 
came of age in the San Joaquin Valley, a region 
of California where the history of Latinx farm labor 
is intrinsic to its identity. Mexican migrant workers 
arrived in the 1940s due to a set of agreements 
between the United States and Mexico. The 
program ended in 1964, but immigration to the re-
gion continued. Immersed in this history, Velasco 
moved to North Carolina in 1999 to photograph 
children of migrant farm workers. Featured in this 
exhibition are a selection of photographs Velasco 
executed between 1998 and 2005, many portray-
ing members of farm worker communities in 
California and North Carolina. These compelling 
images emphasize his longtime focus on com-
munities, histories, and regions that are largely 
hidden yet integral to the American economy.

State’s School (now College) of Design became 
a reality in September 1948, and rapidly gained 
a reputation as one of the top design schools 
in the nation. The most progressive school of 
architecture and allied arts in the South, it served 
as a hub of modernist creativity for the entire 
region and greatly influenced the landscape and 
architecture found throughout the Triangle Area 
today. “Leading by Design” celebrates the design 
school’s legacy by showcasing artworks from the 
Gregg Museum’s permanent collection created 
by professors and instructors associated with it 
in its formative years along with an audiovisual 
element that marks its ongoing impact in the 
21st century. Adams and Woodson Galler-
ies, Through Oct. 7 - "This is Not: Aldwyth in 
Retrospect," curated by Mark Sloan. Now in her 
mid-eighties, the artist Aldwyth has lived and 
worked alone in an octagonal house overlook-
ing a salt marsh on one of South Carolina’s sea 
islands since 1980. For most of her adult life she 
has maintained her seclusion from the larger art 
world while utilizing the history of art and ideas 
as a catalyst for complex found-object sculptures 
and increasingly epic-scaled collages that often 
recall medieval manuscripts writ large. This retro-
spective spans nearly seventy years of Aldwyth’s 
work, beginning with photography and moving 
through experimental painting, assemblage, and 
collage while touching on personal themes and 
fascinations that have remained remarkably con-
sistent throughout her career. A tireless innovator, 
Aldwyth’s self-imposed rules both limited and lib-
erated her, allowing her work to be self-contained 
and self-referential. Each piece is an illustration 
of the description that defines it, and vice-versa.

It was heard by Smith’s wife, 
Broadway star Libby Holman, who was with 
her husband on the porch. And it was heard by 
Smith’s childhood friend and secretary Albert “Ab” 
Walker, although exactly where Walker was at 
the time of the shooting is shrouded in mystery.
